128 Farms Bid In;
Area Goes $40, Less

All the tabulations are in, the
bids have been added up, and
awarded, and Bailey County
stands to have additional money

circulating for the next ten
years.
Late last Friday, the ASC

released the bids awarded for
the new Conservation Reserve
Program, and area ASC officials
completed their tabulations
Monday and Tuesday of ihis
week.

Of the 128 farms bid into the

rogram, including the 47,
40.1 acres, 95 have oeen
accepted for the 1986 and 1987
CRP, according to Danny Noble,
Executive Director of the local
ASC office.

With Bailey County being in
Pool One in the state, the bids
were for $40 and under, and the
total acres accepted into the
program comprise some 31,76.4
acres.

This further breaks down to
33 farms accepted into the 1986
program for 9,289.2 acres; and
an additional 62 farms, with
22,477.2 acres accepted for the
1987 Conservation Reserve Pro-
gram. :

Only 11,073.7 of the acreage
bid were not accepted in this
county, added Noble.

He said Bailey County had
more acres, and farms, accepted
than any other location in the
district.

For instance, Jim McGehee of
the ASC office in Lamb County,
said 60 farms were bid for the
program, and only 27 were
accepted, for around 5,000 acres
for tg

In Cochran County, a total of
119 farms bid for the program,
and 71 were accepted, wiiich
comprised 25,540.6 acres.

A spokeswomen for the Coch-
ran County ASC office said 34
farms were accepted for the
1986 program, and an additional
37 farms will be added for the
1987 program.

This included 3,456 acres
accepted, and 10 farms for the
1986 program, and the addi-
tional seven farms to be added
for the 1987 program.

Debbie Woodson of the
Parmer County ASC office said
only one or two of the Parmer
County farmers indicated they
would turn their CRP acres into
wildlife babitat, with most
indicating they would be plant-
ing native grass.

Each contract for the 1986
and 1987 government will share
the cost, on a 50-50 basis, for
establishing the permanent cov-
er crops on the land. ;

Most ASC officials estimate it
will be two to three years before
the farmers will realize much
benefit from the new program,
but after that, it will be of great
benefit to the farmer.

Education consortium
expects to help improve
science, math education

COLLEGE STATION — Business,
education and government leaders
across the state have launched a new
cooperative effort to improve mathe-
matics and science education in Texas
schools.

The Texas Alliance for Science and
Math, a consortium modeled after simi-
lar alliances in Colorado and Minneso-
ta, is expected to create a closer part-
nership between business, education
and government through the sharing of
ideas, resources and programs.

“This is a great step forward for pub-
lic education in Texas,” said Dr. Robert
K. James, a Texas A&M University pro-
fessor of educational curriculum and
instruction and the director of the Cen-
ter for Math and Science Education.

“Lvery youngster who comes out of
school must deal with technology and its
impact on their lives,”
to the need for increased awareness of
technological developments among all
students. “That subject matter needs to
be offered in schools, and it’s not now
being offered.”

State education leaders hope the
work of the alliance will stimulate inter-
est in science and technology among all
levels of students, not just those who
intend to pursue science-related ca-
reers. The alliance is also expected to
address issues of public policy that affect
science and math education and im-
prove support systems for teachers.

Delaying Cow Culling

Costs Money

Giving ‘‘Ole’ DBossy'’ one
more chance to have a calf is
like tossing money out the
window. And with current
economic conditions, that's
hardly something cattlemen can
afford to do.

Just how much money are
cattlemen losing with their
reluctance to cull open cows?

A demonstration in Calhoun
County by the Texas Agricul-
tural Extension Service of The
Texas A&M University System
tied some ‘‘dollars and conts”
to this poor herd maragement
practice. The demonstration was
part of the Extension Service's
Integrated Livestock Manage-
ment Program and was con-
ducted by Brian Weiss, Calhoun
County Extension agent; Dr.
L.R. Sprott, Extension beef
cattle specialist; and Bruce
Carpenter, Extension assistant.

In the study, open cows were
held over and exposed to a bull
again during the next breeding
season, explains Sprott. Annual
cow costs at the ranch where
the study was conducted were
$295 per cow or $24.58 per cow
per month. Cows were palpated
at weaning in November and
the subsequent breeding season
began the following March.

Cow maintenance costs from
palpation through breeding,
gestation, calving and weaning
(19 months) totaled $467.02,
Sprott points out: Weaned
calves averaged 450 pounds. and
brought 78 cents per pound for
a gross of $351 per calf. Thus
holding onto an open cow
caused a loss of $116.02 per
cow. ($467.02 minus $351)

Even if the cows had conceiv-
ed the day after they were
found to be open, at least a
15-month maintenance cost
would have been incurred--nine
months for gestation and six
months to weaning. That would
have cost the rancher $368.70
per cow-- a loss of $17.70 per
cow ($368.70 minus $351 for the
calf). Selling the cow and culf as
a pair mav have grossed some

A

additional dollars, but cach
month that passes adds costs,
notes Sprott.

Selling the open cow immed-
iately after palpation will gross
$320 to $420 depending on her
wicght and price per pound.
This salvage money can be used
to create cash flow and help
meet future replacement heifer
costs, adds the beef -cattle
specialist. Furthermore, the in-
crease in reproductive perform-
ance resulting from culling
stimulates future dividends
through improved calf crops.

““When calf prices drop. the
money lost by holding onto open
cows is much greater than what
was shown in this study,”
Sprott emphasizes.

1984 crop. It compares to the respective five and ten-year
averages for the Plains through 1984 of 2,106,260 and
2,195,330. Record production for the 25-county area

remains at 3,522,000 bales, produced in 1981.

TCLRS reported 3,051,800 planted acres for the
Plains, 2,781,900 of which remained for harvest after an
8.8 percent abandonment. Blame for the loss of almost
270,000 acres, as usual, is shared by drought, wind and
hail. Abandonment in 1984 was 7.7 percent. Ten year
average loss from planting to harvest on the Plains
through 1984 was 12.1 percent, including the huge 35.4

percent loss of 1.3 million acres in 1982.

Average yield in 1985 was 326.8 pounds per acre, a
hefty decrease from the 359.6-pound average of the pre-
vious year. Five and ten-year average yields per har-
vested acre for the area through 1985 come to 325.7 and
328.8 pounds, respectively. All-time record yield was set
20 years ago in 1965 at 513 pounds per acre.

The chart below shows 1985 planted and harvested
acres, yields per harvested acre and total production in
480-pound net weight bales for each of the 25 PCG

counties.

Low-income households
may be eligibie for
energy assistance

AUSTIN—Some low-income Texas
households may be eligible for help in
paying their cooling bills this summer
through the Home Energy Assistance
Program, according to Texas Depart-
ment of Human Services Commissioner
Marlin Johnston.

Commissioner Johnston said the one-
time payment is available to many low-
income households. Households which
this month received food stamps, Aid to
Families with Dependent Children, or
Supplemental Security Income will be
mailed applications automatically. Other
low-income households may request an
application from DHS during the enroll-
ment period of June 16 through July 18.

Eligibility is limited by gross income.
For instance, aid is available for a one-
person household having less than a
$547.49 gross income per month. The
gross income limit is $733.49 for a
two-person household, $919.49 for
three, $1,105.49 for four, $1,291.49 for
five, and $1,477.49 for six.

Eligible households must be subject to

energy cost increases—because of bills
or rent being higher due to rising energy
costs.

Households in privately owned or
rented housing are eligible if the cost for
cooling is included in the rent payment
or if the household pays a portion of its
home energy costs.

Energy assistance checks are ‘sent
directly to the people who are eligible for
assistance. However, the checks are
made payable to the energy company for
the benefit of the eligible person.

Households receiving one of these

energy assistance checks should mail it .

or take it in person to the energy com-
pany business office with the regular
energy bill. The check can be cashed
only by the energy company. If the
HEAP check is more than the energy
bill, the additional amount will be cred-
ited to the person’s account for the next
month’s bill. If the energy bill is higher
than the check, the person is responsi-
ble for paying the difference.

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Farm Bureau

Is Supporting
Re- Evaluation

Farm Burea supports efforts
to re-evaluate tge role the
United States plays in support-
ing international development
organizations, Texas Farm Bur-
cau president S.M. True told
Congress this week.

““We believe such a review of
the benefits and costs of the
multilateral lending institutions
is long overdue and desirable at

this time,”’ True told a sub-
committee of the Joint Econom-

ic Committee.

As a member of the board of
directors on the American Farm
Bureau Federation, True re-
presented the AFBF before the
group which is examining pro-
posed reform of foreign agricul-
turla investment priorities.

True said farmers are unhap-
py with World Bank loans that
subsidize foreign products that
are in direct competition with
U.S. farm exports.

He pointed out that a loan to
Argentina was for the specific
purpose of allowing Argentine
farm exports to become more
competitive in world markets.

He said that other interna-
tional lending institutions have
also made mistakes, but that he
did not wish to imply that all
international agricultural pro-
jects are unworthy.

‘““Farm Bureau recognizes the
need to promote economic
development in less-developed
nations,”’ he said. “If we ever
hope to return to the days of
$40 billion annual farm exports
we will need greatly increased
demand and purchasing power
in those same countries.””

He said development assis-

tance programs could be of
major importance in improving
the economics of underdevelop-
ed nations.

‘*However, such programs
should be based upon well-
formulated, long-range plans of
recipient nations in order to
insure proper utilization of aid
funds and technological assis-
tance,”’ he said. ‘“We do not
believe that the current opera-
tions of international develop-
ment banks have been based
upon well-informulated, long-
range plans.”’

True told the subcommittee
that the Foreign Agriculture
Investment Reform bill intro-
duced by Rep. Beau Boulter,
R-Amarillo, and others, ‘‘ap-
pears to us to be an excellent
starting place for consideration
of needed changes in U.S.
participation in international
lending institutions.

Anthropologist says
cavemen’s diet
better than today’s diet

COLLEGE STATION — Did cave-
men 20,000 years ago, before the wide-
spread practice of agriculture, eat bet-
ter than many Americans today?

If that means “better for you,” then
perhaps they did, says a Texas A&M
University anthropologist whose studies
of prehistoric diet based on fossilized
pollen and charred remains of other
food have made him a top authority.

Our prehistoric ancestors — out of
necessity rather than for a trendy trim
look — consumed a wide variety of
plants, flowers and lean game, said Dr.
Vaughn Bryant, head of anthropology at
Texas A&M.

Concerns about too much salt and
sugar were fewer then since both com-
modities were rarely available, he said.

Evidence from polien studies in Texas
and elsewhere suggests that cave dwel-
lers ate a sufficient variety of foods to
obtain an adequate supply of vitamins,
minerals and protein, said Bryant.

Feedmill, Elevator
Classes Are Offered

In an effort to provide
competent, trained professionals
to the cattle feeding and grain
elevator industries, Texas State
Technical Institute (TSTI) will
offer a Feedmill and Elevator
Technology course.

The course, set to begin
September 8, was developed by
TSTI at the urging of the cattle
feeding and grain industries
because of difficulty in finding
trained people to operate feed-
yard feedmills and grain eleva-
tors, according to Charlie Ball,
executive vice president of the
Texas Cattle Feeders Associa-
tion.

““More than 23% of all the
fed cattle in the nation (6
million head) are produced in
Texas and the neighboring
states of Oklahoma and New
Mexico,”” Ball says. ‘“‘With the
concentration of cattle feeding
in the Texas Panhandle and
surrounding states, there is a
need for highly skilled feedmill
operators.”’

‘““Feedyards process a tre-
mendous amount of grain daily,
requiring skilled, well trained
people,’”’ continues Ball. ‘‘But
there presently is no structured
training program for feedmill
and grain elevator operators.
Thus, we asked TSTI to initiate
this course.”’

Ball points out, since TSTI is
a vocational school, many others

beside recent high school grad-
uates may be interested in the
course. ‘‘With the recent finan-
cial difficulty many area farmers
have experienced,”’ he says,
““there’s a potential pool of
people who already have many
of the mechanical skills needed
to become a feedmill or grain
elevator operator.”

The course will train students
in the operation of feedmill and
grain handling equipment, dust
control techniquessand hazards,
electrical/electronic weighing
controls, hydraulic and pneu-
matic systems and advanced
trouble-shooting, according to
Jim Lutes, course instructor and
program coordinator at TSTIL
Coursework will include training
in equipment maintenance,
electrical systems, welding and
mechanics as well as industrial
management and computer op-
eration, Lutes says.

Two training options will be
offered, he says. One is a
certificate program lasting four
quarters or 12 months. The
other option, which will allow
students to obtain an Associate
of Applied Science degree, will
last six quarters of 18 months.

Agency Catches Non-
Residents For Job Fraud

f'wo former Texas residents
recently discoverd that relocat-
ing to another state would not
protect them from the Texas
Employment Comimission’s

fraud detection system.

Former Texas resident James
P. McNeil 11, was located by the
jobs agency in Lewistown,
Pennsylvania. McNeil had failed
to report employment or earn-
ings for 15 weeks while drawing
unemployment benefits. Sen-
tenced to two years in prison,
his sentence was later suspend-
ed, and McNeil was placed on
three years probation in Penn-
sylvania and ordered to repay
the Texas agency the $2,520.00
he had drawn in benefits.

In a similar case, Alaska
resident Valerie Hespeth was
indicted by a Federal Grand
Jury in her former home of El
Paso on five counts of mail
fraud. Hespeth drew unemploy-
ment benefits for thirteen weeks
while failing to report employ-
ment or earnings. She pled
guilty and was placed on five
years probation in Alaska. The
court ordered her to return to
'EC  the fraudulent benefits
totalling $1,644.00.

These and other cases under
indictment are part of an
ongoing effort between the TEC
and the U.S. Department of
Labor, Office of Inspector Gen-
eral, to identify, locate and
prosecute individuals who are
employed and fail to report
earnings while drawing unem-
ployment insurance benefits.

In 43 seminars held statewide
at TEC, designed to teach
businesspersons how to cut the
cost of doing business in Texas,
over 12,000 Texas employers
‘have been encouraged to co-
operate fully with TEC in the
investigation of potentially
fraudulent claims. It is clearly to
the advantage of both workers
and employers to aid the agency
in fraud detection. According to
agency Administor Bill Gros-
senbacher, ‘“‘Our goal is to
preserve the integrity of a very
good system which provides
short term assistance to persons
unemployed through no fault of
their own. This assistance is no
quick fix for an ailing economy,
but it does serve to maintain
some economic stability in areas
adversely affected by work

Motorists throughout Texas
should be pn the lookout for
slow moving farm vehicles and
equipment.

With the hustle and bustle of
spring farming operations, dri-
vers need to be particularly
alert for slow moving tractors
and other types of farm equip-
ment on state highways and
other public roads.

““The usual slow speed and
road-blocking width of these
necessary machines may be
dangerous to vehicles coming
‘'up from the rear as well as
those passing in the opposite
lane,”” points out Dr. Gary
Nelson, safety engineer with the
Texas Agricultural Extension
Service, The Texas A&M Uni-
versity System.

““A driver recognizing a farm
machine should instantly brake
and reduce speed until he can
successfully judge the ma-
chine’s size and speed,’”’ notes
Nelson.

A tractor may be pulling a
wide tillage tool or a tool bar
and could have axles extending
into the oncoming lane, says
the engineer. The tractor may
be seen easily, but protruding
steel beams are difficult to see
because of their small appear-
ance and often dusty covering.

““Dusk and dawn hours are
the most dangerous because of
poor visibility,”” Nelson points
out. ‘‘Drivers should look for
flashing tractor lights; reflect-
ors; the red-orange, triangular
shaped Slow Moving Vehicle
emblem on the rear of a
machine; a lead car or truck
with flashing lights; or flagging

tied to protruding parts of
equipment.”’
Drivers who pass or meet

farm vehicles and still maintain -
highway speeds are risking a
serious accident, cautions the

safety specialist.

At night, flashing lights may
be on an oncoming farm vehicle
with parts that extend into an
opposite lane or the . passing
lane. The driver should immed-

iately slow down and make
certain there is no obstruction.
“Unfortunately, sometimes
deadly obstructions that do 1ot
comply with safety measures
are present on our public roads,

whether they be farm, forestry,
construction or personal vehicles
or loads,”’ says Nelson. *‘Dri-
vers should always be on the
lookout for these and should

report them to law enforcement
authorities. This can help avoid
accidents and perhaps save a
life."
