$100,000 Oil Company to Dexelop 
New Mexico Field

Eighty or more Houston arul 
Beaumont men have organized 
what is to lie known as the Pe­
cos Valley Oil and Gas Com­
pany, capitalized at $100,000, 
for the development of the Day- 
ton field in Edd5’ county, N. 
M. Offices will be opened in 
Houston and in Artesia, N. M., 
in a few days.

The president of the com­
pany is J. H. McNeil, of 
Brownsville, and George Pat- 
tillo, of Houston, is secretary 
and treasurer. Arrangements 
are being made to begin devel­
opment at once, a well will be 
started immediately. Already 
there is a gas well on the pro­
perty and near by are two oil 
wells which have been flowing 
from five to twenty-five barrels 
of oil a day for two years.

The promotor^ are confident 
that they have a promising pro­
position. — Houston Chronicle.

VARYING ONION SOUPS

FIVE RECIPffS THAT ARB 
MOST COMMON USE.

IN

Heueewivee Dlffsr ss to the B«r
Method of Cooking and the Pro­

portion of Ingredlenta That 
Qlve the Best Results.

The following methode of making 
onion aoup ere those practiced by va­
rious housewives:

OnlOD Soup I.—One quart of milk, 
two large onions, one tablespoon of 
butter. Brown the butter slightly In 
n sauoe pan, slice in the onlona, let 
them oook through and brown, but 
not bunt. Heat milk to boiling point 
Cut two alioea of bread In Inch pieces 
ond lax In a tureen. Put the cooked 
ontons on tbe bread, pour over them 
the hot milk and then one cup of hot 
cream. Season with salt and pepper.

Onion Soup II.—Parboil two large 
onions five minutes, then remove and 
chop fine. Add one tablespoon of 
grated carrot, place in a sauce pan 
over the fire with one ounce of beef 
fat, and oook six mlnutea. Add one 
tablespoon of flour, stir a few mlnutea, 
then add one quart of boiling water, 
one-half tablespoonful of salt, a few 
daihea of pepper, and one teaspoon 
of beef extract Cook 80 minutes, 
then strain and add cne-fourtb of a 
cop of cream, and serve.

Oulon Soup III.—Put a small piece 
of butter In a sauce pan. and, when 
quite hoL put in three large onions 
cut into ^ n  slices. Cook them until 
they are red, then put in one-half a 
cup of flour and cook, stirring all the 
time. When done, pour In a pint of 
hot water with salt and pepper, let 
boll a minute, and set aside. When 
ready to eerve. put in a quart of boil­
ing milk and about four potatoes 
mashed to a paste. It Is better to add 
the liquid to tbe potato, stirring all 
the tlma

Onion Soup IV.—Fry carefully one 
quart of alioed onions in a little but­
ter, cooking to light browu. Add salt 
and pepper, and, when tbe onions 
have taken a good color, add five cups 
of cold water and simmer one hour.

Onion Soup V.—Brown two onions 
In sauce pan with one ounce of butter, 
stir in a little flour and moisten with 
three pints of white broth. Season 
with salt and pepper and cook for ten 
minutes. Place six pieces of bread In 
a tureen, cover them with fine slices 
Swiss cbeeee pour tbe broth over 
them, grat4 a little cbeese on the 
top. and put In the oven for flva min­
utes before serving.

Colaehe.
Chop up fine six small squash, one 

onion, three new potatoes, one handful 
string beans, three green peppers. 
Now put in three siloed tomatoes and 
one-half doaen ears of corn scraped 
from tbe cob. Put all this mixture in 
a pot and pour one cup of water over 
It and two tablespoons of clear, clean 
lard on top. Pnt on a slow fire to 
cook. Keep well covered and stir 
often to prevent burning.

Saratoga Onions.
Peel and thinly allce three large 

white onlona and soak In milk for tan 
minutes, then drain and dry on a 
towel. Separate the slices into rings 
put a dozen or more at a time In a 
frying basket and pinnge into amok- 
Ing hot fat. Take out as soon aa del­
icately colored, drain for a moment 
on unglazed paper, turn Into heated 
dish, dust lightly with salt and serve 
at once.

Raised Doughnuts.
One pint of sweet milk, one table- 

spoonful of butter, two eggs, one cup 
of sponge, as for bread, one cup of 
sugar. Stir to a soft batter, set to 
raise, mix stiff; set to raise again. 
Then roll and cut ouL raise and fry In 
hot grease. This dough can be kept 
three or four days in a cool place and 
fried fresh as wanted.

Lean Beef Jelly.
In a Boup ketle put two pounds ot 

lean beet, one-bait a gallon of cold 
water, one bay leaf, six peppercorns 
■lx whole cloves and one tablespoon­
ful of salt and place well back on tbe 
stove, where It will slowly simmer for 
four hours. Soak half a box of gela­
tin In half a cupful of cold water for 
15 minutes; add to the broth and 
strain. To tbe strained liquid add tbe 
Juice of one lemon and pour into 
molds wet In cold water, and put in 
a cold place until firm.

Orange Custard.
Mix together half a cupful of sugai, 

tbe yolks of six eggs, the Juice of a 
large orange, half the peel grated, and 
a tablespoonful of brandy. When well 
beaten pour In slowly a pint of boil­
ing milk, beating all the time until 
tbe custard Is cold. Pour it into 
either a baking dish or small custard 
cups and cor̂ k In a pan of boiling wa­
ter for fifteen m y ite s  In a not over

Even when a patient Is so recovered 
that It Is necessary to feed him lav­
ishly, one must use judgment In over­
serving.

V E G E T A R I A N  D IS H E S .

For those of our readers who find It 
pleasurable and profitable to subsist 
on fruits, grains and vegetables, the 
following suggestions may be helpful:

For breakfast food there Is none 
more wholesome or tasty than wheat 
cooked until It cracks open, served 
with cream and sugar. Hominy and 
rice are also good.

The numbers of ooups that may be 
prepared without meat are many, the 
nourishing cream soups and those of 
nuts and vegetables are fully as satis­
fying as soups prepared from meat.

N avy  Bean Soup.—Cook together a 
cup of beans and a slice of onion; add 
five cups of water and simmer until 
the bean may be put through a sieve 
Season and serve with the addition 
of butter.

Tom a to  B isque .—Take a cup of 
strained tomato, add five cups ol 
water, a half cup of peanut butter, 
three-fourths of a teaspoonful of salt. 
Cook all together until well blended. 
Salt, If needed, and serve.

Creo le  Soup.—Cook together a small 
carrot, a small turnip, a large onion, 
two J^blespoonfuls of rice and a pint 
of water. When all the Ingredients 
are tender rub through a sieve. Add 
a cup of tomato, season and serve.
' Fruit Salad a la Crem*.—To a cup 
of sliced pineapple add a cup of seed 
ed grapes and a large banana Over 
this fruit pour the following dressing: 
Cook together two tablespconfuls ^ack 
of butter and flour, half a cup of lem 
on Juice, three beaten yolks, two table- 
spoonfuls of sugar, a cup of cream 
and a fourth of a teaspoonful of salt 
Cool and add whipped eream

Make a circle of cold baked beans. 
In the center put a stuffing of bread 
crumbs, seasoned with sage, onion 
Juice, butter, salt and celery Mix 
with an egg and cover the stuffing 
with the beans; bgkp and serve hot-

Tomatoes—200 Acres Will 
be Planted—Factory Will 

be Enlarged.

[From Lakewood Progress March 22]
Tile success of our little Can­

ning Factory is causing (juite a 
little ‘ ‘Hot Air,” as well as 
some actual efforts in other 
communities in the same in­
dustries. We are very glad in­
deed to see these efforts and 
sincerely’ hope that they w’ill 
all be successful.

Right now our Directors are 
up against a serious problem, 
and are wondering bow they 
are going to be able to supply 
even a small portion of the de- 

I mand that they now’ have for 
I their canned goods. One firm 
in Dallas, Texas is pressing 
them to -contract for 10,UUO 
cases; one tirm in K1 Paso for 
5,0U0 cases; tw’o firms in Albu- 
<{iier<]ue are wanting between 
eight and ten thousand cases 
w’ith every tow’ii between Am ­
arillo and Pecos w’aitiiig for 
their contracts to Ih* signed.

The factory so far has con­
tracted with the planters for 
2CO acres of tomatoes; have 
arranged for all necessary new’ 
machinery and the proper en­
largement of the factory’. They 
also have the tiiiancial end 
of it arranged, and it seems 
that there is nothing now’ to 
prevent them from doubling 
last vears output. How’ever 
this will not supply more than 
one-fourth of the demand.

This factory cans nothing but 
the choice tomatoes and the 
(juality they put ''ut lust year 
sitnpiy puts competition out of 
the field. Wherever these to 
matoes are placed in a home 
there is no use in trying to sell 
that home another brand of to­
matoes, as there lias never lH?en 
anything just like them put up.

Novel Breadpan.
When I want to bake bread Into 

round loaves, which are especially 
nice for fancy sandwiches, I take an 
empty tomato or com can, melt off 
the top, and then fasten a piece of 
heavy wire around tbe outside, about 
half way up, writes a contributor to 
the Woman’s Home Companion. Where 
the ends meet, I twist the one over or 
around the other, for a distance of 
two or three Inches from the can, 
thus forming ar convenient handle. 
This is as good as a store tin.—Kan­
sas City SUr.

Bread Soup.
Take stale bread (rye, white or any 

kind of stale bread will do); cover 
the bread with boiling water, let boll 
a few minutes; then put through a 
coarse sieve. If tbe mixture Is too 
thick add more boiling water, put 
back on stove; add a stick of cinna­
mon, let all simmer for about 10 min­
utes; add sugar to taste. Now allow 
tbe yolks of three eggs to a quart of 
soup and pour over them gradually 
the boiling soup, stirring all the lime; 
add the grated rind and Julcw of a 
lemon.

TABLE TAKES LITTLE SPACE

Where the table room Is limited or 
where a place for starting flower seeds 
is wanted, a very neat and stout table 
may be had by fastening a plank of 
suitable dimensions to the wall or di­
rectly before the window with a pair 
of hlnres on tbe under side of

the plank and to wall or window 
apron.

The table Is held up by stout wires 
running from screweyes In each end of 
the table to screweyes In tbe wall or 
window casing.

The wires should be fastened to tbe 
wall and the ends next to the table 
provided with hooks so that tb§ table 
may be dropped out of the way when 
not In use.

Baked Cairs Liver.
Take off the skin from a large piece 

of calf’s liver; take pieces of fat pork 
rolled In pepper and salt, lard the liver 
with pork, put Into roasting pan. 
sprinkle liver with flour, salt and 
plenty of black pepper, two table- 
ipoons of butter; put a cup of good 
aoupstock, two chopped onions Into 
pan and baste often; when done put 
llvar on hot platter, season gravy to 
taste and serve with Hver. Nice cold 
allced and served with potato salad.

Beans Spanish,
Boll about a pint of pink beans In 

-plenty of water without salt until 
done. When done put some lard in a 
frying pan. add an onion, a couple of 
tomatoes and a couple of green pep­
pers (or prepared Mexican cbllli'and 

.the beans, with water to coves well; 
season with salt and cook until tbe 

. gravy on them thickens. It hurries 
them to mash a few of tbe beans, as 
this thickens tbe gravy quickly.

Grouring Alfalfa for Seed
If alfalfa is grow’ii in rows 

tw’enty to forty inches apart 
by cultivation, one crop is often 
w’orth more than three or four 
crops of hay. We have several 
times heard men say that it 
w’as a good thing for them that 
it W’as so dry that they could not 
make any hay because it made 
them a large seed crop. In 
this country there is so much 
land and so little moisture that 
such a possibility seems verj’ 
feasible. In w’estern Nebraska, 
Kansas and Texas large 
amounts of alfalfa seed is pro­
duced in this way. It takes 
very little seed and can be 
planted w’ith seed drill, corn 
planter or lister and can be 
cultivated w’ith ordinary culti­
vator, If there is only moisture 
enough to get a good stand it 
takes very little w’ater to insure 
a crop or tw’o of seed a year 
besides some hay or pasture. 
We believe this method worth 
trying here where conditions 
are so favorable for seed pro­
duction.
