Council Bluffs, la.—Some strenuous 
construction work was done here 
when a freighthouse, destroyed by 
fire, was rebuilt almost over night.

At 6:45 o'clock on a Saturday eve­
ning the freighthouse of the Chicago 
and Northwestern railway was de­
stroyed by fire. The building, 26 by 
810 feet. Included the office, which 
was two stories high.

The problem presented was how to 
provide freighthouse facilities for the 
opening of business on Monday morn­
ing it w aa decided to solve the prob­
lem by putting up a new building 

Tbe telegraph and telephone were 
pressed into Instant service. Necee- 
sary workmen and materials were or­
dered from a dozen points. Arrange­
ments were made with a local lumber­
yard to deliver material on Sunday 
morning at seven o’clock. At tbe 
same time everybody waa busy get­
ting near-by material concentrated 
and mustering tbe different forces.

Men were picked up as far east as 
Cedar Rapids and as far west as Fre­
mont. Neb. On Sunday morning at 
six o’clock a special train had arrived 
at Council Bluffs from Boone wiq^

men and material, and other forces 
bad arrived on dllTerent passenger 
trains, so that about eighty mechanics 
and artisans were on hand at seven 
o’clock. Twenty men arrived from 
the w est at eleven o’clock. Then the 
work was under way In earnest.

It waa found that the transfer plat­
forms and the platform In front of 
the old building bad not been de­
stroyed by tbe fire, so it was decided 
to erect a temporary building directly 
upon the floor of tbe larger transfer 
platform The frame waa up and 
partly sheathed at 11:30 a. m. At five 
o’clock In the afternoon tbe building 
was entirely Inclosed and tbe roof 
was nearing completion.

By Monday morning tbe building 
was entirely finished, 26 feet wide and 
120 feet long. The work was contin­
ued till the building was 176 feet long 
over all. Platforms were built, but 
the building built on Sunday was en­
tirely finished and ready for business 
by Monday morning.

Stole $4,000,000 in Jewels
Stanislaus Zalog Writes from Chicago 

Solution of ths Paulino Monas­
tery Puzzle.

Warsaw, Russian Poland.—The mys­
tery surrounding the theft from the 
Pauline Monastery at Czeustochowa 
of Jewels and votive offerings valued 
at 84,000,000, which since 1U0» has 
puxzled tbe brothers, seems at length 
to be solved by the receipt of a letter 
froii^ Chicago.

Tbe writer of this communication 
to tbe monastery confesses that be. 
Stanislaus Zalog, was the thief; that 
be was then a lay brother, and tbat 
Father Damatlua, who is now serving 
a sentence in the Siberian mines for 
tbe murder of bis cousin, was not Im­
plicated, as boa always been sup­
posed.

Tbe letter seems genuine and tbe 
Russian police are taking steps to 
have Zalog arrested, but tbe former 
brother defies tbe police to trace him. 
It appears that Zalog remained at tbe 
monastery more than a year after tbe 
theft and not until Damatlus was ar­
rested did be escape to America.

The robbery of the Jewels which 
decked the Ikon of the Virgin and 
Child in the Pauline Monastery cre­
ated a great stir three years ago, and 
when. In October, 1910, FYither Dama- 
tluB was arrested In Austria for tbe 
murder of bis cousin, Vaclav Macocb 
—which crime he confessed—It was 
believed that tbe motive for the deed 
was to be found in a desire to shut 
t’je  mouth of a man who could testify 
against him In tbe matter of tbe rob- 
berr.

Damatkas admitted the murder, but 
denied the theft of tbe Jewels. He ad­
mitted atao tbat be had taken money 
from tbe treasury and bad squandered 
It upondlelena Ostrowska, wife of the 
man he murdered. He told bow hie 
servanL Stanislaus, evidently the man 
now ccmfesslng tbe thefts, bad assist 
ed him In disposing of the body in s 
large Ottoman, whlob together they 
threw Into tbe River Varta. Stanislaus 
Zalog disappeared and has never been 
beard of until now.

S T A lt  TAKES HAND IN FIGHT
New Jersey Leads in Advanced Legis*

latlon Designed to Check Spread 
of Tuberculosis.

What la designated by the National 
Association for the Study and Preven* 
tion of Tuberculosis as the most ad­
vanced legislation in the caiupaign 
against tuberculosis that has been 
enacted by any state in the United 
States, if not by any country in the 
world, 1s found In a bill recently 
passed by the New Jersey legislature 
and signed by Governor Wilson. The 
new law provides that tuberculosis 
patients who refuse to obey the regu­
lations laid down by the state board 
of health concerning the prevention of 
their disease, and thus become a men­
ace to the health of those with whom 
they associate shall be compulsorily 
segregated by order of the courts, in 
Institutions provided for this purpose. 
If such a patient refuses to obey the 
rules and regulations of the institu­
tion in which be is placed, be may “be 
Isolated or separated from other per­
sons and restrained from leaving the 
Institution.” The law further pro­
vides that all counties In the state 
of New Jersey shall within six months 
from April 1st make provision In spe­
cial Institutions for the care of all 
persons having tuberculosis in these 
counties. The state treasurer will sub­
sidise each county to the extent of 
13.00 a week for each person main­
tained In these institutions, except 
those who are able to pay for the cost 
of maintenance.

Soma Farmsrs Do Not Appreciate Disk
Harrow’s Many Uses—More Valu­

able Than Any Other Piece of 
Farm Machinery. ^

Although the disk barrow is used on 
a largo number of the farms of Kan­
sas, many farmers do not use It when 
It will do the moat good.

The uses of the diakg barrow are 
many, and without doubt it Is one of 
the most valuable Implements on the 
farm. It may be used to conserve 
moisture, break up cloddy ground aft­
er plowing, prepare bard and dry soils 
for plowing, and destroy weeds after 
they have grown beyond the control 
of the smoothing barrow.

The best way to preserve soil mois­
ture is to disk the land as early In the 
spring as the condition of the soil will 
permit. By doing this, a large share 
of the water from spring rains and 
molted snows is kept from evaporat­
ing, and by changing the texture of 
the top soil, to the depth the disk goes, 
the surface soil, where roots start to 
develop, will become warmer, drier,, 
better aerated, and better suited to 
lessen the rate of evaporation of the 
deeper soil water, and will hasten the 
development of weed seeds so they 
may be destroyed

The most effective way to use the 
disk In the spring work is to lap the 
harrow half, and in doing this the 
furrow between the seta of disks will 
be entirely filled and the surface will 
be left level.

When labor la scarce and the farmer 
must save time, the double acting disk 
should be used. This is a new Im­
plement recently placed on the market, 
and is considered by the authorities 
of the Kansas Agricultural college to 
be built on a good principle. Although 
It has a heavier draft, there seems 
to be little doubt tbat It will come in­
to general use in the near future.

Often, after plowing, a heavy rain 
comes and compacts the soil, leaving 
the best conditions possible for rapid 
loss of this water by evaporation. 
This land should be gone over with a 
disk as soon as the ground will per­
mit Many farmers follow the binder 
with the disk; tbat Is, they have the 
disk run behind the binder before the 
grain Is shocked This la a good prac­
tice, as the stubble ground Is then In 
the best condition to catch any rain 
tbat might fall before plowing, and the 
soli is left In such a condition tbat 
plowing Is made much easier.

Where small grains are to follow 
corn or potatoes the use of the disk 
barrow will often make ih-t plow un­
necessary, but eitbei the disk must 
be run deep or a cutaway disk must 
be used. The chief objections to the 
cutaway disk are tbat it does not pul­
verise the soli so well, and It is not so 
easy to sharpen as the full-bladed 
disk. Although It may run deeper, 
there Is no appreciable difference in 
the draft of the two.

Curing a Cribbing Horse.
A typical crlbbcr not only chews 

fils halter ropes and manger, but also 
sucks In air. Wallace's Farmer says 
the latter form of cribbing is some­
times cured by buckling a broad strap 
firmly around the neck. About the 
only practical way of keeping a horse 
trom biting his halter ropes and the 
manger la to rub them with kerosene, 
fly blister, decoction of red [)epper or 
some similar substance. Fly blister 
Is made by mixing two teaspoonfiils 
of cantharides with eight tablespoon- 
fula of lard A decoction of red pep­
per may be made by boiling cayenne 
pepper in water. The theory of this 
treatment Is that the horse biting 
the parts will blister his lips, and, 
therefore, give up the habit.

Nitrogen Easily Obtained.
Nitrogen Is worth 15 cents a pound 

while phosphoric acid and potash ifre 
worth 5 cents. The only way to get 
nitrogen without paying the price Is 
through the raising of clovers and 
other legumes. Few of us realize the 
full value of a crop of clover that Is 
plowed under.

The clover decays and that adds 
organic matter and humus to the soil. 
The humus Increases the supply ot 
water In the soil. It makes the tem­
perature more even. It also adds 
plant food and at the aame time helps 
to make the soil more porous and eas­
ily cared for.

Plant Corn Thickly.
Where the largest amount of nu­

trients possible is the aim corn should 
be planted so thickly that the ears 
will be about half size. If grain is the 
object, the stalks must be so separated 
aa to allow full 'growth of ears.

GROW GRAIN-SORGHUM CROPS
Great Plains Admirably Adapted to 

Growing Both Stock and Neces­
sary Feeding Material.

In a farmers' bulletin—No 448— 
with the title "Hetter Grain Sorghum 
Crops.“ Issued by the Department of 
Agriculture, Carletun It Hall ex­
presses the opinion that the Great 
Plains region, where the sorghums are 
grown extensively, gives promise of 
becoming a second great feeding belt, 
similar to the corn belt. The area, he 
says, la admirably adapted to growing 
both stock and the necessary feeding 
crops. Thene crops will be corn la 
the regions of lower altitude an<̂  
greater rainfall, and grain sorghums 
In the higher and drier parts.

The grain sorghuma, says the writer 
of the new bulletin, may be greatly 
Improved through the selection of bet-' 
ter varieties and the use of better 
methods. The Improvements will be 
chiefly In the direction of drouth re­
sistance; earllneas; dwarf stature; 
productiveness, including heads and 
freedom from suckers and branches, 
and Increased machine harvesting

The Improvement of the nature of 
the crop may be accomplished by seed 
selection. This, argues Mr. Ball, 
should be the work of the boys on the 
farm “Complaint Is commonly made.” 
he Bays, “that the children are not In­
terested in the farm, and that many of 
them leave It as soon as possible. In- 
t( rest can he awakened by giving the 
boys and girls something definite to 
do in the way of improving the farm 
and Its products. Once started, they 
should be encouraged to feel responsi­
ble for results. They should also re­
ceive a money return, however small, 
for the Improvement resulting from 
their efforts. ,

“It Is not necessary to await the 
formation of a neighborhood ’corn 
club’ In order to Interest the boy In 
selecting better seed. Help him to 
make selections from the year’s crop. 
I>et him prepare it for storing over 
winter Set aside a field on which he 
can plant It the following spring. 
Plant alongside It some unselecfed 
seed. Assist him In comparing the 
two fields Encourage him If striking 
results are not obtained the first year. 
Give him a fair share of the profit 
when profit results from his labors. 
The best result will be the Increase of 
Interest and knowledge In the boy.”

Mr. Ball's advice In this direction 
Is not Intended only for those who 
wish to Improve their grain sorghum 
crops, but to every farmer In the en­
tire country, whether he grows cotton, 
corn, wheat, rice, oats, t;otatoes or any 
other staple farm crop

Dry Farm Methods.
Some complaints have been made 

that the so-called dry farming meth­
ods do not succeed In very dry years 
and that hence these methods are 
wrong Plants will not grow without 
some moisture and the season of 1911 
was unusually severe In its heat and 
drought because it followed two other 
similar seasons Immediately The 
preceding seasons were not so bad, 
but the rain came at aucb time of the 
year that there was comparatively 
tittle moisture In the soli during the 
growing periods. This, however, 
should not argue against the dry farm­
ing methods, as they are simply good 
farming methods which are applica­
ble in a greater or less degree to 
every section of the United States. 
Dry farming methods do produce good 
results In three seasons out of five 
and are more likely to ‘ produce re­
sults every year than any other metb 
od which has been devised.
