We really fear that the Judge has set

Two things with regard to wireless 
telegraphy have been brought Into re­
newed prominence by the disaster to 
the Titanic—the Inestimable value of 
the service as a means of summoning 
assistance for sinking ships, and the 
necessity of regulations to prevent pri­
vate telegraphers from Interfering, 
■with Irrelevant messages. The sink­
ing of the Titanic occurred between 
two and three o'clock In the morning, 
an hour at which It might be supposed 
amateur wireless operators would all 
be In bed and asleep, says the Evening 
Wisconsin. .Nevertheless there are 
complaints that the wireless messages 
from the Titanic were "taken” with 
difficulty, because of Interference.

Method Given to Make it  Abso­
lutely Drouth Proof.

Before Planting Single Tree Twto 
Years’ Moisture Is Secured by 
Plowing Year Ahead and Keep­

ing Qround Cultivated.

(By E. R  PARSONS.)
Twenty yearn ago 1 published a 

statement that trees and cropa could 
be rained anywhere on suitable soli 
between the Rocky mountains and Mis­
souri river, without IrrlguUon. Every­
body laughed, some went as far aa to 
Bay that auch exaggerated statemenu 
only hurt the state, a few took the 
hint, others besides myself had., ar­
rived at this truth, and there are now 
shade trees and family orchards all 
over the state, tew and far between 
It is true, but quite enough for proof 
and now after twenty years every 
word of this statement is accepted as 
fact

Now 1 make another statement, 
which even the Colorado writers and 
prufessors are afraid ot, and which 
the eastern papers altogether deellue 
to print or believe, yet which la capa­
ble of proof and will be generally Ac­
cepted in another twenty yeara, and 
that is that any man can plant a dry 
orchard according to the following 
method and make It absolutely drouth 
proof.

This knowledge will do you more 
good now than tw enty years hence and 
I submit It not for the enlightenment 
of Mr. W. C. Curtis. Mr. VValiace and 
others who affect to see little or no 
good in dry farming, but for the bene­
fit of the few who can grasp a truth 
In advance of the popular belief and 
turn It to their own advantage.

Before planting a single tree we go 
to work and secure two years mois­
ture for that kree by plowing a year 
ahead of time, keeping the ground cul­
tivated and digging the boles In the 
fall to catch snow and moisture all 
winter. Now Is the time to get to 
work. * Plow the ground as deep as 
you can and arrange your lands so as 
to bring your dead furrows where the 
row of trees Is to be; by doing this 
the surface Is dished toward the tree 
and If there is any run off It drains 
towards their roots. These dead fur­
rows are also ot great advantage as 
snow catchers

Now a piece of land prepared In 
this manner will accumulate during 
an ordinary season from three to four 
feet of moist earth from the surface 
down, and in the holes after a wet 
winter even five or six feet.

Now to dry all this moisture out in 
a cultivated area without cropping 
would take two years or more without 
a drop of rain, so that when a young 
tree is planted two or three Teet deep 
in all this moisture it Is as 1 contend 
absolutely drouth proof, for in the 
past thirty years the longest drouth 
has been only a tew months’ duration, 
drying out no more than the top alx 
or eight inches, which is of no value 
whatever to the tree anyway.

Then we go to work and Impound 
every year ten times as much mois­
ture as the tree needs, as follows:

A young apple tree Just planted 
uses up a few hundred pounds of 
moisture every year, but we give 
these trees an area of 40 feat square, 
plums and cherries, 20, small fruits 
10. Now If you figure out the pre­
cipitation on an area of 60 feet square, 
1,600 square feet, you will find that It 
amounts to about 60 tons per annum.- 
Now an apple tree from 16 to 20 years 
of age will use up only from 30 to 40 
tons per annum, and can live, if 
necessary, on half of that, so that it is 
easy to understand that while the tree 
Is growing up the orchard Is gaining 
an enormous amount of moisture for 
future use and even when the tree Is 
full grown you will have several tons 
to the good each year, which you bold 
by oultlvatiOD In your subsoil, and

f evSB If 3K»«r trees shooM neAd 
moisture yet when they get, say Sf 
or 40 years old. they oan bs thlaned 
out to HU fsst apart, whloh would give 
each tree about 240 tone per anausa,' 
•o that there la no need whatever to 
take any ohauosa. You make the 
moUture question In the orchard as 
exact a soleuce aa building a bridge e r  
a battleship. In fact. If I knew a amn 
would follow these InatrucUona im­
plicitly, 1 would pay him a tbouaagicl 
dollars for every tree lost by drouth. *

We keep every weed out of the or­
chard and cultivate from ten to tws^e 
times during the season with a buflAe- 
made cultivator about ten feet wrld*,. 
which cultivates about twenty nons| 
a day.

1 have followed It down foot by foet,< 
year by year, until now It roacbee a' 
depth of nearly twenty feat The ag>- 
ple trees that are forty feet aj 
stand In a cube of moist earth 40 
square by twenty feet deep, conteto-; 
Ing between 200 and 300 tons of vna-i 
ter; we make our eatlmates by taktog' 
samples all through the aforeeMdj 
cube. wolgblDg them, then drying' 
them out thoroughly, then welghtog 
again. This gives us the exact amoBDt. 
of moisture In ssch sample and by 
running an average, we get an apgno- 
proxlmate estimate of what eaco (Abe 
contains

By comparing with other cubes on 
which no trees are set, we are able-to 
tel! almost exactly what eacb tree la 
using up, and by comparing with the 
preclpttatloD can compute the loa* by 
run off or evaporation

SOME SCOTCH RECIPES

Much Can Be Gleaned Fron' Farmert 
Who Raise Prdfltable Crops 

With Small Rainfall.

There la much that can be leemed 
from the methods of the dry land 
farmers who raise profitable grain 
crops In regions with less thnn 18 
Inches of rainfall If the preottoes 
which they follow to contorve the 
moisture for crops were folbywed 
more closely by farmers ever^diere 
better crops could be grown.

The land Is plowed deep to gAt a 
I good bed of mellow soil whlcdi will 

bold the moisture It is then packed 
to make It firm, which holds the 
moisture, and the surface Is hannsved 
within a few hours to let the a;fr Into 
the top soil and form a surface mulch 
of dry soil which prevents the molar 
ture from below going up Into the air.

The thoroughb' ss with which these 
operations are dune determine large­
ly the size of" the crop. On. most 
farms east of the semi-aliid region 
the roller mn.v take the place of the 
sub-surface packer If it Is uaed with 
discretion

The roller Is particularly valuable 
to use after plow in late summer 
and early f i) when the ground Is 
dry. It sho.ld be well welgltted and 
follow the plow closely. But use(̂  
when the ground is wet It will do 
more harm than good.

Go over the ground after tlie roller 
the same half day with Ajoane or 
smoothing harrow and harrow again 
after each rain before the aaed Is 
sown. If the ground Is plowefl eight 
to ten Inches deep and well pulwerlze  ̂
the moisture will work up from the 
subsoil, but the surface mulob will 
keep It from evaporating and a fine, 
moist seedbed will result

Soli moisture moves quiddy up 
and down but slowly sldewears It 
quickly evaporates If there Is nothing 
on top to prevent It. If the surface 
is stirred frequently it breaks up the 
myriads of tubes through wtfich the 
moisture rises from below.

The dry land farmers find that It 
pays them to harrow their grain In the 
spring, not only to destroy the weeds, 
but to establish a new soil mulch. 
Other farmers woifW find even great­
er profit In using the harrow or culti­
vator in their orchards and onltlvated 
crops after eacb rain all thmigb the 
season.

METHOD OF SAVING MOISTOK

Broths and Soups Seem to Bs Espe-
slally Favorsd—For Stowed Ox- 

tall—Just How to Brandsr 
a Steak.

The following recipes come from a 
Scotch housewife w’ho says they are 
fansorltee In the laud of the thistle, 
her own family having used them for 
many years. Scotch housewives take 
special pride In the preparation* of 
wholesome brdths and soups, one ot 
the famous ones being "cockle leekle.” 
Any fowl, teuch (lender), youthful or 
middle aged, may be used, but If one 
does not possess a fowl, beef may 
take Us place, though the dish will 
not be so delicate In flavor. For four 
quarts of soup use two or three 
pounds of meat, eight or nine large 
leeks and pepper and salt to taste. 
Wash the leeks thoroughly and If they 
are old scald them tor a few minutes 
In boiling water. Take off the roots 
and part of the heads and cut them 
Into pieces of about an Inch Ih length. 
Put the meat and half of the leeka Into 
the pot, and allow these to simmer 
gently for about halt an hour; add the 
remaining ieeks aud btdl Iheiu for 
three or even four hours. Skim car^ 
fully and season to taste with ealt 
and pepper.

For stewed oxtail cut the tall at the 
Joint!, discarding one or two pieces at 
the extreme points. Put them into a 
Btewpan with Just enough water to 
cover them. When the water begins 
to boll, remove the scum on top and 
add a sliced onion and two carrots. 
After covering let the meat almmer 
gently for two and a half hours. Melt 
an ounce of butter In a little pan, stir 
In gently half an ounce of flour and 
some of the strained liquid from the 
meat. Allow this to boll for five or ten 
minutes. Add a tablespooofu! of catsup 
and a little lemon Juice. After brown­
ing It slightly pour the sauce over the 
tails, which should be arranged with 
the vegetablea on a dish. Serve at 
once.

To broil, or In Scotch parlance, to 
“brander,” a steak In Scotch style, 
have the “brander,” or gridiron, very 
hot and the fire clear and bright A 
little salt sprinkled over the fire wUi 
keep down the flame. When the bran­
der Is hot rub It all over with a piece 
of suet. This prevents the steak 
from sticking. Cut the skin that lies 
along the edge ot the steak In several 
places and flatten slightly with a roll­
ing pin. Lay it on the gridiron and 
turn It every half minute witn steak 
tonga. With a double gridiron it Is of 
course unnecessary to use the tou^, 
but In shifting the meat about while 
on the gridiron steak tongs are useful, 
and not as familiar as they should be 
among American housewives who too 
often use a fork for the purpose. A 
fork should never be put Into the meat 
while It Is cooking. Have ready a 
very hot dish and when the steak has 
been turned for ten minutes lift It up 
and slip It on the hot dish. Put on 
a cover and set It Into a Dutch oven.

DOOMED MAN DRAWS BRIEF

Murderer Signs Appeal With Initials, 
Showing Number In Death

'iTsnton, N. J.—For the first time 
in the history of New Jersey a man 
convicted of murder and in the death 
house at the state prison, has pre­
pared a brief in his own behalf for 
presentation to the court of errors and 
appeals in an endeavor to get a new 
trial.
. Frank McDermlt and Chauncey H. 
Beasley, as counsel for Allison M. Mac- 
Farland, filed with the court an elabo­
rate brief prepared by MacFarland, 
who stands convicted of poisoning his 
wife in Newark.

The case was carried up on a writ 
of error and In addition to the law­
yers’ brief the brief of MacFarland 
was filed. The man goes into the 
case In detail and has an explanation 
for every questionable phrase In the 
now famous “Bunny” letters. As Mac­
Farland Is an educated man, the brief 
was intelligently prepared. He sign­
ed it “D. H. 1851." The initials stand 
for "Death House," and the numbers 
are bis prison designation.

Such indulgence will make the 
cardiac beats most pathologically rap­
id and powerful; the blood will flow 
in excessive volume and strength and 
the collapse will be in reciprocal pro­
portion. The ears sing in an "oxygen 
jag," as if one should hang head down­
ward over a cliff; speech is hesitating, 
"Ideas swarm, but it is bard to seize 
them."

Sir Edwin’s proposal is amazingly un­
scientific in a scientist of so great rep­
utation and It is most unsportsman­
like, esiiecially in an Englishman, the 
Britisher being nothing if not a lover 
of fair play In sport. What folly to 
declare nascent oxygen as natural an 
article of consumption as water! Pure 
oxygen Is far from being such a thing; 
it is natural only to be breathed when 
it Is diluted with several times Its 
volume of nitrogen.

Pure oxygen has before been used 
in athletics, but all that kind of thing 
is altogether cheap and unprofitable 
and it has a yellow streak. Yes, rec­
ords have been broken by this means. 
They should not stand; they do not In 
the minds of the sporting aristocracy. 
And the reason why is that they are 
not tests of brawn and endurance un­
der the inexorable conditions in which 
human life must ordinarly be lived. 
An oxygen drunk might make an un­
trained, undeveloped, soft muscled, or­
dinarily short winded specimen suc­

cessful for the brief span of a given 
contest; but for all that be would be 
poorer, and not the really triumphant 
man. All competitions should be held 
under natural conditions, such as must 
be chanced and coped with in nature 

The only safe and sane way to  ̂
breathe oxygen is in combination with  ̂
nitrogen as it exists in the circumam­
bient air. In tĥ e form to which, dur- ' 
ing the ages, human and all other life 
has become adapted. Normal living is 
ever "the right adjustment of internal

After all. why should marathons be 
run, anyway, except for the glorious 
and sulficient purpose of announcing 
In the Athenian market place the vic­
tory at Marathon over the Persians? 
How utterly purposeless Is today this 
terribly taxing race, which must for 
many a participant result in disease 
and in shortened existence.

The guests had 
assembled before the mother learned 
that she had been outwitted. She pre­
tended to take poison. The news of 
the apparent suicide was carried to 
her daughter when the ceremony was 
atmoat completed. It baa never been 
flnlabed.

Russian Butchery in Tabriz
Many of Leading Citizens, Including 

a Venerated Priest, Hanged by the 
Cossacks, Says Correspondent 

Ir. Letter.

Paris.—Detailed accounts of the 
atrocities committed by Russian troops 
iD Persia during the last two or three 
months are at length available. Tba 
League for the Rights of Peoples has 
obtained two letters from Persian cor­
respondents. Both letters are from 
Tabriz, the chief commercial town of 
Persia, which the Russians bombarded 
and seized. The first Is dated Janu­
ary 14:

’’December 18 the Russian army en­
tered Tabriz without having warned 
the authorities of the city, 'rhls act 
only served to make the population 
indignant, as it saw its rights violated. 
The nationalists, at sight of foreign­
ers mixing in the affairs of their coun. 
try, became exasperated. hTgtitiug 
was imminent between them and the 
Russian Cossacks. December 22 the 
Russians began a heavy bombardment. 
Shells fell everywhere in the city. The 
population became maddened. The 
flag from the American consulate waw 
struck off by a sheli.

“On the 23d the nationalists seized 
the Russian barracks,.whicn are in 
Armenian quarter. More than twenty 
Cossacks were killed or wounded. 
Atrocities began. The Russians entered 
bouses, burning, sacking, killing and 
pillaging. They struck down the chil­
dren who resisted before their fathers 
and mothers and carried off the young 
girls when they could. Others came 
on to the Adgi bridge over the River

Amere and again began a bombard­
ment of the unhappy city, which in the 
last few years had already seen so 
many indescribable horrors, in this 
struggle there were about 100 Russian 
soldiers killed and about as many 
Persian nationalists, but above that 
there were more than 800 victims, in­
cluding defenseless women and chil­
dren, massacred by the Cossacks. The 
latter also hanged several members 
of the municipal council of Tabrls. 
Chief among these may be mentioned 
Schalkh Salim, Zia-ul-Ulama, and his 
uncle, but what caused the greatest 
excitement, even among the foreign­
ers, w-as the hanging of SIkat-ul-lslam, 
a religious man universally respected, 
according to the consuls of all the 
European countries, on account of his 
Influence, his good sense and his lib­
eral mind.

“On the 26th the Russians, after 
having taken possession of the gov­
ernment buildings, custom bouses and 
the postofllces, set fire to them in 
the face of all these atrocities and the 
great misery of the population of Ta­
briz, the Russian commander-in-chief 
ordered to be shot two of the Russian 
soldiers guilty of excessive atrocities. 
There are ninny more things to say, 
but 1 have neither the will nor the 
strength. In conclusion I will say only 
that the beautiful city of Tabriz has 
’..ecome a ver ‘able cemetery and that 
Is the only reason that peace reigns 
there at present ’

Daylight was in the thick of hla 
spectacular and Intensely bitter fight 
with the Coastwise Steam Navigation 
Company, and the Hawaiian. NIcu 
raguan, and Paclflc-Mexlcan Steam- 
ahlp Company He atlrred tip a big­
ger muss than be bad anticipated, 
and even he was astounded at the 
wide ramifications of the struggle and 
at the unexpected and Incongruous In 
terests that were drawn Into It. Every 
newspaper In San Pr.-inclsco turned 
upon him It was true, one or two of 
them bad first intimated that they 
were open to aubsidiratlon, but Day­
light's judgment was that the situa­
tion did not warrant such expenditure 
Up to this time the press had been 
amusingly tolerant and good-naturedly 
sensational about him, but now he was 
to learn what virulent scurrllousness 
an antagonized press was capable of. 
Every episode of his iife was resur­
rected to serve ns foundations for ma­
licious fabrications Daylight was 
frankly amazed at the new Interpre­
tation put upon all that he had ac­
complished and the deeds be bad 
done From an Alaskan hero he was 
metamorphosed Into an Alaskan 
bully, liar, desperado, and all-around 
"bad man." The whole affair sank to 
the deeper deeps of rancor and savage- 
nesa The poor woman who bad killed 
herself was dragged out of her grave 
and paraded on thousands of reams 
of paper as a martyr and a victim to 
Daylight's ferocious bnitallfy 
**He was like a big bear raiding a 
bee-hive, and, regardless of the stings, 
be obstinately persisted In pawing for 
the honey He grit'ed hla teeth and 
struck back. Beginning with a raid on 
two steamship companies. It develop 
ed Into a pitched battle with a city,

It was Hegan, prcdlfic of resource and 
s ik.;- stloD, wbo opened Daylight's 
r \ i  10 iindream0d-of pnssIbllltlM In

, heap of baggage at Ferry Bulldln.g A 
( few beads were broken, a score of ar- 
i rests utude. and the baggage was de 

livered. No one would have guessed 
that behind this pett> wrangle was 
the fine Irish hand of Hegan, made 
potent by the Klondjke gold of Burn 
ing Daylight. It was an insignificant 
affair at best—or so It seemed Bu: 
tl’.e Teamsters' Union took up the 
quarrel, backed by the whole Wate* 
Front Federation Step by step, the 
strike became Involved. A refusal ni 
cooks and waiters to serve scab team 
sters or teamsters' employer-- 
brought out the coc.ks and waiters 
The butchers and meat cutters relused 
to handle meat destined for unfair 
restaurants. The combined Employ 
ers' Associations put up a solid front 
and found facing them the 40,000 or 
ganized laborers of San Francisco 
The restaurant bakers and the bakeij 
wagon drivers struck, followed by the 
milkers, milk drivers and chicken 
idekers The building trades asserted 
its position In unambiguous terms, and 
all San Francisco was In turmoil 

But still. It was only San Francisco 
Hegan’s intrigues were masterly, and 
Daylight's campaign steadily devt-l 
oped The powerful fighting organl 
zatloD known as the Pacific Slope Sea 
man’s Union refused to work vessels 
the cargoes of which were to be 
handled by scab longshoremen and 
freight handlers The union presented 
Its ultimatum, and then called „ strike 

: This had been Daylight’s objective all 
j the time. Every ineoming coastwise 
i ve-'sel was boarded by the union offl 
dais and Its crew sent ashore And. 
with the seamen went the firemen, the 
engineers and the sea cooks and 
waiters. Dally the number of Idle 
steamers Increased It was Impossi­
ble to get scab cr* ws. for the men of 
the ^Seamen’s Union were fighters 
trained In the hard school of the sea, 
and when they went out It meant 
bipod and death to scabs. This phase 
of the strike spread up and down the 
entire Pacific coast, until all the ports 
were filled with Idle ships, and sea 
transportation w sjs at a standstill. The 
d.iys and weeks dragged out, and the 
strike held. The Coastwise Steam 
Navigation Company and the Hawaii­
an, Nicaraguan, and Paclflc-Mexlcan 
Steamship Company were tied up com­
pletely The expenses of combating 
the strike were tremendous, and they 
were earning nothing, while dally the 
situation went from bad to worse, un­
til “peace at any price” became the 
cry And still there w-aa no peace, 
until Daylight and his allies played out 
their hand, raked In the winnings, and 
allowed a goodly portion of a conti­
nent to resume business 

Daylight’s coming to civilization had 
not Improved him. True, he wore 
better clothes had learned slightly 
better manners, and spoke better Eng­
lish. But he had hardened, and at the 
expense of his old time, whole-souled 
geniality Even his human affiliations 
were descending Playing a lone hand, 
contemptuous of most of the men with 
w’hom he played, lacking In sympathy 
or understanding of them, and certain­
ly Independent of them, he found lit­
tle In common with those to be en­
countered say at the Alta PacIflc. In 
point of fact, when the battle with the 
steamship companies was at Its height 
and his raid was Inflicting Incalcuia- 
hie damage on all business Interests, 
he bad been asked to resign from the 
Alta-Paclflc. The Idea had been rath­
er to his liking, and he had found new 
quarters In clubs like the Riverside, 
organized and practically maintained 
by the city bosses.

On * week end feeling heavy and de­
pressed and fired of the city and Its 
ways, he obeyed the Impulse of a

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PRESERVE FOES’ HEADS

:«OUTH AMERICAN TRIBE THAT 
EMBALMS THE TROPHIES.

<Mathod Employed Reduces the Qrlsly 
Relics to the Size of s Billiard 

Bell With Changing or 
Mutilating Features.

The little-known Indian tribes that 
'Inhabit the more distant prorinces of 
the Sowth American republic of Ecua­
dor, In almost entire independence, 

'hare a  strange custom of preparing 
'the beads of their vanquished enemies 
la ■ manner which reduces them to 

'extremely small dimensions, without 
‘Changing or mutilating the features.

For many years a war of extermina­
tion has been going on between the 
Tarlous tribes. Ambushes and night 
• attacks are of frequent occurrence, 
and the parties often march dozens of 
''leagues to surprise their enemies.

The head of the vanquished chief is 
•cut off and becomes the most esteemed 
'booty of the victorious leader. It is 
'then, in due time, desiccated and re- 
‘duced by the latter by means of a proc- 
■ess, the secret of which has so far 
been jealously guarded. As far as is 

'known, the skull. Jawbones and fleshy 
parts are entirely removed without the 
skin of the head and face suffering any 
■damage, and the only trace of the 
■operation is a small incision In the 
nape of the neck which is afterward. 

<eewn together again.
After removal of the bony and softer 

'parts of llie skull the skin is filled with 
hot stones and a vegetable concoction, 
the secret of which, as well as that of 
the process, is carefully guarded. This 
procedure is continued until the head 
Is shrunk to the dimension of a good- 
sited billiard ball and has become 
as dry and tough as sole leather.

ft is remarkable that during the pro- 
oess neither the natural luster of the 
hair nor Its quantity is diminished, 
that eyebrows and lashes remain In- 
tacL and that even the grain of the 
skin with the fine hairs are plainly 
distinguishable after the preparation 
Is completed.

The process lasts about one year, 
and the head during that time hangs 
In smoke, for which purpose a stout 
string Is drawn through the upper part 
of IL The lips are sewed together in 
order to prevent the dead enemy from 
speaking and eating, and the long 
threads by which it is done remain at­
tached and hanging from the mouth.

The trophy, which by the reduction 
has lost its ghastliness, is kept in a 
niche in the hut of the chief, stuck on 
the end of a sp^ar. During the three 
years succeeding the killing, feasts, 
lasting three days, are held on fhe an­
niversaries of the victory, during 
which the shrunken head is exhibited. 
After three years tho victor may dis­
pose of his trophy in any way he sees 
fit, but this is rarely done, as the head 
forms a war trophy of the highest 
honor.

“ ONE MILLION LEAGUE 
FOR MANITOBA.”

The purposes of the “Million for 
Manitoba League” are set out in the 
fact that Manitoba wants more peo­
ple. Today the population is less than 
five hundred thousat:d, and the de­
termination of the representative men 
of the Province to devote their best 
energies to increasing this to a mil­
lion is a worthy one. There is already 
a widespread interest in every munic­
ipality; committees are appointed, 
whose duties are to secure such a 
thorough knowledge of local condi­
tions that, whether the applicant for 
information be a labor, for the farm, 
a would-be tenant, a probable home­
steader, the buyer of a small Improved 
farm or the purchaser of a large tract 
for colonizing farmers, the informa­
tion Is at hand, free.
