New Company Operatmg in Other 
parts of New Mexico to Drill 

in Pecos Valley

HEADS THE COMPANY

Sperry and Lukins of Artesia Will 
Soon Begin Drilling a Test 

Well East of Dayton.

The Frisco O il C om pany re­
cently incorporated and now 
operating several rigs drilling 
for oil other parts of N ew  M ex­
ico will enter the Pecos Valley 
and make extensive develop ­
m ent o f the field here. Thiw 
com pany is developing New 
M exico oil fields with the view 
of building a railroad line 
through this state, and the lo ­
cation of the road will be deter­
m ined by their success in the 

i oil tieUls. Should the develop- 
• ment here prove satisfadtory 

they will build a line o f road 
acoss the valley here.

Mr. R. D. Yoacutn is one of 
the principal prom oters o f this 
oil conipauv. He has made 
freciueiit visits to the valley 
latel>’. and when here last week 
he stated to Sperry and Lukins 
o f this city that he expected to 
be ready to put them to work 
on a test well within the next 
tw o weeks.

The people of the Dayton 
country have given the Sperry 
and Lukins tirni a considerable 
tract of land under lease, and 
they believe the firm mean bus­
iness. The oil com pany may 
require a little more acreage 
before begin ing the work, but 
as thej’ propose to begin work 
before A ugust first it seems 
they should be able to secure 
contracts for sufficient lands on 
those terms.

W e are convinced that the 
Frisco C om pany will enter the 
field here during the present 
m onth if the land ow ners will 
use their best efforts to that 
end. Sperry and Lukins re­
cently purchased a tract of 120 
acres o f land on w hich to drill 
and the land is just east of 
Dayton and is surrounded by 
gas and flow ing oil wells.

.'Irs. L. J. W illiam s, w ho has 

been im lustriouly engaged in 
taking oil leases .'iml w orking 
for the developm ent of oil in 
this section, was here W ednes- 
Tlay and made parm anant ar­
rangem ents to begin the work j 
of d rilling  within fifteen days.

The first test well will be 
drilled at Oil C ity, ten miles 
west o f Lakewttod on the tract 
of land farm erly ow ned by j .  
E. llooten . This well is to go 
down feet, unlrss oil in
paying <iuantity is struck be­
fore reaching that depth. This 
ci)ntract was let to R. J. Hige- 
low  & Son, the papers being 
signeil and witnessed W ednes­
day, and the work o f drilling  is 
to be begun within fifteen days 
from the sign ing of the contract.

The sign ing  of this contract 
has caused considerable enthus­
iasm am ong those interested 
in oil developm ent, and Mrs. 
W illiam s is to be com m ended 
for her untiring zeal in w ork­
ing the matter up. She is very 
enthusiastic, and confident^ ’ 
looks forward to favorable re­
sults.

Sm all (|uantities of oil hav'e 
been found in a num ber of 
wells in this vicinity, and oil 
experts w ho have visited here, 
have expressed the belief that 
oil in paying quantities will 
som e day be found.

Should Mrs. W illiam s’ ven­
ture prove successful, and 
everybody’ hopes that it will, it 
will mean an unprecedented 
boom , not only for Lakew ood 
and the surrounding country, 
but for the entire Pecos V alley.

John Enfield was at Carlsbad 
last Monday.

A fter a lapse of som e weeks, 
since arrival of representatives 
ol the P ecos Valley O il and 
Gas C om pany from  Houston, 
Texas, they now hav«; arrange­
ments made to begin active de­
velopm ent o f the great oil fields 
here.

They have secured a good 
bunch o f land under lease, and 
including the H am m ond tract 
on which the b ig  oil well is lo­
cated that lias been flow ing 
oil and gas for three years.

They will set a rig over this 
well and put in a line of pipe, 
shut off the water and put tlie 
pum p to work puni|iiiig the oil. 
The boiler w'ill Ih.* steamed by 
the gas from this w’ell and the 
oil from  the w'ell will be used 
to drill other wells.

A large well rig out fit is 
now' being unloaded from cars 
and hauled out from  Dayton. 
The location o f the new well 
has been selected on D. S. Mar­
tin ’ s land just a few hundred 
feet south of the Hamm ond 
well. Lum ber for the derrick 
for the new well is being put 
on the ground and work will 
begin at t)nce.

It will be rem em bered that 
Clias. S. Hrow'ii, of Oklahom a 
City recently acipiired the tract 
of land on wdiicli the oil well is 
located, and it is largely due to 
his euterpaise and business 
jm lgem eut that the arrange­
ment has been perfectetl by 
w’b icb  these peojile wmII be able 
to make rapid developm ent.

Mr. M cAdams, the bead drill­
er is m aking all progress possi­
ble to get the pum p to work on 
the oil W’ell. The .same boiler 
and pum p is yet in (lusition as 
w’ ben Mr. Ham m ond <jiiit 
pum pin g But tbej three inch 
line of pipe w’as W’ itlidrawti, 
and will h.ave to be replaced.

It is know’ ll that the well 
w’hen the pum p w’as going  
furnished oil for several w’ell 
rigs and was largely used for 
fuel, and the gas from the w’ell 
was burned to steam the boiler 
to run the pump. The oil from 
this well will he used instead 
of coal for fuel in drilling other 
wells, and will also be used by 
the ice factory and light and 
pow’er plant at Artesia.

The car of casing consisting 
of six, ten and thirteen inch 
sizes will be removed from 
Dayton to the new' well and the 
car o f coal at the Spur w ill be 
hauled to the same point to be 
used until the oil well is ready 
to be pum ped.

The Tax Raise.
The CommiBaiotiers have 

btieti censured for raising the 
asBesBed valuation w hich was 
dem anded of them by the 
State board. W e got in com ­
m unication with other cou n ­
ties and found they were com ­
ing up with their part o f the 
increase which was done to let 
the state have little m ore m on­
ey. We considered it a moral 
obligation as there w ill be 
necessarily more m oney need­
ed to run a state than a terri­
tory. H ow ever we stated in 
m aking this raise that we in ­
tended to low er the levy right 
through so the ta.xes w'ould 
not be h igher in the long run, 
in 1912 than they w’ere in 1911.

The fact o f the matter the 
proposition o f protesting to the 
C om m issioners was gotten up 
by parties w ho took for granted 
what they heard was true and 
circulated certain rum ors that 
would put the C om m issioners 
in a false light before the p eo­
ple.

Mr. K. H. Kem p stated to the 
Cotnm issioners that the error 
in his rendition w’as due to a 
mistake of his and no one else. 
Mr. .M. S. Groves stated to 
the Com m issioners that he 
positively did not authorize 
any one to make the state­
ments that were credited to 
him. It is up to the C ity of 
Artesia and School Hoard to 
low er their levies as others 
have done.
