In which tba fish |ot tba worst of It, 
Is blind and has bean fad by bis 
mate; backed Into a Loni Island 
sound lobster pot by accident, and waa 
oaucbt off Thimble Island In tba wa­
ters that beat tbemselTea into a froth 
on the rocks of Outer Island, home of 
Addison B. Varrlll, professor at Yale 
and goTammcnt expart in tba bureau 
of flsbarlae for many years.~

There waa no label on either tbs 
k>b{tar or the barrel In which be lay 
efiuirmlng, the topmost ot a hundred 
champions, nothing that wrote a Ufa 
^ t o r y  so large that a mere passer-, 
^ M u ld  road It at a glance. Yat this, 
TOtaran fisherman saw and deducted 
It ail. Could he prove ItT Ho would 
Iff.

Tba loss of an aye from ona of 
those movable stalks on the lobster's 
head and a cataractllka film over the 
other proved him to be blind. They 
also told the story of a battle with 
a blackfisb. A perpetual war from 
birth Is on between this fish and tha 
crustacean. Blackfisb have an appe­
tite for lobster that would make the 
moat ardent devotees of the broiled 
ona in any Broadway palace appear as 
mere nlbblera

In this instance a blackfisb had 
been beaten In bis fight for a meal, 
for the lobster bad lost only one eye. 
Had the fish got both there would 
have bean no lobster and no deduc­
tion. Instead, tha fish, using its own 
body as a battering ram, would have 
crushed the life out of Its blind and 
helpless prey by beating the shall 
against the rocky bottom of the sea. 
Than with Its sheeplike teeth the fish 
would have dined. Such Is the cheer­
ful custom of the blackfisb after de­
priving a lobster of Its eyes.

But In this engagement the lob­
ster bad probably caught the attack­
ing blackfisb with one of Its huge 
claws, and the would-be eater bad be­
come the eaten. It was an obvious 
story to one who knows the habits of 
the two denisens of the sea.

Blind aa he now was, the lobster 
must have been fed by his mate. He 
could get his food in no other way. 
She fed and protected him as she did 
during those periods when he shed 
his shell and was helpless. That waa 
plain to one familiar with the eti­
quette and family affairs of the lob­
ster tribe.

Hobsters always back Into the pots 
used to catch them. They can't get in 
any other way, because of their big 
claws. This blind one must then 
have backed in by accident or, guid­
ed by his mate, followed her in when 
she went in to get the fish heads used 
for halt. So far it was easy.
' "Color, size and shape make It look 
like a Long Island sound lobster. 
Blackfisb are more numerous and vo­
racious oft the Thimbles than any 
other place I know. It la the sort of 
a bottom lobsters like—jagged rocks 
full of crevices. Blackfisb know It, 
and forage accordingly. Both are 
plenty from Faulkner's, just east of 
Outer Island, around Niggarhead reef, 
Branstord beacon and west to Cow 
and Calf. Now, let's find out where 
the lobsters came from," suggested the 
grizzled old Sherlock Holmes of the 
sea.

The marketman bought them from 
the fishing schooner Jane, just in 
from New London, and tied up back 
of the market. There then the clew 

■ ran and the amateur Watson led the 
fishy Holmes to it.

On board the Jane the skipper ac­
knowledged selling lobsters to the 
marketman named. He left New Lon­
don with a ’ miscellaneous cargo of 
fish Off the Thimbles he picked up 
three lots of lobsters from the men 
clearing their pots and got two lots 
of slnall ones off New Haven break­
water. Most of the big ones he got 
from Del Foote, whose pots run from 
Outer Island east to Faulkner's; be 
reckoned those asked about must have 
been in that lot.

That looked pretty good for the 
Sherlock Holmes of the fish m arket

"How did I guess it? Didn't guess 
at all," he explained. "Knew what 1 
was talking about I lobstered those 
waters for 12 years. What 1 did not 
know about lobsters and blackfisb and 
their habits Professor Verrill did. 1 
just drank from a scientific fountain 
of knowledge. TTuo drinking."

"Marrulonst” exclaimed the aan- 
teur, as was proper under the clrcum- 
atanceo.

"Not at all, when you know lohatara

Sunday night at twelve o'clock 
John Stewart and Gus Dean came to 
Carlsbad bringing Mrs. Charles L. 
Brown, wife of the wood hauler re­
siding in Dark Canyon about one mile 
up the canyon from the home of Doc 
Reed and wife, who stated that she 
shot and killed Reed.

The woman was Arst interviewed by 
George McCollaum who was out hunt­
ing horses Sunday moring and was 
called to by Mrs. Brown who was at 
the house of Fred Schermeyer, the 
old Plowman rock house, who stated 
that she had been at the Schermayer 
house all night with her three little 
girls 'z d  wanted George to take her 
to Fred Schermayer, which he did. 
On the way she said she had killed 
Doc Reed, and wanted to see Fred. 
George at once went to the Brown 
home and found the body of Doc as 
.stated. He then went to Queen and 
a messenger wa.s sent for E. F. Lyon, 
the ustice of the peace,who at once 
empannelled the following coroner's 
ury and repaired to the Brown home; 
Dave McCollaum, John McCollaum, B. 
M. Kaborn, E. S. Shattuck, Tom Mid­
dleton, Henry Clark.

Upon viewing the body the jury 
found but one wound which was in 
the center of the back of the head and 
the hair was badly powder burned the 
bullet being in the head. The corpse 
of Reed held two playing cards in the 
hand and the balance of two other 
hands of cards were lying on the ta­
ble. The game was casino and there 
were three seats. Reed had been 
sitting on a round lard can and fell 
over with the cards in his hand. It 
was the opinion of the jury that the 
woman had gotten up from the table 
and walked around behind Reed and 
deliberately placed the muzzle of a 
six shooter to the back of his head 
and pulled the trigger. The six shoot­
er is a 38 Ivers & Johnson with a 
four inch barrel that Brown has own­
ed for some time and which he states 
he left with his wife for protection 
from beasts or men that might be 
dangerous.

The murder occurred at about four 
p. m. Saturday and immediately after 
the killing Mrs. Brown states that she 
went out and unsaddled Doc's mule 
and turned it loose and taking her 
three children went to the Schermayer 
home where, not flnding any one, she 
remained for the night.

More than to admit that she had 
killed Doc the woman would not say 
and it was impossible to get any story 
of how the murder occurred from her. 
Her husband was on his way toCarls- 
bad with a load of wood, but had bro­
ken his wagon and borrowed another 
to bring the broken wagon in to get 
it repaired. He Arst learned of the 
killing Monday at six o'clock and im­
mediately went to the jail to see his 
wife. He succeeded in getting the 
sisters at the Sanatarium to take care 
of the children for a few days, but 
l>eing absolutely destitute of means is 
unable to pay for their support. He 
was asked if he would turn them over 
to the Children’s Home Society, but 
stated he would keep them in camp 
raliier than give them to others. The 
sisters are unable to provide for all 
the destitute thrown upon them so it 
is up to the United Help Society or 
other charitably inclined people to 
take some action in the matter. Mrs. 
Doc Reed was over at Grandma 
Queen’s home when the murder occur­
red and Arst learned of it from the 
people at Queen.

Tuesday evening Prosecuting Attor­
ney K. K. Scott came down from Ros­
well in response to a telephone mes­
sage and Wednesday he was taken to 
Queen by Ed Robinson in hi* auto. 
Mr. Scott interviewed all the mem­
bers of the coroner’* jury and after 
investigating all the circumstances de­
rided to hold the examining trial Sat­
urday «t nine A. M.

The Browns have secured Armstrong 
tk Botta who volunteered their servi­
ces to defend the woman, the Browns 
being daatitute.

The Browns are residents of many 
years, Charley coming here in 1897 
and later herded goats for John O. 
McKeen for some time. In 1903 he 
went to Missouri and there married 
Syth* Myrtle Haddox in Miller coun­
ty near Bromley, bringing his wife 
here in 1907, coming for health it be­
ing held by a physician that he could 
not live there.

Tbe children are: Viola Margaret, 
aged nine th* 22nd of the coming 
5Ieptaniber; Julia, aged seven and 
Pauline, aged three. Viola, th* eldest, 
was interviewed by th* Current editor 
at the Sister’s Sanatorium and if her

story is true, and it has all the eai 
marks of truth, the killing was justi- 
Aable. The substance of her story is 
as follows: “Mr. Reed came to our 
house early in the morning of the day 
he was killed and .said something to 
Msnima which I did not hear as he 
talked low and I heard mamma say: 
“Stay on your side of the hill and we 
will stay on ours.” In the afternoon 
Mamma, Julia and I were in the 
house playing cards and Mr. Reed 
came in and sat down near me but 
mamma got up and stepped behind 
Mr. Reed and shot him.” Mamma 
said after Mr. Reed left in the morn­
ing “it will have to be done if he 
comes again.” Upon being asked if 
.Mr. Reed came often she said: “Al­
most every day.” Asked what Mr. 
Reed said, she replied: “He come and 
.sat down very near mamma one day 
on a cot in the yard and put his arm 
around her and said: ‘My darling, my 
love.’ ” Then what did your mamma 
say? “She said for him to go away 
he would get killed if he did not leave 
her alone. Some of the time he would 
talk so low that me nor my sister 
could hear what he said.”

Asked if her mother had borrowed 
any money from Fred Schermayer, she 
.said: “No. Mamma said she would 
write to her sister and get some mon-  ̂
ey and go away." Was Fred Scher­
mayer ever at your house? “No, not 
that I know of.”

The little girl seems very intelli­
gent and no matter how often she was 
interrogated her story was practically 
the same.

.V Tribute To Judge Patton.

l.ovington, X. M., July 20.—C. L. 
Adair, well known in various parts 
of Chaves county has an article in 
lust week’s Lovington Leader, in which 
he pays Judge Emmet Patton, register 
of the local land office, a high tribute 
and, incidentlly, mentions the judge 
as material for governorship some 
time in the near future. The article 
follows:

•About a year and a half ago. Presi­
dent Woodrow Wilson said: “I sum­
mon to my side all honest men, all 
forward looking men, all patriotic 
men; by the help of God, I will not 
fail them if they but counsel and sus­
tain me”. Evidently he must have had 
that immortal paragraph in his mind 
when he appointed Judge Emmet Pat­
ton of Hagerman to the highest posi­
tion in the I.and Office at Roswell, 
for the Judge answers the descrip­
tion exactly.

A few weeks ago I called to see 
.fudge Patton at his office, and in 
the course of conversation, he said: 
“1 lived .seven years on a dry claim, 
my.self, an dthe man or woman who 
does so has my heartfelt sympathy. 
In cases where a doubt exists, I be­
lieve in giving the settler the beneAt 
of the doubt.” Thus, it may be in- 
fered that the favored few who expect 
the land office to take arms in their 
favor aaginst the “nestwr,” will have 
to look elsewhere.

That Judge Patton is a man of the 
plain peoplt  ̂ I happen to know by 
Arst-hand experience, since I worked 
on his farm a few years ago, and a 
better boss I never expect to And. 
lie led his men well, did not drive or 
scold, and was a good paymaster. Be­
sides, he did not seem to hold himseii 
above the men who were helping him, 
but treated them like friends and 
neighbors. He crossed the line from 
Texas a dozen years ago with four 
dollars in money in his pocket and 
his wife and four children in a cov­
ered wagon. One of these is a young 
man just graduating from a technical 
college, and one is a charming young 
lady of high school age. His wife 
taught school several years after they 
Arst came to the Territory. Judge 
Patton ranks as a land lawyer of 
more than ordinary ability. When he 
was elected to the Constitutional Con­
vention, I voted for him and three So­
cialists.

While I was in Roswell, I invited 
picnic and make a speech, and he 
said he thought he could spare the 
time by then, but was pretty busy 
when I was in.

Just one word in conclusion. Both 
Fergusson and McDonald are in for a 
long term in the U. S. Senate, just as 
soon as the white voters of New Mex­
ico can get a chance at them, and 
then what will we do for a Governor? 
That is a question which will be para­
mount in New Mexico politics. But 
when the people of Lovington see and 
hear Judge Patton, they will have 
.Home idea of what my answer to this 
question would be.
