Ham Hog.

7*be art of maklDa good, aweet hama, 

properly tMtlanced fat and lean
and cured to a turn la fast slipping 
away from ui here In America.

The old-time southern pl.^tera net 
er bred hogs for fat and rarely cured 
ail animal for their omu use that 
weighed over 175 pounds 

These men br«'d the tong lean anl- 
mals which were fattened on mash 
and clover because not a great deal 
of com Is raised In the Annth and 
the result was an Ideal ham-and bacon 
hog

In the great corn belt farmers are 
disposed to breed and feed for fat be­
cause they are not satisfied to send 
to market a 17-^pound hog at ('briat- 
maa time when they can just as well 
bring him up to 300 pounds To them 
all hog meat looks alike

A 300-pound bug does not make good 
bams They are coarse and contain a 
large amount of fat which the packers 
trim off In order to bring the sUe down 
to make them look Ilk: hams from a 
small hog

People want hams from hogs that 
wreight from 1Z5 to 15i pounds, and 
they cannot be d<.‘celved by hams from 
a .3ih> pound hog with tha fat trimmed 
off

The consumption of hams in this 
country Is steadily f£.lling off for this 
reason, and further, because a ham 
cured in the arprage packing house 
la anything but Ideal food

The small or mlddle-alzed Berkshire 
makes a good ham, althou>;h there ts 
a tendency to fat. The Ideal ham bog 
la. In our opinion, the Tamwortb. He 
la a glutton for protein foods, al-1

though he can be spoiled by stuffing 
him with com He thrives on clover, 
and If allowed to run In fields of 
sweet peas, rape and alfalfa, produces 
the sweetest and heat balanced bog 
meat that ts known.

The Tam worth is particularly fond 
of raw potatoes, pumpkins and roots 
uf all kinds to which tha averaga type 
of fat hog la not partial.

During the past few years a very 
large trade In American bams has 
sprung up in Europe, particularly Eng­
land The consumer over there de­
mands a small ham and our Amer­
ican packers are endeavoring to edu­
cate fanners u> the idea of curing 
hogs that will average around 150 
pounds Matured hoga that will weigh 
less are even more eagerly sought.

The truth la that our beat bams ara 
went to England, it la not aa easy mat­
ter to obtain these small, well bal­
anced bams In this country, and we 
are forced to take the big, fat hog 
ham. with the trimmings, and bypno- 
tlse ourselves Into the belief that ws 
are eating the real thing, or let them 
alone.

It la not likely that the ideal small 
bam will ever be produced In large 
quantities In the corn belt, fur the rea­
son above stated, we may expect the 
best hoga of this type to come from 
the South, where they feed less com 
and mor» peas and clover

Some farmers down there are be­
coming licb. raising Tamwortha and 
small Kerkshires for the express pur­
pose of producing the Ideal hams, and 
they oMalu very high prices for this 
type of hog

VALUABLE HINTS DODDER IS WORST 
FOR THE GARDENER WEED IN ALFALFA

Machine Wheel Hoe Makes Work 
Rea) Pleasure— Hoe Is Excel*

 ̂ lent Tool for Dry Weather.
•  * —

The machine wheel hoe is a great 
thing In the garden. It makes garden 
work a real pleasure if you have one 
of the modem combined drill and 
wheel-hoe arrangements. They are not 
costly, and not bard to operate Any 
one that baa a garden as big as a town 
lot can afford to have one, as It will 
save its cost the first season ahd will 
laat for 20 years You can do as much 
work with them as ten men with hand 
hoes, and do It better

You can get the machine of any 
seed man and can generally get them 
delivered, freight paid, at the list 
price

I d  tbo garden you can allll p la n t  
cucumbers for pickles, late cabbage 
turnips, celery (plants), lettuce, rad­
ishes. beans and peas for succession, 
tweet corn for late market, and In 
fact, you can take your choice of a 
lot of stuff yet. White field beans do 
best planted the first half of June. 
They ara a paying crop. too. Drill 
them in on any good ground, at the 
rate of from two to three pecks to the 
acre.

A small box of convenient neigbL 
makes a comfortable seat and luay be 
readily moved from place to place. It 
saves tired knees.

The five-cent cotton gloves used by 
men make a cheap and effective pro­
tection for the bands, more comfort­
able. and more quickly adjusted than 
those which fit.

The hoe Is a better tool in dry 
weather than (he hose. Cabbage, 
onions, tomatoes and cucumbers can 
scarcely have the soil too rich A 
rich, light loam, with a sunny slope, 
is an ideal spot for melons. Beans 
will grow on poorer soli and still 
thrive.

If the plants ara all growing nice­
ly do not wait for them to halt for 
lack of food, but dig a bole between 
the hills and put in some poultry- 
house fertilizer.

LiCttuce will bear transplanting nice­
ly, and as the plants coma up they 
aboold be thinned out to five or six 
Inches apart, or they will become 
weak and spindling.

A border of lettuce around the edge 
of the onion bed makes a dainty gar­
nish, sod proves quite a halp in keep­
ing the table supplied. Transplant at 
nlghL or on a rainy day. and keep well 
watered for a few days If the roots 
aoak In water a few boars before re­
planting they are much leea likely to 
wilt.

Tonng beets may also be thinned 
and transplanted in the same way, but 
ft Is better policy to sow the rows as 
tong aa are wanted, and use the anr- 
plas for greeiM

Annual Parasitic Plant Starts 
From Seed in Ground—  

Guard Against It.

W. 8. Oawald of the Minnesota ex­
periment station says that in Western 
states and In »om^ of fhe European 
countries, dodder Is the worst weed 
found In alfalfa fields. It Is an annu­
al parasitic plant which starts from 
the seed In the ground and develops 
Into a long, thread-like stem, winding 
itself around the alfalfa plant and 
sending parasitic roots or suckers into 
the plant. It then lives on the nour> 
Ishment which should be used in de­
veloping the alfalfa plant

iKidder has not yet secured a strong 
foothold In the slfalfa fields of this 
state, probably because alfalfa has not 
been raised for seed to any considera­
ble extent. As long as alfalfa Is grown 
only for hay, dodder should not be­
come a very serious weed pest How­
ever. as alfalfa will probably be grown 
more and more for seed each year, ex­
treme care should be taken to secure 
seed which is free from dodder and 
to avoid the Introduction of dodder 
Into the states.

There are two dodder varieties com­
mon in alfalfa fields. The small-seed­
ed alfalfa dodder la not as bad as the 
large-seeded variety, as the seed 1s 
easily separated from that of alfalfa. 
The seed of the large-seeded alfalfa 
dodder ts about the same size aa al­
falfa seed and It Is almost Impossible 
to separate them.

Rose Comb Variety Eepecially Adapted
to Cold Cllmates— Good Word for 

Rhode Island Red.

The Hamburge and Spanish are not 
so popular now aa they were several 
years ago. Probably because they are 
very small and lay small egga. The 
Leghorna are amall, also, but aa a rule 
ttaelr egga are of average aise. They 
posaess a number o f other good qiiali- 
ties nut found In other fowla of their 
class.

This, however, applies more particu­
larly to the Brown Deghorn, which 
we think Is superior In every respect 
to the white variety. Opinions differ, 
however.

The Mlcorcae lay large white eggs. 
Their egga are larger than those of 
any other variety of chickens, and 
ooth the Rose Comb and Single Comb 
Black Minorca are excellent winter 
layers. The Rose Comb variety are 
especially well adapted to cold cli­
mates.

A rote comb or small compact comb 
will not freexe so readily aa one that 
la thin and high. Keep thia In mind. 
As a rule, farm people prefer to raise 
chickens for both eggs and meaL 
Then let ua speak a good word for 
the Rhode Island Red.

They are the farmer's fowl par ex­
cellence. Good layers and good for 
table use, also. Therefore, the Rhode 
Island Red la the ideal general pur­
pose bird. We have never raised 
very many Rhode Island Reds (a few 
this year for the first), but some of 
our neighbors will keep no other kind. 
Don't hesitate to try the Rhode Island 
Red

We have kept the Buff Orpingtons 
and Brown Leghorna for at-veralO’ears. 
The Orpington Is a fine, large fowl.

Handa of Surgeon, Befora Parforming 
Oparationa, Ara Washai) In Moat 

Thorough Manner.

Moat iieople attribute the immense­
ly decreased rate of mortality In cases 
of severe surgical oi>erations to the 
increeged skill of the profession, to 
their greatly improved instruments, 
and the more skilful u'ursing which Is 

' obtained in these days. But the sur­
geon himself would tell you that it 
is almost all a matter of absolute 
cleanliness, the fact that nothing is 
left undone to insure absolute free­
dom from infection of any kind. This 

, fact is emphasized by the extraordi- 
. nary hand-washing regulations which 
I are in force at the various bos- 
; pitals. Everybody who Is even re- 
' motely connected with an approach­
ing operation is supposed to spend 
20 minutes in the all-important proc­
ess of washing bis hands. ^

For five minutes the surgeon 
washes his hands with soap and wa­
ter, and then cleans bis finger-nails. 
When he has done this he spends 
another five minutes doing It all over 
again. But tbit Is but a preparation 
for a third and far more drastic ab­
lution, for this time be must wash 
his bands in alcohol. Not content with 
this cleansing process, he must now 
put hii hands through a process of 
sterilization by soaking them for at 
least five minutes in a wash of corro­
sive sublimate. By that time he may 
commence his duties, which mean life 
or death to some patlenL with the sat­
isfactory feeling that he has done 
hla best to approach bis task with 
clean hands.

The hens are good setters and about 
as good layers as any of the larger 
varieties.

We have a fine flock of l>‘ghornB 
this year, and a few Orpingtons, but 
none of either for sale. During the 
past two years we have been experi­
menting a little, and have been very 
Buccessful. The experiment was also 
a matter of convenience.

The two flocks were turned out to­
gether, and the result was a lot of 
mixed chickens. Of course, they did 
not look so nice but we are very well 
satlsfled with the cross.

For best results, however, wo be- 
lieye one cross Is enough. Some peo­
ple say that chlckena will do better 
when they are "all mixed up." But 
after a w hile they are apt to resemble 
a flock of ■'Bcniba." Then where la 
the advantage?

Our l.-eghorn-Orplngtons are some­
what similar to the Rhode Island 
Reds, larger than the Leghorns; more 
active and better layers than the Or­
pingtons. There is a great deal of 
confusion among beginners In regard 
to different varieties uf chlckena with 
similar plumage.

For Instance, the Buff Orpington Is 
often mistaken for the Buff Plymouth 
Rock, and vice versa. By the way, 
the Buff Plymouth Rock Is a very good 
general purpose chicken, superior, we 
think, to the Barred Rocks, Orping­
tons or Langshans. We have kept 
all these and a number of others.

Send for poultry catalogues. They 
make very good reading. Get posted.

Treatment for Sick Birde.
Quarantine or kill sick birds. If 

you treat the elck, let it be done away 
from the flock. Give one grain soda, 
three graina subnitrate of bismuth, 
two grains of powdered cinchona 
bark three times a day. This la to 
check the diarrhea. After the diarrhea 
has been checked give a good poultry 
tonic. Thia last should also be fed 
to the flock at large. Give turkeys 
sick with It the same treatment.

Earth Floors Best.
The West Virginia experiment eta- 

tlon made a test o f the comparative 
merits of tward floors and natural 
earth floora In the hen bouses, with 
the conclusion that cleanly-kept earth 
floora ware much the better.

YELLOWSTONE PARK SHORT CUT

Final Survey of the Buffalo-Hazeltor 
Road Nearing Completion.

Denver.—The forest service haa a 
crew at work making final survey o f 
the Buffelo-Haxelton road, preparatory 
to completing conatnictlon work be­
gun laat summer. Thia strip of road, 
rroBsIng the Big Horn national for 
eat. forms an important link in the 
Black and 'Yellow trail leading from 
Belle Fnurche, South Dakota, through 
Sundance, Moorcroft, Gillette, Buffaica 
Hazelton, Hyattvllle. Basin, and Cody 
to the east entranfSe of the Yellow- 
■tone national park.

According to forestry officials, the 
completion of the Buffalo-Hase'.ton 
road comprises one of the most Im­
portant road projects In the national 
forests of the west. The succeeefcil 
outcome of the Black and Y'ellow frail 
ts laid to have depended to a great ex- 
tert upon this stretch of road, lead­
ing as It does across the Big Horn 
mountains, and the work accomplished 
last year fully demonstiates the feasi­
bility of the route. With the comple­
tion of the work this year, the Black 
and Yellow trail will be placed on the 
map.

Not only will the advanUgea o f 
Ibis road be felt along the route of 
the Black and Yellow trail, but by 
tourists from Colorado points ae well. 
The Denver National Parks trail con­
nects with the Black and Yellow trail 
at Buffalo and persons desiring e 
short cut to the park wIM have access 
to the Buffalo-Hazel ton road across 
the Big Horn mountains in preference 
to going around by Billlnga.

Soy bean meal is being Imported 
from Manchuria and may becom* 
cheap eribugb for supplementary use 
Cotton seed meal la richer In protein 
than either of these, but because ol 
Ita poisonous effects when fed for loni 
periods should never be Aed  as pig 
feed for more titan forty-two days.

Tankage, a by-product of the meat 
Industry, is admirably adapted to bog 
feeding and la likely to long remain 
the cheapest and most satisfactory 
source of supplemental protein fox' 
■wine.

In conformation and general appear­
ance the ram should have a short, 
wide face with a large muxzle, good 
width across tbe shoulders and deep 
well developed chest, which Indicate 
strong constitution and energy. Deep 
and wide shoulders Indicate good 
mutton form. The bind quarters 
should be well developed and pro 
portlonately as large as the forequar 
ters, says a writer in an exchange. 
Tbe legs should be well set, one at 
each comer, well boned, covered with 
good muscular developmenL A ram 
that has short legs and a medium 
eomi>act form is always preferable to 
a rangy one. A leggy ram will work 
havoc In any flock. In general ap­
pearance look for a ram that haa a 
bright eye, bold and courageous ec- 
Uons and graceful carriage. In dis­
position he should be active, fearless 
and bold. 'While It la unpleasant to 
handle vicious rams yet 1 much pre­
fer one of this disposition to one that 
Is quiet and lifeless. As a general 
rule the ram that feels that he la mae- 
p»T Ot ble flock la more rohnst and 
possesses greet prepotency.

TRAGEDY CRUSHES PEACE HOPE.

Asquith Quits Plan to Amend Heme 
Rule Measure for Ireland.

London. July 28.— The first effect of 
the Dublin home rule tragedy has been 
to smash Premier Asquith's plans for 
taking up the amending bill. The pre­
mier announced that the question had 
been indefinitely postponed.

The Irish members are so exasper­
ated over the killing of four persons 
and wounding of many others in the 
clash between the regular troops and 
the nationalist volunteers that they are 
in no frame of mind to grant any con­
cessions to ITlster. The lalvorites and 
mavy liberals supi>ort them.

The government announced in the 
House of Commons that Deputy Police 
Commissioner Harrell, who ordered 
out the troops, had been suspended, 
and that his superior commissioner. 
Sir John Koes, who expressed a de­
sire to share the responsibility, has 
resigned bis office.

Rioting broke out in Dublin again 
Monday night but subsided without 
serious results.

Wellington, Cola—The lowly black­
bird has redeemed himself after long 
years of derision and contempt gratui­
tously heaped upon him by ungrateful 
man in all countries and in all ages.

He has proved himself Nemesis of 
the webworm.

While the Agricultural college ex­
perts are seeking some method of exter­
mination, or at least holding in check, 
the destroyers of the sugar beet, the 
pestifer^s webworm. C. F. Osborn, 
field superintendent of the Great West­
ern Sugar Company la the Wellington 
district tells o f the work of a large 
flock of blackbirds which seems to 
sound the death knell of the beet pest.

One day recently about ten acres of 
an eighty-acre farm of beets belonging 
to C. O. Culver, south of Wellington, 
was attacked by a vost horde of web- 
worms. It is well known that if left 
unchecked they will completely de­
stroy a field of beets in from a week 
to ten days.

Mr. Culver was watching the spee<iy 
destniclion of his crop with no chance 
of heading it off.

Early Sunday morning the heavens 
were darkened by the flight of a vast 
flock of blackbirds, which circled 
around a couple of times and settled 
down on the field where the web- 
worm were enjoying the first banquet 
of their sliiTt young lives.

The tale is almost told
rii*‘ blackbirds remained Industri- 

ou.-’ly at work all tliat day and returned 
to the feast the next with Just as rave­
nous appetites for the succulent web­
worm as on the previous day. In 
forty-eight hours the field was cleaned 
of worms, and now the beets are grow­
ing vigorously. The blackbirds have 
departed for other green and wormy 
fields and promise to continue the 
good work.

Dublin, July 27.— 'I'bree men and oue 
woman are dead and more than sixty

A battalion of the King's Own Scot­
tish borderers was ordered to capture 
first the arms when the authoritlee 
heard the volunteers were bringing 
them Into the city. The soldiers en­
countered a detachment of volunteers 

I at Clonmel! bridge and an outbreak 
I resulted, but there was no shooting.
I Soon a great crowd collected and fol- 
I lowed the troops. Jeering them and 
' cheering for John Redmond, the Na-

I ly the moll began throwing bottles 
' and stones, injuring several soldiers.

To this attack the battalion replied 
with a scattered fusillade. In an In­
stant the streets were covered with 
wounded, while terrified men, women 
and children ran in all directions.

SL Juras hospital is situated only 
200 yards from the scene of the affray 
and the wounded were quickly taken 
there, where four of them died.

The soldiers and police seized a 
hundred rifles from the vohinteera.

PLEA FOR WIDER ROADWAYS
^ourt««n-Foot Road Will Outlast Thraa 

Nlna-Foot Roads and la Much 
Batter In Every Way.

Have not our counties and townehipi 
been waatlng a good bit of our money 
by building ^foot roadbeds on 24 by 
20 foot wide road grades? A 24-foot 
wide grade la plenty wide enough foi 
a 14-foot roadbed. Then why epol) 
a good grade by putting on a 9-foot 

t road when it coats leas than one-third 
'more to make a good job of it? Fbui- 
teen feet la sufllcient width for twe 
tracks; that would mean just one 
half of the wear on the road. Then 
wo can drive so as to have a wheel on 
each aide of the center and that makes 
one more track and will be equal to 
a 9-foot road. So you see we bavy 
three times the wearing surface on s 
l4-foot roadbed that we do on a 9-foot 
\hen we have a chance to pass othei 
rigs without one or both going inU 
the ditch. Now this is claiming quits 
a lot for one-third more expense, but 1 
think a 14-fuul road will outlast Ihiet 
9-foot roads, has a handler surface and 
la belter (n every way, writes John D 
lie  Cou In Michigan Farmer. If yoc 
come up behind a rig you hare s 
chance to get by. If you are drivint 
an auto you do not have to go outside 
of the hard roadbed and take chances 
on skidding Ihto the ditch.

A 9-foot roadbed has but one track 
Where the wheels run It gets packed 
perfectly solid and a heavy load will 
crush all small atones into dust, a%d 
the first auto that comes along sucks 
It up on the front side of the wheels 
and then blows it clear off the track 
when they let go. This doesn't seem 
much, but when from one to fifty oi 
more go over the same track it soon 
counts. Meanwhile, the horses travel­
ing in the center with Iron-shod hoofs 
have kept that dug loose and It gradu 
ally worka out. leaving the road low 
in the center where it should be high 

vTheu when heavy rains come the 
iTdges where the wheel tracks come 
hold It In and it washes down the cen­
ter to the lowest level, where It runs 
off at the sides, cutting ditches and 
causing a bad chuck hole.

This road Is hard to keep In repair 
If you use a road grader or drag tc 
scrape the sides to the center the 
wheel tracks are so solid that they 
will hold up the blades and you will 
do but little If any good. If you bani

Artificial Depression of Business 
at an End.

Approach of Boom In Country Has 
Forced Obstructionists to Qst Out 

of the Way— Era of Proa- 
psrlty at Hand.

The Pennsylvania rall.t)ad has o r 
dered 100,000 tonl it  steel rails This 
order was divided among five steel­
making corporations: The steel trust, 
and the Pennsylvania, Cambria, I.,ack- 
awanna and Metblehem Steel com­
panies.

The division of such an order proves 
that the road needs the rails in a 
hurry. It haa held off from ordering 
them just as long as posalblo; it 
needs them now In rush time to take 
care of the increase of business wbich 
has already begun.

Part of this hold-off policy, no doubt, 
was due to genuine apprebensh>n as 
to future legislation. More, It is to 
be feared, was designed to put pres­
sure on the administration and the 
Interstate commerce commission, as a 
means of forcing favorable action on 
railroad demands. How long this plan 
of bulldozing would have been fol­
lowed under ordinary conditions, no 
one can tell.

In this case, the near approach of 
a boom In business has warned ob­
structionists to get out of the way, 
and the Pennsylvania railroad Is too 
wel^ managed an Institution to be the 
last to heed that warning.

So, In place of economizing with 
the feed It would be better to give the 
cowa a rich supply and get the milk 
which, after ail. Is what we are feed­
ing for.

Hut there comes the question of 
what Is a good supply of food? We 
might supply the oows with an unlim­
ited amount of food, in fact we might 
supply them with all they can con­
sume and still get no milk flow of 
worth if such fcK>d does not contain 
the proper nutriment.

It Is not only a bulk of food that Is 
necessary, but it is the nutritive value 
of the food given that counts.

As concentrated foods ara the rich- 
eat in food value the cotva should be 
supplied with such food as wheat bran 
and ground com at least twice a day 
with their ration.

If the dairy is not paying there is 
something wrong. Either the cows are 
poor or the management Is poor. There 
ia a way to make it pay. Let us study 
our business and seek the w-ay to q:kL« 
It pay.

GET MOST OUT OF DAIRYING
Keep Recorda, Cull Out Unprofitable 

Cowa and Pay Mora Attention to 
Individual Feeding.

We talk about the drudgery of dairy- 
ing, and It Is rather a binding business, 
but It Is the poor half of the herd that 
makes it so. Keep records, weed out 
tfioao poor cows, |iay more individual 
attention to the rest, feeding them up 
to their capacity to respond, and feed 
the rest of the field products to sheep 
or colts or steers or heifer calves, or 
even sell them outright Cull out the 
unprofitable part of the herd and don't 
do it by guesswork. Some people think 
that they can tell by the looks of a 
pail bow much milk there is in it. 
Any man who has not actually weighed 
or measured several milkings will be 
inclined to exaggerate the amount by 
from 25 to .lo i>er cent.

INCREASING WDRTH DF CDWS
Not Over One-Third of Dairy Animals 

In Ohio Produce 300 Pounds of 
Butter Fat Yearly.

An estimate made by the Ohio sta- 
tion Indicates that nut over one-third 
of the COW'S In that state will produce 
300 pounds or more of butter fat in 
one year If reasonably fed. .No dairy­
man should be satfsfled until the poor 
est cow in his herd is capable of pro­
ducing at least three hundred pounds 
of butter fat per annum. The estimate 
Is further made that if all cows in the 
state were developed to this point the 
value of the increased production of 
butter fat would anvount to approxi­
mately 117,000,000 annually, an amount 
equal to the value of ail butter now 
made in the state. What is true for 
Ohio is equally true for the met of 
the country.

We are sorry ou^ Ge^ 
man friends do not know that ^t.„ay 
hundreds of German women tn this 
country are members of the Woman's 
Christian Temperance union, and in 
Germany we have a splendid following 
of thousands of total abstainers, band­
ed together in a national society of ab­
staining women of Germany affiliated 
with the World's Woman's Christian 
Temperance union. The white-ribbon- 
•rs of Germany have for their presi­
dent the great-grandniece of the gal­
lant Gen. von Illucher, who led the 
allied forces with Wellington In the 
famous battle of Waterloo

We are surprised that our German 
friends did not allude to the most con­
spicuous figure in the fatherland. Em- 
t>eror Wilhelm, whose good advice to 
the naval cadets to let alcohol alone 
has everywhere been noted and <K>m- 
niended. Evidently the kaiser believes 
as we do, that the naval defenders of 
a great country must be total abstain­
ers if they are to reach the necessary 
degree of efficiency In service.

The gentleman also asserted that 
Von Moltke was a drinker. We know 
that he was a total abstainer. Von 
•Moltke said, “ Heer Is far more danger­
ous to Germany than all the armies 
of France" Our German friends 
claimed that beer has great food value. 
Germany's famous chemist and sci- 
entist, Liebig, many years ago de­
clared “There is more nourishment In 
the amount of flour that can be held 
on the blade of a knife than there Is 
In a quart of tlie best Ilavarlan beer."
