T h e  newspaper which depends on 
pap for its ex is tence , wliich h.as to truck le  to live 
which s tra ins  its esophageal m uscles  in the d e­
glu tition  of all the nauseous doses which a stand 
pat new sp ap er m ust swallow' in this state , which 
a lig n s  itself ag a in st  the in terests  of the people on 
th e  side of C harley  S p rin g er  and C harley  Spiess  
and C harley  Horse and the corporations and the 
political r in g — it never am ounts fo tw’O whoops 
in Tophet as a newspaper, never did, never can, 
and never will,

\Vc ca li 't  see It. g en tlem tu .  W e doil't need 
the pap, we have out iiroWn the su ck lin g  stage. 
W e are  stniuling on c u r  own feet uml we are 
s tand ing  on your feet a good deal of the tim e; and 
we are going  to stay on the job. T h ere  is no use 
hothering with libel laws and official and le g is ­
lative gags; there was never yet a law passed 
in g a g in g  a live newspaper, in forcing it into line, 
in ch o k in g  it off. You will m ake a fatal m istake, 
you R ep u blicans, if you th ink  because the corpora­
tion m onev and the race issue which you have in ­
dustriously fostered for three years has given you 
a tem porary  advantage, that New Mexico is going 
hack. T h e  astu te  geutlem eu who had th is  th in g  
fixed several m onths ago and wliti are now la u g h ­
ing gleeful in their  sleeves will in the inevitab le  
course of events  he laughing  out of th e  opposite 
corner of th e ir  oral orifices before long.

O f course we -anderstand th at the  wealthy
