One of the greatest conveniences on 
the farm wliere cows are kept U some 
means fur hentiiig an ahundance of wa­
ter for washing the milk vessels. 
Where a ronsbierahle nuiiil>er of cows 
is ke|)t, heating water hy means of 
Ktenin from a small, low pn-ssure, up­
right holler ia desiralile, hut on the 
small farm a stove with a basin fitted 
Into the top (or it may be separate 
from the top) can be purchased cheap­
ly and will serve the purpose, provid­
ed the water is profierly heated. Wa­
ter ean lie pumtied from the well dl- 
reetly Into the basin. In order to avoid 
heating the milk room and to do away 
with smoke and ashes, the w-ater heat­
er should l>e placed immediately out* 
aide of the milk rismi; and. If elevated, 
the water from It can be run Into the 
washing vat.

Though the World war changed Ihe 
temporal u<ap of Arabia, raising the 
narrow atrip uf the Hejas. formerly 
a Turkish province. Into a kingdom. 
It did not alter the place In the world 
ef Mecca, chief of the Hejas dtlea. 
That mystic dty under Arab control 
atlll Is the center uf all Muhammadan 
thought and action aa It was under the 
Turks.

The Importance of Mecca la not due 
to Its resident population of perhape 
100,000, but to the more than ‘JOO.UOO 
pilgrims who visit It each year from 
every nation of Islam. Btatlatlcs are 
hopelessly contradidory and confus­
ing regarding the numbiT of annual 
vlaltum. According to Turkish official 
eatimateo, In 1007 there were no leas 
than 2N0,00t) pilgrims. It la a marvel 
how so many thousands can find food, 
shelter, and, most of all, driuk. In 
such a desert dty.

The religious eapital of Islam, and 
now the temporal capital of the new 
kingdom of the Uejaz. affords an In­
dex to the growth and strength uf 
Mohamme<lanism In various parts of 
the world, for one ran rightly gauge 
the atrength of religious fervor In this 
great non-ChrlsItan faith by the num­
ber of those who go on pilgrimage.

From Java, Bengal, West Africa, Cape 
ColtHiy and Kuaslu, as well as from the 
most Inact'esslble prortucea of China, 
they come every year and return to 
their native land—If they esca|)e the 
hardships of travel—to tell of the 
greatness and glory of their faith, 
however much they may have lieen 
disappointt-d In the actual condition 
of the dty and Its sacred buildings.

When we consider Mecca, Moham­
med's words of prophecy In the second 
chapter of hla iMsik seem to have been 
literally fulfliletl: "So we have made 
you the center of the nations that you 
should liear wllnt-ss to men." The 
old pagan pantheon has become the 
religious sanctuary aud the goal of 
universal pilgrtniage for one-aeventb of 
the human race.

From Sierra l^eone to Canton, and 
from Tobolsk to Cape Town, the faith­
ful spread their praver carpets, build 
their houses (In fulfillment of an Im­
portant tradition, even their out­
houses!), ami bury their dead orient­
ed toward Blecca. I f  the old world 
could be vleweil from another planet, 
iff details disdoeed, the observer 
would see concentric drcles of living 
worshipers covering an ever-widening 
area, and one would also see vast 
areaa of Moslem cemeteries with ev­
ery grave dug with tta main axis to­
ward the sacred dty.

Ite Myeterlee Laid Bare.
Mecca Is no longer a veiled city. A 

score of Intrepid travelers have un­
veiled It. From Barteraa, Wild and 
Joseph Hitts to Burton, Burckhardt, 
Hurgronje and CourtellemonL they 
took their lives In their hands, herd­
ed with strange companions, under­
went untold hardships, and hy luck or 
pluck came scatheless out of this lion's 
den of Islam. According to Doughty, 
■carcely a pilgrimage takes place with­
out some persons being put to death 
O/s Intruding Christians. An educated 
and pious Moslem In Cairo admitted 
recently that when be went on pilgrim­
age and took pictures of the city hts 
life was endangered more than once 
hy the fanaticism of the Inhabitants. 
Hotvever, Uiere are many who believe 
that the eatahllshmeut of the new 
kingdom will mean the removal of re- 
■trlctlons against non-Moslems.

Tha mixture of races brought about 
in Hejas province for so many cen­
turies by the pilgrimages has not been 
conducive to morals or good govern­
ment. No one who has read the ac­
count of social life at Mecca, aa given 
by Hurgronje and other travelers. In­
cluding Moslem pilgrims themselves, 
can doubt the need for aoclal reform 
In that city. Mecca Is the microcosm 
of Islam In Its religious life and o»- 
piratlons. According to Hurgronje: 
*Tt la Islam, tha offldal religion, which 
brings together and amalgamates all 
ths heterogeneous constituents of Mec­
can Ufa. On the other hand, this so­
ciety Itself welds Into a chaotic whols 
tbs prejudices and superstitions of all 
countrlss." Ia other words, Mecca 1% 
the sink-hola of Mam. Ail wltnaosoa 
agree os to tbs flagrant Immorality 
which pervadca tbs streets, and ovoa 
ths mosquo, o f the asersd city, tbs 
gw eslsaca o f Ow olsva tnds, tb»

fleecing of ptlgrtmo. and the corm ^ 
tlon of the late Turkish government.

The poet office at Mecca, under 
Turkish regime, waa certainly unique. 
Backs of letters were thrown out ln t» 
the narrow street leading to the post 
office, and there sorted by the pil­
grims themselves, who opened thens 
and took their letters and those o f  
their frienda aleo. A elmllar syetens 
prevailed at Medina, Yenbo and JId- 
dah. King Busein of Hejas. how­
ever, baa taken steps to Join the Inttr- 
nattonsl Postal Union, and hoe had 
stamps printed In Egypt bearing Uiw 
Inscription "Hejax Post.'*

Foreigners Handle Its Cemnvares.
The commerce of Mecca It entirely 

In the hands of foreigners, mostly In­
dians, who eel! rosaries, carpets and 
silk stufTs. One of the main occupa­
tions of the sIlTersrotths Is the manu­
facture of lings, which are supposed 
to be constructed from silver that 
was once pert o f the sacred teroitlw 
doors, and are reputed to be an effec­
tive remedy for certain Ills. Most o f  
the natives, however, earn the'r liv­
ing aa guides to ths pilgrims and 
grow wealthy during the season.

Bsertd Mosque and Ka'aba..
The sacred mosque, MesJId el He- 

ram with the Ka'aba aa Its center. 
Is located In the middle of the city. 
Mecca Ilea In a boL aandy valley, ab­
solutely without verdure and surrojipd- 
ed by rocky, barren hills, destitute o f  
trees or even shrubs. *rhe valley la 
about 800 feet wide, and 4,000 feet 
lung, and slopes toward the aoiith. 
The Ka'sha, or Houae of God (Beit 
Allah), Is located In the bed of the 
valley. All the streets elope toward H 
and It standa, aa It were. In the pit ' 
of a theater.

The Ka'aba proper stands In an ob­
long space 2S0 pares lung and 300 
broad, surrounded by colonnades, 
which are used as schools and as a 
general meeting place for pllgrlmo. 
The outer Incluaure has IB gates and 
six minarets; within the inclosure la 
the well of Zero Zem, the great pulpit, 
the staircase used to enter the Ka'aba 
dour, which Is high above the ground, 
and two small mi>aqucs celled El KU'- 
battaln. The remainder of tha spsew 
Is occupied by pavements and grav­
el, where prayers ere said by the four 
orthodox sects, each having Its owa 
allotted space.

In the southeast comer o f tbs- 
Ka'aba, about flv# feet from tba 
ground. Is the famous Black Stone, 
the oldest treasure of Mecca. T b » 
stone la a fragment resembling black 
volcanic rock, sprlaklod with reddlab 
crystals.

Arriving wltbln a short distance o f 
Blecca, orthodox pilgrims, male end 
female, put off their ordinary clothing 
and assume the Ibram, which consistw 
of two pieces of white cloth, one 
tied around the loins end the other 
thrown over the back. Sandals may 
b« worn, but not nhoeo, and the head 
must be uncovered. After certain 
ablutions the pilgrim enters th» 
mosque, kisses the Black Stone, and 
runs around the Ka'aba seven times. 
After special prayers he proceeds to 
the place of Abraham, then drinks from 
the holy well, and once more kisses 
the Black Stone. After this follows 
the race between the two bills, Safa 
and Mirwa.

Little books of ritual prayers to ba 
usol by the pilgrims are sold to ev­
eryone, and there Is greet punctilious­
ness In observing every detail correct­
ly. On the seventh day of the pil­
grimage there la a sermoit from the 
grand |>ulpit. On the eighth day tha 
pilgrim goes to Mina, three miles dl»- 
Uint from Mecca, and spends the night. 
The next morning he leaves for Ara­
fat, another hill a short distance from 
Mecca, and the following day Is the 
great day ot saertfles, simultaneously 
observed throughout the whole Mos­
lem world. Early In the morning tba 
pilgrims go to Mina, wliere they ore 
three pillars, csllsd the Great Devil, 
the Middle Pillar, end the First One. 
Here each pilgrim flings seven peb­
bles to show hts hatrsd of Sataa end 
his love of God. He then performe 
the sacriflee of a sbesp, goat or camel, 
according to hla means, the victim be­
ing placed toward the Ka'aba end tbe 
knifa pluDgod Into the nnlmat's thront 
with tbs cry ”AllnlM Akbnr.”  Tbls

OUR NATIONAL CAPITOL.

I T IS but fitting that America—the 
greateiit nation In all the world— 

tbould have the finest capitol building 
on earth. The arehlteetural beauty of 
our national capttol building at Wash­
ington Is moat Impreaalve and, for capi­
tol pur|)osea. it is said to surpaaa 
every other building In the world.

The base of this Inimenae, aym- 
metrlcally shaped and Imposing edifice 
rests on a level plateau, at an eleva­
tion of 97 feet above the historic Po­
tomac river. The building facea the 
east and is about one mile diatant 
from the White Rouse.

SEASONABLE GOOD THINGS.

A tasty dessert, which may he pre­
pared any time during the year, is tha 

following:
Tapioca Pudding. — 

CiHtk fifteen minutes one 
tahlespiMinful of tuphs-a 
and a pint of milk. I>ls- 
solve a tablespisaiful of 
gelatin In one-half cupful 
of cold water. Add <aie- 
half cupful of sugar, the 
yolk of an egg and add to 

the first mixture. Four over stewed 
drieil is'iiclies or aprieots and one-half 
of a sih-ed banana. When cool stir In 
one-half eupful of whlppetl cream.

Grapenut Pudding.—Take one luick- 
age of lemon Jello, dissolved as usual; 
add one i.upfiil of gteameil raisins, 
laie-haif cupful of sugar, one cupful of 
grapeiiuts. six walnut meats cat fine. 
Mix all together and mold. Kerva 
with wliipiietl cream.

Rhubarb Pudding.—Take three cup­
fuls of pieplant, rut III small ple<-es; 
mix with one cupful of sugar. Melt 
one-third of a cupful of butter and 
mix with three cupfuls of bread 
(Tumhs. Make slteniute Is.vers of 
hr*‘iid crumhs and fruit—thn*e of 
bread Slid two of fruit. Bake ono 
hour. Serve with hard saiii'e. Tuko 
one cupful of powdered sugar, one- 
tlilrd of a eupful of i-reameil butter 
and, when well hleiidiil. add a tea- 
K|KMinful of flavoring, using oiie-tlilnl 
lemon and twietlilnls vunilla. Fold lu 
the Is'uteii while of an egg.

Frozen Fruit Salad.—L'ut In smiill 
hits the fruit fnuii a can eaeh of pine­
apple, white cherries, pears aiel 
lieai'lies. Mix the prepareil fruit with 
the Juhs* from the ciin'i; add two or­
anges. laie-quurter of u grajiefrult. eut 
In hits, two cupfuls of ma.vonniilse hii'I 
one pint of whlp|>ed cream. Turn Into 
the fre*‘zer and fni-ze, turning the 
crunk slowly. Then pack In brick 
molds. SiTve In slices on lettuce. 
This will serve 35 ihtsoiis.

GOOD THINGS

A good pudding and Inexpensive Is: 
Steamed Molasses Pudding.—lu-st 

one egg add one- 
fourth of a cu|>- 
ful of molasses, 
tw o  tahlesiMviu- 
fuls of melteil 
fat, one-fourth of 
a cupful of sugar, 
on e  and one- 
fourth of a cu|>- 

ful of flour, two teaspooiifuls of nsln 
dissolved In one-half cupful of hot 
water. Steam in small molds one 
hour. Serve with an egg sauce.

Apple Fritters.—Mix and sift to- 
gether one and one-third cupfuls of 
flour, two tcaspoonfuls of baking 
powder, one-fourth teaspoonful of salt 
and then add one beaten egg to two- 
thirds of a cupful of milk and com­
bine the mixtures. Cut two medium 
sized apples Into eighths, slice the 
eighths nnd stir into the hatter. Drop 
by spoonfuls Into hot fat and fry un­
til brown. Roll In powdered sugar.

Swiss Cheese Savory.—Dip round 
slices of bread In melted butter, 
sprinkle with salt and pepper, paprika 
and a little lemon Juice. I’ut one-half 
pound of Swiss cheese through the 
meat chopjier, add one tuhlespoonful 
of chopiaxl parsley, one tahlespoonful 
of canneil or fresh pimento, two table- 
spoonriils of hutter creamed, four 
tnblespoonfuls of milk or cream, with 
salt and pepper to taste. Force 
through a star tube onto the bread, 
sprinkle with cheese, heat hot and 
serve.

Southern Italy Salad Dressing.— 
Mince fine one green pepper, one stalk 
of celery, place In a bowl nnd cover 
with a French dressing prepared as 
follows: One-hnif teaspoonful of mus­
tard, one teaspoonful of paprika, one- 
half teaspoonful of salt, a minced 
slice from a clove of garlic, two table- 
spoonfuls of garlic vinegar, five table- 
spiMinfuIs of salad oil. Put Into a 
bottle and shake vigorously for five 
minutes. Now prepare a cooked dress­
ing as follows: Take one cupful of 
milk, six tahlespoonfuls of flour, stir 
and mix well and put over the flro 
to cook; add five tahlespoonfuls of 
gsrile vinegar and cook for three 
minutes, then set aside while prepar­
ing the following: Bent one egg. add 
one-half cupriil of salad oil, one tea­
spoonful of mustard, one-half teaspoim- 
ful of paprika, one teaspoonful of salt 
and one clove of garlic cut in very 
fine bits. Mix well and add to the 
prepared milk. Beat very hard and 
bring the mixture to the tmlllng point. 
Cook for two minutes, then cool and 
chill. Use this on ehoppeil or shrad- 
ded^cabbage.
