Observing the confusion in the fort, Admiral
Cochrane signaled three of his bomb vessels, and
they moved closer to the ramparts to hasten the
victory. Armistead seized his opportunity, and or
dered a well-directed fire, and his wide-mouthed
cannon wrought hi®oc on the decks of the three,
orfe of them, the Erebus, heing disabled

In the shadow of the British fleet that day and
night rode the American vessel Minden, flying a
flug of truce, and used by American agents in the
exchange of prisoners. While the hombardment
raged, none watched with more anxiety than Fran-
cis Scott Key. He had gone to the British fleet
in the Potomace to seek the release of an old friend
Dr., Willlam Beanes, a physician seized on charges
of taking up arms against British stragglers, Key
obtained his release, but on the eve of the opera.
tions both were trausferred to the Minden, which
was detained under a guard of marines until the
British plaps should be carried out,

From the decks of the cartel ship Key and his
compuanions watched every beich of the eannon
Midnight ecame and 1250 men, equipped with
scanliog ladders, dropped from the fleet into barges,
with the intention of surprising from the rear.

How the hearts of the patriots beat as, helpless
to give the alarm, they saw this strategy under
way with every prospect of success. In attempt-
ing to effect a landing, however, the expeditionary
force struck lights and these lights cost it a pos
sible vietory. The defenders promptly set fire to
a haystack and, as its glow revealed the barges,
Fort MeHenry and the redoubts shook with the
salvos of the guns, The six-gun battery under
Suailing Master Webster, which the British had
plunned to take by storm, was served that mid-
night coolly and quickly by a little group of can-
noneers, whose valor was sustained by the thought
of home and country, and to whom Colonel Armi-
stead afterward said he was “persuaded the coun-
try was much indebted for the final repulse of the
enemy.” Many of the landing party were killed
and others wounded; two hoats were sunk and
the survivors made back to the fleet, The de-
fenders lost 4 killed and 24 wounded. The mas-
ter stroke had been delivered und had failed;
1,800 shells had been thrown into the fortfications,
but no white flag flew from the great staff.

Sunset had cast a leaden gloom upon the spirits
of the defenders, but dawn found their hopes high
and the invader beaten off. That night, with the
fate of the city and perhaps the existence of the
Union hanging by a thread, Key paced the deck of
the Mindem, and each shell that sped screaming
from the ships was a stab at his heart, a chal«
lenge to all he held dear. When the first blush of
morning tinged the sky Key gazed toward the bat-
tlements and with straining eyes beheld the
