NEW SCHEDULES PUT IN
Rock Island Makes Announcement
Today. Others to Follow Thick and

Fast as General Live Stock

Agent Brooks Gets Things
Going On High

Announcement was made in Chi-
cago today by Fred S. Brooks, the
new general live stock agent of the
Rock Island, as to the first sweep-
ing changes that are being made to
put the Rock Island on the map as
a live stock carrier.

Effective since Monday of this
week, the netice issued at Chicago
says, a live stock train de luxe will
be run out of Plains, Kas., to Kan-
sas City for first feed at Kansas City
This train will be operated on Mon
days, Wednesdays and Saturdays,
for arrival here in time for Wed-
nesday, Friday and Monday markets,
and will make the run through from
Plains well within the 35-hour lim-
it. Further announcements as to

connections for this train from off

branch lines will follow at once, and
these will be as important as the
deeision to put on the fast service
announced as already effective.

On the Colorado line the 36-hour
limit run has been extended to
Goodland, Kas. A through train
from Goodland to Kansas City, leav-
ing Goodland at 6 p. m. on Thurs
day, Saturday, Monday, and Wed-
nesday, will be operated. This
change is effective May 26.

ABNORMAL TASTES IN MILK |

There Are Several Factors That Im.
part Peculiar Flavor Besides
Grazing Crops.

There are a number of plants which
when eaten by the dalry cow, will
transmit an unusual taste to her milk.
Some of them are fed to her Inju-
diciously by the dalrymen, and others
are eaten by the animal while gras-
ing. Plants known to possess such
properties are beet and turnip tops
when fed In large quantities; exces-
sive feeding of chopped roots; garlic,
rape, lupines, orchids, kale, rutabagas,
chicory, sorrel and pasturage on areas
which have been Inundated.

There are many other factors some-
times respongible for a peculiar taste
in milk, su as lmproper steriliza-
tion of utensils, spolled foods, brew.

It will not be for years cut off from touch with
the outside world, leaving friends and relatives
to wonder If the northland had smashed In Its
fcy fist the hardy adventurers who encroached on
its fastnesses. Instead, it will talk by radio
every day with all the world,

It will not have spent years charting merely a
narrow strip, but, with the ald of aviatlon will be
able to chart 1,000,000 square miles, sketching
the currents of the air as well as those of the
sen. He hopes to accomplish with his alrplanes
In a five-years' voyage what would take a score
of years, millions of dollars and many llves if
only a ship and dog sleds were employed.

Now, here's another view of the expedition—
based upon the additlonal fact that Vilhjalmur
Btefansson, the famous Canadian explorer, Is also
headed for the Arctlie, Capt. C. D, Pedersen, the
“Lone Wolf of the Arctie,” skipper of the whaler
Hermann, thinks there's something doing beside
pelence In these two expeditions. Captain Peder-
gen wae In San Francisco just before Amundsen's
departnre from Seattle. He sald he was anxious
to saill, s0 as to get a ring-side seat under the
aurora borealis. From that vantage point he
wants to watch what he says is. history’s great-
est international marathon across the top of the
world, in which the untold richics of the north-
land will reward the victor,

Principals in the international race to the pole
will be Roald Amundsen, discoverer of the South
Pole, who'll represent Norway, and Vilhjalmur
Stefansson, who'll carry the flag of Great Britain.

They'll start as soon as the ice will let thiem—
Amundsgen from Seattle with a ship equipped with
alrplanes and radio, Stefansson from Wrangel
island with the old-fashioned equipment of dog
sled.

The two explorers tell the world they'll shut
themselves off from civilization and risk their
lives In Arctic leepacks for the glory of discovery
and scientific achievement,

But “Wolf" Pedersen says there's more than
that in the expedition. He sees a race for vast
treasures hidden behind the ice barriers,

He says the explorers are seeking for Norway
and England great radium mines, vast oll fields
and coal deposits, fossil ivory, dlamonds, areas
ym land where reindeer thrive.

Anyway, there is corroborative evidence of
Stefansson certainly “seized” Wrangel island last
vear and took possession in the name of Great
Britain, notwithstanding it was discovered many
vears ugo by United States naval and
claimed ns United States territory While Stef
ansson has refused to divulge the purpose of this
year's expedition he did say this:

“The development and colonlzation of the
Northland will surely begin with the present gen
eration. The mystery woven around the north
s resulted from misinformation. Theories that
it 18 uninhabitable have been forever rejected, for
it has been proved that fuel and food exist in
ubundance.

“Since the true conditions in
heen realized colonization and
ploitation will surely follow. The animal
the basis of attraction for commerce. At first
it would be largely a source of meat supply, but
there are also large deposits of oil, copper
and other metals.”

Amundsen seems to have many friends and
they have contributed liberally to his exceedingly
<omprehensive equipment.  An Awerlean manuo-
facturer of airplanes has “chipped in” to the ex-
tent of abhout $40,000. He has contributed an all
metal monoplane which has been tested to meet
arctic conditions.

Besides the monoplane, Amundsen will take a
scout plane, a smaller British ship which will he
used only within the vicinity of the Maud. 7The
wonoplane, with a eabin in which passengers have
heen carried, will be self-supporting. She is so
equipped that she can carry large stocks of fuel
and provisions and to her ecan be adjusted skis,
wheels or pontoons, so that she can land on any
surface. With her ald, Amundsen believes he
can chart a 200-mile-wide course
of the earth,

The plunes will pe designed to permit of
ing on land or water and will he equipped with
fuel tunks for twenty hours’ flying. Only one
plane will leave the ship at a time, with the sec-
ond always available for rellef work.

Two Norwegian eviators, Lieutenant Omdul
und Sergeant Odd Dahl, accompany Amundsen
They will carry a moving-picture outfit and abhout
30,000 feet of film. Both Omdal and Dahl are
expert wireless operators and expect to Keep the
Maud in touch with Spitzbergen, and to receive
messages from the Norwegian wireless station at
Stavanger,

They also expect to talk with Washington.
They plan to flash reports from airplane to the
mother ship, which I8 equipped with transmitting
apparatus of 2,000 miles radius. The ship then
will communicate with Alaska, and Nomwe will
relay to the powerful station at St. Paul, on the
Behring sea. St. Paul will send the messages dl-
rectly to Washington,

Dr. H. U, Sverdrup, technical expert for the
expedition, assembled at Seattle what was sald
to be the most complete equipment of technical
apparatus for meteorogical research ever assem-
bled for a polar expedition. The equipment,
packed in forty cases, was lent to the expedition
by the Carnegie Institute and Smithsonian instl-
tutlon, the coast and geodetic survey and the
United States weather bureau,

Capt. Roald Amundsen Las long been a pre
nent figure polar exploration—so long that he
has the right rest on his laurels at the end
of this expedition

He was born in 1872 at Borje, Norway. He re

ceived a publie school education and became a
cailor at an early age.
He was a1 member of the Belgica Anturctie ex

pedition of 18979

On hig return he planned an expedition for
discovery of the Northwest passage and the loca
tion of the mugretic pole, He purchased and
outfitted the schooner Gjoa. He sailed June 16,
1903, from Christiania. The expedition was both
important and successful. He located the mag-
netic pole near Boothia Felix, the extreme north
end of the North American continent., He was
the first to make the passage from Europe te
Alasgka, whieh he reached early in December, 10085,

Amundsen then turned his attention to the Ant.
arctie, Sir E. H. Shackleton in the Nimrod had
reached # point 111 miles from the South
January 9, 1909, In 1910 three expeditions start-
ed in search of the South Pole:
Fram; Capt. Robert F. Scott (Great Britain) in
the Terra Nova, and Capt. Wilhelm Filchner (Ger-
many) in the Deutschland, A little later Dr,
Douglas Mawson sailed in the Aurora from Wales
and Coeptain Shirase In the Kainan Maru from
Yolohama.

The Fram was the first to report. She arrived
at Hobart, Tasmania, March 7, 1912, She brougnt
the news that December 14, 1011, Captain Amund-

gen- and four men had attained the South Pole
