STATE GASOLENE TAX 
SHOWS INCREASE FOR 
1928 OVER YEAR 1927

S AN TA  FE. —  Six million, three 
hundred and thirty five thousand, four 
hundred and eighty three gallons, at 
a tax o f five cents per gallon.

Such was the increase in total 
sales o f gasoline in New Mexico for 
the year 1928 over the year 1927 as 
shown in the annual report o f Miss 
Mary Bartolino, head o f the gaso­
line tax collection department.

The net recepta for 1928 totaled 
$lji62,036.68 which representa an in­
crease o f $419,844.70 over 1927. The 
1927 net receipts were $1,432,191.98.

The disbursements for the total re­
ceipts for 1928 were as follows:

Credit gasoline tax two per cent 
fund $37,040.73.

Credit to the highway debentures 
sinking fund for retirement o f prin­
cipal and interest on the road de­
bentures $400,500.

Transfer to the maintenance fund 
o f the state highway department 
$1,414,496.95.

Such was the contribution o f the 
five cent gasoline tax and gasoline 
licenses to New Mexico’s highway 
program during the past year.

The net receipts during the year 
were accounted for as follows:

Current gasoline tax, $1317,160.68; 
delinquent gasoline t^x and penalties 
$19,739.68; current retail licenses $8,-| 
713.44; delinquent retail licenses 
$428,.23; current distributor’s licenses' 
$6,8^.75; delinquent distributor’s!
licenses $134. !

The gasoline sales and tax. Miss 
Bartolina said, showed s substantial' 
increase throughout each month of; 
1928, and the fact that the increase 
was general for each month can b e ' 
accepted as an indication that the 
year 1929 will eclipse 1928 in about 
the same degree if not greater than 
1928. I

S A N TA  FE.— The ninth state leg­
islature Tuesday had at least one 
important bill on the calendar— it 
was senate bill No. 3— a bill to re­
peal all previous prohibition laws 
enacted in New .Mexico and set up an 
entirely new prohibition enforcement 
code.

The bill was precepted yesterday 
afternoon by Senators Boascher, 
Miller, Gonzales, Hutchinson and 
Hughes, i

Senator Hughes said the bill is 
copied in a large degree from the 
kMHSs statute, and that the meas­
ure has plenty o f “ teeth”  and string­
ent penalties fo r prohibition viola­
tions.

The bill meets the need for legis­
lation to protect the Indiana from 
bootleggers by providing for a sen­
tence o f from three to seven years 
in prison and a fine for sale of 
liquor to Indians.

It also enables the issuance o f a 
search warrant by a justice o f the 
peace, but it is surrounded, Mr. 
Hughes said, with sufficient safe- 
gaurds to prevent an abuse o f the 
privileges by justices o f the peace 
It requires submission o f evidence be­
fore issuance o f the warrant.

The prohibition bill ia o f sizty- 
aeven sections and constitutes thirty- 
five 9 by 12 inch typewritten pages.

The bill declares it to be unlawful 
for any person to “ directly or indi­
rectly manufacture, sell, barter, or 
give away, furnish or keep or have 
in his possession lor purposes o f 
sale, or barter, any spiritous malt, 
rinous fermented or other intoxi­
cating liquors, or knowingly permit 
another to have or keep or use such 
liquors on any premises owned or 
controlled by him, except druggists 
or registered pharmacists, as here­
inbefore provided.”

The penalty fo r violations was set 
in any sura not less than |100 nor 
moer than $500, and be imprisoned 
in the county jail fo r not less than 
thirty days nor more than six 
months.

GAME INCREASES IN
TH E G ILA  FOREST

The annual game report recently 
compiled by the supervisor of the 
Gila National Forest indicates that 
the game ia rapidly increasing in 
that foreat deapite the increase in 
hunters and number o f animals kil­
led.

The total number o f deer reported 
in the forest for 1928 is 27,045 as 
against 20,760, for 1927, an increase 
o f 31.4 per cent, while turkeys are 
to have increased from 900 to 2639, 
i-epresenting a rioe of 193 per cent. 
These figures are derived from the 
reports submitted to the supervisor 
by the district forest rangers for 
their respective districts within the 
forests, and represent a reasonably 
accurate census.

The forest was visited during the 
1928 big game season by 2112 sporta- 
men, o f which 1896 were residents 
o f the state, and 263 out-of-state 
hunters, an increase o f 26 per cent 
over the preceding year. However, 
either the deer were so numerous 
or the hunters were better shots, 
for while only one buck was killed by 
each 2.66 niniroda in 1927, the ratio 
was one to 2.26 last season.

The number o f deer killed in 1928, 
according to the report was 938, as 
against 629 in 1927, or an increase 
o f 49 per cent. However, the in­
crease in kill amounts to but 309 
animals aa compared with a total 
increase in deer o f 6,296 in the fo r­
est, indicating that the deer popu­
lation is mounting rapidly. The in- 
creaao in kill was confined largely 
to the Mimbres District, where 1196 
o f all the sportsmen on the forest 
hunted, and where 614 o f the deer 
were killed.

The report shows the total number 
o f game animals o f all kinds within 
the foreat to be: antelope 166; elk 
60; deer 27,046; turkey 2,639, and 
squirrel 1,600, while among the pre­
datory animals are listed: coyote 
1,380; lynx 826; mountain lion 72; 
wolf 9, and wild hog 60.

S A N TA  FE.— The state tax com­
mission has sent out circulars to the 
fifteen county assessors who took 
office the first of the year and to 
a number o f members o f boards of 
county commisiioners who are enter­
ing upon their first term o f office 
telling them the proper way in which 
to assess both real and personal 
property.

A  few o f the instructions follow:
1. The assessor must fix  the value 

o f all property.
2. An accurate description o f the 

real estate assessed must be given.
3. The practice o f assessing all 

personal property, including house 
hold furniture, . at nominal sums 
ranging up to 9100 should be dis­
continued and assessment made on 
a fair valuation o f the property.

4. Give each taxpayer thirty-one 
days in which to make his rendition.

5. In all cases where the assessor 
prepares a schedule a penalty o f 26 
per cent roust be added for non­
rendition.

I rics really know what we swv  ̂
chasing? Fabrics may be com^ 
o f silk, linen, wool or cotton, or mix­
tures o f two or three materials. The 
following simple teats given by Miss 
Grace Long o f the New Mexico A g ­
ricultural College, will enable anyone 
to form a correct idea of the ma­
terials o f which fabric ia made:

1. Look at both warp and filling 
threads; see that the two threads 
are somewhere near equal in size 
and strength.

2. Examine threads to distinguish 
fibers: a. Cotton fibers are short, 
dull and fuzzy, b. linen fibers are 
long bright and fine, c. Wool fibers 
are short, curly or kinky, d. silk 
fibers are very long, fine, smooth 
and straight.

3. See that material ia firmly 
woven, as that kind will stand more 
hard wear and atrain. Test mater­
ial to see if  threads can be pushed 
apart..

4. Tear quickly some o f the ma­
terial. a. Linen will leave straight, 
smooth threads along edge o f tear, 
b. Cotton will curl up.

6. Rub surface o f cotton or linen 
material briskly to remove sizing 
i f  there is any. This makes it easier 
to determine kind o f fiber. Starches 
or gums in cheap silk can some­
times be detected by close exami­
nation.

6. To test the strength o f a piece 
o f material, place the ends of the 
thumbs together, hold the material 
between them and the first fingers, 
draw the fingers apart and the backs 
o f the thumbs together until the 
knuckles touch, then force the thumb 
tips apart. Material that one ex­
pects to make over can also be test- 
this way.

7. Burning. I f  fibers or threads
of silk or wool are tested by burning, 
they bum slowly, go out quickly, 
and leave a residue. There is also a 
disagreeable odor like that o f burn­
ing feathers. The ash retains its
shape if silk is heavily weighted; 
this kind o f silk will not wear well. 
Rayon burns with a decided flash | 
and leaves practically no ash.' Linen: 
and cotton are the vegetable fibers. | 
They bum more quickly and thej 
flame is extinguish^ with difficul
ty.

IN ENGREASING 
GOST OF STATE GOV’T

ARIZONA PREPARES TO KELLOG PAGT RATIFIED 
FIGHT BOULDER DAM IN SENATE BY A VOTE 
BILL SAYS PRESS REPT. OF 85 TO 1 TUESDAY

Pho«nix, Arix.— A fiirht in the *u- 
preme court o f the United States to 
prevent execution of the provisions 
o f the Boulder Canyon Dam bill was 
in the making here yesterday as the 
result o f a course decided upon by 
Arizona’s Colorado River Commis­
sion. the commission yesterday au- 
thorizetl State Attorney General E. 
Berry Peterson to file suit in the 
highest court in behalf o f Arizona.

By thi.4 action the state takes a 
final stand to prevent the building 
o f a great dam across the Colorado 
river near the point where three 
states. Arizona, Nevada and Calif­
ornia. join.

Since the Boulder Dam project be­
gan to take form after the aigntng 
o f the Seven-State Compact at Santa 
Fe, New Mexico several years ago, 
Arizona has contended that her rights 
would be transgressed if the pro­
visions o f the measure were made 
effective.

The Arizona Colorado River Com­
mission has taken the position that 
the Boulder Dam bill apportions more 
water to California than that state 
should have from the stream and 
that -Arizona would be deprived among 
othe- things oi some of her water 
rights.

The commissioner’s action, which 
defined the {losilion o f the state is 
a sudden answer to hints in the past 
fortnight that Arizona might eventu­
ally decide to ratify the Seven-State 
Colorado River Pact.

HED GOV. IN  NEW  M EX.............
SAN TA FE.— The cost o f govern­

ment in New Mexico for state, coun­
ties and schools has increased |3,- 
796,831 from the biennium of 1921- 
1922 to the present biennium which 
ends July 30, 1929, according to one 
o f the tables o f the report o f the 
Stan tax commission now being dis­
tributed.

Over the same period the school 
cost increased 12,082,229, the cost o f 
county government increased |081,- 
387, and the appropriations by the 
legislature included in the general 
appropriations bill only increased 
11,032,215.

The tax commission report ac­
counts for these increases in the fo l­
lowing figures. F'or 1921 and 1922 
the legislature appropriated $2,742,- 
605, the years 1923 and 1924 showed 
only a slight increase with the total 
appropriations being $2,763,498. Fur 
the first biennium under the new 
fiscal year plan which began in 1925 
and ended in 1927 the legislature ap­
propriations went up to $3,236,036, 
and for the present sixteenth and 
seventeenth fiscal years beginning in 
1927 and ending in 1929 the total was 
$3,774,820.

The figures for county government 
over the same period were 1921-22 
$4,339,053; for 1923-24 they were

Following the school costs over the 
same period, the tax commission re­
port represents the school cost in 
1921-22 at $10,628,694.

W ASHINGTON— 'The Kellogg An­
ti-War treaty, without reserv'ations 
and in exactly the form it was sign­
ed at Paris, was ratified by the sen­
ate T uesday.

The vote was 86 to 1. Senator 
Blaine, Wisconsin republican, cast the 
only negative vote. An announce­
ment was made that seven of the nine 
senators absent at the time of the 
roll call would have voted for rati­
fication.

The two absent senators regarding 
\ghom no announcement was made 
were McLean, Connecticut republi­
can, an opponent o f the treaty, and 
Goff, West V’ irginia republican.

Ratification followed twelve days 
o f intensive debate prolonged by de­
mands of a determined group o f sen­
ators that the interpretation placed 
upon the treaty by the senate foreign 
alfairs committee be made public be­
fore a vote was taken.

Chairman, Borah, of the committee, 
at first refused to submit his com­
mittee’s resolution, but late Tuesday 
reached a compromise writh the so- 
called reservationists and inserted the 
report in the congressional record.

With the exception o f Soviet Rus­
sia. the United States becomes the 
first world power to make the signi­
ficant gesture toward international 
peace by sanctioning the treaty.

Russia, a government not recog­
nized by this country but a signer 
of the Kellogg treaty, ratified the 
pact some weeks ago.

W H EN King Midas wished that 
everything he touched wotild 
turn to gold, and when he had 

his wish granted by a grateful god, he 
found himself in an unfortunate pre­
dicament One can’t eat gold, yet as 
soon as he touched food, it turned to 
the precious metal. Only by the most 
fervent prayers was the poor, rich king 
relieved of his predicament

There was one thing that vrould have 
relieved the Icing’s distress if  he had 
only known of it—and that is the pine­
apple, which is already a fruit of gold, 
coming from the South Seas, where 
ihe molten golden sun seems to be 
caught and imprisoned in its depths. 
But King Midas didn’t know about 
this, for it was not until hundreds of 
years later that the European discov­
erers of South America brought back 
slips of the fruit which was to be­

Living Cold

Today we have no gods wIk> give 
gifts of gold. But we do have our 
golden pineapples. And the mod-Tn 
woman knows ways of cooicing it that 
would have made Kitig Kfidias open 
his eyes. For instance, note the fol­
lowing recipes:

Pinrapplt Caht Chef; Cream one- 
half cup fat, gradually adding one and 
one-half cups sugar. Add one-well 
beaten egg. Sift two and onc-half 
cups flour, two teaspoons baking pow­
der, and one-fourth teaspoon salt, and 
add to first mixture alternately with i

t

one cup cold water. Melt two table­
spoons butter in an iron spider, and 
add qne cup brown sugar, stirring un­
til smooth. Spread with a layer of 
well-drained crushed Hawaiian pine­
apple, pour batter over this, and bakt 
forty-five minutes in a moderate ovea 
Turn out on a plate, cool thoroughly, 
spread with whipped cream and serve.

Hard Sauce with Pineapple: Cream 
four tablespoons butter until soft, 
gradually add one cup powdered sugar, 
one teaspoon vanilla and one cup 
crushed Hawaiian pineapple. Beat 
until creamy, light and smooth, and 
chill before serving.

The Roly Poly Roil

Pineapple Roly Pdy: Thoroughly 
drain the syrup from one cup crushed 
Hawaiian pineapple. Mix and sift two 
cups flour, f ^ r  teaspoons Ixikiiqt pow­
der and one-half teaspoon salt. Cut in 
two tablespoons butter and add three- 
fourths cup milk.' Turn out on a well- 
floured hoard and roll out in oblong 
shane. Spread with the drained pine­
apple and sprinkle with one-half cup 
sugar which has been mixed with one- 
fourth teaspof.n of nutmeg. Roll up 
like a jelly roll, pinching ends well 
together, place in a greased baking dish 
and put in a ni')derate oven,' In the 
meantime add one-half cup sugar to 
the syrup drained from the pineapple 
and boil for five minutes. When the 
roll begins to brown, baste with a little 
of this fvrup.

The animal husbandry department 
o f the New Mexico Agricultural Col­
lege has recently received good prices 
on two cars o f cattle shipped on to 
the market at Kansas City. A  car 
o f forty head of long yearling steers 
was sent to the market as stockers 
at 112.36 per hundred pounds, which 
was the top o f the market on the 
day they were sold and is above the 
top prices for must o f the recent 
sales o f Stocker steers on the Kan­
sas City market. The steers brought 
$U5.5ti each. These steers were on 
an average with those on the college 
ranch and were not a picked bunch.

A car load o f cows that was culled 
from the college herd brought an av­
erage price of above 8c per pound, 
which made the cows net about 
IV2.U0 per head.

The college ranch is following an 
economical and practical method o f 
culling the range herd, says J. L. 
Lantow, head o f the animal hu.sband- 
ry department. By keeping records 
on the cows that fail to bring 
calves, they are culled at a time when 
they cease to become profitable and 
begin to decline in flesh, instead of 
waiting until they have cost more for 
maintenance, are too weak to be a 
safe risk for keeping over the winter 
and are o f much lower value on the 
market.

On the college ranch, composed of 
100 sections o f range land, the ani­
mal husbandry department is work­

ing on problems o f practical appli­
cation fur New Mexico ranches.

$9,375,844-REPORT

S A N T A  FE— During the present 
fiscal year which endx June 30, 1930 
education in New Mexico will cost 
19,375,844, according to a bulletin is­
sued by the New Mexico Taxpayers 
Association.

The items for scn<M! maiiitenance, 
direct charges and interest and sink­
ing fund requirements total $7,092,- 
135; the expense o f the state col­
leges and the university is $2,032,159 
plus $200,000 as proceeds o f bond is­
sues, while expense incident to the 
office o f the superintendent of pub­
lic instruction îs $51,550.

Fifteen years ago the expenses 
for the operation and maintenance 
o f the public and elementary schools 
was $1,346,402.04. In the state ed­
ucational institutions the expense.-* 
in 1918-1919 were 1,000,000. Within 
the last ten years public education 
bus increased 150 per cent .in cost 
and state institutions have increased 
100 per cent in spite of the decrease 
in the valuation o f taxable property 
in the state from $275,761,629 for 
1919 to approximately $320,000,000 
for 1929.

One o f the most interesting theat­
rical events in the history o f El 
Paso is announced for the second 
week in January.

It is understood that final arrange­
ments have been completed for the 
presentation at Liberty Hall o f the 
world’s oldest ‘ ‘Passion Play”  with 
the original German cast, 150 on the 
stage.

These will be assisted by a singing 
chorus o f 75 voices.

The production as it will be pre­
sented in El Paso is the same that 
is used in Freiburg. It is reported 
to be the largest dramatic production 
since the stage presentation o f "Ben 
Hur,”  with the exception o f ‘ -The 
Miracle.”

The company was brought to Am ­
erica last season to dedicate the 
Krug Park liowl in St. Joseph, .Mo., 
and played to over 100,000 persons 
in eight days. They next visited 
St. Louis, where in one week over 
80,000 attended.

It reached San Antonio last spring 
and broke all records for attendance 
at the municipal auditorium in that 
city,' having an attendance o f over 
lUU persons from El Paso.

MILK HIGH POTATOES
PR O D l’CE G (K)D  SEED

The High Altitude Potato Grower’s 
Association reports an increasing bus­
iness in the production o f seed po­
tatoes the present year, says G. K. 
(Juesenberry o f the New Mexico A g ­
ricultural College. 'This asaociation, 
which has been organized only three 
years, is situated in the northern part 
o f New Mexico at an elevation of 
8,300 feet and produces a high qual­
ity o f seed under dry land conditions.

During the present year a little leas 
than eight carloads o f potatoes were 
produced by members o f the as­
sociation, but due to the severe fall 
weather and early snow, they were 
unable to finish digging about 20 
per cent o f the crop. O f the re­
mainder, a little less than one-half 
have been shipped out. Some went 
to Chicago, some south to Santa Fe, 
Las Vegas and Albuquerque, and a 
part to the seed growers o f Colorado. 
J. L. Hurst, a large grower at Mos­
cow, Colorado, who has been buying 
Some o f this seed for his own plant­
ing for several years, bought 2,000

sacks for his own use. The Monte 
Vista Potato Growers’ Association 
also bought several hundred sacks. 
Another lot went to the Center As­
sociation o f Colorado, and small 
shipments went to other sections, in­
cluding one lot to Central Mexico.

This association grows the largest 
quantity o f certified seed potatoes 
o f any group in the state, and by 
planting their treated potatoes on 
dry land under the severe conditions 
that exist in this section, all the 
weaker tubers are eliminated, very 
little disease ever develops, and a 
larger yield is the result from plant­
ing seed of this type which is grown 
at an elevation of over a mile and 
a half.
