HALSEY CASE
TESTIMONY

Monday, June 9th:

More than six hundred men and
women crowded into the Chaves coun-
tyv court room Monday morning to wit-
ness the opening bombardment in the
trial of Luther Foster, Claude Archer
and Katherine Halsey, charged with
the murder of Fred Halsey, near
Hope, N. M., March 30th this year.

The jury finally selected from the
special venire of 200 men 1Is as ful‘
lows: George Corn, rancher; Harold
Smith, garage man; Herman ("rllv.

farmer: E. T. Burr, farmer; E. A
Wilkerson, laborer; O. H. Hickman
farmer: C. H. Glover, florist; Will

Purdy, furniture man; B. R. Utter
back. farmer; C. Connella, employe
Roswell Milling Co.; Otis Brennaman,
Model Clothing Co. Roswell; and F.
G. Newell, farmer.

The first forty five minutes
occupied in calling witnesses, 1
responding being sworn in immediate
ly. Fifty-two state's witnesses were
called; forty for defense of Mrs. Hal
sey and nine for Luther Foster. The
defendant, Claude B. Archer called no
witnesses at this time, and all defense
counsels reserved their right to later
call any witness that is to be used by
the prosecution.

Many objections by defense counsel
interposed the proceedings of the
morning, due to the fact that state’s
witness first introduced, Mrs. Lora
Welch of El Paso, did not-go toward
proving the guilt of Claude B. Archer
but had to do with the alleged ac
cessory, Mrs. Halsey and defendant
Luther Foster. The court, in his rul
ing on the question, although over
ruling all objections, stated that he
had no desire to control th order of
proof, but could see no reason why
the state could not proceed to prove
he guilt of Archer first.

Mrs. Lora Welch, first state witness
<aid that she lived in Carlsbad, New
Mexico, from 1893 to 1910, going fron
there to Oklahoma, and later to El
Paso, where she has resided until the
present time. Her testimony revealed
that she is the divorced wife of Bill
Green, whom she married in Carlsbad
Mrs. Halsey was a guest at her first
marriage, she stated.

She was married to her present
husband in El Paso, and aecording t«
her testimony, she visited the defend
ant, Mrs. Kathryn Halsey at the Ala
mo hotel in El Paso, sometime be
tween the first and tenth of March,
1923. Luther Foster was present
the time of her visit, also a Mr. Dun
can, cousin of Mrs. Halsey, she stated
