State comptroller Bob Bullock
recently sent checks totaling
$11.3 million to the 220 counties
and 425 cities as their share of
the state’s 12 percent mixed
drink tax collected Guring_the
third quarter of 1986.

The Texas Legislature raised
the tax from 10 percent to 12
percent in 1984.

Bullock said the state collect-
ed $48.3 million in mixed drink
taxes for the third quarter
compared to $49.4 million col-
lected during the same period in
1985.

$945.78, while

Voters in this county opted to
return Republican Rill Clements
as governor, following a state-
wide trend that saw the former
governor far out in front at
presstime on Wednesday.

In Bailey County, the 1,836
voters who went to the polls

gave Clements a 1,091 to 641

margin over incumbent Demo-
cratic Governor Mark White.

In the last governor’s race, in
1982, 2,096 registered voters
went to the polls in this county.
The 1,836 vote was slightly less
than half of the more than 3,800
voters registered at this time in
this county.

Also, incumbent Republican
Larry Combest, U. S. Repre-
sentative, District 19, narrowly
edged out Democrat Gerald

- McCathern, 868 to 839 to keep

his seat. In the district, Com-
best defeated McCathern by a
slightly larger margin.

A local race of interest was in
the county judge’s race, where
incumbent Bailey County Judge
Gordon H. Green was re-elected
by a vote of 1,353 to 388 over
Republican challenger James
Warren, a former Bailey County
Commissioner.

Only in fairy tales does a
happily married couple live a
conflict free life. Never ex-
changing a harsh word, never
feeling angry, and always easily
working out problems are im-
gossible expectations that no
amily could live up to all the
time,

The tension between meeting
individual needs for love, relax-
ation and privacy and the negds
of the family, such as doing
household tasks, earning
money, raising children and
getting along with relatives,
inevitably lead to some difficult
moments.

Family therapists emphasize
that conflict can be productive
for an intimate, caring relation-
ship. It allows family members
to openly express their feelings
without recriminations or re-
sentment. Often 2 dissatisfying
relationship can be resolved and
made more interesting by open
communication.

Many couples, and especially
husbands, work to avoid con-
flict. Avoiding conflict does not
reduce the anxiety and distress
of the situation.

Conflict is one of the many
ways that families communicate.
Yet, not all fights are con-
structive, and emotional damage
can occur. Constructive conflict
is neither brutally honest nor
agressive. It involves giving
gentle feedback to other family
members about the issue under
discussion.

How families resclve cenflict
may vary from family to family.
When issues - not the other
person - are attacked, conflicts
can be resolved to strengthen
loving, caring relationsaips.

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Senator Asks Education Board

For Vocational Education Study

Sen. Bill Sarpalius today
called on the State Board of
Education to study further a
proposed master plan for voca-
tional education before adopting
the plan, saying the current
proposal may be selling
vocational students short,

“I'm worried the plan doesn’t
fully recognize the importance
of vocational education to Texas
students,’’ said Sarpalius,
D-Canyon. “‘I'm afraid the
plan's authors don’t realize
vocational education represents
oné of the few ways we can
hope to keep our borderline
stndents from dropping out of
school.”’

Sarpalius’ comments came
after a Thursday public hearing
conducted by the state board to
solicit public comment about the
plan. At that hearing, Sarpalius
told board members a strong
vocational program could prove
the perfect compliment to the
education-reform package of
1984.

“We’ve done a lot to improve
the quality of public education
in Texas, and we can be proud
of that,”’ Sarpalius said in his
testimony. ‘‘But, in all our
education reform, we haven’t
done a thing to try to keep
students in school.

It’s sort of likc we've moved a
high jump bar from four fect to
six feet, without giving any
additional coaching to the youth
who were mnever even abdle to
clear the bar at four feet,”” he

said.

Sarpalius reminded the board
that a variety of studies have
shown a person’s tendency to
commit a crime increases pro-
portionately to a person’s lack
of education. 1

‘““Look at our prisons today,’
he said. ‘‘Eight out of every 10
prisoners are high-school drop-
outs. Six out of every 10 are a
functionally illiterate. It costs
the state $12,000 per year --$33
every day -- to keep a prisoner
in TDC (Texas Department of
Corrections). I think it's a lot
cheaper and a lot smarter to
keep some of those potential
dropouts in school and away
from crime. Vocational educa-
tion is just the way to do it."”’

The senator said vocational
education effectively combats
the symptoms that cause
students to drop out of school.
He said most dropouts come
from low-income or poverty
situations, including many from
broken homes. They often are
children of parents who were
high-schoo!  dropouts them-
selves.

These students, he said, end
up with poor basic academic
skills because their surround-
ings prevent them from seeing
the practical applications to
those ski'ls. Vocational educa-
tion can capture their attention
because it teaches the student a
practical, wage-earning trade,
Sarpalius said.

“l want to remind you that
I'm s?eaking from experience,
that I'm not as a state senator
but as a former vocational
teacher and the product of
vocational education,”’ Sarpalius
said. ‘I know exactly what I'm
talking about. When I was the
age of some of these students.

committee and testify.

in a broken home. My father
left when 1 was 10, and ! didn’t
see him again until 1 was 24,
My mother was an alcoholic, 1
had polio for three years. | was
13 and still in the fifth grade.”

Sarpalius said that if it was
not for vocational education, he
never would have made it to the
Texas Senate.

“l got lucky; I was placed
in Cal Farley’s Boys Ranch and
got into a good vocational
education program,’’ the sena-
tor said. ‘‘It gave me something
to look forward to each day.
