NEW MEXICO CONDITIONS

GOV'T. PROJECTS LOSS " "
WASHINGTON, D. C.— The writ­

ing o ff of 114,317,150 as a deficit on 
nineteen reclamation projects was 
recommended to congress Friday by 
the board of adjustment and sur­
vey of the interior department. The 
board also recommended that |12,- 
785,137 be estimated as a probable 
loss.

The largest estimated loss was on 
the New lands project in Nevada, 
where is was recommended that $4,- 
.V>6,3'.»6 be charged o ff as not re­
coverable and $813,264 be estimated 
as possible loss. The Bilk river pro­
ject in Montana was second on the 
list with a definite loss of $7,946,189 
and with a probable loss of $1,878,- 
656 more. On the North Platte 
project in Nebraska-Wyoming, the 
probable loss was fixed at $2,837,- 
864 of which $237,877 was definite. 
The fourth was the Uncompahgre 
project in Colorado, where the defi­
nite loss was estimated as $1,375,427 
and $1,436,155 more was given as 
probable.

Other combined definite and prob­
able losses given included;

Carlsbad project. New Mexico, 
$45,867; Grand valley, Colorado, $2,- 
105,037; Lower Yellowstone, Mon­
tana and North Dakota, $989,271; 
Minidoka, Idaho, $142,959; Owanotan, 
Washington, $820,173; Rio Grande, 
New Mexico and Texas, $43,158; 
Shoshone, Wyoming, $2,249,672.

At a meeting Saturday o f the 
cantaloupe growers, M. M. Cox repre­
senting Churchfield and Woolford will 
be present to make a proposition for 
handling the next crop of cantaloupes.

Conditions in New Mexico are ex­
cellent and the outlook for the year 
1926 is promising. The farming in­
dustry made satisfactory progress in 
1925. Many new settlers have lo­
cated in the irrigated valleys and on 
the plain.s. There still is plenty of 
room for new settlers in the irrigated 
valle> s and an abundance of virgin 
prairie waiting for development. The 
live stock industry is in fine con­
dition. Though the number of cat­
tle and 'heep is not up to normal, 
the coming year will see a substan­
tial increase in the herds and flocks. 
Prices are satisfactory and the feed 
supply abundant. Metal mining is 
expanding particularly in the produc­
tion of copper. Mines that have been 
idle are now being opened and new 
and modem machinery installed. 
The oil indu.stry is making rapid ad­
vance as new wells are being brought 
in the proved fields in the Pecos 
Valley and the San Juan Basin. 
Many new well* are being spudded 
in on promiisng oil structures in 
many other sections of the state. 
The older systems on the Pecos 
river and tributaries, the Rio Grande 
and other streams are being investi­
gated with a view of increasing the 
available water supply for extension 
of the cultivated area. In this con­
nection it needs to be noted that 
electric power companies are study­
ing the underground water supply 
that may be developed by the use of 
creap power for pumping. The 
financial conditions are the best since 
the depression of 1920, and following 
vpp*' Investors are seeking oppor- 

'■-r inv- tments in the state.
The Earth.

The majority o f the farmers in 
the country, says A. B. Fite of the 
New Mexico A. & M. College, have 
come to realize that by having gar­
dens they not only reduce the groc­
ery bill, but supply the table with a 
much geater variety of food. About 
eighty per cent of the farming peo­
ple in the United States have home 
gardens.

The gospel of diversification has 
been so widely preached that many 
farmers are beginning to wonder if 
their future success does not depend 
on their ability to diversify wisely. 
The first step in diversification should 
be the growing o f those crops that 
can be profitably consumed on the 
farm, chief of which are vegetables.

While vegetables will grow on a 
great v.ariety of soils, for the best 
results they should be planted in soil 
which is rich and well prepared. Gar­
den soil should be fall plowed, and 
where possible, manure should be 
liberally applied and disked in the 
fall to give it time to decay and be­
come incorporated with the soil be­
fore time for spring planting.

A planting plan should be worked 
out that will give a continuous sup­
ply of vegetables. The plants for 
some of the early vegetables will be 
grown in cold frames, and the beds 
for those should be ready and wait­
ing. Many of the early crops can be 
followed by fall crops on the same 
land.

TH AT IMMIGRATION LAW

It i.s a peculiar but significent fact 
that just as we are merging from 
one o f the most prosperous years, 
which the United States has ever 
experienced, a howl should be raised 
for the repeal of the present Immi­
gration Law. Opponents of the law, 
which base our present immigrant 
quota on 3 per cent of the 1910 im­
migration, admit that the law has 
been successful and has accomplished 
the chief aim for which it was in­
tended. This feature alone is worthy 
of consideration for it is not often 
we hear of opponents of a measure 
who will actually acknowledge the 
corn.

Brisbane, the leader of the non- 
restricted immigration forces, be­
lieves that we could absorb several 
thousand aliens yearly in our rapid 
industrial expansion. Perhaps we 
could, but the after effects are to 
be reckoned with. And when we 
think of a wide open immigration 
policy as in the days of old, we are 
reminded of the difficulty in per­
manently absorbing the bolshiviki 
element, which flooded the shores of 
our coast under the wide open poli­
cy.

Rigid a.s the pre.sent law may be, 
we are not sure but that an actual 
count o f all foreigners within our 
midst would reveal an absorption of 
more than we had calculated on. If 
reports are true, bootlegging the 
alien, has bought many undesirables 
to this country, which can not be 
accounted for through the regular 
channels. Bootlegging the immigrant 
has become far more profitable than 
bringing whiskey into this country, 
be cause of the trickery practiced by 
the immigrant smuggler and there is 
even less element of risk in this 
sort of work than in bootlegging 
liquor.

“ It is the duty of every inhabitant ! 
of the state, of full age and sound 
mind to make a list of all property 
subject to taxation of which he is 
the owner or has control or manage­
ment, in the county where the same 
is situate on the first day o f Jan­
uary of the current year.

“ I f  any person fail to render a 
true and complete list o f his prop­
erty, between the first day of Jan­
uary and the first day of Ferbuary, 
the as.sessors must make such list 
according to the best information he 
can obtain, and such person is liable 
to a penalty of twenty-five per cen­
tum, and any person who knowingly 
makes a fal.se or defective list of 
his property, is liable to a penalty 
of twenty-five per centum and shall 
be deemed guilty of perjury and 
punished accordingly, as provided in 
Chapter 133, Session Laws 1921."

The important fact to keep in 
mind is that every owner of proper­
ty is required to report it to the 
county assessor THIS MONTH. This 
applies to all personal property a.s 
well as to lands and improvements, 
whether such property is exempt or 
not.

The assessment of property is the 
first and most important step in the 
proce.'̂ .s of producing revenue for 
schools, roads, health and other wel­
fare purposes as well as for the 
maintenance of law and order, and 
for general administrative purposes.
It is the duty o f every owner of 
propety to contribute and it is the 
duty of every tax assessing and tax 
collecting agency to require a full, 
fair, and uniform portion from each 
property owner. Here is a subject 
suitable for a New Year’s resolution 
for us all.

The foregoing is part o f a state­
ment issued by the Taxpayers' Asso­
ciation of New Mexico in an appeal 
to its members to assist in bringing 
about a better condition in our pub­
lic finances.

Air **TwUter** Caused
Terror in England

The first tornado in England of 
which there Is any definite mention oc­
curred nearly three centuries ago In 
Cheshire and Lancashire. Rotating or 
spiral storms, such as are compara­
tively frequent In western America, 
occur but seldom in Europe.

The “twister" of 1662 la thus de­
scribed by a contemporary writer: 
"There arose a great pillar of smoke. 
In height like a steeple and judged 
twenty yards broad, which, making a 
most hideous noise, went along the 
ground six or seven miles, leveling all 
In the way. It threw down fences and 
stone walls and carried the stones a 
great distance from their places, hut 
happening upon moorish ground, not 
Inhabited, It did less hurt.

"The terrible noise It made so fright­
ened the cattle that they ran away, 
and were thereby preserved. It passed 
over a cornfield, and laid It as low 
with the ground as If it had been bro­
ken by feet.

The State Land Office in the past 
year, dating from January 1, 1925, 
to and including December 31, 1926, 
has received from the Artesia oil 
field in royalties fl05,709.99, which 
money was placed in the permanent 
fund to the credit o f the State Uni­
versity in accordance with the ruling 
o f the State Land Commissioner, £. 
B. Swope, and is invested by the 
State Finance Board in interest 
bearing bonds, etc.

The Commissioner o f Public Lands 
feels that in leas than five years, i f  
this money remains in the perma­
nent fund, the State University will 
have more than f 1,000,000.00 which 
will draw interest for the mainte­
nance of that institution.

Litigation is now pending in which 
the board o f regents o f the Univer­
sity seek to compel the state audi­
tor, state treasurer and the Com­
missioner o f public lands to place 
the one eighth royalty received from 
the Artesia district on University 
lands in their general fund to be 
used by the University as they see 
fit. Pending the outsome of this 
litigation the money is held by the 
state treasurer in a permanent fund.

The state land office has also re­
ceived for the same period of time 
and placed to the credit of the com­
mon schools o f the state in a per­
manent fund 110,460.46, which is the 
share o f monies received from the 
Artesia oil field as one -jighth royal­
ty on producing wells located on 
common school lands. This money is 
also bearing interest as invested by 
the state finance board.

During the month o f Deceniber 
1924 the total revenues derived from 
all sources by the state land office 
amounted to $40,718.69. In Decem­
ber 1925 the total revenues derived 
from all sources by the state land 
office were $134,517.00, showing an 
increase o f $93,798.31. This amount 

! of money has been distributed to 
Jthe various institutions in 'heir prc 
rata share and also for the main­
tenance o f the common schools. 
The increases in revenue is twice 
the amount received for the same 

.period of time the previous >ear.

H. C. Conley, proprietor o f Con 
ley’s Service Station, is in St. Mary’s ! 
ho.spital suffering from a fractured' 
skull and paralysis o f the left side' 
as the result of being struck over 
the head Sunday night after closing 
his service station on South Main' 
street. Conley’s condition is regard-1 
ed as serious by his attending phy-1 
sician. He was only partially con-1 
scious Monday morning and it was 
feared that total disability might re­
sult from the blow.

Mr. Conley turned out the lights 
at his filling station at 10 o’clock' 
and was locking the front door when 
he was struck over the left side of 
the head by some unknown person 
or persons. The blow came with 
such force that it cut a hole in Con­
ley’s hat and rendered him for a 
time unconscious.

Will at a recent meeting o f the Por- 
tales High School Agricultural Club.

A large part o f New Mexico is 
ideal for poultry, especially in the 
southeast and eastern part. We 
have an ideal climate for the rais­
ing of poultry. So, the climate is 
not the cause o f small supply of 
eggs to our home state. Another 
advantage we have here is the class 
o ff feed we raise. It is the best 
poultry feed that is grown. There­
fore it is cheap and consequently 
very economical in this community. 
With these outstanding advantages 
which are here and can be used but 
for the taking of them. Why can’t 
we take the highest market price 
and supply the demands of our 
state?

1 think that this can be done. 
I do not see why we cannot suppiy 
Albuquerque, Santa Fe, Gallop, Sil­
ver City and many other industrial 
cities of the state with the best and 
highest priced eggs. In these cities 
the price o f fancy fresh eggs run a- 
round 75 cents per dozen the year 
around.

W’e are going to have a specia­
list from the New Mexico Agricul­
tural College come over and con­
duct an evening school in Poultry.

However, to 
insure the scientific accuracy of the 
result, twenty control stations equip­
ped with electrical measuring devices 
and automatic recorders will be 
placed in the principal broadcasting 
centers o f the country.

HAGERMAN AGAIN 
HEADS THE STATE 

TAX PAYERS’ ASS’N.
AIAMOGORDO, N. M.—Oun ftjfhts 

for range and water holes typical of 
the old west feature murder trials 
at the present term o f district court 
here.

The trial of IVmpson Lewis o f 
Orange, N. M., charged with murder 
in connection with the slaying of 
Lem Tanner at the Tanner water 
tanks is underway. Lewis claims 
that Tanner attacked him with an 
axe. Lewis’ brother and Tanner’s 
small daughter were witnesses.

Hunt Hobbs, Tom Simer and Will 
Tittsworth, of Capitan, N. M., will 
be tried January 18 for tirst degree 
murder m connection with the death 
o f Robert Hunt, prominent stockman 
of C'apitan. Hunt was killed from 
ambush while returning from Capitan 
in a lumber wagon, to his ranch in 
Lincoln county. His body was rid­
dled with rifle and shot gun bullets.

The tragedy, it is said, resulted 
from the same conflicting interests 
between commercial and livestock in­
terests which caused the Lincoln 
county war, in this same neighbor­
hood, in the early eighties.

A long train of events followed the 
Hunt killing, which will have their 
etfect on the trial here. Neighbor­
hood feeling ran high. A  warehouse 
belonging to Tittsworth Brothers and 
\alue<i with contents at nearly $50,- 
000 was destroyed by Are believed to 
be of incendiary origin. Shortly a f­
ter this, several business houiies in 
Capitan were mysteriously burned. 
Bessie Hunt, 16 year old daughter of 
the slain man, the morning after a 
bitterly fought school election, ac­
costed George Tittsworth in front 
o f the post office and shot at him 
three times. His wounds did not 
prove serious.

It is also a 
questionable practice to provide 
eight or nine months school for com­
munities which apparently want only 
a seven months term. While we are 
often unable to pay adequate salar- 
pies to good teachers, it is undoubt­
edly true that teachers are some­
times paid more than they are 
worth.”

Uorsed.

Saying that money for highways 
has been wisely spent, the association 
urges a more mi^erate rate o f con­
struction hereafter.

1 he increased cost o f the state 
comptroller’s office is said to “ cause 
us some concern”  but it is added 
there is much to commend in that 
office.

The fore.st roads program for the

The Scout Master, published by the 
urea council is a new publication to 
reach our desk.

ACTION IN CASE OF 

PRESIDEN T  HILL

Dr. David Spence Hill’s official 
scalp, as president of the State Uni­
versity, still remains to be lifted.

The board of regents held a meet­
ing, discussing his case. Following 
their conference with Gov. A, T. 
Hanmtt Friday, but no decision 
was reached. The matter is expected 
to be settled at their next regular 
meeting at Albuquerque on January 
30.

The regents are understood to be 
inclined to follow the governor’s ad­
vice and not hold a hearing on 
charges made by a dozen or fewer 
Albuquerqueans who appeared before 
them at a recent meeting in the Duke 
City, believing that such a course 
would disrupt the institution. It is 
said to be likely, however, that they 
will make an investigation on the 
quiet.

Mayor Nathan Jaffa, president of 
the regents, had little to say about 
the matter.

“ We had a pleasant little chat with 
the governor,” he said. “ He ex- 
pessed confidence in the board, say­
ing he believed it would do what is 
believed to be in the best interests 
of the university.”

Governor Hannett is said to have 
opened his conference with the re­
gents with the statement that he 
had not called them in to ask them 
to “ fire”  Dr. Hill or to retain him, 
saying he was confident they would 
do the right thing. He explained 
that his purpose was to ward them 
against a public hearing on charges 
which he understood had been lodged 
against the president on the ground 
that such a proceeding would in all 
probability be harmful to the insti­
tution. His idea is said to be that, 
if they believe Dr. Hill ought to go 
they should simply a.sk for hU re.<-ig- 
nation, but if they don’t believe there 
is sufficient cause to warrant such 
action they should go ahead and le- 
employ him.

No written charges have been pre­
sented to the regents against Dr. 
Hill. It is said that a number of 
residents of Albuquerque, probably 
ten or twelve, appeared before them 
at a meeting in the Duke City a 
short time ago, saying they didn’t 
represent any organization but were 
speaking only for themselves as in­
dividuals, and voiced a protest 
ag.ninst keeping Dr. Hill at the head 
of the university. Their only ob­
jection was said to be that he is 
“ in Dutch,”  through lack of tact, 
with many people including the heads 
and faculties of the high schools 
from which the university draws its 
enrollment.— New Mexican.

WASHINGTON, D. C.— Democratic 
members of the senate finance com­
mittee put their proposal for a $500,- 
000,000 cut in the tax burden before 
the committee .Monday as it began 
consideration of the rate schedules in 
the house bill, which provides for a 
reiluction of $330,000,000.

In addition to the rate reducing 
provisions of the house measure. Sen­
ator Simmons of North Carolina, 
ranking Democrat on the committee, 
asked on behalf of the minority mem­
bers further cuts in the surtax rates 
on incomes In-tween $22,000 and 
$100,000 and repeal of the taxes on 
capital stock, admissions and dues.

Approval given by the Democrats 
to the reductions in the normal in­
come tax rates and the increased 
personal exemptions on income taxes 
provided by the hou.se measure, vir­
tually assured adoption of the.se 
.schedules both in the committee and 
the senate, since Republicans have 
indicated their support. The min­
ority also endorsed the reduction in 
the maximum surtax rate from 10 
to 20 per cent.

Warned by Secretary Mellon to 
keep the total reduction within the 
$330,000,000 limit provided by the 
house measures. Republicans with a 
majority of 10 to 7 in committee ap­
parently were prepared to combat 
any but minor charges in the bill.

in announcing the Democratic pro­
gram, Senator Simmons declared the 
$500,000,000 additional reduction 
could be made without retarding the 
program for retirement of the public 
debt within thirty-two years.

U.S. VS. HOPE DITCH GO. 
HEARD AT CARLSBAD 
AGAIN THE PAST WEEK

Probably the longest civic suit on 
record in this section which started 
five or six years ago, was opened 
again at Carlsbad last week, when 
testimony of the government wit­
nesses were heard. The style of the 
ca.se United SUtes versus Hope 
Community ditch has also probably 
the largest in the number of de- 
fendents, numbering around 3300. 
It is estimated that it would take 
two or three years longer to hear 
the case should all of the individual 
defendants appear to testify.

Commenting on the case, the Carls­
bad Argus states:

A case having most important 
bearing on the question of rights to 
the water of the Pecos river was 
heard in Carlsbad last week, before 
George E. Remley, special master, 
appointed by the government to take 
testimony.

The case is one of the United 
State against the Hope Community 
Ditch company, and involves the 
questions of whether that company 
is entitled to use the flood water of 
the Penasco river from above the 
dam at Hope, the prior rights of 
Carlsbad Project to such water be­
ing the issue involved.

Bearing on this, the people o f 
Fort Sumner are interested also, be­
cause the same question would arise 
over the rights of the Carlsbad Pro­
ject having prior right to the flood 
water of the Pecos river above Fort 
Sumner, the Carlsbad Project having 
a prior right to all the water of the 
Pecos and tributary streams up to 
a certain number o f acre feet, which 
the project cannot get without the 
flood water.

The Penasco river is not a flow­
ing stream below Hope, because the 
Community Ditch company diverts 
the flow from above and thus pre­
vents the storm waters from getting 
to the Pecos river. But the Fort 
Sumner interests contend that the 
same condition does not exist as to 
flood water of the Pecos river north 
of Fort Sumner, as the Carlsbad 
Project does not get any such flow, 
the water for storage being the flow 
of the river from the drainage basin 
south of Fort Sumner.

Testimony as to the condition of 
all parties was heard before Special 
.Master Remley, beginning Monday 
morning in the district court room.

Ten Commandments for 
Lighting of the Home

'I'en commandments for the house­
holder who would have bis home well 
lighted have Just been compiled by 
boine-llghting experts. Attention to 
those commandmenta, without refer­
ence to scieiitiflc or techniral knowl­
edge of illurolnatloD, will result to 
bringing the lighting of any home to a 
high standard, according to those who 
compiled them.

Here are the rules:
1. Keep your lamps and shades 

clean. Dirt and dust absorb large 
quantities of light That's why many 
a fixture that seemed perfect at first 
doesn’t suit you so well after a few 
weeks’ use. Clean lamps and rsfiectors 
at least once a week.

2. Bee that the lamp shade really 
shades the lamp. Use no shade that 
either fails to conceal the light source 
or to diffuse the light Clear glass 
does not protect tbs ays and la quite 
useless.

8. Don’t choose shades that absorb 
too much light. I f  a shade Is too dark 
In color, don’t pick It. even though It 
may be beautiful and may fit In with 
your other decoratlona

4. Use frosted or enameled bulbs in 
all cases where the shade does not 
■hleld the bulb entirely from view. The 
coating on the lamp bulb will diffuse 
the light and conceal the glaring zig­
zag of the filament

5. Change slanting fixtures. The old- 
faihlooed chandelier or bracket with 
lights sticking out at every angle la 
bound to be glaring and unsatisfactory 
■8 well as having Its element of rest­
lessness. Sometimes It is possible to 
bend such fixtures so that the lights 
are perpendicular to the celling or 
floor. Then, when properly shaded, the 
lamps no longer will produce glare.

6. Do not have any lamps In tbs 
bouse without shades. This applies to 
the bulb In the attic and cellar as well 
as to the ornamental fixtures In the liv­
ing room. Any unshaded light is a 
menace to vision.

7. Hava enough light but avoid 
glare.

8. For your kitchen choose a re­
flector that surrounds the entire lamp 
with no openings anywhere. This will 
prevent dirt and dust from getting in­
side. Also have tbs outer surfacs 
smooth so that It will bs easy to dean.

9. Use daylight bulbs In the laundry. 
They enable you to distinguish colors 
—and that’s Important In laundry 
work.

10. Use plenty of portable lamps to 
give flexibility to your lighting nr- 
rangeuienta

SAN TA  FE, N. M „—The high 
lights o f the air tight election code, 
which it is hoped to have passed 
at a special session of the legisla­
ture, are given in a report by the 
committee appointed by Governor A. 
T. Hannett to draft it in a report 
to the governor made public Satur­
day.

The committee consists o f Sum­
mers Burkhart, J. L. Lawson, State 
Senator E. L. Holt, Repesentative 
Don. R. Casados, J. M. Hervey and 
C. M. Botts.

On the theory that lax registra­
tion is at the bottom of most elec­
tion evils, the committee gave close 
attention to this subject. Personal 
registration is required, a wide de­
parture from the system now in use.

The registration boards consisting 
o f three members, not more than 
two o f the same party, meet on the 
last Monday in June, sitting two 
days, and thereafter every Saturday 
in July. Provision is made for elim­
inating the names o f any persons 
fraudulently registered or who have 
wrongfully been refused registration 
by judicial proceedings.

The registation lists are to be 
permanent, with a provision for 
striking o ff all names not appearing 
on the poll books after each elec­
tion; but every six years beginning 
in 1932 there is to be an entirely 
new registration.

County commissioners are required 
to divide any precinct casting more 
than 300 votes into election districts 
each having approximaately 300 
votes.

A  feature o f the chapter on the 
conduct o f election is provision for 
the use o f uniform ballot boxes o f 
sheet metal, each with two locks op­
ened by different keys, one to be 
given to a judge o f each party, all 
over the state.

The form of the ballot is unchang­
ed except that the circle at the top 

! is ommitted and a voter is required 
! to make a cross in the square op- 
I posite the name o f each candidate 
I he wishes to vote for. Party em- 
* blems are retained.
I Unless a voter is blind or physical- 

g7 i ly disabled, nobody is a llow ^  to ac- 
I company him to the voting booth. 

~  I This is a blow at the practice o f as­
sisting voters which was shown in 

I the gubernatorial contest to be prac- 
I ticed on a big scale. However, a 
voter may take marked sample bal- 

Uot to the booth with him to use as a 
guide in marking his ballot.

“ We have changed the present law 
with regard to absent voters so that 
they may vote, as we believe, strict­
ly in accordance with the constitution 
and also for all state and county 
candidates,”  says the report.

One chapter is given to the nam­
ing of offenses and penalties, which 
the committee believes “ adequate 
punishment.”

The tentative draft o f the code is 
now being printed. It is expected to 
be sent out to the legislators with­
in a week.

Governor Hannett, in a letter to 
the committee thanking them for 
their work, says the code is brief, 
simple, easily understood “ and guards 
against and precludes many vicious 
practices that have heretofore been 
permitted to exist in this state.”

The gruesome charred remains of 
W. G. Paddock, aged proprietor of 
the Patrol Store, situated twelve 
miles north of Pecos, was found by 
early morning searchers in the ruins 
of the lonely building which was de­
stroyed by fire near midnight Tues­
day. It was known that the man 
usually kept a large amount of 
money in his strong box and with 
the discovery o f this box, its lid 
broken and the contents missing with 
the exception of a few copper cents, 
the searchers immediately feared 
that the tragedy was a result of 
foul play.

The body of the unfortunate vic­
tim was burned almost beyond recog­
nition as it had been in the center of 
the raging fire and positive signs of 
violence could not be determined, 
but from all appearances the man 
had been clubbed to death with an ax.

A party of motorists arriving at 
the scene of the fire early Tuesday 
reported that they had seen two un­
known men on foot several miles 
from Patrol, walking south. One 
of the men was reported as a negro 
wearing an old army overcoat. The 
officers seized upon this clew and 
towns in all directions were noti­
fied to be on the look-out for the 
suspects.

l^ te  Wednesday Sheriff Shattuck 
picked up a negro answering to the 
description and be is being held in 
the county jail for complete investi­
gation and the sheriff at Pecos has 
been notified.— Carlsbad Argus.

4,300 barrels. The daily average 
production in the United States, ex­
cluding the Smackover heavy, de- 
crea.sed 4,450 barrels. The daily av­
erage production east of California 
was 1,334,800 barrels, a decrease 
of 8,250.

Oklahoma showed a daily average 
production of 449,750 barrels, an 
increase of 2,050; Kansas 99,950, a 
decrease of 1,150; North Texas 81,- 
600, a decrease of 1,350; East Cen­
tral Texas 64,000, a decrease of 800;

make an Inductively coupled wave trap 
(as shown In Fig 2) by using the same 
condenser across the aecondary of a 
standard radio frequency coil, which 
has a primary of six turns and a sec­
ondary of CO.

In using the loading coil the taps 
may be employed or not. as the build­
er chooses. Slightly better results 
might he expected If the inductance 
as well as the capacity In tlie trap­
ping circuit were variable.

It will be seen that the trap Is In­
serted In the antenna (or ground) cir­
cuit of the set In such a manner that 
incoming signals must pass through 
the trap in order to reach the receiver.

Methods of Tuning.
The usual procedure Is to set the 

trap condenser at zero (that Is, with 
the movable plates out of mesh) and 
tune the set to the local broadcasting 
that Is to he eliminated.

Then carefully vary the trap con­
denser setting until the local station 
Is no longer heard, or la reduced in 
volume aa much as possible. Then re­
tune the receiver to whatever distant 
programs are desired.

The elTectlyeness of a wave trap de­
pends upon iiow well It is made, with 
what sort of circuit it Is operated, and 
where and how it is used.

It will be found convenient to mount 
both coll and condenser In a small cab­
inet, or at least on a panel, with bind 
Ing posts for connections.

Those who do not wish to construct 
wave traps will find on the market a 
niimiier of efficient devices of this sort.
