London, England.— Great Pritian 
Tue.sday felt the grip  o f labor’# 
might. .At midnight the millions o f 
workers under the aegi.s o f the 
trades union congress quit their 
labors in a struggle to enforce the 
coal miners’ stand against lower 
wages and increased hours.

By noon the streets o f the capital 
Were a maelstorni o f milling pedes­
trians and crawling motor vehicles, 
with the unaffected w-orkers striving 
to get to their places o f business, 
while in some places radical strike 
sympathizers sought to turn them 
back.

The beginning o f the strike had a 
dramatic setting in London. Large 
crowds had gathered about the par­
liament house# and White hall, where 
they whiled away their time singing 
“ The Red Flag.”

Big Ben boomed out twelve.
.A man clinging to the railing o f 

the hou.se o f parliament yelled 
hoarsely:

“ Comrades, the hour has struck!”
Then the great mass o f people be­

gan to swerve and eddy into pro­
cession which started toward the 
west end.

While the tie-up o f tra ffic contin­
ued throughout the city and many 
expressed apprehension as to the 
outcome o f the great struggle, e f­
forts were continued tow-ard a set­
tlement.

■The general council o f the trades 
union congress met during the mom- 

' ing in Eccleston square and left 
shortly after 1 o ’clock for the house 
o f commons.

Former Premier Ramsey MacDon­

COOLIDGE ON BOY SCOUTS

At the convention o f Boy Scouts 
in Washington Saturday, President 
Coolidge attacked the present reign 
o f lawlessness that prevails through­
out the nation in a speech given be­
fore the assembly. Becau.se we be­
lieve the President uttered timely re­
marks concerning the problems which 
confront the modern young, we re­
produce herewith the most significant 
part o f the address.

Good home training, respect for 
the rights and property o f others 
and a determination on the part of 
every young man to contribute his 
aervices for the welfare o f the pub­
lic as a whole are absolutely neces- 
sao ’ for good o f the country, he de­
clared.

Expressing firm belief that a sad 
harvest will be reaped by the law­
less, President Coolidge said.

“ The training o f the Boy Scouts 
fits them to an early realization o f 
this great principle and adapts them 
in habits and thoughts and life to 
its observances.

“ We know too well what fortune 
overtakes those who attempt to live 
in opposition to these standards. 
They become at once rightfully and 
truly branded a.s outlaws.

“ However much they may boast 
o f their freedom from all restraints 
and their disregard o f all convention­
alities o f society, they are immed­
iately the recognized foes o f their 
brethren. Their .»ihort existence is 
lived under greater and greater re­
strictions, in terror o f the law, in 
fiight from arrest, or in imprison­
ment.

“ Instead of gaining freedom, they 
become the slaves o f their own evil 
doing, realizing the scriptual as­
sertion that they who sin are the 
servants o f sin and that the wages 
o f sin is death.

“ The boy’s training must begin un­
der the good auspices o f the family 
home," President Coolidge declared, 
for there lies the root of good or 
evil. Declaring that parents “ can 
not shift their responsibility,”  Presi­
dent Coolidge said:

“ We hear much talk of the decline 
in the influence o f religion, o f the 
loosening of the home ties, of the 
lack o f discipline— all tending to 
break down reverence and respect for 
the laws o f God and of man.

“ Such thought as I have been able 
to give to the subject and such ob- 
servatio.Ts a.s have come withm my 
experience have convinced me that 
there IS no substitute for the in- 
flences of the home and o f religion.

“ These take hold o f the innermost 
nature of the individual and play a 
very dominant part in the formation 
o f personality and character. This 
most necessary and most valuable 
service has to be performed by the 
parents, or it is not performed at all. 
It  is the root o f the family life. 
Nothing else can ever take its place. 
These duties can be performed by 
foster parents with partial success 
but any attempt on the part o f the 
government to function in these di­
rections breaks down almost entire­
ly.”

word— but we do not change the fact. 
The body un the cold marble slab 
at the morgue stays there just the 
same. No sentimental pleading, no 
talk o f “ aberration," “ environment," 
"heredity,”  “ thyroid glands,” re­
stores life to any of the 10,(HK) folk 
murdered in the United States in 
one year.

Granting the justice o f recognii- 
ing all factors that enter into a 
crime, is it o f any particular help to 
merely shed tears instead o f putting 
the criminal under such surveillance 
that there can be no repetition of 
his act against society?

The sooner Americans recognize 
' that crime is an industry organized, 
' promoted, recruited for, and often 
I handled with more efficiency than 
is shown in its suppression, the bet­
ter chance there is o f making that 
suppression effective.

Statistics secured by the Missouri 
Association for Criminal Justice 
show that Philadelphia, Chicago, St. 
Louis and Kansas City had a total 
o f 568 murders in 1923 while Lon­
don with a population o f 1,000,000 
more than the combined population 
o f these four cities had only 27.

Granting that the relatively small 
size o f England and its practically 
homogeneous population are natural 
advantages on the side o f justice, 
the comparison gives Americans no 
cause for pride.

By way o f a start there might 
be a codifying o f the 106,000,000 
state laws; abolishment o f profes­
sional bondsmen; more care in the 
extension of paroles; the reduction 
o f legal technicalities; a curb o f the 
misuse of the change-of-venue sys­
tem and long continuances; and a 
little more “ intestinal equipment” 
for the average American taxpayer.

I I found a Pacific Rattlesnake on 
the floor o f Kings Rover Canyon, 
writes Joseph Dixon in Nature M ag­
azine o f Washington. When first 
discovered, the reptile was crawling 
leisurely along a barren, open, 

; sandy flat during the warmest part 
; o f a bright, sunny forenoon. Upon 
being disturbed, the snake altered 
its course and made directly for 
some patches of broken shadows 
under a black oak.

The snake coiled up close to the 
base o f the tree and sought to es­
cape notice by remaining still. A l ­
though coiled and prepared for bat­
tle, the snake was seemingly so con­
fident o f escaping detection that it 

' permitted me to take its photograph 
; at the close distance o f twenty-four 
' inches from .snake to lens without 
once offering to strike,

I Upon being routed out, the snake 
‘ tried to escape into the open, but 
i was headiHl o ff. A  moment later, 
w hen the snake was not coiled, but 
crawling along at a lively gait, my 

’ shadow happened to fall on the 
ground directly in front o f the now 
thoroughly angry reptile. Without 
stopping to coil, the snake doubleil 
quickly back and struck so violently 
at my shadow that he reached out 
for nearly his entire length o f 

I slightly less than thirty inches. 
From where I was standing, I could 

. see, as did several others, that not 
■ more than four inches o f the snake’s 
body remained on the ground when 
it struck at my shadow.

From experience with “ side-wind- 
, ers” in Death Valley and with other 
: species o f rattlesnakes elsewhere, I 
have not, except for this experience, 
found a rattlesnake that could strike 

' more than half his length unless 
coiled and ready to strike. Now, as 
for me, the “ danger zone”  about a 
rattlesnake on a warm day in the 
open extends in all directions fo r a 
distance equal to the length o f the 
snake.

The new ruling governing the ex­
tension o f time under the oil and 
gas permits on government lands 
will likely be o f interest to many 
operators, who contemplate opera­
tions on public lands in the future. 
The regulation is as follows:

(Public— No. 93— 6Uth Congress)
Be it enacted by the '-Senate and 

House of Representatives of the 
United States o f America in Con­
gress assembled, that any oil or gas 
prospecting permit issued under the 
Act entitled “ An Act to promote 
the mining o f coal, phosphate, oil, 
oil shale, gas and sodium on the 
public domain,”  approved February 
25, 1920, or extendi^ under the Act 
entitled “ An Act to authorixe the 
Secretary o f the Interior to grant 
extensions o f time under the oil and 
gas permits, and fo r other pur­
poses,”  approved January 11, 1922, 
may be extended by the Secretary 
o f the Interior for an additional 
period o f two years, if  he shall find 
that the permittee has been unable, 
with the exercise o f reasonable dili­
gence, to begin drilling operations 
or to drill welU to the depth and 
within the time required by existing 
law, and has failed to discover oil 
or gas, and desires to prosecute fur­
ther exploration.

SEC. 2. Upon application to the 
Secretary of the Interior, and sub- \ 
ject to valid intervening rights and 
to the provisions o f section 1 o f this 
Act, any permit which has already 
expired because o f lack o f authority 
under existing law to make further 
extensions, may be extended for a 
period of two years from the date 
of the passage o f this Act.

The discovery o f what promises to 
be a thick bed or group o f beds o f 
potash salts in Eddy County, New 
Mexico, is announced by the De­
partment o f the Interior through the 
Geological Survey. The region de­
scribed adjoins and is in fact part 
of the great potash field o f western 
Texas, in which may discoveries o f 
potash have already been made, as 
previously announced. In western 
Texas, as a result o f the discovery 
o f commercial pools o f oil, there has 
been increased drilling activity, es­
pecially in the southern part, where 
over 60 strings of tools are now at 
work. Information on potash has 
come in larger measure from 
Reagan, Upton, and Crane counties, 
but wells in other counties south of 
the thirty-second parallel and east 
of Pecos river are also showing 
favorable percentages o f potash. 
The analysis cited below show the 
amounts o f potash (K20) in the 
samples as received at the Geological 
Survey; the amounts in the soluble 
salts contained in the samples are 
generally higher.

The New Mexico discovery was 
made in connection with well No. 1 
on the McNutt permit, in sec. 4, 
T. 21 S., R. 30 E., New Mexico meri­
dian, 20 miles east o f Carlsbad. Six­
teen samples o f cuttings taken from 
this well at depths o f 1,033 to 
1,890 feet yielded on analysis pot­
ash (K20) in amounts ranging from 
1.35 to 9.40 per cent.* Five consecu­
tive samples taken at different 
places in the 156-foot interval be­
tween depths o f 1,734 and 1,890 feet 
constitute the most continuous series

tages o f potash yet obtained in the 
Permian salt basin. The samples 
do not, howev'er, represent consecu­
tive bailings. For example, only one 
sample was taken from the 111-foot 
interval between 1,771 and 1,882 feet. 
This sample, which contained 8.6 per 
rent of potash, probably came from 
about the last 15 feet, or from a 
depth of about 1,867 to 1382 feet, 
and was doubtless considered as 
representing the entire 111-foot in­
terval. It is obvious that such a 
.sample is not truly representative, 
for it is hardly to be expected that 
so great a thickness o f beds would 
yield so high an average percentage 
of potash. The other four samples 
of the series were taken at intervals 
of 8 to 11 feet and contained potash 
in amounts ranging from 7.67 to 9.4 
per cent. The samples from the in­
terval 1,302 to 1,310 feet contained 
gylvite; the rest o f the .samples had 
no other potash salts than the usual 
polyhalite. The occurrence o f syl- 
vite in this well is interesting, be­
cause it represents the first discov­
ery o f this mineral in the potash 
field o f western Texas and New 
Mexico. Slyvite is the principal 
potash-bearing mineral o f the Alsa­
tian potash field in France and is 
much richer in potash than poly ha­
lite.

The Texas discoveries were made 
in connection with seven wells, 
namely, Texon Nos. 2 and 3, Group 
1, and Santa Rita Nos. 7, 8, and 9, 
in southwestern Reagan County; the 
Virginia-Texas University No. 
well, in Upton County; and the W. D. 
Johnson-Lockhart well, in Loving 
County. O f the 170 sample analyzed 
from these wells 89 have shown 1.5 
per cent or more o f potash. O f these 
89 samples 21 have yielded more 
than 5 per cent and 3 more than 10 
per cent. The richest sample, con­
taining 11.25 per cent, came from a 
depth o f 1,265 feet in the Texon No.

well. Another rich sample, con­
taining 10.22 per cent, came from the 
interval between 1,450 and 1,460 feet 
in the same well. A  third rich sam­
ple, containing 10.42 per cent, came 
from an interval between 1,356 and 
2,405 feet in the Virginia-Texas Uni­
versity No. 1 well.

WRITES INTERESTING 

ARTICLE ON SALT

Editor’s note:
The treatice on salt given below 

was written by Geologist Skeats in 
1918 during the war, after an exten­
sive study o f the possibilities east 
o f the river. The data obtained at 
the time the article was written was 
based on the various well logs at 
that time, however, many new test 
wells for oil have been drilled in the 
area since then and it has been found 
that possibilities are even greater 
and salt deposits exists measuring 
a thousand feet or more in thick-

When ocean water is evaporated 

the first material to crystallize out 
is sulphate o f lime or gypsum. 
When this is all out the common salt 
or chloride o f sodium comes out as 
a scum on the top o f the water and 
soon falls down on top o f the gyp­
sum, and in short time becomes solid 
crystals o f ruck salt.

The liquor remaining is a mixture 
o f sulphate and chloride o f magne­
sium with about two per cent of 
Potassium chloride. These salts are 
hard to crystallize out at ordinary 
temperatures, so that the liquor con­
taining them may rest on the gyp­
sum and salt for years without dr>’- 
ing up.

The Pecos Valley “ basin.”  was in 
what is known as a sinking area, 
and it was intermittently fed from 
the ocean on the south. The alter­
nating layers o f gypsum and pure 
rock salt conclusively prove this. It 
seems that at no time was the evap­
oration sufficient to dry up the water 
sufficiently to solidify the inagtie- 
sium and potash salts over the whole 
area o f the basin. But there is no 
doubt that these salts were there, 
and they must be looked for in the 
last relics o f the basin, in the lo­
cality where the bittern drained to.

In the test well put down by dia­
mond drill in the Pecos Valley, close 
to the railroad, on the old Green 
Vineyard, magnesia and potash salts 
were found to be ver>’ scarce. The 
rock salt was very pure, and al­
ternated with very pure gypsum, or 
rather anhydrite, as the salts were 
free from water— perfectly dry.

This rather peculiar occurrence of 
pure salt should make this basin 
quite attractive to the salt industry, 
as the separation o f the salt from 
the gypsum is very simple and easy, 
and the resulting salt would be dry 
and have no tendency, as most salts 
have, to become moist in a moist 
climate. In other words it would 
make a fine shaker salt for the table.

With the small amount o f work 
that has been done it is difficult to 
estimate with any exactitude the 
limits of the ba.sin, but, from geo­
logical data. I think its area may 
conservatively be put at one hundred 
square miles. The average thickness 
o f rock salt known to occur in the 
basin may be taken as at least two 
hundred feet. This would give about 
three cubic miles o f markeUble salt. 
In round numbers twenty trillion 
tons o f salt at a fair price o f |8.00 
per ton.

Where the tost well was put dowm 
this salt began about six hundred 
feet from the surface and it has a 
dry solid roof o f gypsum and anhy­
drite and clay above it, which would 
make dry mining feasable and safe. 
The German beds are being worked 
at depths of from four to eight 
hundr^ feet.

Towards the southern limits of 
the basin the salt is nearer the sur­
face and should be worked more 
profitably and with less first cost 
than where the well was sunk.

In several localities in the United 
Sutes salt is being produced by 
sinking wells, putting down water, 
and pumping up the brine which is 
evaporated in shallow open tanks. 
This method might be used in the 
Pecos Valley with some advantage, 
in the deeper parts of the ba.sin. 
The climate o f the valley lends it­
self very admirably to this process 
as there is abundance of sunshine 
and the humidity of the atmosphere 
is very low, so that evaporation 
would be at a maximum. In this 
climate each acre o f evaporating 
surface should produce one to two 
thousand tons o f pure salt per year, 
according to the saturation o f the 
brine, and, as there is plenty of 
water in the basin, above the salt 
at a depth o f from 150 to 250 feet, 
the coat would be practically only 
that o f pumping up the brine and of 
harvesting. Very little, i f  any, wash­
ing of the salt would be necessary. 
Probably two dollars a ton would 
cover all the expenses very easily, 
and the salt should sell for eight 
dollars without any refining.

But as this salt is remarKable in 
having no chlorides of magnesia or 
lime, it would probably pay to put 
in a refinery and obtain a much hign- 
er price for the product.

The chief markets for the rough 
salt are the packing houses, the cat­
tlemen and the smelters, acid manu­
facturers, also, use large amounts o f

salt. .  , • .u

depends largely upon the site chosen

tight. I f  not absolutely tight at 
first, however, the gypsum of the so­
lution, coming down before the salt, 
crystallizes on the bottom and seals 
It very effectively.

The size o f the plant projected 
would be o f first consideration. 
Judging by those in California and 
Kansas it would seem that there 
would be no mistake in beginning 

; with an area o f fifty  acres, with 
, possibilities o f enlarging to three or 
four times that in the future. This 
should produce half a million barrels 
a year, or about seventy thousand 
tons. This should not be ha:'d to 
market.

The production o f salt in the 
United States is on the increase. The 
price is also increasing.

The cost o f making evaporating 
ponds o f fifty acres area in ten 
ponds o f five acres each would be 
about nine thousand dollars. Sink­
ing two wells seven thousand.

“ Your heart shall rejoice.”  John !(}• 
32.

We are so accustomed to think o f 
Jesus as “ a man o f sorrows and ac­
quainted with g r ie f”  that we may 
not have considered him as charac­
terized by abounding joy. But if 
we will read our Bible aright we can­
not avoid the conclusion that the 
people o f the time in which Jesus 
iived found Him far from dejected. 
Standing beside the cot o f the sick 
man, He said “ Son, be o f good 
cheer.”  Addressing a group o f op­
pressed laborers, he invited: “ Come 
unto me, all ye that labor and are 
heavy-laden, and 1 w ill give you 
rest.”  Facing the self-sacraflcing 
band which followed Him, He admon­
ished: “ Rejoice and leap for joy.” 
Knowing that death awaited Him on 
the morrow. He had such abundance 
o f peace that He would bequeath it 
to others: “ Peace I leave with you, 
my peace I  give unto you.”  Une of 
the most fam iliar phrases was “ Be 
o f good cheer.”

Even the jibes o f Jesus’ critics 
and the taunts o f His enemies, re­
veal Him as a jovial man. On the 
two occasions when Jesus took pains 
to justify H im self before His enemies. 
He was explaining why He was so 
joyful. They accused Him o f being 
a glutton and a wine-bibber. It  was 
a gross slander, but the charge does 
reveal the impre<ision He made upon 
them. A  glutton is never a gloomy 
man. Over-eating is a form of 
pleasure. A  wine-bibber is also 
je lly  fellow. Wine unlocks the 
Ungue and gives temportary bril­
liancy to the mind. He is talkative 
and congenial. And in explaining 
why He did not fast as did the 
Pharisees, He compared Himself to 
a bridegroom. I f  a man is ever 
happy, it is on his wedding-day. And 
Jesus declared that He lived in the 
atmosphere o f a honey-moon. Many 
o f His illustrationa are full o f humor. 
He loved nature and children.

But while Jesus was joyous. He 
was not o f that jaunty, brainless, 
happy-go-lucky type. He was not a 
man who played only with the sun­
beams and could hear nothing but 
harmonies. He was not lightly con 
cerned with the world’s agonies and 
tragedies, fancying that no matter 
what was done everything was going 
to turn out allright. He did not 
shut His eyes, stop His ears nor 
steel His heart to human woes. He 
sang, but He also sobbed. Sorrow 
and joy are not mutually exclusive. 
Both come from the same capacity 
for feeling. Like a rainbow, Jesus’ 
joy obtains much o f its beauty be­
cause it was focused on the black 
clouds o f sorrow, suffering and sin. 
He was so glad on the mount of 
transfiguration that Hia face shone 
with the light o f heaven. And so 
sorrowful in the garden that He 
sweat as it were, great drops o f 
blood, falling down to the ground.

What were the secret springs from 
which Jesus drank unfailing joy?  
as He trod the thorny pathway 
across the desert wastes o f temp­
tation; climbed the rocky steeps o f 
opposition, and descended the dark 
valley o f death. Space forbids us to 
observe how He drank the living 
waters o f that inner satisfaction in 
the fact o f a pure heart; how hap­
piness bubbles forth in giving rather 
than getting, in serving rather than 
being served; how there are abiding 
joys in w illing obedience and self­
abandon to noble tasks. These are 
fountains which flow from sources 
beyond the reach o f man and are 
uneffected by chance or circum­
stance. But we must not fa il to 
note two sources o f His unfailing 
joy.

Jesus saw clearly that the maker 
o f the universe is a Divine Person. 
A t the center o f all, there beats a 
Father’s love. To Jesus God was the 
one clear fact o f the universe and 
everything else was seen in the glory 
o f that stupenduous truth. It  con­
stantly amazed Him that men had 
such little faith in God. The word 
Father”  was on His lips from the 

age o f twelve, when He declared 
Himself to be about His Father’s 
business, until, on the cross, he coni- 
mended His spirit to His Father’s 
keeping. And there is a world of 
meaning in that oft-repeated term 
as applied to God. It Is far removed 
from idolatry, mytholigy, philosophy 
or materialism.

When large amounts o f water are 
applied at each irrigation some of 
it is lost by deep percolation. Bet­
ter results would probably be ob­
tained by irrigating at frequent in­
tervals and not so deep.

A  skillful irrigator can cover a 
field with less water than an un­
skilled one.

Some crops require more water 
than others. The deep rooted plants 
usually need a larger amount of 
moisture than the shallow rooted 
ones, but with the latter class it is 
necessary to apply the water at 
more frequent intervals.

FOR IRRIGATORS

There are a large number o f fac­
tors which tend either to increase 
or decrease the amount o f water re­
quired to produce a crop, says A. S. 
Curry o f the New Mexico A. & M. 
College. Some o f these are within 
the direct control o f the water user, 
while others are only indirectly un­
der his control.

Channels and structure that have 
been improperly made permit the 
loss o f a large amount o f water. 
Some water is also lost by percola­
tion where channels have teen made 
o f loose, pervious material.

Water is sometimes lost where the 
ditches are too large fo r  the amount 
of water that is being used. The 
reverse is also true, that water is 
lost where the ditches are not large 
enough for the amount o f water 
that is being used. The use o f 
headgates and turnout boxes also

H ow  Sound Travels
Souud Is a series of waves fit the 

air, and tlie shorter tlie dlstuni*e be­
tween these waves the higher the 
pitch. The bell, vibrating at a con- 
stHiit rate, sends out a constant num­
ber of waves per second, which travel 
toward the observer with constant 
velocity, relative to the air. But If the 
bell Is appnmchlng the observer the 
waves are closer together, hence the 
pitch Is higher.

How Native Eskimos
Get Fire by Friction

In their native state the Eskimos 
use the same method of making a Bro 
as was used by most of the Indian 
tribes. This Is by wood friction and 
the method was general throughout 
the American continents at the time 
o f Ciduinhus' first voyage. By rub­
bing two sticks together sutflclent heat 
can be produce<l to set fire to Inflam­
mable material such as dry grass. The 
most Improved method was to twirl 
a dry stick In a hole In another piece 
o f dry wood. The other way of mak­
ing a fire among the natives of North 
and South America was by rubbing 
flints and pyrites togetlier. This 
njethod was limited to a few tribes 
In I'nnada and Patagonia. Most of the 
Eskimos of today are supplied with 
matches through their trade with civil­
ized nations.— I'atlitlnder Magazine.

H ow  to Cut a Cork
The best way to cut a cork Is to 

damp It slightly and then use a sharp 
knife. I f  the cork Is not damped there 
Is a danger that It may slip and the 
fingers be cut.

.Santa Fe, N. M.— The federal high­
way bill carrying an appropriation of 
$75,000,(K>(), which passed the House, 
has been favorably reported in the 
Senate, says a wire to State High­
way Engineer James .A. French from 
.Senator Bratton.

The bill also carries $7,.'500,000 for 
forest roads.

I f  the bill gets through the Senate 
it means that New Mexico will be 
able to continue work on the federal 
aid system .several years at least get­
ting about $1,180,000 each for 1928 
and 1929 under this measure— ap­
proximately the same amount it has 
been receiving annually as federal aid 
for the last few years.

Presi­
dent Cuolidge has thus far expressed 
little uneasiness in so far as the 
strike may affect the United States.
