Coolidge was

leaders announced they were
already at work in behalf of Gov-
ernor Alfred E. Smith and “pro-
posed to nominate him.”

The boom for the governor was
sponsored by George W, Olvany,
Tammany leader, and John F. Ca-

| rew, chairman of the New York state

democratic delegation in the house
of representatives. They expressed

their optimism after a conference
at Tammany Hall.
Coolidge enthusiasm was mani-

fested at a gathering of Kings coun-
ty republicans, at which the keynote

was sounded by Albert Ottinger,
New Ybdrk state attorney general,
who said the third term question

was “refined form of quibbling.” He
added that the Empire state, which

has given Governor Smith four
times, would be in the vanguard for
Coolidge.

The men boomed kept silent as

to their availability.

“l am staying here in Albany and
attending to my own business and
that of the people of the state,” was
Governor Smith's only comment.

From Chairman Oldfield of the
democratic congressional campaign
committee in Washington came a re-
mark as to President Coolidge's plan
to spend the summer somewhere in
the west, in the region where the
boom of Frank O. Lowden has been
prominent especially since President
Coolidge's veto of the farm relief
bill. Oldfield said the president’s
plan “would naturally suggest that
it was prompted by an intention to
angle for votes instead of fish.”

At the Tammany Hall discussion

Olvany said that while Governor
Smith had in no way indicated
whether he would be a candidate,
reports from all sections of the
country showed that the governor
was a favorite for the democratic
nomination.

Representative Carew predicted

Smith “will get some delegates from
Texas,” while other party leaders
said that they had received reports
that Governor Dan Moody of that
state had been mentioned as a run-
ning mate for the New York gover-
nor and would confer with him soon
at Albany.

“Thanks for the compliment,” said

Governor Moody when the report|

reached him in San Antonio, “but

who
fare?”

Plans for the 1928 major party
conventions also figured in the news.

Cleveland and Detroit were named
at Washington as the leading con-
tenders for the democratic choice,
while the range of speculation
among republicans ran as far west
as San Francisco.

STUDY MADE ON
COSTS OF MILK

Additional facts on what It costs
farmers to produce milk in the large
milk-producing centers of lllinois have
been obtained by the college of agri
culture, University of lllinois In Wash
ington, Clinton and Madison counties
where 13 furmers, most of whom were
producing fluid milk for St. Louls lust
year, made 10 cents above all ex
penses on every 100 pounds of milk
produced

These farmers kept 145 ¢ows which
cost them an average of $142 a cow
and produced $150 worth of products
during the year, according to Karl T
Wright of the college farm organiza
tion and management department, who
summarized the records which the
farmers kept in co-operation with the
institution. These 145 cows produced
974,780 pounds of milk during the
year, or an average of 0,723 pounds
each, at an average net cost of $1.85
a hundred. Most of these farmers
have been keeplng a daily record of
each cow's production and
posed of low producers, so it
dent that the average farmer in this
territory produced milk at a loss

The feed cost ranged from 91 cents
to £1.687 a hundred milk
produced, while the man cost
varied from 30 cents to 86 cents when
figured at 20 cents an hour. In other
words, the feed cost for the year for
each cow varied from $67 to $100 and
man labor cost from $22 to $47,
which shows that there ls much
room for Improvement. While the
feed cost a cow was 307 In the
one case and $109 In the other,
it amounted to 59 cents a hundred for
milk produced In the first and
48 cents in the last. This shows that
cheap production comes not so much
from low cost & cow as it does from
high efliciency of the cow. A farmer
can secure low feed and labor cost on
each 100 pounds of milk produced only
after he has carefully selected efficient
high-producing cows, which
for as efficiently as possible,

Prevent Pneumonia

Like lots of other ailments of calves,
pneumonia is much easier to prevent
than to cure. It Is most likely to oc-
cur in cold, damp weather. However,
it is not so much the result of cold
wedather as of damp stalls, dirty, wet
surroundings and poor ventilation. To
prevent this trouble be sure first that
the calf has warm, dry quarters with
plenty of clean, dry bedding C'lean
out the pens and stanchions regularly
and above everything else keep them
dry The calves should have plenty
f room to exercise

Full Feed for Cows

When a good dairy cow is fed a
full ratlon of balanced feeds she will
use about half of the feed to maintain
her body and the other half for pro
ducing mlilk, but when this same cow
is fed a three-fourths ration she needs
the same amount to malntain her body
and can use only one-third of her feed
for producing milk, When fed a half
ration she needs all her feed to maln-

That the Treasurer of
the Town of Artesia be and he is
hereby authorized and empowered,
and it shall be his duty to receive
and collect all assessments levied to
pay the costs of said improvements,
the installments thereof and the in-
terest thereon, at the times and in
the manner herein specified, and to
pay and disburse such payments to
the person or persons lawfully en-
utled to receive the same, In accor-
dance with the laws of the State of
New Mexico and all ordinances and
resolutions of town heretofore
or hereafter to be adopted. All mon-
eys received shall be placed in a
separate fund to be designated “Pav-
ing Fund,” and shall be used for the
purpose “of paying the principal and

the interest on the paving bonds
hereinafter mentioned, and for no
other purpose whatsoever,

Section 4. That if the owner’ of

any parcel of land assessed for the
said improvements shall be delin-
quent in the payment of any assess-
ment installment, or interest due, it
shall be the duty of the Town Treas-
urer to notify such owner in writing
that such delinquency exists, and
that, if the amount due is not paid

within thirty day after the date
of the said notice, the delinquent
property will be sold for the pay-

ments due thereon.

Section 5. If the payment or pay-
ments due as specified in the next
