Sweet clover seed movement has 
!>een much slower than the rapid 
movement o f last year. The U. S. 
Bureau o f Agricultural Economics 
estimates that 20 to 25 per cent o f 
the crop hud left the hands o f grow­
ers up to October 4, compared with 
45 per cent last year and 25 per 
cent two years ago, and 45 per cent 
three years ago.

Harvesting begun later ftan  last 
year and was delayed to some extent 
by ruins, in some sections, especially 
in South Dakota and Kansas. Grow­
ers have not sold freely at prevail­
ing prices and buyers have not been 
so active us a year ago.

.Movement has been greatest in 
northeastern North Dakota, north- 
cu.'itern South Dakota and southeast­
ern Nebraska. In the heaviest pro­
ducing districts of the Dakotas and 
Minnesota 20 to 30 per cent had 
been sold by growers compared with 
40 to .50 per cent last year.

Prices declined on an average .30c 
per 100 pounds during the past three 
weeks. On October 4, prices in fif­
teen districts or states averaged 
$5.10 per 100 i>ounds, basis clean 
seed compared with $8.35 a year ago. 
In the main producing sections o f 
Minnesota and the Dakotas the av­
erage was $4.00 compared with $4.80 
three weeks ago, $8.00 a year ago, 
and $5.40 two years ago.

The quality of, the crop was re­
ported fa ir to good in majority of 
districts, in spite o f damage by rain 
and frost. In a few districts, par­
ticularly western Colorado, south 
central Montana, .southea.stern South 
Dakota and southeastern Nebraska 
the quality was reported good to very 
good.

SA.NTA FE.— Gasoline consumption 
in .New .Mexico is showing as steady 
increase this year over iy23 records 
o f the state gasoline department.

Figures for September show that 
gasoline tax was paid on 3,177,121 
for September, l ‘J26. The increase in 
income from the gasoline tax if the 
rate had continued at 3 cents per 
gallon would have been $17,774.55 
with the 5 cent tax now in effect the 
increase for September over the cor­
responding month last year was $81,- 
310.87.

The increase in collections on gaso- 
i.'inc tax and license fees paid by 
'wholesale and retail dealers in gaso­
line, not automobile license fees as 
was erroneously stated in a previous 
item, was $81,768.68.

S A N T A  FE.— Use of power boats, 
.sail bouts and airplanes are tabooed 
by federal regulations in duck hunt­
ing, State Game and Fish Warden 
E. L. Perry advised hunters Thurs­
day.

The duck season opened in New 
Mexico half an hour before sunrise 
Sunday and continues to January 31, 
he said.

•‘Bfecau.se of the fact that migra­
tory waterfowl are citizens o f no 
one state, they are wards of the fed­
eral government which fixes the open 
seasons, bag limits, and the methods 
o f killing. It is unlawful to shoot 
such birds between sunset and one 
half hour before sunrise, or to use 
a gun larger than 10 gauge in kill­
ing them.

“ The use of dogs, decoys, and 
blinds is permitted, though power 
boats, sail boats and airplanes are 
taboo. While the ftnleral law fixes 
the maximum bag limit for ducks 
for the country as a whole at 25 
birds per day, the State Game Com­
mission has reduced the limit to 20 
for this state. The federal limit of 
eight geese and brants has not been 
changed.

“ W ater fowl shooting furnishes the 
most important hunting in the state, 
affording more sport for a greater 
number o f people than any other 
species o f game. New Mexico is 
fortunate in having two major water 
courses flowing from north to south 
through the state, which makes for 
leisurely travel of the birds on the 
fall migration. While reports or this 
year's flight are still conflicting, it 
18 expected that it w ill compare fav­
orably with those o f other years.”

W ll.l. YOUR SCHOOL
HOUSE BIR.N DOWN?

How well is the school house to 
which you send your children pro­
tected against fire 7 I f  parents would 
pause to visualize the possibilities 
for horror in that question, they 
would not rest until they knew the 
answer. No better ob.servance of 
Fire Prevention Week could be con­
ceived than to form a committee of 
parents to inspect the neighborhood 
school for this purpose. Here are a 
few things to look for:

1. Are there accumulations o f in- 
flaniable rubbish where fire can g e t ' 
it?

2. I f  there is a furnace in the 
basement, is there adequate protec­
tion for the ceiling over it?

3. Are the stoves too close to the 
woodwork?

4. Are the flues tight?
5. I f  there is electrical wiring, is 

it new or old ?
6. It it installed in conformity 

with the Underwriters’ Code, or was 
it put in by some “ jack”  electrician 
in a rough and ready way? (This 
is a prolific cause of fires).

7. Are greasy rags allowed to lie 
in some wooden closet, where spon­
taneous combustion can start a fire?

8. Are kerosene and gasoline kept 
tightly covered and away from fire?

9. is there regular fire drill? Are 
all students com|>elled to participate? 
Is it orderly and rapid? Does every­
one know his part so well that he 
would act automatically and with­
out panic? When was the last one 
held, this year?

10. Do the main doors open out­
wards and are there easily access­
ible, always open, fire escapes in 
all two story buildings?

11. Have you seen these things 
for yourself and do you feel safe 
in having your child in the building?

C H A R ITY EFFORTS

If  the citizens of Artesia would 
centralize their donations for charity 
in the community chest fund the 
community chest would never lack 
funds and substantial saving would 
be effected by the entire community 
each year. Much money is wasted in 
giving to the promiscuous beggar, 
without investigation. In some in­
stances the subject may be worthy, 
but recent occurrances lead us to be­
lieve that more often the public is 
gyped. We give more to get rid of 
the beggar, rather than take a lit­
tle time to conduct an investigation 
to determine whether or not the per­
son asking charity is really in need.

I f  the community chest is support­
ed, the directing head of such an or­
ganization can conduct an investi­
gation in all charity cases and give 
assistance to the needy. I f  all char­
ity cases are referred to an organi­
zation, the fact will soon become 
well known to the professional beg­
gars, who will pass the town up, 
rather than run the risk of having 
their little game exposed.

The greatest hindrance to the 
growth o f town or community is 
the public’s apathy toward the sup­
port and patronage of the home in­
dustries. Much has been said and 
written on this subject, with very 
little desirable results. There are

numbers of people, who consistently 
refu.se to patronize home industry 
and yet at the same time they mu.st 
realize, if  they stop to think, that 
the value of their property is de­
pendent in a large measure upon the 
chaarcter of the community in which 
it is located. There is no argument 
but that good schools, good churches, 
enhance the value of both city and 
farm property. The larger the taxable 
value o f the town or the community, 
the greater are the possibilities for 
improved educational facilities.

The business man is necessarily 
a contributor to the things worth­
while in the community and his con­
tributions in this direction will more 
than off.set any savings offered by 
a mail order concern, granting that 
there may be a saving o f a few cents 
on the mail order purcha.sed, how­
ever, we have grave doubts as to 
actual savings effected, quality con­
sidered.

The law o f supply and deniand 
has pretty well regulated the price 
o f commodities in any community 
and always will regardless o f all 
arguments to the contrary notwith­
standing.

The community that realizes the 
benefits to be derived from patroniz­
ing home industry will forge and 
show substantial growth. Improved 

, education facilities, stronger church­
es, paved streets, better marketing 

' conditions, more employment for our 
local laborers and more wealth will 
follow as a natural result.

S A N T A  FK.— Use o f power bouts, 
.sail bouts and airplanes are tabooed 
by federal regulations in duck hunt­
ing, State Game and Fish Warden 
E. L. Perry advised hunters Thurs­
day.

The duck season opened in New 
Mexico half an hour before sunrise 
Sunday and continues to January 31, 
he said.

“ Because of the fact that migra­
tory waterfowl are citizens of no 
one state, they are wards o f the fed­
eral government which fixes the open 
seasons, bag limits, and the methods 
o f killing. It is unlawful to shoot 
such birds between sunset and one 
half hour before sunrise, or to u.se 
a gun larger than 10 gauge in kill­
ing them.

“ The use of dogs, decoys, and 
blinds is permitted, though power 
boats, sail bouts and airplanes are 
taboo. While the federal law fixes 
the maximum bag limit for ducks 
for the country as a whole at 25 
birds per day, the State Game Com­
mission has reduced the limit to 20 
fur this state. The federal limit of 
eight gee.se and brants has not been 
changed.

“ W ater fowl shooting furnishes the 
must important hunting in the state, 
affording more sport for a greater 
number o f people than any other 
species o f game. New Mexico is 
fortunate in having two major water 
courses flowing from north to south 
through the state, which makes for 
leisurely travel of the birds on the 
fall migration. While reports or this 
year's flight are still conflicting, it 
IS expected that it will compare fa v ­
orably with those o f other years.”

How well is the school house to 
wliich you send your children pro­
tected against fire? I f  parents would 
pause to visualize the possibilities 
for horror in that question, they 
would not rest until they knew the 
answer. No better observance of 
Fire Prevention Week could be con­
ceived than to form a committee of 
parents to inspect the neighborhood 
school for this purpose.

3. Are the stoves too close to the 
woodwork ?

4. Are the flues tight?
5. I f  there is electrical wiring, is 

it new or old?
6. It it installed in conformity 

with the Underwriters’ Code, or was 
it put in by some “ jack” electrician 
in a rough and ready way? (This 
is a prolific cause o f fires).

7. Are greasy rags allowed to lie 
in some wooden closet, where spon­
taneous combustion can start a fire?

8. Are kerosene and gasoline kept 
tightly covered and away from fire?

y. Is there regular fire drill? Are 
all students com|>elled to participate? 
Is it orderly and rapid? Does every­
one know his part so well that he 
would act automatically and with­
out panic? When was the last one 
held, this year?

10. Do the main doors open out­
wards and are there easily access­
ible, always open, fire escai>es in 
all two story buildings?

11. Have you seen the.se things 
for yourself and do you feel safe 
in having your child in the building?

Home-made cakes, cookies, duuKh- 
nuts, jams, jellies and, in fact, any 
dainty for which the house-wife is 
particularly noted, may well be used 
as grifts at the Christmas season. 
How much more acceptable to the 
city cousin is a package o f spicy 
cookies, a fruit cake, a box o f home 
made candy or even a basket of 
shiny apples, all reminiscent o f 
days on the farm, than any other 
g ift  that the country cousin could 
offer.

The idea of the attractive pack­
aging and wrapping o f these pro­
ducts o f the kitchen should receive 
some thought and the donor will find 
that her g ift gains added value by 
appearing in a novel and colorful 
gui.se.

Cookies may bt* placed carefully 
in boxes and then the whole package 
wrappyed in paper, colored or white, 
and tied with colored cord or ribbon. 
The use o f transparent cellophane, 
seen on most o f the boxes o f high 
grade candy today, offers another 
wrap for the dainties. Imagine how 
appealing a dozen or .so cookies 
would look through a wrapper o f 
this material, which would reveal 
them perfectly. Tying the package 
with red, green or printed ribbon 
and inserting a bit o f holly through 
the knot will give it a sea.sonahle 
touch. F'ruit cakes may be given the 
same treatment and, if  a more elab­
orate package is desired, the same 
material of transparent wrapping 
in red or green may he used. This 
wrapper serves two purposes in the 
wrapping o f food, as it preserves 
the food in good condition, is grease 
and odor proof, as well as affording 
a package with real beauty.

An over-wrap for jars o f jam and 
jelly gives them a sparkling and fes­
tive touch. Unusual and attractive is 
a squatty jar of orange marmalade 
placed in the center o f a sheet of 
cellophane and the material drawn up 
around it and tied with a perky bow 
o f gold gauze making a torpedo-shap­
ed package. Home-made candy may 
be wrapped in this tori>edo type of 
unit in colored wrapping, and several 
of these in harmonizing colors, placed 
in a box, thus giving the recipient a 
variety of home-made confections in 
a novel container.

.Xpple.'i, polished to a brilliancy, 
nuts gathered in the fall and care­
fully dtied, or even winter vege­
tables, specially prepared and clean­
ed, may become real holiday sug­
gestions for the busy farm er’s wife, 
as will a jar or so o f her preserves 
from her cellar. Packages o f these 
offerings will place them beyond the 
pale o f ordinary gifts.

Once this idea of using home re­
sources for gifts by presenting 
them in a holiday guise is inaugu­
rated, it will be surprising to find 
the number o f thoughts that each 
member of the household will have 
both a.-i to the gifts  themselves 
and to the wrapping of them.

The leases 
that are being made, however, are at 
better figures, according to Mr. Pan­
key.

Mr. Pankey .said he expected the 
first fiscal report of his administra­
tion o f the land office' to show a 
handsome increase over the total for 
the previous year.

In days gone by the cattleman 
considered a cow was d cow and a 
calf was a calf, regardless of the 
type, conformation or quality, but 
he must look upon his cattle from a 
different viewpoint today if he e x ­
pects to stay in the cattle business 
and meet the demand of the consum­
er, says Dr. .M. R. Sharp o f the New 
Mexico Agricultural College.

Cattle are no longer sold as ju->t 
cattle or fat animals on the market, 
but are sold according to conforma­
tion, finish and quality; therefore, it 
is essential that the rangeman be­
come familiar with these various 
terms, so that he will understand 
what they mean on the markets.

For the protection o f the consum­
er, the carcass is graded and stamped 
according to whether it is prime, 
choice, medium, common or inferior. 
The carcass being stamped in this 
way assures us of getting what we 
pay for and not getting a medium 
or common grade at a choice grade 
price.

The cattleman should learn to 
grade his cattle at home before ship­
ping because they are never sold as 
bulk on the market, but must be 
graded and sold according to the 
grade in which they are classed. This 
work must be done by the commis­
sion men at the stockyards, but the 
expen.se must be borne by the ship- 
j>er and it naturally means high- 
priceil labor.

It is not necessary for the cattle­
man to dispose o f his entire founda­
tion stock in order to produce the 
quality that is in demand, but it is 
necessary for him to cull out the 
undesirable animals. He can well a f­
ford to take advantage o f the pres­
ent market prices and do intensive 
culling. Then by purchasing pure- 
bred bulls of the proper type, he will 
soon have a herd that will be in 
demand by the feeder and will also 
have the satisfaction o f knowing 
that when his cattle go to market, 
they will he able to meet the market 
demand.
