Rally Tues.

Dow Says Present State Ad-
ministration Trying To
Build Up Political Mach-
ine In Four Of The State
Departments.

Three democratic candidates, Rob't.
C. Dow, candidate for governor, John
Morrew, candidate for reelection as
congressman at large and Mrs. Lusk,
candidate for superintendent of
schools, spoke here Tuesday night.
The candidates were greeted by a
large and appreciateive audience at
the Bullock Banquet hall. J. H. Jack-
son, precinct chairman of the loecal
democratic organization presided at
the meeting and introduced the speak-
ers.

Mr. Dow the present attorney gen-
eral and the democratic nominee for
governor, assailed the present re-
publican state administration for its
extravagance, saying that he was
a friend of Governor Dillon, but did
not agree with him in matters of
administration of the state affairs.
Mr. Dow charged that the republicans
had failed to carry out their promise.
They promised three things, an ec-
onomic government, a business gov-
ernment and lower taxes.

He also charged that the republican
administration had increased expen-
ses in four of the largest state de-
partments and in doing so were at-
tempting to build up a political ma-
chine at the expense of the tax pay-
Referring to the legal repre-
sentative, Francis Wilson, employed
to protect New Mexico’s right’s in
the Colorado river controversy, he
said that Mr. Wilson had charged
the state $10,000 for a service that
the best legal talent would have been
glad to accept for $2,5600.

Hiway Department Political Football

Mr. Déw further charged that the
highway department, the state’s big-
gest financial institution had degen-
erated into a political football.
“When 1 am elected governor I
shall recommend that the state high-

ers.

way be taken out of politics,” he
said and further when I am gov-
ernor I will not wait until a month

before the -election to start road con-
struction, but will see that road con-
struction is started the first of the
vear.” Mr Dow also stated that the
recent highway investigation brought
out that New Mexico had been pay-
ing more for road machinery than
any other state in the union.

Mr. Dow recommended a legal de-
partment for the ‘state rather than
a number of special attorney’'s for
department. “A legal depart-
ment under the attorney general’s
office will save New Mexico $25,600
to $30,000 per year,” he said.
