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ARTESIAN WELL LAY
SAYS JUDGE HATCH

At Roswell—Case To Be
Appealed To High Court
And May Go To The U.
S. Supreme Court.

The 1927 artesian well law passed
by the last state legislature, has been
held unconstitutional in a decision
handed down by Judge A. Hatch,
Thursday at Roswell. Judge Hatch
| presided over the case in the Ebsence
of Judge Richardson.

Judge Hatch in this case held in
effect that the law meant the taking
of property without compensation
and was therefore unconstitutional.
The case will be appealed to the
state supreme court, .and it is
| eventually expected to go to the
supreme court of the United States.

In this case Herbert W. Yeo, state
| engineer, was plaintiff and Oscar
rand Clarence Pearson were defendants.
I'he state was represented in the
hearing by Robert C. Dow, attorney
general, and the defendants by Rob-
erts and Brice, of Santa Fe, and
Reese and Reese of Roswell

This decision affects thousands of
acres in the Pecos valley, and is re-
| garded here as one of the most im-
portant cases ever filed in this dis-
trict.

In a friendly suit filed before the
one heard by Judge Hatch, the state
law was held to be constitutional
under a decision rendered by Judge
G. A. Richardson.

The law which has been held to be
unconstitutional sought to prohibit
drilling of additional artesian wells
in the Pecos valley, unless the con-
sent of the state engineer be first
| secured upon the theory that ad-
ditional wells in certain areas would
jonly drain the wells already drilled
and would serve no good purpose.

Bliven argues in the December issue of “The Forum.”

That they are unot all bad and that they have of
value Mr. Blivens admits. But he contends “as they
now exist, they do not justify the time, energy, and
money which are spent on them.

“My first indictment,” his “Forum” article reads,
“is that many of the things done at their meetings are
simply downright silly. Numerous commentators have
pointed out in recent years that American life is cursed
with infantilism, the refusal of adults to accept a grown-
up point of view. The luncheon clubs, with their
kindergarten singing, their paper dunce caps, their
insistence on the use of first names, their fines for this
and that, their practical jokes, are certainly one of
the most infantile features of the current scene. And
it is no defense to say that if this is the level on which
the members want to amuse themselves, then this level
is good enough. On the contrary, the whole history
of civilization from the Cro-Magnon to the French
Academy has been brought about by operations under
the alternative theory.

“Neither is it adequate rebuttal to reply that busi-
nessmen, keved up and tense from their labors, get
wholesome relaxation out of horseplay. Having long
been a businessman, and having associated with many
other of the breed, inside luncheon clubs and out of
them, | can testify that this famous tenseness is largely
mythical. The life of the average businessman, es-
pecially in the smaller cities, where the luncheon
clubs have their greatest hold, is reasonably easy-going
—and often unreasonably so.”

Mr. Bliven's other indictments are that these clubs
constitute an invasion on the personal liberty of their
members; that membership is almost compulsory if
one is to continue in business or professional life;
that they make their members take themselves too
seriously: and that the clubs often stand in the way
of the municipal progress of thir cities.

“No statement would move them to more indignant
and vehement denials than that,” Mr. Blivens writes,
“vet it is true. While they fuss about with little pro-
jects for a better-lighted Main street, or getting their
town made a stopping point for the Overland Limited,
they leave untouched many other things of far greater
importance—decent housing for the poor, for instance;
or a city plan not npc'r&llt'd for the exclusive benelit
of the land grabber: or hospitalization for the middle-
class: or adult education: or electorial reform; or the
preservation of civil liberties—to name at random
just a few of the score of things most of the clubs are
too timid, or too ignorant to touch. Few important
civic reforms or developments can ever do that—par-
ticularly, as | have suggested, if the toes belong to
some of the local demigods, who are probably mem-

( Alamogordo News) |

The fact seems to be well established that more than!
the usual number of bucks have been killed in the Sac-
ramentos for the open season this year, November 10 to
20. Also it is highly probable, without the statistics
at hand. that there have been more hunters than ever
b"fnnﬁ

Relative to the deer supply, past, present and to be
hnpe'(i for. in the Rincon section, which is the best por-
tion of the mountains for deer, the writer discussed the
matter with O. M. Lee. From the fact of his long ac-|
quaintance with that section, and general knowledge of
the situation, we estimate him to be about the best post-|
ed man in this section of the state.

Speaking of the area south of the Alamo canyon
for 25 miles. and east and west about the same distance |
or in all some 625 square miles, Mr. Lee estimates that
about 20 vears ago there could not have been much|
over 100 deer, does and bucks, in this entire area.|
Deer had about been exterminated in the best section|
of the Sacramentos in 1907.

A number of refuges were |
established and have served to re-stock adjacent areas,|
until Mr. Lee’s estimate is that there are at present about |
2,500 head in the area, with probably enough bucks|
left after this hunting season for breeding purposes.|

Mr. Lee belicves that the area is capable or sus- |
taining a deer population of six or seven thousand |
head. The greatest obstacle he sees at present is from|
predatory animals, which seem to be on the increase
as well as the deer. He believes that game associations |
have a splendid effect in creating a public sentiment for |
game conservation. l

Where rats are troublesome, set
out a cafeteria meal of small portions
of different kinds of foods—meats,
vegetables or fruits, and cereals, each
poisoned with powdered barium car-
bonate, which is odorless and taste-
less. The poison should be thorough-
ly mixed and worked into soft baits
in the proportion of 1 part of the|
mineral to 4 parts of the selected |
food. Add water when necessary
to make the baits moist. Sift the|
powder over sliced baits and rub it
into them. The slices should be thin
and should be moistened if neces-
sary. Expose a teaspoonful of its
equivalent of each of the three or
more kinds of baits, in places f{re-
quented by rats. They may be placed |
on strips of paper or on boards, or|
in paper bags. Uneaten baits should |
be picked up the next morning and
destroyed, and a new set, using dif-|
ferent materials, should be prepared.
Some of the material rats will take
are: Hamburg steak, sausage, fish,|
liver, bacon, or cheese, thin slices of‘
muskmellon, apple, boiled carrot, or|
baked sweet potatoe; rolled oats,!
bread, corn meal, flour, or cake.
Kitchen scraps and garbage can be!
worked into the ration. Baits should
be fresh and of good quality. While|
barium carbonate is a relatively mild |
poison, it should be kept out of)|
reach of children and irresponsible
persons, and from domestic animals/

$32,439 IS PAID TO NEW
MEXICO FROM FORESTS

New Mexico receives twenty-five
per cent of the receipts of the na-
tional forests in the state to be ap-
plied on state roads and schools,
and the amount paid to the state
for the fiscal year ending July 1,
was $32,439.25, according to fig-

‘ues announced by headquarters of

the Lincoln national forest.

The contribution from the Lincoln
forest was $7,600; the Gila national
forest $6,137; Datil $5,460; Carson,
$4,066; Apache, $3,678; Manzano,
$2,740; Santa Fe $1,631 and the Cor-
nado in Hidalgo county $786.

The twenty-five per cent fund is
apportioned back to the counties
in which the forests are located. Out
of the Lincoln forest receipts the
counties received the following: Otero,
$2,987; Eddy $909; Torrance, $600
and Chaves, 297.

LONG STAPLE COTTON
PREFERRED BY BUYERS

There has been considerable senti-
ment developed in the past year
largely by those with seed to sell
to change from the longer staple to
shorter staple cotton in the irrigated
districts in southeastern New Mex-
ico, says George R. Qusenberry of
the New Mexico Agricultural college.
These advocates maintained that the
shorter staple cotton produced more
and opened earlier than the longer
staple. This, however, has not been
true in the tests conducted by the
college with farmers and at the
experiment station. The shorter
staple varieties frequently opened a
few bolls earlier than the larger boll
type, but it has been noted that be-
fore the season is half over the
1 1-16 inch and the 1 1-8 inch cotton
has opened up more cotton and be-
fore the season has entirely passed,
the total yield from the longer cot-
ton is considerably greater.

For a period of years, the Acala
at the experiment station has out-
yielded other varieties, produced more
uniform staple of better quality. Let-
ters were recently sent to all licensed
buyers in the state and those that
replied unanimously recommended
staying by the longer cotton. One
makes the following statement:

“Last season, we paid the same for
the shorter lengths and sold for the
same. But this year, 100 off is the
best | have been able to get. The
shorter varieties will make an inch
or a little better here and a 1 1-16th
seems to be the best demand. Am
doing everything I can to discourage
the raising of the shorter lengths.
It does not produce as much per acre
and does not open any earlier or
better than some of the longer
Acalas.”

Another buyer states that he is
making from 150 to 200 points dif-
ference between the short and long
cotton and does not care to handle

any more at that figure as his firm
does not want it at any price. He
says:

“My honest opinion is that the |

short cotton is an injury to this|
valley and causes us to have to take |
less for the better cotton we can
raise here.” '

All other replies have been equal- |
ly as emphatic and condemn the
planting of cotton producing a staple
shorter than 1 1-16 inch. |

Falling Chimney Is Broken
While in the Air.

Why tall chimneys break as they
fall is explained by C. O. Sandstrom
of Los Angeles, Calif.,, in a letter to
Power Plant Engineering (Cleveland).
The matter, he says, has impressed
some people as paradoxieal. When
reaching an angle somewhat more
than 30 degrees from the vertical,
diagonal cracks appear; at about 45,
the chimney has broken Into two or
more pleces, with the upper surface
bent forward as though the outer end
were impeded by an external resist-
ance of some kind. He proceeds:

“One explanation of the upward
curve of the chimney is the resistance
offered by the air, an idea which may
be dismissed because the fractures ap-
pear in the chimney when its velocity
is slight compared with that necessary
to cause rupture by wind-pressure,
The fractures are the characteristie
shear, or diagonal-tenslion kind, com-
mon to tests of beams.

“In its movement downward, the
chimney Is subjected to centrifugal
force by reason of the constantly
changing direction of its particles, and

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TOKLAHOMA GOVERNOR
ercen 1S SUSPENDED TUES.

ON FIVE CHARGES

OKLAHOMA CITY, Okla., — An-
other chapter was written in Okla-
homa’s theatrical politics Tuesday
when the twelfth Oklahoma senate
suspended Gov. Henry 8. Johnson
upon receipt of five charges of im-
peachment from the house of rep-
resentatives.

Lieut. Gov. W. J. Holloway, auto-
matically becomes governor.

The senate suspended the governor
by a vote of 38 to 5.

The trial of Gov. Johnson, on the
charges voted against him by the
house, will start January 23, at 10
a. m., the senate decided.

The senate resolved itself into a
court of impeachment following the
suspension action. Chief Justice
Charles Maon presided.

It was explained that the rules
for procedure of the impeachment
trial would be drawn. After this
formality is completed, the senate
will adjourn until Tuesday.

Immediately upon acceptance of the
charges and the vote on the suspen-
sion, the secretary of the senate,
authorized by a resolution, notified
Johnson and Holloway of the action.
This notification effected Johnson's
removal from office pending trial by
the senate.

Precedent of former Governor J. C.
Walton, impeached and removed in
1923, probably will be followed re-
garding the governor remaining in
his office. Walton remained in the
executive office and the lieutenant
governor remained in his regular of-
fice until the conclusion of the trial.
Should this precedent be followed, it
was expected Mrs. O. O. Hammonds,
Johnston's confidential secretary and
storm center of the impeachment pro-
ceedings, would stay in the executive
office with him.

When the senate is convened for
the trial, it will sit as a court. House
prosecutors will be John Head, Tom
Kight and E. W. Snoody, with per-
haps four assistants from the senate.

For the business girl-housekeeper
the menus for quick meals are given
below, The business woman who
keeps a home for just herself or for
a family must plan meals which are
appetizing, nourishing and, last but
not least, easy to prepare and serve.

1. Sausages baked with apples*,
mashed potatoes, celery, rolls, sponge |
cake with peach sauce over it, coffee.

*Sausages Baked With Apples

Arrange the sausages in a shallow |
pan, pricking each one several times |
with a fork. Core apples, but do not
pare. Cut in slices one-half inch
thick and arrange around sausages.
Bake in a hot oven—450° F.—for
about fifteen minutes.

Make a gravy with some of the fat
that has cooked out of the sausages.

2. Broiled hamburger, cottage fried
potatoes, lettuce salad with Russian
dressing, toasted crackers, cheese and
jelly, tea or coffee. 1

3. Shoulder lamb chops, candied
sweet potatoes, string bean salad,
fruit cookies, coffee.

4. Chipped beef in cream, baked
potato (small-—cooked in moderate
oven), cabbage salad, individual pies.

SANTA FE. — The combined re-
as of December 31, 1928, showed an
increase of $1,479,543.86 over the same |
date of 1927, State Bank Examiner |
Lawrence Tamme reported Monday.
The total resources of the 30 in-
stitutions were $14,783,493.13.
Loans and discounts, Mr. Tamme
said, totaled $7,044,966.90 or an in-
crease of $1,244,6568.36 over the call
of December 31, 1927.

Demand deposits on date of call
were $9,438,350.11 or an increase of
$763,618.67 over a year ago. Time
deposits increased $649,380.14 for the
same period, the total being $3,664,-
538.78.
The ratio of loans and discounts

The reserves carried were 11 per
cent in excess of the amount re-
quired by law.

Why Salt Water Is Buoyant

A person can swim more easily in
salt water than he can in fresh water
because the-former is naturally heav-
ier and consequently has greater buoy-
ancy. For instance, the specific grav-
ity of the water in Great Salt lake,
Utah, is so great that a person cannot
sink or completely submerge himseif
in it. This is owing to the fact that
it contains great quantities of salt in
solution. Because of this buoyancy the
lake is a novel pathing resort. Con-
trary to popular opinion, an inexperi-
enced swimmer can easily drown in
such water. If one who cannot swim
goes beyond his depth he is likely to
lose his balance and be suffocated in
the briny water, although his body
would float on the surface. The water
is invigorating, but bathing in it i3
usually followed by a fresh-water bath
to remove from the body the sticky,
unpleasant incrustations of brine.—

DANGER OF PRAIRIE
FIRES GRAVE NOW-—
MOTORISTS WARNED

Repeated warnings have been sent

out of several localities in the valley
regarding the danger of prairie fires.
An occasional outbreak serves to
warn us of the existing dangers.

The most recent fire started near the
head of Cottonwood creek and swept
down the Cottonwood. Fortunately
the damage done was confined to
a relatively small area owing to the
number of fire fighters available.
This is the fourth or fifth fire re-
ported in the last few weeks.

In most cases the origin of the
fire undetermined, although the
smoker who is careless with his
matches or cigarettes is beileved to
cause the largest number of fires.

An outbreak covering a large area
would practically ruin a number of
stockmen. Watch where you throw
your lighted matches, if it happens
to ligth in a pile of needle grass, it
is just like throwing fire on that
much tinder.

It has also been suggested that
farmers, stockmen and others in-
terested in keeping down dangerous
fires hold themselves in readiness
to respond to a hurry call, until the
danger of prairie fires has passed.
