One of our subscribers wants to know why New Mexico news-
papers said so little about the death of l)r‘. Paul W, Hufn. pn'bldt'-lll
of the Texas Technological College, which occurred in Lubbock,
Texas last week. Dr. Horn was undoubtedly the most capable man
living within one thousand miles of the valley ".l‘lld yet most of the
papers hardly gave him what is termed a “stick.” Dr. Horn former
president of the Southwestern University was probably the most
widely known educator in the southwest.

COTTON THE ONE CROP

A few farmers over the cotton growing belt plan to practically
fouble the cotton acreage this year and instead of growing fifty or
a hundred bales of five cent cotton will grow 100 to 200 bales.
This illustrates the difference in the methods employed by the
farming class and other industries. The lower a manufactured pro-
duct goes, the lower the manufacturer will cut his stock and the
same applies to the store keeper, but not so with the farmer.

The question naturally arises, if the farmer lost money in grow
ing five cent cotton last vear, how much will he lose if he doubles
his acreage another vyear.

The time to switch and diversify says one man is when prices
are high, all of which mav be true. but when twentv or twenty-five
cent cotton comes back. if it ever does, don’t vou think there will be
Le a great temptation to stay with the one crop cotton.

A REAL ISSUE

It is within the realm of possibility that the great issue in po- |

individual income has not been drastically cut, it is something else |

to “bellyache over.” Those who have thought over the proposition
must conclude that the present wage scale can not continue and
that normal times will be delayed in returning if the present tend-
ency is carried much further. It is just as impossible for the living
standard to be raised in the face of the present commodity prices
as it is for the sun to rise in the west. '
A good many people who have not yet been seriously affected
by the present financial condition are the ones who are making
the most noise about the so-called present prices.

But when connected with the di-
rection that it be paid only to
someone else, it is evident that
the ordinary meaning of the
phrase was not intended. There
are other compensations than
monetary. To be allowed a dep-
uty at public expense to do the
work, compensates r  counter-
balances for being required to

perform the duties of clerk of
court.”

Much is made in argument of
the “hardship ipon  the clerk
of requiring her to perform the
duties of court clerk without this
“additional npensation.” In an
early case under the constitution

this court held that there was no
presumption that a public officer
wWas to receive any compensation
Delgado V. Romero, 17 N. M. 81,
124 P. 649; and see Ward V. Ro
mero, 17 N. M. 88, 125 P. 617;
Fancher V. County Commissioners,
28 N. M. 179; 210 P. 237. In
Baca V. Co. Com'rs, 28 N. M. 458,
214 P. 757, we held that a statute
prescribing compensation for an
officer is in derogation of the
common law and is to be strictly
construed. Moreover, the rn:n:Y'y
clerk is not compelled personally
to perform these duties. A dep-
uty to perform them is con-
templated by clear implication.”

It is my opinion, that the above
decision of the Supreme Court
holds that a deputy is contem-
plated to perform the duties of
