“ Extreme hurry or worry causing intense preoccupation, fatigue, 
elation, or excitement, or slowed down reaction as a result of the 
indulgence in alcohol or other narct>tics mav be behind an accident. 
Manv of these mental conditions are within our control. He sug­
gests the following precautions as preventatives:

1. Take a sliort rest or let s»>ineone else drive the lar when vou 
have driven for a long period at nizht.

2. Be especially alert when burring to work so that you ran 
keep your mind on your driving.

3. The best place for the confirmed baik-seat driver is at home.
4. Don’t dav dream driving a car on crossing the street.
5. Control your temper. If the traffic officer calls you down. 

Probablv you deserve it.
6. I f you have a superiority complex, forget is when you get 

behind the steering wheel.
7. Don’t become a speed maniac. This mental disorder is 

serious and contagious. A serious accident seems to be the only 
cure for its victims.

case* o f »yphili* notified to the 
New Mexteo State Bureau o f 
Health. This represenU only a 
small proportion of the new caaea 
of infection that occurred. >Iany 
people do not t-ven know that 
they have been infected. Many 
other* that recornixc the *ymp- 
tom* do not JO to a doctor but 
waste their money in ••remediea” 
recommended by a druc atore 
clerk or other incompetent ad­
visor

lYic symptom* usually di*ap- 
ptar with time, however worth­
less the treatment, and the pa­
tient believe* himself cured. In 
reality the disease i* only latent 
and some day will probably kill 
lU  ho«t hy atuckinc the heart 
or the arterie* or the brain. In 
the meantime the victim may have 
infected unknownnirly an innocent 
wife and may have become the 
father o f syphilitic children.

Even tho*c who consult a doc­
tor rarely remain under treat­
ment urtU they are cured. Under 
proper treatment with neo-salvar- 
san the symptom* disappear writh 
rreat raridity. To cure the dis­
ease the patient must return reft- 
-lariy to the doctor's office for 
•7»onth* and sometime* for year*. 
TYic treatment u not inexpensive. 
I ’ nles* the patient ha* a mo»t un­
usual knowledre o f the danger 
o f tFie disease to himself and to 
other* he is likely to stay away 
from the doctor'* office aher hi* 
‘ cn»e o f well-bcinr is restored.

Syphilis ha* been called the 
fTcat imitator because when it 
come* oat o f htding to cause a 
fatal illnes it imitate* some other 
dikcase. For thi* reason we can­
not tell bow many death* it 
causes. But we may be reason­
ably sure that no other disease, 
except tuberculosu, causes so 
many deaths in our state.

DIP FOW LS TO PURE
DEPLUM ING SCABIES

During a recent trip to various 
parts o f the state, saya W. M. 
Ginn, of the New Mexico State 
College, many poultry folks were 
found to be infested with an itch 
mite which causes a disease call­
ed depluming scabies, or mange.

Thia disease is evidenced by 
the ragged appearance o f the 
hen’s feathers, which break o ff 
close to the body. The back and 
head o f the fowl are affected 
first, then the wings. Egg pro­
duction ia retarded and, in severe 
cases, death may result.

’The organism is microscopic in 
size and attacks at the base o f the 
feather, causing the formation of 
whitish, dry scales. The presence 
o f these scales at the base o f the 
feathers may be used to distin­
guish between depluming scabies 
and the ordinary moulting.

Treatment for this disease con­
sists o f dipping in a solution of 
two ounces o f sulfur and one- 
half ounce o f soap to a gallon o f 
warm water. I f  the fowls are 
allowed to soak thoroughly in this 
solution, it should entirely elimi- 

I nate the trouble. One ounce o f 
I sodium fluoride should be added 
i to each gallon of the solution to 
destroy any lice which may be on 
the fowls.

Since it is not advisable to dip 
birds in cold weather, an oint­
ment consisting o f one part o f 
sulfur to four parts o f oil or 
grease may be applied. W’hile 
not so effective as the dipping, 
this method will help control the 
disease until warm weather when 
the birds can be dipped.
