Shortage of trucks has hamp-
ered the starting of the work on
some projects, Mr. Brainard said
Wednesday. On that date seven-
teen additional trucks were needed.
The pay is $8.00 per day for a
man and a truck.

Cooperation Urged

The Artesia Welfare board also
urged the cooperation of the
farmers in the communities where
the civil work plans are under
way. Communities must furnish
twenty percent of the cost of such
projects and so far the response
has not been very great.

LOCAL GROCERYMEN
MEET--FIX HOURS
UNDER NRA CODE

Retail grocers of Artesia have
approved the retail NRA grocery
code. At a meeting Monday night,
representatives of thirteen estab-
lishments met and discussed the
code and established the weekly
hours. Jess Truett, chairman of
the NRA committee, met with
the grocerymen and explained the
purpose of the meeting. G. V.
Price was elected chairman and
Willis E. Morgan was chosen
secretary. In the discussion of the
store hours, the local grocerymen

agreed to a weekly schedule of

63% hours. This will permit the
grocery stores to open at 7:30
and close at 5:30 on week days
and open at 7:30 and close at
9:00 p. m. on Saturday. The
necessity of observing the /3%
hour schedule was stressed, how-
ever, individual grocerymen are
not bound to keep the opening
and close schedule as is now prac-
ticed among the local stores.

Submit Bankers Code for
NRA Approval; Service
Charges in Prospect.—
Carrizozo Man Heads
the Association.

Bankers of the Regional Clear-
ing House No. 3 of New Mexico
met at Roswell Saturday and dis-

cussed and adopted a uniform
banking code for this district. A
uniform code covering banking
hours, rate of interest, methods

| of computing service charges were
submitted to members of the NRA
committee. The code was sent to
the committee of the American
Bankers Association who will ap-
prove or make recommended
changes and the code in turn will
be submitted to the NRA com-
mittee at Washington.

Details of the code will be made
| public as soon as approved by the
administration. A uniform rate
of charges will be used by all
banks of the district. A guarantee
fund for the national bank guar-
antee law of one half of one per-
cent must be provided for. The
initial cost of the new national
banking law to the First National
Bank here will be approximately
$2,000, but will vary from time to
(time according to the amount or
money on deposit.

Kidnapers Lynched

SAN JOSE, California—While
a whooping, jeering crowd of 6,000
persons looked on approvingly,
Thomas H. Thurmond and John
M. Holmes, confessed kidnaper-
slayers of Brooke Hart, were
lynched at San Jose, California,
Sunday night by a mob of

into the county jail after a two
hour battle to seize the pair.

Thurmond, first to confess, was
junconscious when dragged to St.
James Park, 100 yards from the
jail, partially stripped and hang-
ed to a tree.

Holmes, powerful and adamant,
'fought for his life in vain against
his swarm of executioners. Twice
'he wrenched his hands free and
lifted the noose from his head,
but the third time it was put
there to stay and still Kkicking,
he was yanked into the air.

In the glare of torches and
| flashlights the bodies dangled for
half an hour or so—a macabre
picture for the thousands who
had assembled swiftly after the
inews of the lynching movement
had spread through the city. Then
the lifeless forms were cut down.
The mob was satisfied and there
was no further attempt tp inter-

WASHINGTON—Farmers in 82
of the 48 states are faced with
a drought which the weather bu-
reau describes as the most gen-
eral need for rain since the great
drought of 1930,

This lack of moisture has been
accumulating for the last five or
six months, weather bureau rec-
ords show, until the dryness has
become acute in many states, and
in other large areas is a handicap
to fall farming operations and is
causing a shortage of water for
both man and beast.

EMPLOYMENT RULES ¢

In a letter addressed to the
Hon. W. Frank Persons at Wash-
ington, director of the United

States reemployment service, Wil-
liam Dooley of Artesia, chairman
of the National Reemployment
Service for Eddy county, has pro-

tested some of the present ruses
and regulations. Some of these
regulations Mr. Dooley contends

are impractical for sparsely popu-
lated areas as in New Mexico,
particularly with reference to the
necessity of filing applications
through the county manager. A
contractor located in one end of
the county can not select his
laborers from the registered list
of the men who may be on the
ground, but under the present
ruling must file his application
through the county manager,
wherever the manager may be
located. Mr. Dooley points out
that in emergency cases such
regulation often works a hard-
ship on the contractor and asks
that the regulation be changed.
Mr. Dooley protested the
small expense account allowed the
county manager to cover the
county.

SANTA FE—The Carlsbad Cav-
erns belong to the state of New
Mexico, and not to the federal
government, according to Frank
Vesley, state land commissioner,

Delving into the question, Vesley
found the enabling act by which
New Mexico became a state and
through which it obtained its area,
expressly forbids transfer, ex-
change, sale or lease of any of
the school lands as defined by
the act, except at public auction
and then only to the highest
bidder.

This procedure was not followed
in giving the federal government
the land which comprises the cav-

erns. The late President Coolidge
by proclamation named certain
areas national monuments.

MISSOURI NEGRO IS
LYNCHED BY ANGRY
MOB ON TUESDAY

ST. JOSEPH, Mo.—Lloyd War-
ner, 19, negro, who confessed at-
tacking a white girl was hanged
and burned across the street from
the courthouse lawn Tuesday night
by a mob which battled péace
officers and national guardsmen
to seize him in the Buchanan
county jail.

Shooting broke out as the crowd
surged through the jail to subdue
a defense force of 40 officers.
No casualties were reported, how-
ever,

Sheriff Otto Thiesen estimated
7,000 persons made up the crowd
which battered down the jail
doors, regardless of tear gas, and
swarmed through the building
seeking the negro.

“I'm ready to plead guilty,”
Warner said, asking an early ar-
raignment on a charge of attack-
ing the girl, 21, member of a
prominent family.

Governor Guy B. Park ordered
out the 35th tank company, Mis-
souri National guard, stationed
here. Tanks puffed to the jail.

They raced through the corrt-
dors and along cell tiers.

Tear gas filled the building as
officers, some with masks and
some without, discharged bombs.
