HOUSE PASSES THE 
BILL FOR CONTROL 
OF LIQUOR ON WED.

SANTA FE—The sales tax went 
on ts way to Governor A. W. 
Hockenhull for signature yester- 
day—the senate having concurred 
in two house amendments and 
sent the bill on for enrolling and 
engrossing.

The house amendments exempt 
bond and mortgage sales from the 
tax, and provide no transporta­
tion tax for the railroad serving 
the Bernalillo Lumber Mill on 
logs it hauls.

The house meantime ran into 
a new fight— again over collec­
tion of delinquent taxes. A bill 
repealing SB144 of 1933 was 
brought up. Objections were raised 
immediately that it would deprive 
home owners of their homes if 
their taxes were not paid im­
mediately. Supporters o f the bill 
said the time for redemption after 
sale for non-payment of taxes was 
longer in this bill than in SB144 
last year.

Elusive Raymond Hamilton, bank 
robbing expert of the notorious 
Clyde Barrow gang o f outlaws, 
fell into the hands of officers at 
Sherman, Texas, late yesterday 
while trying to escape with the 
loot of a small town bank.

The capture of the notorious 
desperado also was marked by the 
death of one man who was driv­
ing the robbers’ confiscated motor 
car after it was stopped on the 
highway.

SANTA FE— With six members 
changing their votes to give the 
bill the emergency clause, the 
house Tuesday night passed SB15, 
the sales tax, and sent it back 
to the senate for concurrence in 
two house amendments.

Nearly the entire afternoon was 
given over to an executive session 
o f  the house to wind up the fight. 
Unheralded, the house resumed 
open session and started passage 
o f the bill with only a newspaper 
man and three or four spectators. 
Soon the house was filled to over­
flowing.

Attempts to amend the bill, 
excepting foodstuffs, failed. Ef­
forts to learn what is in senate 
amendments to the bill also failed. 
Debate en the measure was shut 
o ff by Rep. Coe Howard, demo­
cratic floor leader, who invoked 
the house rule of “ move the prev- 
io n  gueation.”

Rep. Clarenee Hinkle said if the 
bread and milk and beans were 
excluded, there wouldn’t be any 
revenue left and the bill “ ought 
to pass without amendment.”

A motion was made to table 
the foodstuffs amendment, and 
carried 24 to 22. The house 
record shows the vote 24 to 20.

Immediately there was a motion 
to adjourn. Rep. Marie Cavanaugh 
said she knew the bill would pass 
as the members “ have been whip­
ped into line.”  A roll call was 
demanded on the motion to ad­
journ, which was defeated 27 to 
19.

A good deal of time was spent 
explaining to the house what the 
various motions were and what 
the aye and nay vote meant.

FREIGHT BATE ON 
ROAD OIL REPORTED 
ON FORMER SCHEDULE

The Santa Fe railroad has 
agreed to a satisfactory freight 
rate on road oil from the Getty 
oil pool to state points, it was 
learned here yesterday from un­
official sources. At a meeting 
here on March 15th between the 
Santa Fe officials and representa­
tives of the southeastern New 
Mexico chambers of commerce and 
the Getty Oil Co. officials, no 
definite agreement was reached.

THE PROBLEM OF CONSERVATION

The dsouige <k>ne by a thirty-five degree below temperature 
registered here on Febniary 8, 1933, was nut fully realized until 
ihit spring. We know now that the tree planting campaign con­
ducted here several weeks ago not only added to the civic morale 
of the community, but was practical as well. The unfortunate part 
o f the campaign is that it was not extensive enough. Our problem 
is not one of appearance alone, but to devise ways and means of 
oootrolling the soil erosion and this applies particularly to the 
rural districts where heavy losses in trees have been sustained 
through last year’s freeae. Farm experts were called into Amarillo, 
Texas, last week seeking to find ways and means of conserving 
wheat lands from being dissipated by wind and drought.

In the Amarillo meeting practical recommendations were made | 
looking to the control of soil dissipation, among them were the use' 
o f  sor^um  planting in narrow strips across fields, contour plowing' 
in level fields, leaving a stubble and other barriers around the fence 
rows and atrip farming in general.

We quote from an editorial in .Amarillo News:
Panhandle fanners are faring a problem which has been con­

quered, in part, in other wheat regions of the southwest. .A prom- 
inetU Kansas visitor, in Amarillo recently, told of the conditions 
in western Kansas years ago. There was insufficient rain and the 
lands were blowing away. A campaign of tree planting, water 
conservation through small lakes, proper soil preparation, growing 
o f alfalfa and other crops requiring irrigation— all of these activities, 
even if scattered, soon began to show n^sults. In short, extra plant 
life, in the form of a few trees or a small patch of alfalfa, brings 
stability to the soil and increased rainfall.

This much is certain: Panhandle farmers must quit thinking 
about how many acres they can plant to wheat and start giving 
some thought to taking care of the land they own and upon which 
they live. The old iii^od.* must go into the discard.

RECOVERY

Business conditions are definitely on the upgrade over the 
nation. This much is certain. There is also noted a mure optimistic 
feeling. The optimistic feeling has no doubt played a major part 
in the upturn. Conducting a mercantile establishment is a much 
easier ta^ today than a few months ago, because the customer is 
usually in a better humor, and the selling transac tion is made short 
and pleasant. As a result the customer is not prone to haggle over 
the price. He wants good merchandise and is willing to pay for it.

^Tien the CWA work wa.s stopped in this vicinity, the payroll 
was missed just as it was in other parts of the nation, but the 
remarkable thing is that the stopping of a big payroll did not have 
the expected demoralizing effect— buying has continued on a lesser 
scale but with more confidence, indicating the purchasing power of 
the individual has increased.

Now that we have reached the turning point, it is well to take 
an inventory of our actual condition and make plans for the 
future. In the recovery of a sick patient, there comes a time when 
the attending physician must alter or change his medicine. A hypo 
may be good for the patient until the crisis is passed, but to continue 
to administer the hypo will make a drug addict out of the sick 
man. The same situation applies to our national affairs. We wonder 
what will be the national treatment administered after a complete 
recovery is made. The danger lies in the inability of those we 
elected to represent us to develop enough initiative to say no in the 
matter of government spending.

Industry has learned much from the past five years and is in 
position to solve its particular problems, if left unhampered, but 
to keep the present pace in spending means higher taxes for the 
consumer and industry. There is a limit and we have about reached 
the limit.

There’s one way to get rid of the wheat surplus— chemically 
treat it so that it is unfit for human use!

To most readers, that will seem very much like burning down 
the forests to lower the lumber supply. But it's the serious recom­
mendation of the world wheat advisory commission, which met in 
Rome, and was attended by 35 representatives of 15 wheat-producing 
countries. Low-quality wheat would he denatured and removed from 
the world market. It is said it could be made poisonous or un­
palatable to humans, and still fit for animal focxi.

If the recommendation is accepted by the interested powers, there 
will have to be extensive revision of the wheat export quotas, 
determined at the London conference lost August, which control all 
the large exporting countries.

TTie federal government, along with a lot of state governments, 
has put its approval on legalized gambling, but still refuses to let 
newspapers and magazines carry any advertisement in the nature 
of lottery. And this regardless of how fair and clean the so-called 
lottery may be conducted. Another thing that is beyond sound 
reasoning is how the government can defend its demand to regulate 
(he stock markets and at the same time encourage the various forms 
of gambling under the pretext of supplying more revenue.

One state newspaper has assigned a reason for New Mexico’s 
representatives in national congress voting for the increase in the 
fe^ral employes* salary and this reason was that our senators and 
representative wanted the extra salary to make the campaign on 
this year.

A newspaper writer who thinks the public reads his column and 
believes iL made the rash assertion last week that the special session 
of the state legislature would finish its labors within ten days.

We’ve heard it said that the politicians who forgot their cam­
paign promises, probably conceived the idea from the early-day 
Indian treaties.

The CWA is closing their 
records this week and is already 
replaced by the ERA (Emergency 
Relief Administration). Many of 
the same officials are being held 
over. The Artesia divisions of 
Eddy county has submitted nine 
new projects and have full ap­
proval of four of them and initial 
approval on all of the rest.

Work on Eagle Draw will start 
this week and continue until the 
project is finished. The workers 
will be selected from our direct 
relief list and the work allotted 
will depend on the amount he 
actually requires to subsist on 
each week. They will work 8 
hours per day and a maximum of 
24 hours per week, but with 
changing crews the work will go 
on six days a week.

The present Investigations in­
dicate a few impositions upon the 
relief office and many people who 
are perfectly willing to live en­
tirely on what the relief office 
will give them without making 
aay effort themselves to better 
their own condition.

There are almost daily calls for 
sheep herders, both American and 
Mexican, that we cannot supply. 
Anyone who can herd can get 
employment by notifying our 
office.

The projects already approved 
are 8-G-2, an administrative pro­
ject, 8-B13-3, the Eagle Draw 
project, and two local road gravel­
ing programs the numbers o f ' 
which have not as yet been re­
ceived. There will be two supple­
mentary projects which are the 
Cottonwood road and the road 
southeast o f Artesia.

AUTOMOBILE STRIKE  
AFFECTS 10,000 MEN

WANT CUTTING AS
G. O. I*. CANDIDATE

WASHINGTON —  Friends of 
Senator Cutting, New Mexico’s 
republican independent who sup­
ported Roosevelt for the presi­
dency, heard Friday that parleys 
were imminent looking to an 
understanding whereby Cutting 
would run for reelection as a 
republican.

Cutting himself has been with­
holding any announcement o f Ms 
plans, as have Senators Johnson 
of California and LaFolette o f I 
Wisconsin, two other independents' 
who supported Mr. Roosevelt in 
the last campaign.

Indications that Cutting might 
be able to get together with the 
republican leaders in his state 
were given by those familiar with 
the situation.

SHEEPMEN TO MOVE LA.MBS

Several sheepmen of the western 
range in the hills, who have been 
lambing in this vicinity will move 
their sheep as soon as the season 
is over, which will be about ten 
days. Ninety to ninety-five per­
cent lamb crop is in prospect 
where ewes have had good pasture.

Fresh storm clouds gathered on 
the nation’s labor horizon Mon­
day following the issuance Sun­
day of strike orders affecting 
more than 10,000 workers in four 
automobile body and assembly 
factories.

The strikes were called in the 
Fisher Body plant at Cleveland 
and in the Chevrolet Motor and 
Fisher Body company plants in 
St. Louis. Seven thousand men 
were ordered to strike at 7:00 a. 
m. Monday in Cleveland and 
another 3,100 were ordered to quit 
in St. Louis.

These new walkouts, added to 
the existing strikes in tool and 
parts factories in Detroit and 
Toledo, presented a critical pic­
ture to the members of the Na­
tional Automobile Labor Board as 
it reassembled for its sessions 
Monday, The strike calls issued 
Sunday found Dr. Leo Wolman,
chairman o f the board, in Wash­
ington; Nicholas Kelley, the man­
ufacturers’ representative, in New 
York, and Richard L. Byrd, labor’s 
representative, in Detroit.

The points at issue in the
Cleveland strike were wage agree­
ments and union recognition. 
Union leaders at St. Louis said 
the strike call was a result of the 
refusal of the Chevrolet and 
Fisher companies to reemploy 118 
men, most o f whom had been 
active in union affairs.

The labor board at Detroit
planned a new attack on the tool 
and die workers strike and the 
parts workers strikes Monday. 
Whether the new crisis would
temporarily supersede these plans 
was not immediately learned. 
The strikes in Toledo involved 
nearly 2,000. The board has been 
in session at Detroit since March 
29.

Motherhood Tax
American mothers pay an an­

nual tax of approximately six 
mills. In New Mexico the tax is 
somewhat higher—in excess of 
eight mills. It is paid not in money 
but in life. In New Mexico eight 
mothers die for every 1,000 babies 
that are born alive.

The tax is too high. “ Wherever 
surveys have been conducted,”  says 
the Maternity Center Association, 
“ the same conclusion has been 
drawn— that two-thirds of the 
women who die, die needlessly.”

In fifteen states, the Children’s 
Bureau investigated a total of 
7,380 deaths from causes connected 
with maternity. Interviews with 
attendants were conducted by phy­
sicians on the staffs o f the State 
Boards o f Health or the Children’s 
Bureau. In each state the study 
was made at the request of the 
State Medical Society. 'The at­
tending physician or midwife was 
visited as soon as possible after 
the death, and in hospital cases, 
the hospital was visited.

Among the facts found were 
these:

Nine percent of the women had 
received no medical supervision 
at all, or only when dying.

Only 54 percent had any pren­
atal care whatever, 24 percent 
received poor care, and only 13 
percent had good care beginning 
not later than the fifth month.

In almost every other civilized 
country midwives must have at 
least a year of special training 
before they are allowed to take 
charge o f a delivery. Their train­
ing enables them to detect im­
mediately any abnormality. The 
law requires them to call a phy­
sician when an abnormality oc­
curs. If these conditions prevailed 
in New Mexico many lives would 
be saved.

Here is a Mother’s Day resolu­
tion: I will not vote for anyone 
next November unless they have 
promised to give practical support 
in the next legislature to the re­
duction o f 'New Mexico’s Mother­
hood Tax.

PRES ID EN T  S IG N S  
THE BANKHEAD BILL

WASHINGTON —  President 
Roosevelt Saturday turned the 
farm administration to its first 
experiment in compulsory control 
of farm production when he signed 
the Bankhead bill limiting to ten 
million bales the amount of cotton 
which can be sold from the 1934 
crop.

'Die farm administration fol­
lowed his action by announcing 
the share of the total which each 
cotton state will be allowed to 
produce. The method of determin­
ing allotments for the 1000 cotton- 
producing counties within the 
states is now being worked out.

In signing the bill President 
Roosevelt said:

“ It aims to prevent a very small 
minority with their neighbors and 
government from impairing the 
effectiveness of the current cotton 
program which now includes 92 
percent of the cotton acreage.”

He added “ the cotton states 
have found it impossible to act 
independently or in unison”  to 
secure reduction of cotton acreage 
and “ a democratic government has 
consented”  to using federal power 
in an attempt to do so.

The tentative allotment of pro­
duction by states include Texas, 
.3,123,00 bales and New Mexico 
61,000.

Administration officials empha­
sized that they had accepted the 
measure under protest and de­
clared in attempting compulsory 
control they were “ taking the 
ball”  from southern states which 
have attempted unsuccessfully 
since 1905 to control cotton pro­
duction through individual and 
collective effort.

The best piece o f news coming 
out of Washington since congress 
convened is that it is to adjourn 
May 15th. And this news when 
realized will be bullish in cotton 
circles since the trade has been 
kept so busy trying to keep up 
with legislation (both good and 
bad) proposed in congress that it 
has neglected somewhat ways and 
means of developing business— or 
was afraid to do so.

In spite o f this, however, there 
has been a steady though gradual 
increase in cotton consumption 
for the past five months which 
is a straw showing the direction 
of the wind.

Mindful of the fact, too, that 
not many bales of cotton above 
the maximum of ten million will 
in any case find their way into 
trade from the 1934 crop we 
cannot become pessimistic at this 
stage regarding price trend for 
the coming summer and fall, 

f  Recent decline in the market 
was inevitable, due to privately- 
held, non-pooled 1933 option cotton 
which has been dumped madly 
.within the past several days and 
^here is still some of it to be 
liquidated or transferred which 
latter acts as a depressing in­
fluence on near months even 
though it may support distant 
options.

A thoroughly liquidated specula­
tive long interest has strengthened 
the technical position of the 
market beyond doubt, and with 
planting and germination diffi­
culties, and at least one June crop 
scare ahead it seems now reason­
able to anticipate an advancing 
market during .May and June.

ONE BILL S IG N ED  
BY GOVERNOR AT 
END OF 12TH DAY

The first two weeks of the 
special session passed Monday— 
the time within which Governor 
Hockenhull hoped it would be able 
to carry out his program. And a 
single bill has been signed by the 
governor, SB 19, enabling build­
ing and loan associations to buy 
HOLC bonds, according to the 
Santa Fe New Mexican.

Twelve other bills have passed 
both houses and are on their way 
to the governor’s desk if they 
have not already reached it. One 
of these is the deflated “ feed” 
bill. None of the others is any 
of the major tax measures which 
the governor called the special 
session to pass.

Four bills were passed by the 
senate at an hour’s session Mon­
day morning, marking the begin­
ning of the third week of the 
session. Among them was a new 
"chain stores”  tax, amending the 
1933 law to reduce the rates for 
the smaller retail merchants but 
retaining the old rates for the 
“chain” stores.

Governor Hockenhull had asked 
for repeal of the 1933 acts against 
which referendum petitions have 
been filed. The “ chain stores”  act 
is one of these. A bill was intro­
duced in the senate for outright 
repeal, but a substitute was 
brought before the senate instead 
by the public affairs committee, 
headed by Senator Clarence F. 
Vogel, changing the rates for the 
smaller retail merchants. It is 
said the referendum petition filed 
-against the original act does not 
hold against this.

Oil prospecting premits on fed- 
I eral lands in New Mexico have 
I been extended five months, ac- 
I cording to W’ illiam Dooley of 
I Artesia, secretary of the New 
j Mexico Petroleum Accociation. 
' Under a press report from Wash- 
{ ington, dated April 10, 1934, it 
was stated that the extension of 
these permits would be allowed to 
run only until December 31, 1934. 
However, in a recent extension 
order received by Mr. Dooley, the 

I department granted an extension 
I until May 1, 1935. Conditions
J under which the extension waa 
; made are quoted in part as 
j follows;
I "That this permit be extended 
j to May 1, 1935, on condition that 
within 30 days from receipt of 

: the approval hereof the permittee 
j execute and file in the local land 
I office the stipulations contained in 
paragraph 1 of the departmental 
regulations approved April 4, 1932, 
modified in section (a) to provide 
for submission of the required 
unit plan not later than March 1, 
1936."

Judge J, B. McGhee o f Roswell 
left Saturday for Silver City to 
preside over a session of district 
court in that section, replacing 
Judge Hay, who was disqualified.

Buffalo, deer and antelope are 
again to roam the Indian country 
under a project for game preserva­
tion which is being worked out 
by Secretary of the Interior Harold 
L. Ickes and Commissioner of 
Indian Affairs John Collier.

Much of the project is being 
inaugurated at once. When com­
plete it ia the hope of game con­
servationists who have talked with 
the officials that wild life will be 
restored in a number o f large 
sections of the country.

The Indians themselves have 
promised to assist in every way 
and already have made marked 
progress. As pointed out by Com­
missioner Collier, however, the 
Indian is a natural conservationist 
and needs little urging.

An area of 3,600 acres is being 
fenced o ff on the Pine Ridge 
reservation in South Dakota. A 
herd of 50 buffalo is being sent 
there from Yellowstone Park. 
Antelope, elk and deer are also 
being distributed.

Another big project is very 
nearly half completed. It is for 
a series of livestock reservoirs 
which are being constructed in the 
prairie and plains country. Some 
1,000 have been finished. 1,600 
more are to be constructed. TTiese 
lakes average two or three acres. 
In addition to being stocked with 
bass and bullhead (a fresh-water 
catfish) they are expected to 
form a chain of lakes from the 
Canadian border almost to the 
gulf and become a refuge for 
migratory fowl.

At present waterfowl follow the 
course o f the Mississippi valley. 
W’ith the installation o f the lakes 
game experts say they will change 
their course. They also point out 
that they will be adequately pro­
tected by the Indians.

LAND OFFICE GAINS
FOR OIL LEASE SALES

SANTA FE— Indications that a 
new high record for gasoline tax 
collections may be set in 1934 
are evident from the collections 
for the first quarter.

The present high record of $2,- 
743,083 was set in 1930. During 
*he first quarter o f that year th/ 
state collected $561,624, compared 
with a collection of $569,210 for 
the corresponding period this year; 
an increase of $7,586.

Decrease in revenue from the 
gasoline tax started in the spring 
of 19.31. For that year a total 
of $2,664,706 was received, and 
in 1932 a further decrease to 
$2,362,132 developed.

goods. Third, the retail price of 
pork was not increased until after 
February. Fourth, farmers who 
have cooperated in the 1933-341 
production program will have a 
much greater income as a result 
o f both reduction of crop and 
the processing tax program. Fifth, 
this income wit] increase purchas­
ing power and reflect itself in 
increased employment in the cities. 
One reason why the tax on wheat 
and cotton was not taken out of 
the farmer's part was because his 
price makes up only a small part 
o f what the consumer pays for 
wheat and cotton products. An­
other reason is that ia the tax 
pushes down the fanner's price, 
then foreign countries would begin 
buying more wheat and cotton 
and that would push up the 
farmer’s price again.

Mix 25 pounds wheat bran with 
one pound white arsenic or paris 
green. Add 6 oranges (ground 
rind and juice) and two quarts of 
molasses. Moisten complete mass 
with water until a moist mixture 

I is formed. It will usually take 
about four gallons of water. Put 

' this mixture out late in the even- 
; ing near the plants in small piles 
, and the cut worms will come out 
and eat the bran mash in prefer­
ence to the plants. A few ap 

I plicationa should eliminate all the 
: cutworms.
I For the leaf hopper, aphis, and 
I other stinging insects, black leaf 
I forty or pyritheum sprayed on 
{ the insects in the quiet o f the 
I morning should get good results. 
I These should be used according 
j to the strength of the product. 
I The use of arsenate of lead is 
recommended for all chewing in- 

y  I sects. Soft water should be used

in all sprays if possible.
The use of copperus sprayed on 

plants particularly roses and other 
bushes and even trees to eliminate 
the lime burning- by increasing 
the iron in the plants is recom­
mended. This should be used at 
the rate of one teaspoon to quart 
of water. In large trees holes 
can be bored into the trees and 
the powdered copperus put in 
the holes and the holes covered 
with cork or damp mud. The use 
of aluminum sulphate to liberate 
the iron is recommended for roses 
and trees and other bushes. This 
is usually used at the rate of 
approximately one teaspoon around 
each rose bush and about one 
pound to each good sized tree.

The yellow copies o f the 1934 

cotton contracts are now being 
delivered to the farmers and 
County Agent Wunsch will be in 
Artesia on .Saturday, April 28th, 
and on Monday, April 30th, at the 
First National Bank and farmers 
who happen to be in town can 
call there and receive their con­
tracts. The Washington office also 
is furnishing each farmer with 
a farm record book and Agent 
Wunsch suggests that all cotton 
records both acreage and ginning 
records for the past six years be 
secured by each farmer and en­
tered in his books so that when 
the committee who will have 
charge of issuing the gin tickets 
ask for the records they will be 
immediately available. No definite 
information on the exact contents 
of the Bankhead bill has as yet 
been received. No arrangements 
have been made to allot any cotton 
acreage or any definite number of 
bales to be ginned. As soon as 
this information is received it will 
be immediately distributed to the 
farmer.
