The above plan would probably entail a revenue of about two 
or three times the national income and in that case we d have to do 
something to boost our income and maybe we*d have a good chance 
to get our salaries doubled so we could pay more taxes for the 
pension plan. William Green, president of the .American federation 
o f Labor, says the national income is forty billion dollars and it will 
tske twenty-four billion dollars alone to pay the way of the Town­
send plan, so we see at once the need of increasing the national
income. , -r

There are two or three fac tors, of course, favoring the Townsend 
plan. If no other ages were placed in the plan. we‘d lose if we died : 
young, so it might have a tendency to make people reform in their 
habits so as to live longer. -And again some argue that the pension 
plan is the quickest way to kill off the people over sixty. be< ause 
when one quits working, as a usual thing, it shortens the normal , 
period of life. |

THE NEXT DEPRESSION

.All of us devoutly hope that the passing depression will l<e the 
last one— that the future will bring an unending era of aboundance.

The lessons of history, however, present a different forecast. The 
economic cycle swings constantly— it never holds a steady course. 
Perhaps there won't be another major depression in the lifetime c>f 
persons now living— but. no matter how good conditions become, it 
is inevitable that there will be rec essions.

Thousands of wise Americans are preparing for that next de­
pression now. They are putting away what money they can to meet 
it— and as their earnings rise they intend to put away more. And I  
their investment plans are verv different from what they would have 
been a few years ago. Most have learned, to their sorrow, that 
speculation cannot enter into a sound savings plan. They are now 
putting safety first, last and all the time.

W ASH ING TO N— A  year-«nd ra- 
view o f 1934 in American agricul­
ture revealed these high-lights re­
cently:

1. The worst drouth in history.
2. Farm income increased by 

nearly $1 ,000,000,000.
S. A  42 per cent increase in 

prices.
4. Benefit payments o f $560,911,- 

294 in 19 months o f crop control.
The paradox which ruled that 

farmers got more for less was 
shown by an estimated total farm 
income o f $6,000,000,000, compared 
to $5,061,000,000 last year. Produc­
tion was the lowest in 16 years.

Prices were 140 per cent higher 
than in 1932 because the A A A  re­
tired 33,000,000 acres o f production 
o f wheat, cotton, com and tobacco 
and the drouth wiped out most sur­
pluses. More than 7,000,000 drouth 
cattle were bought by the A A A , 
killed, canned and given to the 
poor.

The A A A  paid its own way and 
then some, the review revealed. 
Treasury reports showed proces­
sing tax collections o f $617,299,332 
to December 21. Benefit, renUl, 
surplus removal and other cash 
benefits distributed up to December 
20 totaled $560,911,294.

For plowing up one-fourth of 
their crop last year, cotton grow­
ers got $112,739,159. The price of 
cotton doubled this year and farm­
ers got an additional $85,065,149 in 
A A A  benefit money. They also 
benefited to the extent o f more 
than $61,000,000 from government 
ojttion and pool plans.

Checks for $148,780,465 went to 
corn-hog farmers; $18,5.53,421 to 
tobacco growers; $87,877,973 to 
wheat raisers participating in the 
1933 control plan and $52,610,850 
to those cooperating this year. 
Cattlemen got $101,475,300 from 
emergency sales and sheep and 
goat owrners, $6,933,925. Sugar 
producers received only $66,541 but 
have $47,000,000 coming to them 
in 1935.

The year was unique in that for 
the first time “ compulsory” pro­
duction control laws were in effect 
— the Bankhead act for cotton and 
the Kerr-Smith act for tobacco.

Plans for next year contemplate 
the return o f about 12,000,000 “ re­
tired”  acres to production o f wheat, 
cotton, com and tobacco. Farmers 
who live up to limitation contracts 
will be sent about $411,000,000, di­
vided as follows:

Cotton, $944130,000; wheat, $101,- 
600,000; com-hogs, $166,000,000; 
sugar, $47,000,000; tobacco (no 
available estimate but probably 
about $16,000,000), and peanuts, 
$4,000,000.

GAM E D EPARTM ENT
RECEIPTS INCREASE

Elliott S. Barker o f Santa Fe, 
state game warden, in his annual 
report issued Thursday said there 
wre 3,461 more licenses issued by 
the department for the nine 
months’ period ending December 
81, 1934, than there were for the 
similar period o f 1933.

Receipts were $16,080 more. Re­
ceipts for the last nine months o f 
1934 were $102,970.26 and for the 
corresponding period o f 1933, $87,- 
890.26.

The balance o f cash on hand this 
year is $60,617, Barker said, rep­
resenting a steady increase since.

License fees do not start coming 
in until May for the sale o f fishing 
permits which starts in April.

There were increases in all types 
o f license sales except for resident 
hird, resident bird and fish, resident 
big game and non-resident bird 
licenses. Barker said.

About a 
year ago Mr. Guess entered into a 
contract with the board to plug 
forty wells in the basin. Although 
Mr. Guess has plugged some wells 
not specified in the contract, he 
has only plugged twenty-five wells, 
under the contract that he made, 
leaving fifteen to be plugged, all of 
which are in Eddy county. It is 
understood the board will demand 
definite action at the earliest pos­
sible moment so that a new con­
tract may be made with other 
parties and the work o f plugging 
the wells proceed as rapidly as 
possible.

A t the board meeting in Roswell 
Saturday, all bills were paid and 
the members agreed on the mod­
ification o f some o f the old laws 
governing the control o f artesian 
water. The board has asked the co­
operation o f the state senators and 
representatives in this district in 
presenting new laws designed to 
remedy some o f the existing evils, 
particularly the law which permits 
the land owner to transport water 
for irrigation purposes in a ditch 
where the ditch is wasting more 
than twenty per cent o f the water.

Federal buying o f livestock in 
drouth areas, starting last June 26, 
is now being brought to a close. 
Quotas o f all but a dozen counties 
in New Mexico have been cleaned 

I up, and it is hoped to have the rest 
finished by January 16. Purchase 
totals are not expected to increase 
greatly before then.

During the period from June 25 
to January 2, according to Dr. F. L. 
Schneider, inspector in charge, the 
government bought 530,026 head of 
cattle out o f a total o f 1,845,124 
in the state. These came from 
16,930 farms and ranches. Pur­
chase totals were not available 
Saturday, but on the estimate of 
$13.50 as the average payment per 
head, the total paid for cattle is 

{$7,156,351.
A  total o f 279,291 head o f sheep 

were bought at a flat price o f $2 
a head, totaling $558,582. The 
total o f goats, 65,464, purchased 
to r $1.60 each, cost $104,742. They 
came from a total o f 2,525,551 
sheep and goats in New Mexico, 
and were purchased from 1,486 
farms and ranches.

Screens
Have you taken your screens 

down for the winter? Now is a 
good time to look them over and to 
make sure they will make your 
home fly  and mosquito proof when 
the hot weather comes again.

Is the mesh worn? I f  so when 
you buy new copper mesh make 
sure that it is number 16 (sixteen 
squares to the inch). This is es­
pecially important if you live in a 
mosquito district. I f  you live in 
Albuquerque this applies to you. 
We shall do our best to protect 
you from mosquitoes but as soon 
as the weeds begin to grow in the 
new irrigation ditches so surely 
will the mosquitoes come back 
again. Be prepared with a number 
16 mesh.

Be sure that the frames fit 
tightly to your windows and the 
screen doors have no cracks around 
them through which flies and mos­
quitoes can creep in. Unless ac­
curately made they turn your house 
into a fly  trap. It  is to be feared 
that there are many half screened 
houses in New Mexico which catch 
the flies instead of keeping them 
out.

Detailed instructions on how to 
make window screens and door 
screens as well as how to protect 
other openings into the house are 
found in a mimeographed pamphlet 
“ How to make a screen door.” This 
is obtainable free o f cost from the 
New Mexico Bureau o f Public 
Health at Santo Fe or from your 

^County health department.

Chief Justice Hughes read th* 
long opinion, scrapping one o f the 

j  vital laws passed during the Roose- 
jvelt administration, to an audience 
I which packed th* tiny courtroom 
that was once the senate chamber.

His voice resonant, th* chief jus­
tice reiterated that congress had 
delegated too much legislative au­
thority to th* president when it 
gave him the power to prohibit the 
interstate shipment o f oil produced 
in excess o f state quotas.

The decision caused a burst o f 
discussion in the capital. Secretary 
Ickes asserted that while th* court 
had declared unconstitutonal sec­
tion 9 (C ) o f the NR A  “ it did not 
rule on the oil cod*“  embodied in 
other parts o f the recovery act.

“ We erill have the oil code and 
will continue to operate," said 
Ickes. “ W’e srill attempt to regulate 
‘hot oil’ srith every resource we 
have.”

Donald R. Richberg, executive 
director o f the national emergency 
council, Monday night issued a 
statement warning against proph­
esies on the basis o f Monday’s de­
cision as to what the supreme court 
may decide in the future about 
NRA.

I “ The court, even by implicaton, 
has not cast a doubt on the valid­
ity of codes o f fair competition,” 
said Richberg.

From senate and house members 
came few expressions o f surprise.
There were predictions that new 
legislation would be enacted for oil 
control, possibly through state 
compacts.

Subjects In Messa

SAN TA  FE— Calling for com­
missioners, continuation of the 
sales tax, property tax moratorium, 
higher liquor taxes, and asking a 
non-partisan judiciary. Governor 
Clyde Tingley, reading his message 
to a joint session o f the house and 
senate o f the 12th New Mexico 
legislature Tuesday, outlined his 
views on fifteen subjects ranging 
from health and education through 
labor and historical pageant.

Tingley asked for full time 
health officers in ten districts in 
the state with a mandatory levy; 
child welfare legislation to gov­
ern qualifications o f institutional 
heads; a board o f education ap­
pointed by the governor and county 
boards to name school superintend­
ents, continuation o f the sales tax 
with necessary amendment and re­
vision as to distribution; clothing 
the state land commissioner with 
power to trade state lands under 
the Taylor grazing law; social leg­
islation to be along line o f what­
ever action the federal government 
takes in the next few weeks; con­
servation o f water and establish­
ment o f water commission with 
broad powers; classification o f em­
ployes and authority for governor 
to transfer employes at peak times, 
consolidation o f the revenue col­
lecting agencies into the state 
board o f revenue with the comp­
troller’s title changed to executive 
secretary o f that board and its 
functions to continue as before 
with the board to supervise all 
purchases and budgets; higher tax­
es and stricter laws on liquor; 
commission to study state institu­
tions and their overlap and best 
way to conduct same; permanent 
registration and provision for en­
forcement o f registration require­
ment to vote; non-partisan judi­
ciary and penalty for engaging in 
partisan politics; broader powers 
for disabled soldiers relief commis­
sion; port o f entry law for high­
ways and fitting celebration of 
Coronado entry.
