Amerada Well Flows At 

Rate of 212 Barrels 1st 
Three Hours and Makes 
Total of 1,589 in Last 
Eleven-Hour Period.

Probably the most interesting 
development in the southeastern 
oil area during the past week was 
the response made by the State 
1-D of the Amerada Petroleum Co., 
sec. 1-20-36, near Monument, to 
acid treatment. After plugging 
back to 3946 feet the Amerada was 
treated with 2,000 gallons of acid 
and after a swabbing teat, the well 
started flowing and for the first 
three hours flowed at the rate of 
212 barrels through tubing, but 

t would not flow through the open 
I rasing. On a later test the Amer­

ada averaged 164 barrels per hour 
and during the last eleven hour 
period made 1,689 barrels of oil.

A well in the Eunice district will 
completed shortly. This is the 

State 2-B of the Humble Oil and 
Refining Co., see. 29-21-36, which 
was drilled to a depth of 3914 feet. 
On a drill stem teat the oil rose 
3630 feet in seven minutes. Es­
timates place the production of the 
well at 4,000 barrels.

Two locations were made the 
past week, both in Lea county. 
These include the Isabell No. 1 of 
the Amerada Petroleum Co., sec. 
16-24-36, and the Ogg 3-B of the 
Texas Company, sec. 34-24-36.

Other producers completed in­
cluded the Repollo Oil C^., Adkins 
No. 1, 'sec. 9-21-36, which was 
drilled to 3900 feet. The test 
flowed at the rate of thirty-five 
barrels per hour through tubing 
with 1,260,000 feet of gas. The 
Texas Company has completed its 
Ogg No. 4-A, sec. 36-24-.36, which 
when drilled to 3486 feet, flowed 
sixty-seven barrels per hour thru 
tubing and 200 barrels open with 
6,000,000 feet of gas.

Wells abandoned during the per­
iod included one for Eddy county, 
the Neal Wills, Levers No. 1, sec. 
36-29-28, drilled to 826 feet. The 
Argo Royalty Co., Burner No. 1, 
aec. 6-20-32, was plugged and 
abandoned after developing a hole 
of sulphur water at 2926 feet. The 
Moore No. 1 of the Texas Company, 
sec. 21-20-32, drilled to 2976 feet 
was plugged and abandoned after 

Rencountering a hole of sulphur 
water.

An interesting test in Eddy 
county is the Texas Company, Fred 
Cole No. 1, sec. 36-19-33, which has 

k shut down to rig up cable tools at 
1616 feet.

Holders Fourth Liberty

WASHINGTON — The treasury 
reported Saturday night that in­
come tax returns for the past 15 
days in March showed an upturn 
of 29 per cent over the comparable 
half month of last year.

Eagerly awaited, on the grounds 
that these first returns on 1934 
incomes would furnish an accurate 
gauge on the volume of business 
transacted last year, treasury of­
ficials were gratified to discover 
receipts of $191,368,909 as com­
pared with only $147,794394 last 
year.

On the basis of these preliminary 
returns, income taxes of about 
$300,000,000 are predicted for the 
month, as compared with $232,000,- 
000 collected in March of last year. 
It was said at the treasury, how­
ever, that these figures could not 
be used as a final guide, because 
of the delay in getting clearances 
of the remitted sums.

Income tax payments, regardless 
of the form in which made, are 
cleared through the federal reserve 
banks, and reach the treasury only 
after several days following pay­
ment. Thus, returns made on the 
deadline! midnight, March 16) will 
not show their full velocity in the 
treasury reports until several days 
later.

Cotton farmers in this valley are 
being reimbursed at a very oppor­
tune moment by receiving parity 
checks amounting to $10,026.00 and 
rental checks amounting to $3,- 
739.50 within the last week, ac­
cording to County Agent Wunsch. 
These are greatly appreciated by 
the farmers due to the fact that 
their operating expenses are un­
usually large at this time of the 
year because of seed purchases 
and planting. This amount is a 
small percentage of the total 
checks to be received by cotton 
farmers in the valley. The farm­
ers are cooperating very favorably 
with the 1935 cotton reduction pro­
gram. Practically all of the pro­
ducers who signed contracts in 
1934 are renewing their contracts 
again this year. A large number 
of farmers who did not sign cotton 
reduction contracts last year are 
eager to take advantage of the 
benefits to be derived from 1935 
cotton reduction contracts. It is 
estimated that the total number 
of contracts including both new 
and old signers, will be approx­
imately 626. It is being planned 
to have all 1936 contracts com­
pleted and ready to send to Wash­
ington by the last of the month. 
Any farmers who are interested 
in signing up contracts this year 
should not delay in attending to 
this matter. Farmers of this dis­
trict are requested to contact H. A.

The corn-hog program is well 
underway and R. L. Paris, in 
charge of the program in Artesia, 
has applications for 1935 contracts 
already signed up for members 
who had a 1934 com-hog contract.

Roosevelt Speaks 
On The Military 
Crisis Of Europe

WASHINGTON — A transat­
lantic extension of the “good 
neighbor policy’’ as the solution 
for Europe’s acute military prob­
lems was projected yesterday by 
President Roosevelt, while, on 
Capitol Hill, record-smashing na­
tional defense out lays totalling 
more than $1,500,000,000 were dis­
cussed.

Disarmament, the president told 
newspapermen, is a component 
part of his “neighbor” policy, and, 
despite the crisis resulting from 
Germany’s announcement of a de­
termination to rearm, the chief 
executive still held out hope for 
future arms limitation.

Meanwhile, the United States 
was brought into direct touch with 
the European situation for the 
first time. Sir John Simon, Brit­
ish foreign minister summoned 
Ray Atherton, American Charge 
IFAffaires in London, and gave 
him an outline of Britain’s posi­
tion for transmission here.

At the same time. Secretary 
Swanson told newspapermen the 
navy was considering plans for 
building battleships after present 
limiting treaties expire and was 
not deviating from its program of 
laying down 78 smaller vessels by 
1939.

Secretary Roper also entered the 
discussion that has swept about 
the world since Adolf Hitler’s ab­
rogation of the Versailles treaty 
with an assertion that “we’re for 
peace,’’ and an added statement 
that he did not “anticipate our 
getting into a war in the near fu­
ture.”

SHARE THE U’EALTH

TliP prcM has bcrn rriticixcd for playing up crimr and making 
glorified heroes out of criminals. Sow that the department of
justice has turned the tables on criminals, the press has seized 
the next best straw to cater to human curiosity by reporting the 
rabid activities of Huey (Hooey) Lung, Louisiana senator, in his 
efforts to get the public attention. Huey has gotten publicity worth 
thousands of dollars to him as far as gaining notriety goes and a
lot of people will stop at nothing nowadays to gain the public notice. 

Huey nas been and still is the biggest present-day detriment to
free speech. How long do you suppose he would last on his share
the wealth program, if it were possible to make such an economic 
diTision? Does anybody, except the moron, imagine that Huey
could conduct his present-day activities in the million dollar 
limitation, with the innumerable trips back and forth from Louisiana
to Washington, his body guards, his state militia and other expenses 
such as a dictator would incur, if he were given the power?

MOST BENEFICIAL

Oddly perhaps from the viewpoint of those who argue for road
iliiconitniction in their own locality as against such construction 

elsewhere, this newspaper urges the construction and permanent 
hard surfacing of the road leading east from Artesia to the oil 
fields in the .Artesia, Maljamar and Hobbs fields.

The basic reason is this: ^Tienever and wherever permanent 
roads are built for service to established traffic in considerable 
volume, the indirect benefits to all sections of the state are measurable 
through increased business of some sort. Often the building of a 
road in northeastern New Mexico has the effect of increasing traffic 
in distant sections of the state. Inversely the result is the same if 
roads are built elsewhere than in the northeastern section.

At present probably the heaviest industrial haulage in the state 
ia in the oil fields of southeastern New Mexico. That section of the 
state lacks roads for economical handling of heavy traffic. The 
situation should be corrected. Given an improved and permanent 
highway into the oil fields there will be more prompt completion 
of development leaving promotion capital now operating there, 
free to go to other fields or prospective fields in the state to carry 
on development work.

The highway east from .Artesia would help keep in New Mexico 
the business that is now being diverted to Texas. The neighboring 
state, realizing the benefit to be had from oil field operations in 
southeastern New Mexico, has built good roads up to the New 
Mexico line. Better traffic ways are thus opened to heavy haulage 
to the oil fields and Texas gets the patronage that New Mexico 
might have if its roads were serviceable.

One of the first big jobs of the new hi^w ay commission should 
be consideration of the improvement suggested. That action would 
indicate a return of the old policy of the highway commission to 
build roads first where roads are most needed and generally beneficial 
to the state.—Las Vegas Optic.

PLANT MORE TREES

The planting season for trees and shrubbery is rapidly passing. 
There is only a few days left in which trees may be planted safely. 
We don’t know of anything that has brought greater returns to 
the Pecos valley in comlort and beauty than the trees and shrubbery 
planted in previous years. The problems connected with soil erosion 
during the past three years have been many because soil erosion 
is a rwl menace to the southwest, challenging the best minds of 
the nation to devise ways and means to stop it.

From present developments it is clearly evident that the federal 
government will take steps to stop this waste. Scientists say the 
country is gradually becoming more arid, although the aridity is 
a very slow process, but it will bring on the necessity for some 
form of protection and there is no better way than to plant trees.

Livestock R e p o r t  
Shows Condition 
Has Not Changed

RANGES: There waf very little 
change reported on the condition 
of ranges March 1 from that of a 
month ago. During February there 
has been some moisture in the form 
of rain or snow in practically all 
parts of the state. Ranges are 
generally short of moisture in the 
lower altitudes. Snowfall in the 
higher altitudes of north^n part 
of the state and in Grant and 
Catron counties of western New 
Mexico have caused livestockmen 
to be encouraged over prospects 
for spring range feed. 'I^ere has 
been no appreciable growth of 
grass or weeds on ranges yet and 
unless the weather warms up soon 
the start of feed will be delayed 
considerable. Reserves of feed sup­
plies are low and stockmen are 
using only the necessary amounts 
of shipped in feed to maintain their 
stock. Stock water in streams is 
low in most parts of the state but 
wells generally supplying suffic­
ient. Wheat pasture in the eastern 
part of the state is only fair. ’The 
condition of ranges is reported at 
67 percent of normal compared 
with 66 last month and 83.7 for 
the 10-year average.

CATTLE AND CALVES: Cattle 
are in fair condition. Reports in­
dicate they are thinner than a 
month ago. Prospects for a calf 
crop depend much on spring range 
feed. Because of a feed shortage 
in all counties early range feed is 
necessary to sustain the early 
calves. Demand for cattle of all 
classes during the past month has 
been exceptionally strong with in­
creased prices. There have been 
some offers to contract 1935 calves 
for late fall delivery. The condition 
of cattle on March 1 was 68 per­
cent of normal compared with 69 
last month and 85.8 for the 10-year 
average.

SHEEP AND LAMBS: Sheep 
and lambs are in fair to good 
condition and about the same as a 
month ago. Because of open warm 
weather during the past month 
losses have been exceptionally 
small. ’The lamb crop prospects 
will depend to a great extent on 
the weather during the next sixty 
days. Unless there is early range 
f e ^  it, is doubtful if heavy lamb 
losses can be" prevented.' Thb con­
dition of sheep on March 1 was 
reported at 71 percent of normal 
the same as last month as com­
pared with 86.0 for the 10-year 
average.

HARDING COUNTY
CATTLE DYING

Reports over the state are to 
the effect Harding county ranchers 
have been losing cattle, caused 
from eating soapweed. An analysis 
of the weed shows that it contains 
more sapoin this year than last. 
The increase in the amount of 
poison is attributed to dry weather.

Ancient Tombstone Found Near The 
Cap Rock B y  A Carlsbad Engineer i

SHIPS CAR OF CALVES

The recent finding of a flat lime­
stone slab, which apparently was 
the gravestone of an early resident 
of southeastern New Mexico, may 
reset the date when white men first 
settled here, says the Carlsbad 
Current-Argus.

The slab was found by Marshall 
Sellman, an engineer with the state 
highway department, who is with a 
party locating a route for a new 
highway to Hobbs. It bears the 
name “J. R. McCann,” the dates 
“1721-1751,” followed by the words 
“At Rest,” all cut into the rock.

It was found east of the Cap 
Rock line, about 60 miles southeast 
of here. It was lying about 200 
yards south of the present high­
way.

While the chance is recognized 
that it might be the work of a 
practical joker, it is believed by 
many who viewed the stone that 
its weathered appearance indicates 
its age.

Floyd Fitzsimmons, a Carlsbad 
contractor, from a history of the I

southwest, learned that a “Judge 
McCann” entered New Mexico with 
Coronado, and later became the  ̂
first judge in Lower California. It | 
is believed that the McCann whose 
tombstone was found was a pos­
sible descendant of Judge McCann.'

Efforts are being made to learn 
more closely the conditions under 
which McCann came to New Mex- | 
ico. A Carlsbad high school history 
teacher is delving into New Mexico! 
history in an attempt to learn who 
McCann may have been.

Certainly residents, or visitors ■ 
either, in New Mexico were so few 
in those early days as to make 
possible a historical recording of 
such people. A trek into south­
eastern New Mexico at that early 
date was comparable to a Lind­
bergh hop over the Atlantic.

Your letter of the 14th was here 
upon my arrival at Elk .Saturday, 
relative to the cutting of the tim­
ber at Cloudcroft.

In our conversation Friday I 
told you what little I knew of the 
existing conditions. Yesterday I 
went to Cloudcroft and went into 
the matter with some of the local > 
people.

There seems to be a variance of 
opinions on the subject and I will 
give it to you as near as I can 
boil it down. I

Prior to 1900 J. A. and C. B. j 
Eddy built the Alamogordo, CHoud- 
croft and Sacramento Railway. | 
Later this railroad was known as 
the El Paso and Southwestern, and 
still later became the property of 
the Southern Pacific ^ ilw a y  Co. 
The town of Cloudcroft was laid 
out by Dr. Frank Lynch shortly 
after the railroad was built. A 
short time later by an act of the 
New Mexico state legislature 2300 
acres was deeded to the town ofi 
Cloudcroft for a summer resort.

The question now arises as to 
whether the town of Cloudcroft is j 
owned by the Southern Pacific 
Railway. If it is, the Southern I 
Pacific Railway (^., can sell thej 
timber. If it is not the property 
of the Southern Pacific Railway: 
Co., it would take an act of th e ! 
state legislature to dispose of the 
property.

This is the way the information, 
comes to me. It is only hear-say, I 
as I gathered it from local people.' 
There is another angle to it. It | 
seems that one, Louis Carr, has 
been endeavoring to get the timber 
in the Cloudcroft vicinity, and has 
had representation at Santa Fe for 
quite a period. The state timber

should not bother. While there 
always is certain damage to timber 
in cutting it out, the cutting will 
be done under the supervision of 
the state. However, in Cloudcroft, 
this would be a different condition, 
and would be cut without restric­
tion should a private party pur­
chase this timber.

I further understand that the 
matter of timber in and around 
Cloudcroft has caused certain in­
terested parties to interest United 
States .Senator Hatch. He was re­
quested to take the question up 
with the powers that be at Wash­
ington with the thought in mind 
that the area might ^  purchased 
and made a forest preserve. I 
have been informed that Senator 
Hatch was able to have the ap­
propriation set aside for this pur­
pose, but the matter stopped at 
that point.

The Southern Pacific Railway (if 
it owns this property) seems to 
be willing to dispose of it to a 
private individual or individuals or 
for a preserve. The private in­
dividual question is the one that 
worries Cloudcroft residents. I do 
not know how the matter of title 
can be straightened out unless the 
records at Santa Fe will definitely 
show. At any rate, there seems 
to be a great deal of concern over 
the timlMsr. El Paso, Alamogordo, 
Roswell, and it is said Artesia, 
have had meetings of their Cham­
bers of Commerce with the idea 
in mind of entering a protest cov­
ering the removal of timber from 
the Cloudcroft vicinity. Apparently 
this is not true as far as Artesia 
is concerned.

I do not seem to be able to get 
anything very definite on the 
whole affair. It is all hear-say. I 
understand that Cloudcroft formed 
a Chamber of Commtrce about a 
week ago. Ray Daniels was elected 
president. I was unable to contact

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Rabbit Control To 
Improve R a n g e s

In the work of reseeding: over­
stocked, and consequently over- 
Krszed, rsnices of New Mexico, 
one of the grestest problems to 
be solved is the damsi?e done to 
younir plants by rodents, especially 
rabbits, says C. P. Wilson of the 
New Mexico State College.

Although many of the rangre 
plants produce viable seed, even 
those, if forai^e is scarce, may be 
eaten by small rodents.

Rabbits are especially fond of 
alfalfa, young: bushes of chamiza 
and winter fat, and at times may 
irraze young: smooth brome g:rass 
destructively. From the time that 
chamiza or winter fat bushes are 
three or four inches to about a 
foot tall, they are liable to be 
destroyed by rabbits. The animals 
are particularly fond of the stems 
of the younir bushes, often dig:g:inir 
into the soil three or four inches 
to obtain more of them and then 
letting: a larire percentage of the 
leaves lie where the bush stood. 
If the youngr bushes are not ruined 
by the first attack of this sort, 
they are easily killed later. Since 
blue (rrama jrrass is not so subject 
to attacks and since it produces 
viable seed fairly abundantly and 
endures drouth well, in some parts 
of central and northern New Mex­
ico it could be reseeded at com­
paratively small expense.

In addition to poisoned gn^in, 
which is often used for killinff 
rodents, poisoned alfalfa tips and 
poisoned salt, at some seasons of 
the year, can be used effectively 
for reducinK the rabbit population. 
At times, many rabbits can also 
be killed economically with a .22 
rifle.

Bone Eaters

Offhand you might think a 
person rather queer for eating 
bones. Really it is we who are 
queer, we North Americans and 
our dainty European ancestors; for 
most peoples of the world are bone 
eaters. They eat the soft ends and 
the porous insides of the long 
bones, they crunch and munch the 
small bones of birds and little 
animals entire and some of them, 
the Chinese certainly, have dis­
covered how to extract the im­
portant bone mineral by the use 
of that natural acid which we call 
vinegar. Only last year some 
nutrition experts investigated the 
well known Chinese dish “sweet- 
sour spare-ribs.” It is made by 
breaking the ribs into small pieces 
and cooking them, with any meat 
that happens to be attached, in 
sweetened vinegar. The resulting 
dish is so rich in available calcium, 
the essential bone material, that 
it will easily supply the body's 
calcium need for a day.

How do these peoples know that 
their bodies must have calcium, a 
discovery which science has made 
only in recent years ? How do the 
Chinese know that nursing and 
pregnant mothers must have an 
extra supply of calcium? Yet they 
have a tradition by which these 
mothers must be provided with a 
special dish made from the bones 
of pigs’ feet cooked in vinegar. 
Who told the American Indian to 
prepare his tortillas with lime 
water? You may answer these 
questions. I will simply add that 
racial wisdom is such that we 
should offer lessons in diet to 
other races with a good deal of 
humility.

Our own experts seem to have 
decided that we should get our 
calcium from milk. We need, says 
Professor Sherman, one half to 
two thirds of a gramme of calcium 
daily. Children and mothers need 
a gramme. To supply this we must 
give them at least a quart of milk 
every day. But if milk does not 
agree, or if you cannot get pas­
teurised milk and prefer not to 
take the risk of drinking raw 
milk, then yon may take your 
calcium in the form of decalcium 
phosphate. Or you may eat bones.

Waste
The United States spends $3,- 

636,000,000 annually on curing or 
trying to cure sickness and only 
$121,000,000 in preventing it. An 
ounce of prevention may be worth 
a pound of cure and so you might 
say we do not need to spend so 
much on prevention. But while we 
go on paying $3,636,000,000 for 
cure surely it might prove cheaper 
to buy a little more prevention? 
We are not now discussing the 
humane side of the subject. It may 
be better to have had tuberculosis 
and recovered than never to have 
had tuberculosis at all. Most vic­
tims would say not. But we are 
leaving all that on one side. Would 
it not pay us in cash dividends to 
invest more money in the preven­
tion of disease?

Sooner or later the victims of 
tuberculosis are numbered among 
the unemployable. Then we have 
to pay for keeping them and their 
families in food and shelter and 
for the “costs of medical care.” 
(A few of them may be capitalists 
and whether we pay for these or 
not I will not venture to decide. 
But in any case they are a small 
minority).

A certain Miss Ruth Seder has 
done some cost accounting with 
actual records of 361 patients in 
New York and New Jersey. When 
tuberculosis was diagnosed within 
six months of the development of 
symptoms the average cost (in­
cluding loss of wages) of their 
illness was $2,750. When there was 
delay of six months to a year the 
average cost became $3,125. When 
more than a year had elapsed be­
tween onset of symptoms and 
diagnosis the cost rose to $3,950. 
The average cost of the diagnosis 
was less than $2.50. Compare this 
with the proved cost of delay.

Is it worth while to spend money 
on health education, on immuniza­
tion against disease, on routine 
examination for detecting illness 
in the early stages ? And while we 
spend so little on prevention is it 
fair to suggest that some of the 
$3,,535,000,000 that we spend on 
curing or trying to cure sickness 
might be classified as waste?

Demand Increases 
For Dairy Cattle

Dairymen who have cows or 
bulls for sale, or wha are in the 
market for either, will probably 
find some information of value to 
them in the following article by 
E. E. .Anderson, of the New Mexico 
State College.

The scarcity and high prices of 
feed for the past year have made 
it necessary to cull the herds all 
over the state very heavily, says 
Mr. Anderson. In some areas the 
herds have been nearly wiped out. 
This, together with more favorable 
prices for dairy products, has 
created a limited demand for dairy 
cows at the present time. With 
favorable weather and crop con­
ditions this coming year, the de­
mand for dairy stock should b e ' 
greatly increased. The demand,! 
however, will be limited in pro- ■ 
portion to the amount of feed 
raised. At the present time, there  ̂
is also a limited demand for 
especially well-bred dairy bulls.

There are certain sections of 
the state that did not suffer so 
severely from the drought and 
consequently there are stiH some  ̂
surplus animals for sale.

The Extension Service will do 
everything possible to aid the 
buyer and seller of dairy animals 
to get together. Therefore, if you 
wish either to buy or sell dairy 
stock and desire to avail yourself 
of this service, get in touch with 
your county agent. While he may 
be unable to help you make the 
purchase or sale, aa the case may 
be, within your own county, his 
connection is such that he can find ! 
out if the transaction can be 
handled in any other part of the 
sUte.

OVER-GRAZING IS BIG PROBLEM 
IN CONTROL OF POISON WEEDS

Over-grazing probably is the 
greatest single obstacle in the re­
duction of livestock losses from 
poisonous plants on the western 
ranges, in the opinion of Arthur 
B. Clawson of the U. S. department 
of agriculture, who spends each 
summer in the mountains at Salina, 
Utah, in the heart of a great 
cattle and sheep country.

Plant poisoning usually increases 
as feed becomes scarce or limited 
as to variety. This condition means 
hungry animals, and the bureau of 
animal industry finds that very 
frequently it is livestock with vig­
orous appetites which eat poison­
ous plants. It is the opinion of 
many stockmen, however, that 
some animals with depraved ap­
petites actively seek out certain 
poisonous plants, such as the loco 
weed.

Sometimes vigorous appetites 
are the result of greediness. More 
often animals are hungry, possibly 
for something lacking in their feed, 
but more ohen because they do 
not have enough palatable feed, 
a direct result of over-grazing.

When feed is scanty because of 
a lack of rain, as has often been 
the case in the last few years, over- 
grazing may be unavoidable. But 
over-grazing because of over­
stocking can be avoided. Some 
ranchmen report that plant poison­
ing over a number of years has 
increased as their pastures have 
been over-stocked and over-grazed, 
and has decreased when the num­
ber of animals was reduced and 
vegitation allowed to become more 
abundant. The U. S. forest service, 
realizing the danger of over- 
grazing. has been gradually cut­
ting down the number of cattle 
and sheep grazed on certain over­
stocked national forest ranges.

Many of the cases of livestock 
poisoning reported may be blamed 
on dry years. Light rainfall means, 
in addition to scanty growth of 
grass, that many areas cannot be 
used because waterholes or streams 
are dry.

With the realization that plant 
poisoning probably has as its basic 
cause a shortage of feed, unavoid­
able in the case of drought, but 
avoidable when pastures are delib­
erately over-stocked, the problem 
becomes more a matter of learning 
how and when to graze rather than 
a matter of complete eradication of 
poisonous plants, says Mr. Claw­
son.

Eradication of such plants is 
good policy, of course. Many 
ranchers feel that the cost of 
destroying certain growing plants 
is more than offset by the live­
stock saved. But it is almost im­
possible to eliminate all poisonous 
plants. Many, such as the whorled 
milkweed, grow from roots that 
are difficult to eradicate. Others, 
such as some of the locos and 
lupines, come from seeds which 
may lie dormant in the soil for 
years, so that large areas which 
apparently are free from some 
noxious weed will become infested 
again when conditions are right for 
seed germination.

The bureau of animal industry, 
in more than 30 years of work on 
the range, each year has acquired 
more information as to what plants 
are poisonous, when they are dan­
gerous and where these plants 
grow. The investigators try to 
find cures, when possible. But the 
problem is mainly one of precau­
tion; avoiding the dangerous plants 
when possible and at other times 
grazing in spite of them by making 
sure that animals have plenty of 
safe feed both as to variety and 
quantity.

Mr. Clawson pays tribute to the 
practical information which is ob­
tained from livestock men. While 
some know only that their livestock 
losses are caused by a “poisonous 
weed,” others more vigilant cannot 
only point to the specific plant, 
but often know where it is found, 
when it is to be avoided and what 
remedy, if any, is effective. While 
no two men are likely to agree 
on all of the hundreds of plants 
which may be poisonous, a study 
of those suspected and elimination 

I of those proved “not guilty” adds 
I to the definite information already 
available.

70.000 ESTABLISHED ON FARM

WASHINGTON—A total of 76.- 
000 farm families have been estab­
lished on new farms under the 
rural rehabilitation program of 
the AAA and federal relief ad­
ministration, officials revealed last 
week.

Premier Petroleum Co. 
Elects New Officers end 

Directors On Thursday

Intense excitement gripped Eu­
ropean capitals Saturday as the 
German government, suddenly 
sloughing off the military pro­
visions of the Versailles treaty, 
decreed compulsory military serv­
ice in the rcich.

The action, following soon after 
Gen. Herman Wilhelm Goering’s 
announcement that Germany has 
on “official” military air force, was 
taken in many quarters to be the 
reich’s direct answer to the French 
adoption of two-year compulsory 
service and the recent British white 
paper criticising German rearma­
ment.

Paris, in particular, was stirred 
by the news from Berlin, French­
men recalling the similar sequence 
of events that preceded the out­
break of the World war.

Telephone wires between London, 
Paris and Rome, prime movers 
in an attempt to weld European 
nations into an inclusive security 
agreement that might lessen the 
danger of war, were kept hot as 
statesmen of the three nations con­
sulted as to the significance of the 
German move.

BERLIN — Denouncing Ger­
many’s neighbors for rearming in 
asserted violation of the Versailles 
treaty, Adolf Hitler cited the 
French action in doubling the term 
of army conscript service as the 
last straw leading to the German 
cabinet’s decree which, it was es­
timated, will approximately quad­
ruple the reich’s regular army.

I New York, died Saturday in a New 
: York hospital from intestinal 
, trouble and a heart attack, accord­
ing to word received here. Chand- 

I ler had been a resident of New 
Mexico for the past four year,

Chandler 
served the nineteenth district of 
New York for eight years as 
congressman and actively sup­
ported the democratic ticket in the 
last general election of this state. 
He never married.
