New Registration 
Law is Proposed

A  permanent registration law 
proposal for New Mexico voters is 
due to reach the state legislature 
soon, perhaps this week.

Sen. George T. Harris (D-Eddy- 
Lea) and Sen. John H. Mullis (D- 
Chaves) announced Tuesday they 
will introduce in the upper cham­
ber a measure virtually identical 
to one which passed both houses 
in 1933 only to die under Gov. 
Arthur Seligman’s pocket veto.

They estimated it will save the 
state o f New Mexico approxim­
ately $30,000 a year after it has 
been set up and put in working 
order.

It is designated, Harris said, to 
supplant the present registration 
law which is “ too expensive, too 
confusing.”

He said the approximate annual 
cost o f the present registration 
law is $40,000 and it costa the tax­
payers an average o f $54 per pre­
cinct to register the voters for each 
general election.

The Harris-Mullis proposal is 
modeled on an Oklahoma law.

“ It will set up a perpetual reg­
istration o f voters,”  Mullis said. 
“ As long as a voter continues to 
cast his ballot, he will preserve 
his registration.”

The bill, however, may be so altered 
or changed that it will not be recognized by its sponsor. Men in­
formed on state affairs tell us that a primary law will never be 
passed because of the opposition from the northern counties. Whether 
a state-wide primary law would redound to the benefit of all the 
people is a matter open for debate. .\ state-wide primary law may 
not be what .New Mexico needs, but there exists an urgent need for 
at least an optimal primary law for those counties who want to hold 
a county and district primary and must now hold a primary under a 
sort of gentlemen’s agreement, with no chance of punishing those 
guilty of irregularities.

PUBLIC OPINION

Dr. Thomas N. Carver, the economist, has the rare ability to 
express important thoughts simply.

He says: “ On what grounds can you say that one ‘ought* to be 
honest, industrious, temperate, brave, or anything else that one 
‘ought’ to be? There is only one rational ground on which you can 
say that one ought to be any of these things. This is on the ground 
that it contributes to group strength when individuals liehave in these 
ways, and to group weakness when they behave otherwise.’’

The group maintains, at great expense, police, courts, and prisons, 
for the purpose of enforcing its will. More effective than these, 
however, is public opinion, as expressed by friends and neighbors.

.Nobody ever lived who could be ihoroughlv happy while he flaunted 
the opinions of others. For this reason it has been argued by E. W. 
Howe, the Kansas philosopher, that success is easier than failure, and 
that conformity to group custom produces more happiness than ill 
behavior.

Mr. Howe contends that we do not have to wait until we are 
dead to suffer for wrongful acts. The suffering follows quite 
promptly— tomorrow or next month. It takes a good deal of 
determination to go completely to the devil.

Syphilis

Syphilis is not like influenza. 
Most people who get influenza 
have no idea from whom they 
caught the infection. Most people 
who get syphilis either know just 
where they got it or at least that 
they must have got it from one out 
o f three or four possible* sources. 
Most people who have influenza 
have no idea who may have caught 
it from them. Most people who 
have syphilis can tell us, if they 
will, just who may have caught it 
from them.

This is why syphilis, perhaps 
the greatest o f all killing diseases, 
could so easily be destroyed.

This is the reason for the present 
nation-wide campaign to bring the 
facts into the open and to behave 
towards syphilis just as we do 
towards other contagious diseases.

Because in the past it has not 
been proper to a.sk: where did you 
catch the infection, to whom may 
you have given it? there are now 
more than 20,000 cases of syphilis 
in New Mexico. Only one in 
twenty of the.se is being treated by 
a doctor for this most dangerous 
disease. Many do not know that 
they have been infected. Even 
those who do consult a doctor 
rarely stay under treatment long 
enough to be cured. Eight New 
Mexicans out o f every thousand 
get syphilis every year. Every 
year about the same number die 
from syphilis in what should be 
the prime o f life, leaving hundreds 
o f families in this state diseased 
and without financial resources.

Poultry production in New Mex­
ico may prove profitable to poul- 
trymen who follow good manage­
ment practices, says W. M. Ginn 
o f the New Mexico State (Allege.

According to a summary o f 1936 
reports which are sent in each 
month to the state extension serv­
ice by poultrymen over the state, 
about one-third of those sending in 
complete reports actually lost 
money on their poultry enterprises. 
Another third made a profit o f 
from five cents to one dollar per 
bird. The other third, a very select 
group it seems, made more than 
one dollar profit per bird, with one 
producer making the highest profit 
o f $2.63 per bird.

Most o f the financial losses suf­
fered in the raising o f poultry are 
easily traced to low egg produc­
tion per hen and to high death 
losses. These factors can be con­
trolled, to a great extent, by the 
producer. The extension service is 
glad to have poultrymen cooperate 
in a program for the improvement 
o f the poultry business.

The population o f the I^ea coun 
ty oil producing district in New 
Mexico has increased materially 
as is evidenced by the rapid growth 
in school enrollment.

at at present.

The proposal to change closing 
hours on weekdays and Saturday 
night was recommended in the an­
nual report o f Chairman W. G. 
Johnson o f the board o f liquor 
control.

o f four articles on Coronado’s 
journey by Anna Nolan Clark, 
New Mexico author).

Don Antonio de Mendoxa, first 
Viceroy o f New Spain, paced up 
and down the corridor o f his dwell* 
ing in the City of Mexico. The 
walls o f the corridor were covered 
with tapestries, the floor laid with 
tile, han^rinifs at the recessed 
windows were drawn against the 
glare and the heat o f the merciless 
aun o f mid-day. Don Antonio de 
Mendoza treaded back and forth, 
back and forth incessantly; his 
head lowered, his black eyebrows 
drawn, his body s tiff with the in­
tensity o f thought. Intake o f his 
breath, soft swish o f his silken 
garments against the folds o f his 
velvets, and his light, impatient 
footfalls were the only sounds to 
accompany his walking.

In his blood, in his brain, pound­
ing like the waves o f the sea, were 
rumors o f gold to be had for the 
taking; and the need for gold and 
the lust for gold swelled rumor 
into reality.

But twenty-five years before 
Columbus had discovered America. 
The myths o f Eldorado, the gilded 
man, the legend of the Isle o f the 
Amazons and the set o f molten 
metal were as plausible to the 
people who told and retold them 
as was the discovery itself. Added 
to these tales were the jewels o f 
the Incas which Pizarro brought 
from Peru, the wealth o f Monte­
zuma that Cortez plundered from 
Mexico. These were no rumors, 
but truth. Truth that could be 
seen, touched with the hands and 
guarded with life which was much 
less dear.

Lately had come De Vaca. Mal­
donado, and Dorantes with the 
blackmoor slave Estevan, returned 
from their wanderings o f eight 
long years in the unknown, mys­
terious north country. With them 
had come new tales, new promises 
o f waiting wealth, new visions of 
cities builded o f gold.

Don Antonio de Mendoza stopped 
his pacing, clapped his hands and 
railed a slave to do his bidding. A 
feast was to be prepared and De 
Vaca and his two companions be 
asked as honored guests. He, An­
tonio de Mendoza, Spanish gentle­
man and Viceroy of New Spain, 
would hear for himself, first hand, 
o f these golden cities to the north­
ward.

In due time the feast was held 
and the guests sat long at table 
sipping sparkling wines and talk­
ing easily in smoothly rolling, 
honey-colored phrases o f the fab­
ulous seven cities whose streets 
were paved with gold, whose doors 
were studded with turquoise.

Present, also, was Friar Marcos, 
Italian Franciscan, author o f sev­
eral books o f exploration, recipient 
o f honors in theology, navigation, 
cosmography, companion to Pizarro 
in his conquest o f Peru, and Don 
Francisco Vasquez de Coronado, 
governor o f the Province o f New 
Galicia, protege and friend of 
Mendoza. In an outer room waited 
Estevan, Moroccan slave o f Dor- 
antes. Conversation, wine, rich 
foods blended and mellowed com­
panionship. Estevan was called in. 
Tall, bearded black man, his wrists 
and feet bedecked with plumes, he 
stood before them silently. Each 
man looked far to the future and 
visioned his own dreams. Men­
doza saw power, magnificent per­
sonal power, Coronado saw gold. 
Friar Marcos counted converts to 
Christ. The nostrils o f the huge 
black man quivered and flared, 
but he made no sound. What did 
it matter what he saw! He was a 
slave!

Tapers about the room burned 
low; a bargain was made, the 
blackamoor changed masters. He 
now belonged to Mendoza. Talk 
was resumed.

In March o f 1638 they set out 
from Cualiacan and followed the 
west coast to the valley o f Sonora. 
There, because it was Holy Week, 
Friar Marcos tarried and sent 
Estevan ahead with instructions to 
send runners back with reports of 
the country. “ I f  all is well,”  he 
said to the slave, “ and the land 
rich, send back a cross, a small 
one easily carried, perhaps a hand 
in length, that I  may know and 
relay the word to my noble lord, 
the Viceroy.”

Now had come the blackmoor’s 
day. Now he was free to trend the 
desert as a Moorish prince o f old. 
His great black body oiled and 
shining, hung with gourds and 
rattles and little bells he set for- 
fard alone, except for some half 
dozen runners, on the unmarked 
trail to the Seven Cities. As he 
Jonmeyed inland, he stopped at 
every village, not as a wayfarer, 
not as a wanderer, but as a prince 
come into his own. He exacted 
homage and tribute and collected 
unto himself a retinue o f follow­
ers; men to bear upon their should­
ers his fast accumulating fortune 
o f blankets and robes, feathers

RANGES; Ranges over the state 
have a fair to good supply o f feed 
for this time of the year. The 
grass is short, but nutritious. The 
supply of hay and grains is gen­
erally ample to carry stock through 
the winter. About the usual amount 
of cottonseed cake and other con­
centrates and hay have been ship­
ped into localities that usually im­
port feeds. There has been a heavy 
snowfall in northwestern counties 
and also in the higher altitudes of 
the southwestern corner o f the 
state which will improve the soil 
moisture for spring growth of 
grass. Precipitation is needed in 
most eastern counties to increase 
the soil moisture and prevent soil 
blowing. The stock water supply 
is ample in all parts of the state; 
however, cold weather during Jan­
uary in northern counties made it 
difficult to keep water holes open. 
The condition o f ranges is reported 
at 76 per cent of normal as com­
pared with 76 last month and 82.3 
for the ten-year average.

CATTLE  & CALVES: Cattle 
and calves remain in good condi­
tion, although there has been some 
shrink in flesh during January. 
Cows are in good condition and 
present prospects indicate a good 
calf crop this season. Losses o f all 
classes o f cattle are very light and 
should continue with normal 
weather during the next two or 
three months. Late winter and 
early spring months are often ac­
companied by the heaviest losses 
o f the year. The demand for young 
stock has been well maintained at 
somewhat firmer prices.

SHEEP & LAM BS: Sheep and 
lambs have wintered well so far. 
Feed has been sufficient to main­
tain flocks and there has been 
very little decline from the good 
condition in which they began the 
winter. Losses of sheep have been 
light this winter in all sections of 
the state, except in western San 
Juan and McKinley counties where 
heavy snowfall and cold weather 
have caused losses among Indian 
flocks. There has been some action 
in wool contracting during the past 
months. Wool contracts reported 
range generally from 22c to 32c. 
Lambs in feed lots have made good 
gains and many have been moved 
out o f the state during January, 
with market prices reported 
stronger than those prevailing in 
December.

Dave F. Hill is 
Fatally Wounded

Dave F. Hill, 42, son o f A. D. 
Hill, Sr., o f Cottonwood, died en 
route to Roswell from Caprock 
Tuesday afternoon from three bul­
let wounds, directly over the heart.

Hill was discovered fatally 
wounded in a trailer house in which 
he had been living while employed 
on the highway project near Cap- 
rock, by his wife and brother, A. 
D. Hill, Jr., who had gone there in 
search for him, he having failed to 
return to his home at Cottonwood.

Evidence in possession o f Chaves 
county officers at Roswell indicates 
Hill might have taken his own life, 
however, it was pointed out here 
that in event o f attempted suicide, 
the victim would not have likely 
fired three shots, one o f which is 
said to have ranged to the left and 
above his heart.

According to the story told here, j 
Mr. Hill had been absent from ; 
home about six days. Mrs. Hill | 
and her brother-in-law, A. D. Hill, 
Jr., went in search o f the missing 
man and found him in a highway 
trailer house in the Cap Rock sec­
tion, where he had been employed. 
The wounded man spoke only twice 
before he died. Three bullets were 
found in the body o f Hill when an 
autopsy was performed on his body 
yesterday by the Chaves county 
health physician.

A coroner’s jury, sworn in Tues­
day night, was summoned to meet 
at 10:00 o’clock today and investi­
gate the circumstances surround­
ing his death.

Funeral services will likely be 
held at Roswell this afternoon and 
burial will be made in the Roswell 
cemetery.

According to Lacy Shortridge, 
Chaves county deputy sheriff, Hill 
had been shot with a .22 caliber 
rifle, which was found in the house 
by Mrs. Hill.

Survivors are his widow, his 
parents, Mr. and Mrs. A. D. Hill, 
Sr., and brother, A. D. Hill, Jr., all 
o f Cottonwood, and a sister, Mrs. 
Dora Brady o f Hondo, and a 
brother, Walter Hill o f Grady.

FARM ER W ASHINGTON HELD
HIS SOIL W ITH “ RUBBISH”

“ My countrymen,”  wrote George 
Washington in 1782, “ are too much 
used to com blades and com 
shucks: and have too little know­
ledge o f the profit o f grass land."

H. H. Bennett, chief o f the soil 
conservation service, says “ Wash­
ington was among the first to 
recognize the dangers o f a single- 
crop system of agriculture and the 
benefits o f a vegetative cover in 
protecting the soil against erosion.

“ On hia own farms Washington 
used ‘vegetable rubbish,’ he he 
called it, to check the spreading of 
gullies and prevent sheet erosion. 
For nearly every acre he owned he 
had a system of crop rotation, and 
sometimes several alternate sys­
tems for a single plot.

“ The practices which Washing­
ton used to control soil erosion on 
his farms now seem somewhat in­
adequate. Scientific farmers to­
day employ these practices in a 
more advanced form and supple­
ment them with methods which, in 
Wa-shington’s time, were virtually 
unknown. But the soil conserva­
tion service maintains Washington 
was on the right track and was far 
in advance o f most farmers of his 
day, both in theory and in prac­
tice.”
