Gain in County

Two Million Dollar Boost
in Prospect for Another
Year—Oil Taxes is Big-
gest Factor in Increase
of Properties.

A two million dollar increase
in the property valuation of Eddy
county is in prospect for another
year, Richard Westaway, deputy
assessor said here Monday. Mr.
Westaway, who is finishing up
some of the assessments on scat-
tering property renditions looks
for the total county property valu-
ations to reach an all time record
of approximately $16,000,000 this
year.

Residential and business proper-
ty in Carlsbad and Artesia accounts
for some of the gain, but oil and
potash renditions accounts for the
principal gain, with the oil indus-
try showing the major increase.
Expanding building programs in
both Artesia and Carlsbad will re-
flect favorably in the total rendi-
tions another year, as well as a lot
of new farm land under cultivation
in the shallow water belt. Carisbad
building permits already total more
than last year, it is said and the
same condition exists here, except
the type of buildings erected have
not been so costly.

Improvements in local refineries
are expected to add a sizeable sum
to the total renditions another year.

Martin Now Up
To Gov. Tingley

Supreme Court Attorney
General Motion Docket
Death Sentence of Martin

EXECUTION DATE IS
SET AS JULY 23RD

SANTA FE.—The state supreme
court Monday granted the attor-
ney general’s motion to docket and
affirm the death sentence facing
Hollis Martin, former resident of
Hope, youthful slayer of three per-
sons, and set the date of execution
for July 23.

Only gubernatorial action can
now save the 19-year-old Altus,
Oklahoma, youth from paying with
his life in the electric chair for
the November, 1935 murder of his
uncle end aunt, Mr. and Mrs. Wil-
lard Shaffer, and their nine-year-
old son, Tommy.

Maitin, whose first trial resulted
in a mistrial when Martin was
charged with the death of the boy,
jater was convicted and sentenced
to die when tried for the murder of
Mr. and Mrs. Shaffer.

He pleaded not guilty by reason
of insanity. He first was sentenced
to die on August 9, 1936.

He was granted an appeal which
was never perfected because, he
claimed, of lack of funds. |

The thirteenth New Mexico legis-
lature entered the picture in Feb.

line for appeal to enact a law auth-

Worth,
Texas Operators With
2,400 Acres of Federal
Leases.

Evidence of increasing interest
in the possibilities of the eastern
Eddy county oil area was substa-
tiated with the announcement of a
transaction involving a sale
amounting to $550,000 covering two
producing wells and 2,400 acres of
federal oil leases.

Flynn, Welch and Yates, oil pro-
ducers are reported to have sold to
James P. Nash and R. F. Wind-
fohr, Fort Worth, Texas operators
the Jackson and Stevens permits
in eastern Eddy county with two
producing wells. Contract of sale
was filed at Carlsbad Tuesday.

A description of the permits in-
cludes 480 acres in sec. 1-17-30;
320 acres in sec. 12-17-30; 640
acres in sec. 13-17-30; 600 acres in
sec. 24-17-30; 360 acres in sec.
25-17-30, totaling in all 2,400 acres.

On the last guage made by the
proration umpire, the Stevens well
was given an average daily flow
of 1045 barrels and the Jackson
well 616 barrels. Under the pres-
ent allowable the owner of these
wells was permitted to produce 868
barrels daily from the two wells.

Terms of the contract called for
$300,000 in cash and $250,000 in oil
produced from the properties.

Safety Feature

Brakes have more to do with
the safety of a motor car than any
other feature of car design, accord-
ing to Pontiac engineers, Top speed
is regulated pretty much by the ef-
ficiency of the brakes,

Brakes and the driver should act
as one, In reality, brakes are but
an extension to a driver’'s right
leg. They express the motorist’s
mental and muscular reactions just
as accurately and sensitively as a
pencil and pen or a pair of skates
strapped on feet. If they do
their job properly they must re
spond instantly and in perfect co-
ordination with the driver’s mental
impulses.

Although the hydraulic brakes of
a Pontiac car are not as impressive
to look at as its 100 horsepower
engine under the hood, however
they are prepared to nullify and
undo the work the engine does in
building up speed in a fraction of
the time that the engine required

Considering the brakes from the
standpoint of their stopping pow-
er, Pontiac engineers point to what
would happen if the brakes were no
more powerful than the engine, and
it should take as long to stop 4000
pounds of car and passengers as it
does to accelerate them. In the in-
terest of safety alone, then, car
speeds could not be more than one
cighth of their present maximum.

As a result of the necessity of
stopping quickly, therefore, the en-
gineers have made Pontiac brakes
eight times as powerful as the en-
gine. In other words, Pontiac
brakes deliver 650 horsepower.

Utilizing the full energy of the
100 horsepower engine, it requires
thirty five second to accelerate
from a standing start to 80 miles
an hour. But as the engineers say,
“No one would be willing to wait
thirty five seconds to come to a
stop from 80 miles an hour and
therefore speeds of eighty or sixty
or even forty miles on hour would
not be safe at any time.

“At that rate more than
feet or .4 of a mile would be re-
quired for the stop. Actually, on a
concrete pavement, a 1937 Pontiac
can be brought to a full stop from
eighty miles an hour in about 260
feet, which requires 4% seconds, or
1% of the time it takes to acceler-
ate to eighty miles an hour.

| New uses of cotton will be en-
| couraged under a program which
| seeks to divert surplus cotton from
normal channels of trade to uses
which will increase consumption
according to an announcement from
the agricultural adjustment admin-
istration. There are at least eight
new uses under consideration.

A program to encourage the use

of cotton in highway construction
throughout the country has been
in operation during the past year.
The eight new uses include the
utilization of cotton fabric as (1)
a covering or membrane, either by
itself or as a
ial, for sides of irrigation drainage,

run-off, or other types of ditches; |

(2) A covering or membrane to re-
inforce fills or cuts for
highways, or other purposes; (3) a
protection for hives of bees; (4) A
protective covering for fruits or

vegetables during growing, ripen- |

ing or curing processes; (5) A cov-
ering for shading or protecting
| tree seedlings or shrubs during cri-
tical periods of growth; (6) A por-
table covering, hood, or tent in con-
nection with fumigating, spraying,
or dusting fruits, vegetables, vines,

trees, or plant; (7) a roof, outside |

metal covering mate~ials, or insula-
tion in the construction of perman-
ent or semi-permanent structures;

(8) A membrane or reinforcing
material in connection with the
surfacing of airport runways,

roads, bridges, paths or walks.

OKEHS NEW DEAL LAW

WASHINGTON — The Supreme
court stamped its approval Monday
upon a new deal law which treas-
ury officials said would permit the
government to retain all but a frac-
tion of the $963,000,000 it collected
in taxes under the old, invalidated
AAA.

The court, with only Justice Me-
| Reynolds dissenting, upheld pro-
visions of the 1936 revenue act re-
stricting refunds from collections
under the invalidated processing
and floor taxes.
