WASHINGTON.—Senator Joe T.
Robinson, democratic leader since
1922 and the president’s chief sen-
ate adviser, died suddenly yester-
day in his capital apartment home.

Robinson’s body was discovered
at 8:15 a. m. (EST) by the family’s
negro maid, Mary Jasper.

Coroner A. Magruder MacDon-
ald said his death was due to heart
disease

Q Docu.)r George W. Calver, capi-

tol physician said Robinson appar-
ently had left his bed about mid-
night and had gone to the bath-
room where he fell face downward.

Calver said Robinson, who was
sixty-four years old, had suffered
several heart attacks in recent
months.

The physician said that when
Robinson made the address which
touched off fiery senate debate on
the court issue he became very pale
and apparently cut his address
short.

Robinson died as he lived in the
thick of the battle. His death left
the field clear for aspirants for
appointment to the U. S. Supreme
court vacancy occasioned by the
resignation of Justice Van Devan-
ter. It was common talk that
Roosevelt intended to give the post
to Robinson.

A state funeral will be given
Senator Robinson in the senate
chamber Friday. Then the body
will be placed aboard a special
train for Littlle Rock, Arkansas,
¥ where funeral services will be held
and burial will be made Sunday.

Lanning, president and Boone Bar-
nett, secretary. Plans have been
made to extend the association to
other communities of the state and
to make it state wide in its scope.
Its primary objective is to conserve
the New Mexico wildlife as far as
possible and the cooperation of the
organization is pledged in that end

Briefly the objects of the asso-
ciation as set forth in the by laws

and protection of the rights of oth-
ers. To strive to obtain non-politi-

The New Line Will Connect Roswell
And Carlsbad Plants In A
Unified System.

LINE CAN BE INCREASED
TO VOLTAGE OF 66,000

The Southwestern Public Service
company will begin immediately the
construction of a 33,000 volt elec-
tric transmition line from Artesia
to Carlsbad, according to announce-
ment by H. S. Williams, local man-
ager, yesterday.

The line will be of such engineer-
ing design that it can later be in-
creased to 66,000 volts. The new
tension line will connect Roswell
and Carlsbad plants into a unified
system, thereby furnishing two
sources of power to Artesia and vi-
cinity. This should be of great ben-
efit to the Artesia area, in holding
service interruptions to a minimum,
Mr. Williams stated.

All materials for the new line,
approxmately thirty-six miles in
length have been ordered and con-
struction should be completed with-
in sixty days according to Mr. Wil-
liams.

SANTA FE.—The interstate oil
compact commission adjourned late
Tuesday recommitted to its policies
of mutual regulation of oil produc-
tion, and armed with comprehensive

Storage stocks of crude were re-
ported at 308,000,000 barrels on
May 1 by the federal bureau of
mines, which conducted a survey
financed by congressional appro-
priation for the first authorative
determination of tored oil re
Serves

Of this amount, the bureau re
ported that nearly half—or
135,500,000 barrels—could be est
mated as the potential gasoline con-

tent. About 188,000,000 barrels con-
stitute “old” ecrude in
of a year ago

Col. E. O. Thompson of Texas,
chairman of the commission, chara-
cterized the federal report *“ a mile-
stone in the regulation of produc-
tion to market demand” for oil. The
survey, in operation for the past
year, will be completed in three or
four months,

Thompson asserted there appear-
ed to be about 50,000,000 barrels in
storage less than what “some stu-
dents of the situation think neces-
sary” to the industry.

Representatives of the compact
states—Illinois, New Mexico, Tex-
as, Colorado, Kansas and Okla-
homa—which constitute the largest
oil producing states in the country,
went on record urging President
Roosevelt to lend his official sup-
port to obtain congressional ratifi-
cation for a renewal of the com-
pact, which expires in September.

the North Pole marked the apex
of his career of exploration. It
was touched, unfortunately, by
bitterness because of the alleged
earlier discovery of the Pole by
Dr. Cook.
Peary was born on May 6,
1856, at Cresson, Pa., but spent
most of his youth near Portland,
Maine. Even as a boy he showed
the persistence in reaching the
top which ultimately, after twen-
ty-five years of hardship, brought
him literally to the top of the
world.
He was educated at the local
public schonls and at Bowdoin
College, where he took an engi-
neering course, After graduation
he entered the Navy, joining the
eobrﬁc of civil engineers. It was
while serving in this corps that
he came across an article des-
cribing the inland ice of Green-
land. He developed the theory
that this ice cap might make an
accessible route to the North
Pole. Finally, in 1886, he per-
suaded Navy officials to grant

him a lcave of absence to explore
