Area Is Expected to Be
Finished By April 15th
—Only Two Locations
Are Announced.

Oil activity in the southwestern
area was more or less routine the
_past week with few wells to at-
tract interest. Only two locations
were announced, although another
was said to have been staked, giv-
ing a location to each of the three
counties, Eddy, Lea and Chaves.

Fast progress is being made on
the construction of eight inch pipe
line of the Texas New Mexico Pipe
Line Co., giving the Vacuum dis-
trict an outlet. The new line will
connect the Vacuum with the
Lynch pool in Lea county and will
be approximately twenty miles in
length. Unofficial information
says the line will be completed by
April 156th.

The Vacuum pool was extended
to the northwest, three quarters of
a mile by the Magnolia Petroleum
Co., State 1-J, SE sec. 22-17-34.
Drilled to 4,750 feet the Magnolia
was given an acid treatment of
7,000 gallons and flowed 336 bar-
rels in twenty hours through a
half inch choke on tubing.

the Monument district, Lea county
by the Phillips Petroleum Co., New
State 2, NE sec. 26-20-36, which
was drilled to 3,810 feet, treated
with 1,000 gallons of acid and
flowed at the rate of 150 barrels
in six hours. |

In the sandbelt Lea county, Skel-
ly Oil Co., Toby 1, SW sec. 7-24-37,
made 384 barrels in twenty-two
hours flowing from a depth of
3,666 feet.

A well in southeastern Eddy
county has been abandoned after
developing sulphur water at 1,650
feet. The Wills et al., State 2-A,
NE sec. 19-20-30, made fifteen bar-
rels daily after second acid treat-
ment at 1,510 feet, but when drilled
to .1,6560 feet developed a hole of
sulphur water and is now plugging
to abandon.

Slow time is being made on the
well of the Texas Company, Cor-
bin 1, SW sec. 10-18-33, in the
Vacuum area, which has reached
a crucial depth. Drilling is under
way below 5,100 feet.

To sum the situation or outlook up, more responsibility is placed |
on the capable individual. This sort of an individual must not only
earn his own living, he must aid his fellow man, who probably is not |
so fortunate. It means more effort for those who are able to go
ahead.

There is one solution that might improve the present situation
and that is by decentralizing some of the population of the larger cen- |
ters. The advantages accruing would possibly give more than one|
benefit. It would lessen the tendency for highly specialized work-
men and in case of war would afford the nation additional protection.
Not that we fear a war, but the possibility of war is ever present.

SAFETY FOLLOWS “CLEAN-UP WEEK”

Spring clean-up week, which is an annual observance in thous-
ands of American communities and should be in all of them, is in the
offing. The week was started primarily as a beautifying movement
—old shacks are torn down, vacant lots are cleaned of debris, homes
are painted, grass-grown fields are cut and the harvest burned. It’s
amazing how little is needed in many cases to change a squalid street
to one that is pleasant and charming to the eye.

Furthermore, something other than a better looking town results
from a clean-up week that is lovally and enthusiastically supported
by all citizens. For a sound, thorough clean-up process is one of the
best possible ways of getting rid of fire hazards. A town which rids
itself of old, unused buildings, and which does away with litter and
grass-ridden lots, becomes a far safer place in which to live and work.

Clean-up week should not stop at exteriors. As the National
Board of Fire Underwriters points out, everyone should go through
his home inside as well as out in search of fire dangers. A congested
attic or basement, filled with ancient magazines and broken furinture
and clothes that will never be used again, is the perfect starting place
for a blaze. Frayed or amateurishly repaired light cords, improper-
ly stored inflamable liquids, dirty or worn heating units—from such
things as these come fires that destroy hundreds of millions of dollars
worth of property and thousands of lives. |

Every town should make this year's clean-up campaign the most |
thorough in its history. It's an easy job, if everyone does his bit to
help. And it will pay big dividends, in beauty, safety and cash.

ment,
Although prices of the lower

grades of cattle usually rise in the
spring season, little advance seems
probable for this spring because of
the present narrow spread between
of the better and lower
grades of cattle. During the sum-
mer and fall months prices of the
lower grades of slaughter cattle
usually decline seasonably. But
slaughter supplies of cows and
heifers in that period may increase
less than usual this year as a re-
sult of restocking in areas where
cattle numbers have been reduced
by drought in recent years. Hence, |
the decline in prices of the lower
grades of slaughter cattle during |
the summer and fall may not be
pronounced, although the demand
for feeder cattle next fall may be
adversely affected by losses sus-
tained in feeding operations this
winter,

The number of cattle on farms
January 1, 1938 was the smallest
since the peak reached in 1934, and
although considerably larger than
in 1928, probably represents the
low point in the current cattle
number cycle. With feed supplies
per animal unit the largest in sev-
eral years, some increase in cattle
numbers is likely to occur during
1938.
