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Speaker at Oil Men’s Meeting 
^Condemns Wasteful Methods

Says Conservation of 
Crude in Natural Stor­
age Is Best—More Than 
100 Attend Banquet of 
State Independents.
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Conservation of crude oil in nat­
ural storai^e, the earth, is neces­
sary in order to avoid waste of 
resources and to maintain oil 
prices on an equitable basis, H. B. 
Fell, executive vice president o f 
the Independent Petroleum Asso­
ciation o f America, told more than 
100 oil men at the annual state 
meeting: of the New Mexico branch 
o f the association at the Artesia 
Hotel Friday evening.

In order for the conservation 
progrram to succeed, it will be 
necessary for all states to cooper­
ate, Mr. Fell said. This must be 
realized, for crude oil is the basis 
of the oil industry.

The speaker pointed out the 
g:ross waste of crude petroleum in 
some cases, where it has been pro­
duced far more rapidly than it can 
be consumed. In many instances 
it has been stored temporarily, 
only to be washed out, a total 
loss not only to the producers, but 
o f natural resources, which cannot 
be replaced.

Mr. Fell said millions of barrels 
o f oil have been left in the sands 
througfh the practice of wasteful 
methods in the oil industry. Sec­
ondary recovery methods will be 
necessary to overcome the loss to 
the world of this tremendous waste, 
he said. The natural reservoir is 
the cheapest in which to store nat­
ural resources, he pointed out.

Conservation of crude petroleum 
begran in 1929 durinf; the Coolid^re 
administration with the appoint­
ment of the conservation board, 
Mr. Fell said. The independent 
producers reco^rnized the necessity 
to conserve crude oil for the best 
interests of the industry and dur­
ing: the la.st nine years have de­
rived beneficial results, but they 
have had to step back as oblig:a- 
tions have arisen.

The oil industry, Mr. Fell said, 
has produced an adequate supply 
of crude to meet the needs of the 
country, but at one time there 
were 15,500,000 barrels in reserve 
and to<lay there are 140,000,000 
barrels of Rasoline and fuel oil in 
storage. This amount must be re­
duced to 60,000,000 barrels by Sep­
tember, if the industry would re­
main on a sound economic basis, 
he declared. The supply is grreat- 
er than the demand, a condition 
the independent producers realize.

Mr. Fell condemned the “ drillinK 
o f unnecessary wealth,”  but, he 
added, this does not apply to wild­
cat drillinK, for it is necessary to 
continue to locate new supplies. 
Although production at present is 
more than adequate and in many 
cases wasteful, the sources being 
tapped will in time become deplet­
ed, probably more rapidly than 
necessary, because of the wasteful 
methods and failure to obtain the 
ultimate supply through over­
pumping.

It is the drilling of wells in 
proven pools which produce oil 
unnecessary to the market, Mr. 
Fell said. In this respect he com­
plimented New Mexico oil men for 
the elimination of unnecessary 
wells. Mr. Fell said he knew no 
other state which is as careful as 
New Mexico.

The speaker touched on the im­
port problem, saying that if im­
ports are not curtailed. New Mex­
ico, along with other states, will 
feel the effects of cheap crude oil 
and production will have to be 
further cut down. The associa­
tion is striving to get the cooper­
ation of the states in reducing the 
import o f crude petroleum. Cit­
ing Venezuela as an example of 
the competitive nations, Mr. Fell 
said, “ Let that country trade in 
other stuff.”

There is no regulatory law in 
regard to production at present, 
but a compact exists by which pro­
duction in New Mexico is kept at 
an equitable level, according to Mr. 
Fell, who said the existing com­
pact will expire in 1939, which 
must be renewed. When this is 
done, Mr. Fell said, he hopes a 
permanent law is set up.

The price o f crude should be 
faltsed on its cost and not on what 
Ate finished product is sold for, 
Mr. Fell declared. Because of 
price wars in some parts o f the 
country, the price of crude has 
been forced down in proportion to 
the price o f gasoline. In other 
words, he said, the poor producer 
took what was left.

The refining branch o f the in- 
ustry is confronted with a serious 
problem in this respect, it was

Rains beginning Sunday of last 
week and continuing every day 
through Friday, added to precipi­
tation earlier in the month, brought 
a total of 2.06 inches for July to 
date in Artesia, according to read­
ings on the gauge here of the 
New Mexico Eastern Gas Com­
pany.

The heaviest precipitation for 
twenty-four hours was last Thurs­
day and Thursday night up to 7:30 
o’clock Friday morning, the daily 
time for taking readings, when 
1.30 inches were recorded. The fol­
lowing twenty-four hours .48 of 
an inch of rain fell here.

Precipitation during June in Ar­
tesia was 3.68 inches, making a 
total of 6.74 inches for the rainy 
season.

Heavy rains in the northern 
part of the state filled Alamogor­
do reservoir to nearly one-third of 
its capacity. The reserve lake now 
has more than 44,000 acre feet of 
water.

Local rains put 2,500 to 3,000 
acre feet of water in Lake Mc­
Millan, which now stores 14,000 
acre feet. Lake Avalon now has 
2,700 acre feet.

west quarter of section 12-17-26. 
This ditch, the plaintiff says, is of 
about the same size as ditch No. 
1, which is described as being 2 
to 3 feet wide and I t j to 2 feet 
deep.

The new Junior-Senior High School in .Artesia. one of the finest 
plants in the Southwest, is attracting attention, especially in school- 
starved Carlsbad. The Current-.Argus comments editorially under 
the caption. “ Artesia vs. Carlsbad,”  as follows:

Artesia is completing a large new high school building, to be 
ready for occupancy by the time school starts next fall.

The building, a spacious three-story structure, makes the Carls­
bad High School building look like a country school in comparison, 
although Carlsbad is more than twice as large as Artesia.

The Artesia building has a beautiful, large auditorium with 
super-elevation for the floor, spacious stage— an auditorium which 
will accommodate crowds for most any kind of entertainment.

The Artesia High School also has a gymnasium with high ceil­
ing. plenty of space.

Carlsbad High School's dinky little gymnasium— the auditorium 
with the folding chairs removed--was blamed for Carlsbad's losing 
the district basketball championships, despite the fact that Carlsbad 
for many years has had one of the best, if not the best, teams in the 
district.

Inadequate facilities have caused Carlsbad to lose district ath­
letic tournaments to Roswell. So long as we use the present build­
ing, Carlsbad will never have a chance to bring those events here.

The Artesia building makes its school system’s housing adequate 
for many years to come. Carlsbad's schools have been overcrowded 
for years. Tbe situation grows worse more rapidly each year as 
Carlsbad's population increases.

To take a look at the outworn and wholly inadequate laboratory- 
equipment and housing at Carlsbad High School, then see the mod­
ern laboratories in the Artesia building, would make one’s civic pride 
drop down to zero.

AITicn the Carlsbad High .S< hool students go to Artesia for their 
athletic contests and view the advantages the Artesia students have—  
in a town half as large as Carlsbad—their pride must get a jolt, too.

But by the time school days roll around again, perhaps Carlsbad 
already will have provided for new and adequate school buildings 
for the boys and girls.

At the last commencement ex­
ercises at Harvard University, the 
governor general o f Canada was 
the recipient of the honorary de­
gree o f doctor of laws. At a later 
pha.se of the exercises he delivered 
a short address that is well worth 
the consideration of every though- 
ful man. After giving passing 
notice to world conditions today— 
but without attempting a dogmatic 
solution of its problems— he did in­
dicate the state of mind in which 
the problems of solution must be 
approached. Indeed it is so reas­
onable and so worth while that I 
make bold to present a part o f it 
for consideration by readers of 
this column.

He said: “ If we cultivate three 
qualities which this creed implies 
I think we shall be able to keep 
our foothold on the shifting sands 
of the present. These qualities all 
begin with the letters ‘hum’— they 
are humility, humanity and hu­
mor.”

What a trinity. It may be that 
other qualities are important. It 
may be that others are, in given 
instances, essential. But if one is 
equipped with all of these there is 
little likelihood that he will not 
also have whatever other qualities 
are essential.

Humility is probably the rarest 
quality to be found in humankind. 
As he expressed it, half the diffi­
culties of the world today come 
from arrogance and are largely 
based on ignorance. I have known 
a few men who were entitled to be 
classed among the great men of 
their generation and the more se­
cure they were in their title to 
eminence the more marked was 
their humility. Arrogance, as I 
attempted to point out in an ear­
lier article, is too frequently a 
manifestation of an inferiority 
complex which is a method o f ex­
pressing one’s consciousness of 
ignorance.

Humanity, the second quality, 
gives consideration to the rights of 
others, and especially to those less 
fortunate than one’s self —  al­
though that relationship is not 
necessary. Humanity— in a gen­
eral way—is the opposite o f self­
ishness. Most any one thinks with 
some degree of contempt of the 
truly selfish person. How reason­
able it is, therefore, to look with ad­
miration upon the person having 
the quality of humanity—the hu­
mane person.

The last, but not the least es­
sential quality, is a sense of humor. 
Nothing saves a situation that is 
serious so much as a sense of 
humor. No quality saves one’s 
own self from the evil con.sequenc- 
es of misfortune as does a sane 
and saving sense of humor. Here 
again we can best comprehend this 
quality by comparison. The oppo­
site to the humorous person is the 
grouch, for whom no one holds 
wholesome respect.

Of course, humanity cannot be 
changed over night; but it would, 
no doubt, help us all—and in help­
ing ourselves would help those 
about us— if we would cultivate 
these three great virtues— humili­
ty, humanity and humor. Let’s 
try it.

Kill During Poisoning Campaign 
.As High as 90 

Per Cent

Wheat Loans Will 
Be Made Producers

Grasshoppers are very scarce in 
the recently severely infested areas 
of Eastern and Northeastern New 
Mexico, according to G. R. Ques- 
enberry, director of extension, who 
has just returned from an inspec­
tion trip of that section of the 
state.

The kill during the poisoning 
I campaign was exceptionally good, 
I ranging to 90 per cent and better 
I in places. The actual expenditure 
' of funds through federal, state and 
local agencies, together with the 
volunteer assistance received, will 
probably be close to $300,000 in 
this campaign, but from reports of 
farmers and ranchers in the in­
fested areas, everyone is apparent­
ly satisfied with the progress of 
the work and say many times this 
amount of feed was saved for the 
livestock of that area. Some feel 
that without the aggressive cam- 

1 paign there would have been no 
feed or crops in that part of the 
state this year.

Poisoning operations were dis­
continued when migratory grass­
hoppers began to fly, making the 
work impractical. The only mi­
gratory hoppers that escaped poi­
soning were those in the very 
rough, hilly and inaccessible areas 
where it was impossible to locate 
them during the hatching period.

A few hoppers are beginning to 
fly into the extreme northeastern 
part of the state, apparently from 
Colorado or Western Oklahoma, 
and are causing some alarm. In­
dications are now that the infesta­
tion next year will be far below 
that of the last season. Plans are 
being made to renew poisoning op­

erations as quickly as the grass­
hoppers begin to congregate on 
egg beds this fall.

The native hoppers, as well as 
another species which is found 
principally in alfalfa fields, are 
difficult to poison and have not 
been as successfully controlled, al­
though farmers and ranchmen are 
continuing to spread bait where 
the worst infestations o f these 
species of hoppers occur.

Announcement of a wheat loan 
program offering cooperative 
wheat producers loans at farm 
rates averaging between 69 and 
60 cents a bushel was received last 
week by G. R. Quesenberry, direct­
or of extension, from Harry A. 
Wallace, secretary of agriculture.

The loan is made under the pro­
visions o f the AAA of 1938, and is 
approximately 62 per cent of the 
present farm parity price of wheat, 
$1.14 a bushel. The loans will he 
made by the Commodity Credit 
Corporation and AAA committees 
will certify producers who are eli­
gible for loans and be responsible 
for grading and inspecting farm- 
stored wheat placed under loans. 
The rate of the loans will be cal­
culated from ba.sic points estab­
lished from the principal terminal 
markets. The rates for the coun­
ties in New Mexico will depend on 
the terminal market which applies 
to the county.

The counties of Colfax, Union, 
San Juan, Rio Arriba and Taos 
will be under the Kansas City rate, 
which is 72 cents. Therefore the 
rate in these counties will be 72 
cents for No. 2 hard winter, less 
the freight to Kansas City, and 
less the handling charge of 4% 
cents, which is made by the local 
elevator. The counties of Harding, 
Quay, Curry, Roosevelt and Lea 
will be governed by the Galveston 
rate, which is 77 cents on No. 2 
hard winter. Rates in these coun­
ties will be 77 cents less the 
freight and handling charge of 4 
cents a bushel. 'The remaining 
counties, including Eddy, will be 
governed by the Los Angeles mar­
ket which is 71 cents on No. 2 
hard winter, making the rates 71 
cents less the freight and handling 
charge of 4 cents a bushel.

Loans are available only to AAA 
cooperators, and everyone will be 
considered a cooperator who did 
not harvest wheat acres in excess 
of 106 per cent of his total soil- 
depleting allotment. These loans 
will be matured after seven 
months, with rate of interest 4 
per cent a year. All wheat in New 
Mexico must be stored in a ware­
house and the loan secured by

The Biological Survey, finding 
migratory waterfowl have in­
creased greatly in numbers, has 
answered the appeal of hunters for 
a longer season this year. The 
season, increased from 30 to 45 
days will be open in the zone in­
cluding New Mexico from Nov. 16 
to Dec. 29, inclusive, on waterfowl 
including ducks, geese, Wilson’s 
snipe. Jack snipe and coot (mud 
hens).

Elliott Barker, state game war­
den, commending on the change, 
said: “ Sportsmen o f  the Southern 
part of the state and the Middle 
Rio Grande Valley will be highly 
pleased with these dates, but un­
fortunately it will be too late to 
provide any shooting in the North­
western portion."

He called attention to the fact 
the State Game Commission, in 
order to be fair to all parts of 
the state, had strongly recommend­
ed a 45-day season to start Nov. 
1 and close Dec. 15.

While the shooting hours for 
ducks, geese and coots will remain 
the same— 7 a. m. to 4 p. m. each 
day —  the regulations have been 
liberalized in other respects. The 
daily bag limit will be five gee.se 
and ten ducks. Any person at any 
one time may possess not more 
than two daily bag limits o f both 
ducks and geese.

The new dates should please 
duck hunters in the Pecos Valley, 
who sought a change to December 
from November for the season here, 
before it was known forty-five 
days would be allowed.

The New Mexico Sportsmen’s 
Protective A.ssociation, meeting in 
Artesia June 10, went on record as 
preferring the later season. The 
Chaves County Game Protective 
Association previously had taken 
similar action.

The season on mourning doves 
and band-tailed pigeons is the 
same as that already established 
by the state: Sept. 1 to Nov. 15 
for doves and Oct. 1 to Oct. 15 on 
pigeons. The shooting hours for 
these species is 7 a. m. to sunset. 
The daily bag limit and possession 
limit of doves is fifteen birds, and 
band-tailed pigeons is ten birds. 
However the state limit on band­
tailed pigeons is ten birds a season.

SCHOOL BUS CONTRACTS
ARE APPROVED BY ST.VTE

The State Department of Edu­
cation has approved school bus 
contracts on seven Eddy County 
routes, which were previously 
awarded by the county board sub­
ject to approval by the state. All 
steel equipment is specified.

Effie Stone, Otis local route, 
$151.80 a month; G. G. Smith, 
Northwest Cottonwood, $151.80;

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Fence Increases the Feed Supply
By T. C. RICHARDSON, Secretary

It is easy to see an extra stack 
of hay in the barnyard, but many 
• potential extra stack escapes no­
tice because it is scattered over the 
farm, in fence comers, along the 
branch or grows in crop fields af­
ter they are laid by. No farmer 
would let it bum or blow away if 
he could see it all in one pile; he 
would reach for his shotgun if any­
one threatened to take it away 
without paying for it. There is 
only one way to save such odds 
and ends of grain or forage, which 
is to let livestock do the harvest­
ing. Whether it is crab grass in 
the cornfield, shattered grain in 
the oatfield, bermuda or native 
grass in unplowed nooks and cran­
nies, it is meat, milk or wool in 
the raw.

A stock-tight fence around a 
single field so that it can be grazed 
may easily be worth more than an 
extra stack o f hay in the barn­
yard. Not only is the feed worth 
more than if grazed when green; 
not only is the labor of harvesting 
avoided; not only is feed saved 
which cannot otherwise be used; 
the humus is left on the land in 
the manure; every day that ani­
mals feed themselves is one less 
day of serving it to them on a 
pitchfork. The time it takes to 
build a fence will shorten the 
chores for many a year.

The division of the farm into 
three or four sections for system­
atic rotation of crops is the first 
essential of good farm manage­
ment. The present agricultural 
adjustment act conforms to this 
principle of management in desig­
nating “ soil depleting" and “ soil 
conserving” crops, leaving perman­
ent pastures and the remainder of 
the cultivated land in a different 
category. But crop rotations can­
not be fully utilised to the best 
advantage without livestock and 
poultry; livestock cannot be kept 
most efficiently and economically 
unless they have access to each 
part of the farm whenever it sup­
plies feed which they can harvest 
for themselves; and every field and 
pasture can be grazed only when 
it is properly fenced.

It would be highly desirable to 
fence the entire farm ar once, af­
ter carefully planning for conven­
ience and permanency, but not ev­
ery farmer can do this. Since we 
must set up a rotation system, 
however, to receive the benefits of 
the national farm act, and good 
business judgment requires that 
we make the most of the rotation 
both in the interest of immediate 
income and of permanent pro­
ductivity, we can begin by fencing 
at least one field a year until the 
entire farm is subdivided.

A few years ago Jack Shelton 
added a farm flock of sheep to 
Luling Foundation farm’s produc­
tive capacity by the simple ex­
pedient of fencing in a creek which 
wound its way through the culti­
vated fields. Enough grass grew 
on its sloping banks and in its 
sharp bends to keep the sheep, and 
incidentally, they kept down the 
weeds which formerly served only 
to seed the nearby plowed land.

Not only the land is benefitted 
by rotation and livestock grazing, 
but livestock itself, especially hogs, 
sheep and poultry, thrive better 
when they can be “ rotated”— shift­
ed from place to place. This calls 
for hog-tight and sheep-proof 
fence, which may be either full 
cattle-high woven wire or woven 
wire 26 to 35 inches high with 
barbed wires above. There is not 
much difference in the cost if the 
barbed wire must be bought new.

Before building permanent fenc­
es it is well worth while to sit 
down and plat the farm on paper. 
It is important that when the plan 
is completed every field will have 
access to water, and that they cen­
ter as nearly as practicable to the 
homestead and barnyard in order 
to save time in cultural and har­
vesting operations.

Let’s fence at least one field this 
year. Get that extra sUck o f hay.

Wheat Allotment 
Acreage Gi ven

For New Mexico la 313,553 Acres 
— Figures for Counties 

to Be Set

W’heat acreage allotments for 
1939 have been announced by the 
AAA, the states getting allot­
ment apportionments of the 56- 
million-acre national allotment 
made July 16. These are being 
made at this time to give winter 
wheat farmers the necessary in­
formation before planting time. 
The allotment for New Mexico is 
313,633 acres, compared to 366,198 
acres for the 1938 harvest, which 
will be reallotted to counties and 
then to individual farmers within 
the counties by the county com­
mittees as soon as possible.

The acreage allotment was made 
under the terms of the Agricultur­
al Adjustment Act of 1938. The 
national allotment of 66 million 
acres compares with an acreage 
seeded for 1938 of nearly 80 mil­
lion acres and a 1928-32 average 
of 67,400,000 acres.

Wheat growers who comply with 
their 1939 allotments will be qual­
ified for advantages that other 
phases of the farm program offer, 
such as price adjustment payments 
this year, 1939 conservation pay­
ments, 1939 wheat loans if a loan 
program is in effect next year, and 
renewal o f crop insurance program 
policies next year. If marketing 
quotas are in effect in 1939, such 
quotas will be a uniform percent­
age of these acreage allotments 
multiplied by the normal yield for

medicine at the University of Cin­
cinnati.

If he moves about, going rapidly 
from the tropics to a temperate or 
arctic climate, his health is upset.

If he stays in one place, his body 
must make quick audjustments to 
the weather changes that come 
with sudden storms, heat waves and 
blizzards.

Mills’ study was given sanction 
of the American Meteorological 
Society by publication in its bul­
letin.

The body always tries to main­
tain internal temperature between 
98 and 99 degrees Fahrenheit, Dr. 
Mills declared. If the weather is i 
cold, the body must generate more 
heat. I f it is hot, the body must 
dissipate heat by sweating.

In the tropics— where heat hu­
midity prevails— children are few­
er in number and smaller at birth, 
more of them die, and the others 
reach maturity several years later 
than in temperate climates, he 
said. The average individual is 
smaller and less inclined to work. 
He does not suffer so much from 
the mental illnesses o f temperate 
zone populations but is less able 
to resist bacteriological infections.

the set, as well as a decibel meter, 
the customary method for broad­
casting control rooms.

The system has two complete 
channels, hence the two monitors, 
so if trouble should develop on one, 
the person operating the set would 
merely have to switch over to the 
other.

Each speaker, 
as constructed, could be used as a 
microphone for two-way communi­
cation, but this feature is not to 
be operated, as the new building 
IS also provided with a telephone 
system as complete as the public 
speaking system.

However, prior to wiring off 
the talk-back circuit, when engin­
eers were here last week complet­
ing installation, tests were made 
from various rooms. A person 
speaking in an ordinary voice at 
the far end of a cla.ssroom from 
the speaker could be heard dis­
tinctly on the monitor in the o f­
fice.

.Mr. Kerr, explaining neither he 
nor any member of the faculty has 
any desire to listen in on class­
rooms, ordered the talk-back wired 
off. The boys and girls, he said, 
need have no fear they are being 
spied upon. The intra-building 
telephone system is for ordinary 
talking between the office and 
rooms. Mr. Kerr said.

A dynamic type microphone is 
provided for use in the office, but 
a high-velocity ribbon type mike 
will be used on the stage of the 
auditorium, a model used in radio 
station studios. A smaller ribbon 
mike, shielded so as to be uni-di­
rectional, will be used on the ath­
letic field.

The system is an especially built 
job and is a.s fine as can be found 
anywhere, embracing the very lat­
est features and the best equip­
ment. It 18 an RCA set, built to 
specifications by the Carver Sound 
Company, Dallas, Texas, whose en­
gineers were here la.«t week com­
pleting installation and instructing 
■Mr. Kerr and Mr. Marshall as to 
Its operation. The ceilings of the 
entire building were “ padded” with 
sound absorbing material to avoid 
echoes and “ feed-back."

pointed out by Mr. Fell. Many re- 
hners have been forced out of ex­
istence, as they could not keep on, 
due to overproduction forcing 
prices down.
