Law Regarding
First Primary
Elections Here

Some Electors to Be Dis-
appointed, Not Having
Registered or Declared
Party Preference Prior
to Aug. 15.

Many legal electors will be dis-
appointed Saturday when they go
to the polls, for they have not com-
plied with the new registration, in
whole or in part. And a number
of persons in New Mexico do not
understand the primary law which
will be in effect for the first time
on election day Saturday.

Heretofore only the Democratic
party held a primary, wholly with-
in the party and for the nomina-
tion of party candidates.

But the primary law provides for
a primary election for each party,
all to be held on the same day and
at the same places under the juris-
diction of the state.

In order to vote at any election '

in New Mexico, an elector must
have been registered according to
the new registration law. Special
days were set aside last year for
registering and two additional
days were provided a few weeks

ago. Anyone not having registered |
at the times provided had until

Aug. 15 to appear in person at the
office of the county clerk to reg-
ister.

However, if one was not regis-
tered by that date, he may not vote
in any party primary Saturday,
according to the law.

And if an elector, even though
registered, did not declare a party
preference, he may not vote Satur-
day. He will be eligible to vote as
he wishes in November, but he is
excluded from the party primaries.

It has been pointed out that
many persons in New Mexico, be-
cause they are not familiar with
the party system, do not realize
the limitations of their voting at
a primary. A primary election,
persons who understand the law
explain, is similar to a party con-
vention, except that instead of

party members being at some cen-|
tral place for a county meeting of |

state meeting, they are provided
convenient places near their homes,
where they are part of the party
convention through the use of the
ballet.

Therefore, they are confined to
voting at only one primary—or
convention—that to which they
have shown preference in register-
ing, and may vote only for candi-
dates of that party.

But when the general election
comes, a voter may vote for any
candidate of any party, the names
appearing on his blanket, or Aus-

tnliln‘ ballot being those who will\

have been nominated at the several
primaries.

The polls Saturday will open at
9 o'clock and will remain open
until 6 o'clock in the evening. In
Artesia the polling places are the
American Legion hut, city hall,
Central School and the Christian
Church, and a person should go to
the one in the sub-precincet in
which he is registered.

It is suggested that every voter
take to the polls with him the re-
ceipt given him at the time of reg-
istration, in order to make sure he
will be allowed to vote in case there
might be a mistake on the regis-
tration books.

Commodore Ferguson, with Rear
Commodore F. F. White of Carls-
badbad scooting behind on water
skis, staged a special race against
Ed Kissinger of Artesia, who was
unhampered by excess drag, and
took the heat easily in a four-lap
race.

Ferguson also took the thirty-
three-horsepower race, with Kis-
singer second and Johnnie Michael
of Monahans, Tex., third. Only the
three boats were entered.

In the 16-18-horsepower race,
Ferguson was first, with Ernest
Malone of Cottonwood taking sec-
ond. George Slaughter of Roswell
came in third.

Ferguson’s other win was in the
free-for-all, which finished the rac-
ing for the afternoon. Kissinger
took second in that heat, with Rus-
sell Hill and “Red” Vaughn of Ar-
tesia finishing third and fourth.

The afternoon’s races started
off with a three-lap race for ten-
horsepower motors, which Ray-
mond Smith of Artesia won. His
only opponent was John Albert of
Roswell.

County Is Being
Considered for
Mattress Project

Eddy County is being considered
for a mattress project of the Sur-
plus Commodities Corporation,
said G. R. Howard, chairman of
the Eddy County ACA, today.

If this county is selected, it will
mean that eligible families will be
allotted sufficient cotton and mat-
tress ticking with which to make
a mattress for each two persons in
the family up to three mattresses,
he said.

It is a part of the program of
the Surplus Commodities Corpor-
ation to distribute surplus agricul-
tural commodities to the lower in-
come groups. Cooperating with
the corporation are the various ag-
ricultural conservation commit-
tees, whose normal dulies are to
administer the various agricultural
programs, and the Agricultural Ex-
tension Service.

Cotton and mattress ticking are
supplied to the county agricultural
conservation committees by the
Surplus Commodities Corporation.
These supplies are in turn given to
eligible families who have made
proper application to the county
committees. The Extension Ser-
vice supervises the making of the
mattresses.

So far, more than 110,000 bales
of cotton have been used for this
purpose, Howard said.

Where We Stand

Reprinted by Friends of John Miles From

An Editorial by Ed Shaeffer in The Albuquerque Tribune, Sept. 4, 1940

There is nothing to be said for the two per cent
political assessment on state employees. Nor is there
anything to be said for levies on municipal employes
in behalf of the candidacy of one man who controls
jobs. Both practices are wrong.

Disclosures the past few days of cancelled checks
issued by the Democratic chairmen do not reveal
much that is new. It has long been known that the
two per cent collection was in effect. It was known
that expenditures were made from the fund. That
these expenditures were made by check is fair evi-
dence that they were in order, as such expenditures
go. You can't very well cover up with a check.

We should say that party payment for a gover-
nor’s luncheon for newspapermen, one of the “ex-
posures,” was a plausible party expense. The gov-
ernor, we assume, represented the party; was con-
sidered the party symbol and we suppose the lunch-
eon did the party no harm. Checks to the governor’s
wife covered expense accounts to a national Demo-
cratic Women’s meeting. We can’t seem to become
greatly excited about that, either. Nor, on the basis
of information so far made public, about other ex
penditures of party funds. The fact that party funds
paid state radio stations for broadcasting a state ex-
ecutive's report on his administration seems surpris-
ing only in view of the fact that national networks
contribute such time free when the national execu-
tive makes similar report. It appears to be the or-
dinary political stuff, not particularly spiritual, nor
particularly mendacious.

The major effort, obviously, is to smear Governor
Miles, and the inspiration is clear. So we may as
well drift into a little analysis.

The Tribune did not support Governor Miles two
years ago. Indeed it fought him vigorously. He at
one time thought and said “unfairly.” We thought
we were fair, as probably everyone does. But that'’s
a matter of opinion and we could be wrong.

We supported the governor’s opponent, Clyde
Tingley, for something like 15 years in his various
public performances and ambitions, as city commis-
sioner, mayor, governor. A man of tremendous vital-
ity, he did things, built material things. He ignored,
as is perhaps natural, the fact that he was aided by
taxpayers’ money, and lots of it. The belief grew on
him that he, personally, gave these things to the
public. He went into the governorship at a most op-
portune time, when the Federal treasury was shovel-
ing out the money. We can’t sit in judgment on who
got most of the money for New Mexico, whether it
was Tingley, Hatch, Chavez or Dempsey. Certainly
all did their bit. And claimed as much as possible.
Who wouldn’t, and why not?

Granting all the credit there is, or distributing it
in the fairest manner possible, it was undeniable and
is undeniable that dunngo‘t,he Tingley administration
highways were built, schools were erected, the Crip-
pled Children's Hospital was built. The same prog-
ress has continued during the Miles administration
and, according to as yet uncontradicted evidence, at

much less cost. It has been the era of New Deal lar-
gess. We have been spending ourselves back into
prosperity. The Government has been putting out,
and we might as well get ours. You can’t fight that
philosophy any more than you can expect a child to
turn down a piece of candy because he wonders if
his parents can afford to buy it. We're all children,
all pretty self centered and selfish.

Came a time in the midst of this delightful spend-
ing when Mr. Tingley remembered that he could not
run again for governor. You know what happened.
A campaign and a special election in the effort to
change the constitution go that a governor might go
on and on forever. The Tribune would have no part
of that. It looked like a very dangerous attempt at
self perpetuation in office, which is not a part of the
American scene and we hope never will be. Nor would
the peope of New Mexico have any part of it. They
scotched the scheme by a heavy majority, thereby
proving themselves capable of self government and
alert to the dangers of over eager public servants
who seek to become public masters in perpetuity.

Two years ago, and through no help of ours, for
we opposed his candidacy, John Miles became gover-
nor. We supported Albert Mitchell, not to his gain,
for he lost. And he was, and is, an able man. But
that was the democratic process. It was right. The
people elected the man of their choice. There could
be no complaint; nor was there any from this news-

paper.

So we, a newspnrr dedicated to an unpretentious
effort to do the right thing as we can see the right,
sat back and watched the new governor perform.
And he did perform. Not spectacularly nor with
bombast but quietly and, for the major part, effi-
ciently. Mistakes he made and will continue to make.
We have yet to see human perfection but we do rel-
ish a season of humility. Mr. Miles bore no ill will,
and if he should have borne ill will we suppose The
Tribune shoud have been Number 1 on the list. And
so we come to this:

We are heading into perilous times. We are going
into a period in which the rights we have always as-
sumed as our own are being challenged by men with
eager ambitions. Do not fool yourself about this. It
is a time for the o):gortunint; it is a time for the
petty dictator who thrives by virtue of the power
given him by his neighbors. Governor Miles has evi-
denced no appetite for that sort of thing. He has the
gift of humility. It has always been important—
never more so than now.

Because we think he has made a good governor,
has displayed no ambition to rule or ruin, has lis-
tened and counselled and has acted as most any of
us would in the circumstances, we advocate the re-
nomination of John Miles. Knowing that we are
talking only to Democrats, we also know that Gov
ernor Miles will remain a Democrat whether he wins
or loses. We do not believe that John Miles aspires
to dictatorship. Nothing in his record indicates it.

In
the meantime, while the inadequate
circuit was being overworked, elee-
tricity was being wasted—lost be-
tween the meter and the outlet.

It is not only a measure of safety
to install up-to-date wiring; it is a
positive economy. And there are
qualified electrical contractors in
every community who can recom-
mend and install the necessary addi-
tional circuits, convenience outlets,
lighting outlets and switches which
are necessary for economy, safety
and convenience.

The signing Monday of
the Conscription Bill, passed
Saturday by both houses of
Congress, means that all
men from 21 to 35 years, in-
clusive, in Artesia, as well
as in the nation at large,
will be required to register
for draft into military ser-
vice on Wednesday, Oct. 16,
which day was set by Pres-
ident Roosevelt when he af-
fixed his name.

The chief executive at

Red Cross Warns
Of Dangers From
Carbon Monoxide

In a warning pointing out that

lives as a result of carbon monox-
ide poisoning, the American Red
Cross has set down the following
rules for motorists and household-
ers to observe with the advent of
cold weather:

Remember that carbon monoxide
is colorless and odorless.
| Do not run an automogile engine
in a closed garage, nor sit in a
closed parked car with the engine
running.

If there is an odor of illuminat-
ing gas, ventHate the premises
;and get competent advice from
your gas company.

Use a flashlight, not match nor
candle, in attempting to locate a
gas leak.

Use care when boiling liquids on
a gas stove so that they do not
boil over and extinguish or par-
tially extinguish the gas flame.

Avoid the use of tubing to con-
nect gas heaters, especially in
sleeping rooms.

Do not leave a gas flame burn-
mg low in a room where one is
sleeping.

Make certain that furnace pipes
are not clogged, and that there are
no holes in drafts or dampers, as
carbon monoxide gas is also found
in smoke from fires and coal stoves
and furnaces.

Only 244 initial claims for un-
employment benefits were re-
ceived in the entire state for the
week ending Sept. 7, the report
showed. The figure was even low-
er than that of the prosperous bus-
iness month of December, 1939,
when 290 claims for benefits were
received.

Benefit claims have declined
steadily since the first week of
July, when 570 jobless workers
filed for jobless insurance pay-
ments. The week ending Aug. 31,
when oly 280 claims were received,
was the lowest previous seven-day
period, the report disclosed.

Despite the fact that August nor-
mally is a period of seasonal busi-
ness decline, unemployment fig-
ures for that month were lower
than those of all other months of
1940, except April and June. Only
1,457 claims were received during
the entire month of August, com-
pared with 1,267 for June and
1,424 for April.

Jobless insurance checks issued
during the month totalled 12,917,
representing $115,978 in benefit
payments.

Forest Men Tell Several Things
to Make Outing More |

w Comfortable ‘I

People who are thinking of va-
cation in the terms of a camping |
trip at this time of year would do
well to consider some of the valu- |
able suggestions offered by the|
Forest Service for making such a
Itrip pleasant and agreeable.
| The first, and probably most im
| portant, suggestion has to do with
avoiding some of the annoyance
suffered from mosquitoes. Camp
should be set up well out in the
open where the breezes can strike |
and sweep the mosquitoes away. |
It should not be placed in deep
timber, a wet meadow, nor
to a stream or lake. A net may be
worn if a person is purtu‘ularly‘l
sensitive to mosquito bites. A good
mosquito repellant may pre- |
pared by mixing one part oil of |
citronella, one part spirits of cam-
| phor and one-half part cedar oil.|
| The mixture may be diluted with
olive oil and applied to the hands
and face. |

Since comfortable sleeping con-
ditions are more than important
to those who are unaccustomed to
sleeping on the ground, the For-|
est Service suggests folding cots |
which, while not noted for warmth, |
can generally be used in this cli-|
mate. Possibly the best combina-
tion is an air mattress with a reg- |
ular sleeping bag or a down com-
fort, Plenty of good quilts and
soft blankets will always make a
good bed. Considering the fre-
quency of mountain showers, a
'tent or at least a “fly” should be
on the “must have” list.

Matches in a waterproof box or
{lightly capped bottle, a flashlight
and a man-sized ax, as well as a|
shovel, should be included in the
equipment.
