Revisions of the mattress pro­
gram provide that a family of 
three can receive two mattresses 
and a family of five can get three, 
provided that they are eligible.

Although the program has re­
ceived a set-back in Eddy County 
due to the delay o f the next ship­
ment of materials, Miss Vemita 
Conley, home demonstration agent, 
jb w d  that all applications be 
lOrned in before March 1. This 
will permit the county ACA com­
mittee to act upon applications, so 
that work may go through smooth- 

when more cotton and ticking 
arrive.

About 400 mattresses have been 
made to date o f the county’s first 
quota of 760. Miss Conley said 
application has been made for ap­
proval of another quota. She hopes 
to provide beddio«' for all Eddy 
County’s needy ro M  families.

The program, as revised, con­
tains provisions for figuring the 
net farm income, which must not 
exceed 600 a year if a family i s , 
to receive mattresses.

Deductions may be made for ex­
penditures for labor hired outside 

family, feed, fertilizer, seed,' 
maecticides, fungicides, containers i 
in which farm products are sold,! 
binder twine and baling wire, fuel 
and oil used in farm machinery, 

f r e s h in g  and ginning costs, silo 
billing, taxes and insurance.

O’Cheskey Urges Farmers Supjwrt 
 ̂The Supplementary Cotton Program

Severe reductions in cotton ex­
ports because of the war and the 
necessity of preventing further ac­
cumulations of cotton are factors 
which led to adoption of the new 
supplementary cotton program, ac­
cording to Fred L. O’Cheskey, 
chairman o f the state AAA com­
mittee.

Pointing out that the 1940 crop 
will add about 2^  million bales 
to the lOV  ̂ million bales carried 
over into the current season, he 
urges New Mexico farmers to sup­
port the measures contained in the 
supplementary program for im­
proving the cotton situation. With 
a 1941 national cotton acreage al­
lotment about equal to that for 
1940, this year’s crop might have 
been about as large as last year’s 
crop, without the new supplemen­
tary program. The supplementary 
program encourages voluntary re­
duction of cotton in 1941, plus in­
creased consumption of cotton 
goods, by compensating cotton 
farmers for their additional acre­
age reduction with cotton stamps

which can be used to purchase 
cotton goods. Cooperating farm 
families also may earn cash pay­
ments and enjoy better living by 
using the diverted acreage for gar­
dens or the production of food for 
home use.

This voluntary program in no 
way changes the operation of the 
1941 AAA conservation and parity 
programs, and underplanting of 
acreage allotments in 1941 will not 
affect allotments in 1942 or subse­
quent years, except on farms where 
no cotton was planted in 1939 or 
1940, O’Cheskey said.

Farmers will receive stamps for 
planting less than their 1941 al­
lotments or their 1940 planted 
acreage, whichever is smaller, at 
the rate of 10 cents for each pound 
of the normal yield on the under- 
planted acreage. Sharecroppers, 
tenants, and owner-operators may 
earn as much as |26 worth of 
stamps per family. Operators of 
more than one farm, or of a farm 
with two or more tenants, are lim­
ited to $50 worth of the stamps.

.M^int-size automobile operating 
on battery when out of gas, and 
on foot pedals when out of elec­
tricity.

^New Roads to Roam—
Defense preparations are expe­

diting the construction of paved 
highways in Central and South 
America. Mountains and jungles, 
and swamps and rain probably will 
prohibit any extensive motor trans­
portation for several generations, 
yet highway engineers are over­
coming these natural barriers and 
providing several countries with 
means of long-distance transporta­
tion other than ship, rail or plane.

Under rush construction is the 
first paved highway across the 
Isthmus of Panama. In fair 
weather motor travel is possible 
over the 2,000-mile route from 
Buenos Aires to Rio de Janeiro. 
Awaiting time and money is the 

^building of an all-weather paved 
highway from the United States 
to the Panama Canal. About 80 
per cent of this 34200-mile drive 
now can be travelled under favor­
able weather conditions.

Prolonged delay attends high­
way construction below the Canal, 
where Southern Panama puts jun­
gles and swamps in the path of 
motor transport. South of Panama 
roads are extending rapidly. A 
highway usable in dry weather 
starts at Caracas, metropolis of 
Venezuela, and reaches through 
Colombia, Ecuador, Peru, * and 
Chile, to Argentina. Less than 300 
miles is unimproved.

^  Newly opened is a paved road 
^  from Buenes Aires to the Chilean 

border and connecting with a Chil­
ean route across the Andes to San­
tiago and Valparaiso, on the Pa- 

'j 'c i f i c  Ocean—the first improved 
transcontinental highway in the 
Far South. Argentina is building 
a network of highways linking 
Buenos Aires with other cities.
Oil for Tomorrow—

Petroleum engineers estimate 
that the conservation program now 
being promoted by the State of 
Arkansas will increase ultimate 
production of oil in the state by 
more than 116,000,000 barrels, ex­
tend the producing life of oil fields 
by as much as fifteen years, and 
increase ultimate value of the 
state’s oil resources by more than 
$99,000,000.

TTie state expects to receive an

additional $2,600,000 from sever­
ance taxes through the self-financ­
ing conservation program, and it 
is estimated that farmers and 
other royalty holders will get an 
additional $12,000,000 because of 
extended production.

Currently there are twenty-nine 
oil pools in the state, thirteen of 
which were discovered since 1936 
and which produce by natural flow 
from depths o f around 9,600 feet. 
Sixteen pools produce through 
“ stripper”  wells, and have been 
yielding oil for a decade or more.

The gains are the expected re­
sults of improved engineering and 
production practices designed to 
prevent losses due to inadequate 
storage, production in excess of 
demand or of storage and trans­
portation capacity, and evapora­
tion.

Champion Bantamweight—
A champion bantamweight die­

sel engine that packs a powerful 
wallop may be a future recruit in 
the ranks o f national defense. De­
signed for war-time emergency, 
the rookie model can be construct­
ed by special methods from light­
weight alloys, researchers say.

The motor will tip the scales at 
three pounds per horse-power. 
This compares with present diesel 
weights of ten pounds per horse­
power and weights of twenty-six 
pounds per hor.se-power in diesel 
engines constructed as late as 1926.
Science on Wheels—

Lordly oil drillers who once shied 
away from a “ core” or a “ foram” 
take scientific drilling in their 
stride these days. Drilling scores 
now are checked in a trailer labor­
atory.

The new field labs are fun for 
drillers and technologists, alike. 
Much of the expensive time spent 
formerly in waiting for long-dis­
tance reports is saved. The mo­
torized portable laboratories bring 
any number of scientific gadgets 
directly to the well for continuous 
correlation of the data accumu­
lated from coring, drill-stem test­
ing and electrical logging.

On-the-spot technique promises 
more and better completions and 
fewer opportunities for passing up 
potential oil-producing zones dur­
ing drilling.

Th e  unarmed border—more than 
three thousand miles of It—be­
tween the United States and 

Canada was a startling innovation 
and remains a unique experience 
among the nations of the world. 
When the unity of the Middle Ages 
began to crumble before the rising 
spirit of nationalism far-sighted 
statesmen began to And means of 
international understanding and 
mutual disarmament. But those ef­
forts came to little. Nations in 
Europe. Mke Holland and Switzer­
land, have based their safety upon 
treaties and covenants. But behind 
these treaties there was no common 
understanding, no mutual faith and 
Jess good will. Holland has been 
overcome by a predatory power; 
Switzerland, In a state of precarious 
asutrallty, maintains a vast citizen 
army to patrol her frontier fortifi­
cations. In the old world there Is 
BO undefended frontier — even 

g^ough solemn treaties seem to 
guarantee the Integrity of various 

small states. They know that they 
cannot trust their neighbors; they 
wish they could, but they cannot.

But the New World has given 
the Old World a lesson which it 
might profiubly have taken: the 
unarmed frontier between * the 
United Sutes and Oniiada And 
there are many res so as why that 
border should have beea armed. 
During the Amerleaa Revolution 
the patriou several ttaaea a tte m p t 
to seise Canada. After the war 
many Tories, exiled from the United 
States, settled In Canada. Ths War 
of 1812 was chiefly fought by

middle-western groups who wished 
to seize and annex Canada to the 
United States. But that war was 
typically a Oilbert-and-Suliivan epi­
sode. Henry Clay, one of the prime 
movers of the war, was also one 
of the commissioners of peace. And 
the peace between the United 
States and Great Britain, signed in 
1816 at Ghent In Belgium, men­
tioned none of the causes of the 
war. It was a stupid war lu the 
beginning and in the execution. 
Perhaps it was the common sense 
of two great peoples that finally 
prevailed. There has been no great 
cause of dispute since that time. 
But the astounding agreement be­
tween the United States and 
Canada was not reached until 1817 
when Charles Bagot, representing 
Great Britain, and Richard Rush, 
the Acting Secretary of State for 
the United States, entered Into an 
agrc:,'ent for what amounted to 
complete „  disarmament of both 
fieets on the Great Lakes. Both 
countries were faced with an ex­
pensive and disastrous naval race; 
and in the midst of ths threat the 
common sense of both peoples pre­
vailed. The Rush-Bagot agreement 
of 1817 was later extended to In­
clude all the frontier between two 
great and powerful natkns. It has 
several times been queMloned, but 
each time re-affirmed. And today, 
becanae the people of two important 
countries believe that there can be 
no misunderstanding of the baste 
things, there are no armaments 
along the three thousand miles ol 
water and land that separate the 
United States from the Dominion of 
Canada. That is one of the great 
achievements of men of good win 
In the Western World.

Toluol From Oil

A newly - developed petroleum 
cracking process for the produc­
tion o f tuluol, basic raw material 
of TNT, soon will go into action 
with the completion of a large 
plant It is the first o f its kind 
in the world and will manufacture 
the explosive as part of a $1,000,- 
000,000 program to expand Amer­
ican munitions production.

Toluol, a liquid of the benzene 
family, heretofore has been ob­
tained from by products of coke 
and fronv ordinary illuminating 
gas. The new process involves 
cracking petroleum under pressure 
at temperatures similar to those 
used in making motor fuel.

A shortage o f toluol during the 
first World War was a major “ bot­
tleneck.”  The government was 
forced to use a mixture o f toluol 
and ammonium nitrate and the re­
sulting explosive lost a portion of 
its effectiveness, requiring a great­
er detonation force.
Finland’s Life-Line—

Fifteen hundred trucks—some 
accounts say 3,000—are moving 
freight between Finland and Swe­
den on the Petsamo Highway, 
scenic Arctic route, wonder and 
delight of pre-war tourists. Keep­
ing precious cargoes moving, Am­
erican trucks, on rationed motor 
fuel, shuttle back and forth along 
the famous macadam highway 
from Liinahamari, tiny Arctic 
Ocean port, to the crowded rail 
head of Rovaniemi, 310 miles 
south, just inside the Arctic Cir­
cle. Distance is roughly that from 
Boston to Philadelphia. In good 

I weather, transit time for the three 
to five ton vehicles is less than 
twenty-four hours. Helsinki is 
some 600 miles farther, Stockholm 
perhaps 1,000 miles south and 
west.

The Petsamo Highway, named 
for the region which it traverses, 
did not have to be hastily built 
for its present big job. It was con­
structed several years ago as a 
tourist road, bearing the proud ti­
tle o f “ The Most Northern High­
way in the World.” Winding 
through Arctic forests and pic­
turesque Lapland, summer tourist 
travel was heavy. A level highway 
o f macadam and gravel, commer­
cial traffic found it useful, also. 
Service stations and inns dot the 
road at intervals. Rovaniemi, the 
gateway, has become an automo­
tive center.

Cargoes reaching the ocean port 
o f Liianahamari, a village o f a few 
houses and a single small dock 
which survived the blitzkrieg, can­
not be numbered exactly. The cur­
rent average is a ship every week 
or two, nearly all from the United 
States. Food stuffs, machinery, 
automotive parts, drugs, chemicals, 
clothing, electrical and similar ne­
cessities form the chief inbound 
cargoes, an unknown percentage 
of which is for Sweden. Return 
cargo has included pulp, wooden 
manufactures, etc., from Finland 
and some Swedish manufactures, 
such as steel specialties, bearingrs.

According to our latest census I 
figures, the average New Mexico 
hen lays only slightly more than 
one hundred eggs per year. It 
should be borne in mind that, out­
side of the purchase price, it costs 
no more to feed, house and develop 
a pullet that is capable of laying | 
two hundred eggs than one with | 
an inherited ability to lay half 
that number. It is very seldom' 
that the difference in price be­
tween what we term a cheap chick , 
and that of what we call a high' 
quality chick is in excess of four, i 
five, or six eggs. A hen that lays' 
a dosen extra eggs, especially if 
they are laid during the winter 
months, will pay this added first ' 
cost several times over. I

(There may be another Kitty 
Hawk in the Pecos Valley, whence 
the second great stride in aviation 
may come, for the rocket plane is 
being developed there. From time 
to time articles and news stories 
have come out concerning the work 
near Roswell of Prof. Robert H. 
Goddard on the theory o f rocket 
propulsion for aircraft. The fol­
lowing article appeared in The 
Amarillo News-Globe.)

The specter of rocket planes 
which could fly around the world 
in perhaps six hours promises to 
worry the statesmen arranging a 
peace at the end of the present 
war.

The vision is not wholly news, 
but it has been changing rapidly 
in the last few weeks.

In 1931, the Hungarian rocket 
scientist, Prof. Hans Oberth in 
Vienna, forecast rocket war planes 
which would fly the Atlantic in 
possibly one hour. He suggested 
that such planes would force the 
world, in self-protection, to out­
law all war.

Now rocket motors are close to 
practical use, due to two American 
inventions this fall. It appears 
they may, like the airplane, creep

iert H. Goddard, Clark University,

i things which strike the eyes of 
the few persons who have seen 
one of his rockets taking off. Be­
fore it rises, for a second or two, 
a jet of pure flame strikes down 
on the valley sand and rolls fifty 
feet along the surface as a billow­
ing river o f fire ten feet deep.

This is the jet of fire which 
drives the rocket, spreading out 
as it expands in the air. That 
flame, at its point o f exit from 
the motor, is about half the sur­
face temperature o f the sun. There 
is nothing on earth its heat cannot 
melt.

Its burning, eroding powder has 
been one o f the obstacles to build­
ing a rocket motor suited to sus­
tained flight.

An­
other aim back o f the poultry im­
provement plan is to provide a 
means whereby the purchasing 
public could buy with confidence, 
knowing that when they order a 
definite grade of poultry they may 
expect to get the quality which 
that grade represents. Efforts are 
being put forth to make this sys­
tem o f grading uniform through­
out. In order to accomplish this, 
inspectors from the Bureau of 
Animal Industry at Washington 
travel continually over the United 
States working with state inspec­
tors in an attempt to standardize 
grades.

new way to protect his motor.
This is by letting the fuel, gas­

oline and liquid oxygen, at around 
300 degrees below zero, enter a 
firing chamber so that it is spread 
over the metal walls before it ig­
nites.

The film of liquid fuel is some 
protection* against destruction by 
heat. A similar spread o f the cold 
liquid protects the nozzle through 
which the flaming jet exists.

The other American invention is 
a rocket motor for installation on 
present planes— not as the plane’s 
main motor, but only for aid in 
starting or other emergency. E. B. 
Meyers of New York City made it,

11118 motor fires in intermittent 
explosions, instead of a continuous 
jet o f fire. That gets around the 
eroding heat by leaving effective 
cooling periods between shots. 
Meyers uses a different fuel, car­
bon disulphide and nitrous oxygen. 
This is cooler than Goddard’s fuel. 
It also l)gs considerable less power.

But even with less power, each 
explosion may give up to 200,000 
pounds pressure for a brief frac­
tion of a second. That means a 
200,000 p o u n d  forward kick, 
enough to aid a present type plane 
in taking off.

The intermittent explosion pro­
posal is an example of practical 
adaptations o f already well de­
veloped rocket principles. More­
over, it is only one o f numerous 
adaptations.

Italy has one, which has not 
been described but only mentioned 
in recent news reports.

Rocket ship reports from Brit­
ain are more specific. One of 
these, appearing in the Science 
Observer, a New York City pub­
lication, told o f an experimental 
English plane driven by com­
pressed air.

Air is taken in through the ship’s 
nose, compressed, heated to give 
extra power, and then projected in 
a jet to turn a turbine propeller.

This is an adaptation of the 
rocket principle. A more direct 
way of using rocket jets to drive 
turbines already has been invent­
ed by Prof. Goddard.

He used a 5,000 degree jet of 
fire. Engineers had said this was 
impossible because the jet, they 
claimed, would melt the thin metal

vans, or fins, which like the blades 
of a water-wheel receive the force 
of the jet.

P r o f .  Goddard’s experiments 
showed that during the part of 
the revolution while the vanes are 
not in contact with the jet, they 
cool, and that the momentary con­
tact is not enough to melt them.

Some engineers continue to say 
that a rocket ship is a practical 
impossibility, just as they once 
said airplanes were impossible.

Rocket motors, to be efficient, 
apparently will have to fly at al­
titudes where there is virtually no 
air resistance. Somewhere above 
fifty miles altitude appears to be 
the zone where this can happen.

No one knows what obstacles 
are up there. The pelting of me­
teors is one possibility.

A method of exploring rocket 
ship altitudes, high above even 
stratosphere balloon limits, al­
ready is well on the way to prac­
ticability. This is by “ sounding” 
rockets which Prof. Goddard is 
building in Eden Valley labora­
tory. They carry instruments to 
record the conditions of the upper 
altitudes.

for and against it, some pro and 
con arguments being advanced by 
the same people, who cannot decide 
whether the virtues of a camp would 
be greater than the evils or not.

From a business standpoint, it 
has been stressed by some, such a 
camp would be a good thing for 
Artesia, for there is no doubt 
thousands o f men camped near the 
city would release many dollars 
which would find their way into 
the tills of Artesia business men.

This, they said, would cause the 
city to build, bring in more busi­
ness houses and would require more 
residences for the officers, as well 
as for the new business men.

Before the draftees would arrive, 
there would be many workmen here, 
building the camp and getting it 
ready, which would boom the city 
before the selectees arrived.

On the other hand, from a busi- i 
ness standpoint, some argue that

Again a counter-argument of i 
others has been that the business 
people should handle their finances 
during the boom time so as to be 
able to “ ride” the slump to come.

And then that argument also has 
been countered, with the declara­
tion that living expenses would soar 
so much that it might be hard t o ! 
gain sufficient extra money during j 
the period to have a balance at the 
end worthy o f trying for.

TTien there is the moral issue. It 
has been pointed out that there al­
ways is a certain element comes to 
localities where army camps have 
been placed, which is not to be de­
sired.

And others argue against that, 
saying that vice and undesirable 
elements can be controlled.

So the arguments go—those and 
many others —  with the question 
still unsettled, and with most peo­
ple in Artesia knowing they are 
arguing to no avail, for the chances 
of Artesia getting a cantonment 
are slim.

As the nation’s defense efforts 
gather momentum, the use o f wood 
will more and more swing into the 
picture, according to U. S. Forest 
Products Laboratory at Madison, 
Wis. In Germany, field marshal 
Herman Goering has placed wood 
second in war necessities.

American chemists can match 
Germany in turning wood into am- ' 
munition, motor fuel, sugars, syn- < 
thetic “ wools” and “ cottons”  and 
many other “ ersatz” materials, but 
as yet it has not been found neces­
sary, the laboratory said. The war 
uses of wood are being put to oth- ' 
er purposes. They include such 
things as cantonments, barracks, 
hangars, ships, wharves, bridges, 
pontoons, railway ties, telephone 
poles, shipping containers, ply-1 
wood for airplanes, prefabricated i 
houses, truck bodies, paper surgi-1 
cal dressings and many others.

A score o f towns to house sol- ; 
diers are being built and with few 
exceptions they are o f wood be­
cause of the ease of procurement 
and fabrication. It is estimated 
that 1,500 feet of lumber are re­
quired for each enlisted man 
housed in barracks and 826 feet 
o f lumber for each man housed in
a tent camp.

The great defense program will 
take advantage o f many recent re­
sults of research. A new tjrpe of 
paint containing borax, developed 
at the Forest Products Laboratory 
for prevention of the spread of 
flames on timber, is o f special in­
terest for protection against in­
cendiary bombs. The laboratory is 
also helping in the design and test­
ing o f shipping containers for war 
commodities. The redesign of a 
wooden container for the shipping 
of bombs uses aspen instead of the 
more expensive white pine, re­
quires less cargo space, less lum­
ber, less weight, yet has greater 
strength than the original con­
tainer.

A new synthetic resin treatment 
of wood developed at the labora­
tory offers important possibilities 
for such exacting uses as airplane 
propellers, wings, fuselages and 
other parts. Other defense prob­
lems which are or may be«>me 
critical as the nation’s defense ef­
forts gain momentum include the 
faster drying of walnut gunstock 
blanks. These are only a few of 
the modem uses for wood, aided 
by research, that can build a 
strong and secure defense for this 
country, say laboratory experts.
