^  The Fourth passed relatively 
quietly in Artesia. on which day 
the city nearly was deserted, as 
hundreds of local people went to 
the mountains. Many stayed 
throuyh Saturday and Sunday, for 
a three-day holiday.

Most popular place for Artesia 
residents was Ruidoso, where doz­
ens of families helped fill the 
White Mountain resort to over- 
flowiny. Thronys from many lo­
calities in New Mexico, as well as 
thousands from Texas were there, 
some attendiny the rodeo in the af­
ternoon, while others rested and 
enjoyed the mountains.

Many from Artesia went to 
Cloudcroft and other places in the 
Sacramento Mountains, while doz­
ens more fished at I.ake McMillan. 
Millan.

Accidents in this section were 
at a minimum, although there were 
a few people hurt in traffic mis­
haps.

The only deaths were in the 
Mescalero Indian reservation about 
five miles west of Ruidoso, where 
two Odessa men, Lamond A. Mil­
ler, 22, and his father, T. L. Mil­
ler, 60, lost their lives in an air­
plane crash.

.Some 12,000,(8)0 |»eople in the 
U. S. are infected with the germs 
o f a strange, lingering, milk-borne 
disease calleil undulant fever (bru­
cellosis). So wrote Health ()ffi- 
cer Harold Jerome Harris of W'est- 
|)ort, N. Y., last week in a full- 
fledged book on the subject. (On 
the island of Malta, British sol­
diers who drank infected goats’ 
milk came down with the disease. 
Until recently It was widely known 
as Malta fever.)

Undulant fever may smolder for 
years, suddenly flare up into a 
complex disease resembling ty­
phoid, malaria or tuberculosis. It 
is caused by any of three germs 
of the group Brucella (named after 
Sir David Bruce, who discovered 
the strain in 1886). Brucellae in­
fect cattle, sheep, goats and pigs, 
cause a disease known as conta­
gious abortion. Between 11 and 
20 per cent of all U. S. cattle are 
infected, causing a yearly loss to 
farmers o f some $80,000,(8)0. The 
disease is transmitted to man 
through milk, butter, clieese, and 
through handling o f infected car­
casses; it is not passed from one 
person to another.

Anyone who lives in the country 
and drinks unpasteurized milk 
from an infected cow, or pours a 
spot o f tainted cream in hia cof­
fee, is liable to come down with a 
low fever and vague pains. He 
may feel fine every morning, but 
in the afternoon his temperature 
soars, and he gradually loses 
strength. This may keep up for 
years. Symptoms range all the 
way from mild backaches to bone 
and nerve infections, heart disease, 
insanity. Hardly an organ in the 
bo<ly is safe from invasion. Vic­
tims o f brucellosis may be suspect­
ed o f hsving tuberculosis, menin­
gitis, arthritis, influenza, glandu­
lar disorders. Dr. Harris’ five- 
year-old daughter, who suffere<l 
for many months from serious kid­
ney trouble, was primarily tick 
with brucellosis. Although it 
maims its victims, brucellosis sel­
dom kills them.

Dr. Harris warns physicians in 
rural districts to keep an eye out

for cattle epidemics, watch the 
milk supply. Whenever they are 
puzzle<i over a diagnosis, he be­
lieves they should try to culture 
Brucellae from a .sample of the pa- 

I tient's blooii, or use a skin test 
which shows whether the germ is 
present. Treatment is complex, 
depends on the symptoms. Rest 
s|»ecific remedies: (1) injections 
of a .specially prepared vaccine 
made from dead Brucellae; (2) 
sulfanilamide. Treatment must be 
continued for a long period of 
time, for often a patient who seems 
to recover comes down with the 
same fever four or five years later.

Best treatment, says Ur. Harris, 
is prevention. He suggests that

undulant fever should be prose­
cuted a.s bovine tul>erculosis now is; 
Let Federal inspectors track down 
all infected animals, kill them, rec­
ompense the farmers. He also be­
lieves that state.s should pass laws 
enforcing pasteurization of all 
milk.— May 26 Time.

said depositor sliall have been 
paid. In the event water rent­
al from any user is not paid
