Fire Destroys
' Two Houses in

’ Last Few Days

Two houses were destroyed by
fire last week in the Artesia lo-
cality, the Ira Garner place south
of town about 9 o'clock last Thurs-
day evening and the Fred Zinn
residence in East Artesia at 2:45
o'clock Monday afternoon.

The Garner place, a five-room
frame residence west of the Cas-
|tleberry corner, burned to the
ground from an unknown cause, as
Artesia firemen, hampered because
of lack of water for the pumps,
were unable to combat the hot
blaze, but were able to save a shed
to the rear of the house, using the
auxiliary tank on the No. 1 pump-
er, which volunteers kept filled by
means of buckets.

No one was at home at the time
the fire was discovered. Early ar-
rivals carried out some of the
household belongings.

Firemen likewise were hampered
in arriving at the scene, as dozens
‘of automobiles jammed the coun-
try lane from both directions.
Sightseers swarmed to the fire,
which lighted up the sky and was
'seen for miles.

The fire at the Zinn residence
was caused from an oil stove. It
is not believed, however, that it
exploded. It is probable that spilled

oil was ignited. The two-room
house was guted nearly beyond re-
pair.

Mrs. Zinn, who attempted to
save some of her belongings, was
severely burned on her feet. Neigh-
bors could carry out little because
of the intense heat.

North, East, South and West—
ne worker out of every seven in
the United States follows the trail
of automotive pay checks. From
Cleveland, where they “make the
parts” — $150,000,000 worth of
them yearly—the trail of big and |
little business created by the trav- |
eling motorist leads through the |
north central states where mer-
chants in Toledo, Akron, Fort |
Wayne, South Bend, New (‘nstle,'
Muncie, Kokomo, Indianapolis, Ev- |
ansville, Louisville, Cincinnati, Mil-
waukee and Kenosha find automo-
‘e dollars in their tills. Along
this north central trail, plants
manufacturing automobile parts
Jlave branch offices in thirty-two
atates.

ported from abroad. Technologists
devised a scheme for rearranging
the molecules in certain petroleum
s0 as to produce an
acid as effective as that obtained
from creosote, They discovered
that higher-boiling fractions were

destructive effects on bacteria.
Now that the product can be ob-
tained rapidly, cheaply and in
large quantities, it is believed that
many new uses will be found for it.
