Enriched
bread gives extra vitamins that we
all can use.

To Clear Charges

The general public has lent won-|

derful support to local boards in
assisting them in locating regist-
rants in their board areas who are
delinquent, Brig. Gen. Russell C.
Charlton, state director of Social
Security, said.

A survey, which was just com-
pleted, shows that there are still
many men who are subject to mil-
itary training who cannot be locat-
ed, mostly for the reason that they
have failed to report their change
of address to their local boards.
The greater majority of these
cases are caused through lack of
knowledge of the Selective Training
and Service Law, yet this is a vio-
lation just the same, and as such
is subject to the penalty of the law,
which is a fine of $10,000, five
years in the penitentiary, or both.

The government has extended to
Feb. 15, the time allowed these re-
gistrants to report to their boards
and clear their delinquency
charges. In the meantime the pub-
lic is asked, as a patriotic duty, to
report the known whereabouts of
any delinquent registrant to his lo-
eal board.

Don’t Neglect to Make Income Tax
Return, Regardless of New Law T
*—

Thursday, February i

Don’t forget the Ides of March.
On that date Uncle Sam will reach
out and touch the greatest number
of people in history for a direct
share of their past income, In the
midst of the war’s enthusiasm or
anxieties, it is well to make pre-
paration for that fateful day, says
Morris Evans, associate agricul-
tural economist of the New Mexi-
co Agricultural Experiment Sta-
tion.

“What will Congress do to my
1942 income tax?” is a question
that people are asking. “Will I
have to pay all of it or only part,
and if I pay all, will I get some of
it back after the war is over?”
There is no answer now to these
questions. One can only wait and
see,

In the meantime, the 1942 tax
law is still the law of the land. Re-
turns must still be filed by March
15. Any married person living
with husband or wife, who had a
gross income of $1,200 or
more, and any single person whose
gross income was $500 or more,
must file a return. This does not
mean that they must also—neces-
sarily—pay a tax. Whether or not
a tax is paid depends on many
things. These things are indicated
on the income-tax blank and are ex-
plained on the tax instruction sheet,
as well as in a series of articles
now running in The Advocate.

Regardless of what Congress may
do about the “pay-as-you-go” or |
any other plan, the best thing to
do is to get a blank and determine
whether or not any tax is owed on
the 1942 income. Then prepare to
pay at least the first quarteriy in- |
stallment or, if able, |

In making a declaration when
registering during the week of Feb.
22, no one will have to count his
stock or frozen or dried fruits or
But, just the same,
these foods will take ration stamps
when ‘bought after March 1.

Beginning March 1, all persons
who do not own more than five
cans or bottles of foods will have
forty-eight points to “spend” dur-
ing the month. These forty-eight
points will be represented by the
blue stamps in the book, bearing
the serial letters “A,” “B” and “C.”
This gives each person three 8-
point stamps, three 5-point stamps,
three 2-point stamps, and three 1-
points stamps.

Points for April will not be an-
inced until about March 15.
The official point values for the
more than 200 food items covered

night Feb. 20.

Each grocery store will display
the official table of point values.

Point values will differ accord-
ng to the relative scarcity of the

vegetables.

The following need not be count-
ed or declared: Canned olives, can-
ned meat and fish, pickles, relish,
jellies, jams and preserves, spa-
ghetti, macaroni and noodles.

Rationing Limits
‘Shoes to Three
Pairs a Year

Without warning that it was to
be done, the government put shoes
under rationing Sunday and im-
mediately froze all stocks, but they
were on sale again Tuesday at the
rate of no more than three pairs a
person a year, the first pair pur-
chasable through the use of sugar-
coffee stamp No. 17. 7
good until
June 15, when a new stamp will
be designated.

The only apparent kick-back
here seems to have been due to
many of the Spanish-Americans,
who, having learned some but not
all of the facts, decided they could
buy shoes by presenting stamp No.
17 only on Tuesday, caused a run
in some of the stores.

Purchases among Anglos since
the unfreezing Tuesday has been
normal, but it could not be explain-
ed to many Spanish-Americans,
who demanded-—andgot
whole families.

No hardship is contemplated
through the new order, for there
are sufficient shoes in the nation.
The order was made in order to

shoes for

prevent hoarding.

Although theoretically each per-
son is entitled to only three pairs
of shoes a year, members of a fam-
ily may pool their coupons, so some
may buy more and others fewer.

The order also suspends the man-
ufacture of many types of shoes,
including all two-tone shoes, and
restricts them to four colors, white,
vlack, town brown and army rus-
set. Heels on women’s shoes may
be no higher than 2% inches.
