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IJSDA Strikes at 
New Mexico^s 
Black Markets

The Department of Agriculture, 
striking at New .Mexico’s black 
markets in meat, has issued a 
statement explaining the regula­
tions under which all slaughterers 
must get permits for slaughtering 
from county war boards, said the 
Albu(|uerque Office of VV’ar Infor­
mation today.

The boards will fix a quota for 
each slaughterer, and no slaugh­
terer may deliver meat without 
a permit, it was said.

The explanation was made af­
ter transfer of civilian meat re­
striction regulations from the ju­
risdiction of the Office of Price 
Administration to the Department 
of Agriculture, said the OWL

Slaughterers, having received 
permits and been given quotas, 
may not exceed the quota but may 
petition the director of the Food 
Itistribution Administration at 
Washington for quota adjustment.

Each wholesale cut of meat 
must be stamped or marked in­
delibly with the permit number 
assigned, the OWI said, and the 
cuts include ten cuts or kinds of 
beef and veal, five of lamb and 
mutton, and nine of pork.

The USDA cautioned retailers, 
restaurants, hotels and institu­
tions not to accept any meats 
which do not bear a slaughter 
number of each wholesale cut, 
which is the mark of a legitimate 
slaughterer rather than a black 
market operator.

In addition to these regulations, 
livestock dealers are required to 
keep a record of purchases and 
.sales and, in the black market bat­
tle, to obtain permits from their 
county USDA war boards if they 
buy livestock and keep it for less 

jthan thirty days.

Internal Revenue Tax 
On Transportation of 
Property Necessary

S. P. Vidal, collector of internal 
revenue, Albuquerque, wishes to 
remind persons engaged in the 
transportation of property for hire 
that they must file application 
for registry under the provisions 
of the Internal Revenue Code as 
added by the Revenue Act of 1942 
and that failure to do so renders 
them liable to a penalty.

The Rt*venue Act of 1942 placed 
a 3 percent tax on amounts paid 
for the transportation of proper­
ty. This tax applies to amounts 
paid to a person engaged in the 
business of transporting property 
for hire, including amounts paid 
to a freight forwarder, express 
company, or similar person. Per­
sons engaged in that business 
are responsible for registry, and 
for collecting this tax and remit­
ting it to the collector of internal 
revenue. To date, applicants fur 
registry for this tax have been 
slow in arriving in the collector’s 
office, and persons liable for reg­
istry are urged to register im­
mediately if penalty is to ^be 
avoided.

.Stocks of repair parts for farm 
machinery in the mountain region 
are "in good condition” and far­
mers and ranchers should be able 
to obtain any repairs essential to 
their production of the biggest 
crop in the nation’s history, Wal­
ter D. Barry of Washington, field 
chief of WPB’s Farm Machiner>’ 
Division, reported in Ilenver.

Barry conferred with Robert 
Roemer and R. G. Breckenridge 
Jr., regional WPB agricultural con­
sultants, and instructed them to 
do ever>'thing in their power to 
ex|MKiite prtxiuction in the farm 
machinery manufacturing plants 
of the region. There are twelve 
major plants in Colorado, five in 
Wyoming, five in Montana, three 
in Utah and one in New Mexico.

Wartime Meat 
Saving Aids 
For Housewives

It ’s easy to save meat when it’s 
served, says Jessie Alice Cline, 
home economist, i f  the carving 
knife is sharp, meat is served in 
small servings, every scrap of left­
over meat is used, and other foods 
are combined with the meat to 
extend its flavor.

To have a sharp knife means 
that the homemaker must take a 
few precautions. A carving knife 
should never be put In a drawer 
with other utensils—and of course 
it’s important to wash it, dry it, 
and put it away at once after it 
s used.

It ’s perfectly good wartime eti­
quette to ask for second helpings, 
but very bad to leave even a scrap 
of meat on a plate. Adults, as well 
as children, should be taught these 
new points in table manners.

Every scrap of leftover meat 
must be saved and used. Season­
ings may be varied and trimmings, 
drippings and gravy can be com­
bined in a variety of sauces and 
gravies, i

With a shortage in the amount 
of meat available for civilian 
needs, making our share go as far 
as possible depends a lot upon 
proper cookery methods. There’s a 
right way to cook each kind and 
cut of meat and the right way 
means —  more servings, greater 
flavor and a more palatable dish, 
and a saving of fuel. Here are 
some of the more important meat 
cooking methods:

Moist heat methods— braising 
and cooking in water—are used 
for the less tender meat cuts. 
Braising is the method used for 
pot-roasts, Swiss steaks, and pork 
steaks and chops. Long, slow cook­
ing makes pot-roasts and steaks 
tender. Pork steaks and chops are 
already tender, but braising brings 
out their delicious flavor and de­
creases the amount of shrinkage.

Other tender cuts, including 
hams, legs of lamb, standing ribs 
of beef, cushion style or rolled 
lamb and pork shoulder are cooked 
by roasting—one of the dry heat 
methods. Other dry heat methods 
are broiling and panbruiling, used 
for cooking steaks and chops. It 
is also used for meats which have 
been made tender by grinding— 
such as patties and meat loaves.

The one cardinal rule in meat 
cookery is to always use a low- 
temperature. Regardless of the 
fact that a longer cooking time 
is required, less fuel is consumed 
than w-hen meat is cooked at high 
temperature. Roasts of beef, veal, 
and lamb should be cooked at an 
even temperature of 300 degrees, 
fresh pork at 350 degrees.

Regardless of the method of 
cooking—by dry heat or by moist 
heat— meat is more tender and 
juicier i f  cooked slowly and, most 
important just now, is that a 
greater number of servings of 
meat can be obtained if it is cooked 
at low temperature.

KNOW YOUR

NEIGHBOR
There are national holidays, 

there are state holidays, and there 
are days peculiar to indi\idual 
communities. There are also cer­
tain days which, by virtue of cus­
tom or religious motives, are cel­
ebrated throughout the world. But 
only rarely is there a day set 
aside by the formal action of a 
large number of governments and 
observ-ed by individuals and groups 
in each one of them; in short, an 
international holiday.

Such a day is Pan American 
Day, celebrated annually on April 
14. and obser\-ed in all the repub­
lics of the Western Hemisphere “ as 
a commemorative symbol of the 
sovereignty of the American na­
tions and the voluntary union of 
all in one great continental com­
munity.” It was in May, 19.30, that 
the repre.sentative of Brazil on 
the governing board of the Pan 
American Union, Dr. S. Gargel 
do Amaral, proposed the designa­
tion of a day that should be ob­
served as “ Pan .\meriran Day” 
in all the republics of America.

There was a two-fold purpose 
in selecting April 14. In the first 
place, there was the desirability 
of choosing a date that- would 
have some continental significance, 
and April 14 served this purpose 
admirably, for it was on that date 
in 1890 that the representatives of 
the American republics assembled 
at Washington in the first Pan 
American conference approved a 
resolution creating the Pan Amer­
ican Union, the international or-

ganization of the twenty-one 
American republics.

Pan American Day, however, is 
not intended to commemorate the 
founding of the Pan American 
Union. A  consideration of no less 
importance in the selection of the 
date was the circumstance that 
April 14 falls in a season of the 
year when schools in most of the 
countries of the Americas are in 
session—in North America, In 
.Middle America and in South 
America. And it was especially 
desired that on this day the 
schools of the continent should 
arrange programs appropriate to 
the occasion.

The recommendation thus adopt­
ed was made effective in all the 
countries, members of the Pan 
American Union. In this country, 
the proclamation of the president' 
recommended that the people of 
the United States obser\e the day' 
with appropriate c e r e  monies, j 
“ thereby giving expression to the i 
spirit of continental solidarity and 
to the sentiments o f cordiality 
and friendly feeling which the 
Government and people of the Uni- i 
ted States entertain toward the 
peoples and Governments o f the 
other republics of the American 
continent.”  Similar proclamations 
were issued by the chief execu­
tives of all the other American 
republics.

The municipalities of the West­
ern Hemisphere have supplement­
ed the proclamations of the na­
tional governments. The inter- 
.\merican congress of municipali­
ties held at Santiago, Chile, urged 
the municipalities to participate 
in the observance of Pan Ameri­
can Day. In the United States, 
the conference of mayors held at 
Washington went on record “ in 
favor of celebrating Pan American 
Day in all our municipalities, and 
that the mayors of our member 
cities wherever necessary take 
steps to appoint committees that 
will prepare a proper program 
for such an event.”

Today, in every section of the 
continent, from New York and San 
F'rancisco in the north to Buenos 
Aires and Santiago and even to

the Straits of Magellan in the 
south, preparations were made for 
the observance of this continental 
holiday on Wednesday, April 14. 
Schools, colleges, civic associa­
tions, women’s clubs, service or­
ganizations and international rela­
tions groups planned programs. 
These programs varied, ranging 
from such elaborate demonstra­
tions as those planned in New 
York and Miami, to simple exer­
cises presented in remote rural 
schools. All of them, however, em­
phasized the close unter-relation- 
ship of the American continent, 
and the unity of thought and un­
ity of purpose of the people and 
governments of the American re­
publics.
