Army Detachment
To Help Gather

Scrap in May

Groundwork was laid last even-
ing at a meeting in Carlsbad for
North and South Eddy County’s
participation in a new scrap drive
to be launched in New Mexico
about May 15 with the Army co-
operating.

The scrap collection will be car-
ried out by means of a detach-
ment of 120 men and 30 to 40
trucks, under the command of Lt.
Herman Harper. The group will
start in at Carlsbad for South
Eddy County about May 15 and
then will move about a week lat-
er to North Eddy County, with
headquarters at Artesia, where
the men will camp.

It was brought out at the meet-
ing by W. B. McCollum, executive
secretary for New Mexico of the
general salvage branch of the War
Production Board, that the location
of scrap in each community will|
be up to local committees. When |
it is located by the local people,
the Army men with their trucks
will go out and bring it in.

It is hoped to locate all of the
scrap, not only in the Artesia vi-|
cinity and the oil fields, but on
the ranches and even up the moun-
tain canyons.

Artesia Hiked

Total for Artesia
Set at $138,013
For Year 1943-44

The budget for the Artesia
schools for the 1943-44 school year

!was increased Saturday to $138,-

013 from the current budget of
$127,993, at a meeting in Carlsbhad
Saturday of school officials with
R. H. Grissom, state educational
budget auditor.

The chief item of increase was
for teachers’ salaries, hiked from
$65,067 to $76,332, which provides
for an increase of approximately
15 per cent, as well as one addi-
tional teacher.

Total for the maintenance bud-
get was set at $108,138, an in-
crease from the present year’s
£95,355.

For Eddy County the mainte-
nance budget was set at $460,000,
increased from $390,160 for the
current year. The principal
creases in the county at large
were for additional teachers and
increased teachers’ salaries of
about 15 per cent.

While the sinking fund for the
Artesia schools was made the
same as a year ago, $16,000, a de-
crease was made in the direct
charge budget from $16,638 to
$13,875.

Approval was given to increase
the Carlsbad schools’ maintenance
budget from $151,020 to $184,716,
while essential increases were al-

ed from $108,850 to $132,177.

The Artesia schools were repre-
sented at the hearing by W. E.
Kerr, superintendent of schools,
and Mrs. L. B. Feather and Glenn

Deposits at First
National Continue

To Skyrocket

For some unknown reason, un-
less it is a definite sign of infla-
tion, deposits at the First Nation-
al Bank of Artesia continue to
soar, for they reached a new all-
time high of $3,393,874 Friday.

Ordinarily the deposits increase
considerably in the fall, reflect-
ing the sale of cotton and live-
stock, and then they drop about
the first of the year and during
the spring.

However, the high mark of
three million dollars was reached
on Dec. 31, a year to the day af-
ter two million was first attained, |

and the deposits have continued |
to climb since.

This, bank officials said, is in
spite of the recent income tax

They are generally agreed that|
the continued rise in deposits is|
due to inflationary trends.

Deposits last Deec. 31, the da,\'!
three million was first reached, |
were $3,036,138.10, at which time |
loans and discounts were $539,497.

Exactly a year prior, on Dec. |
31, 1941, when two million was |
first recorded on the books, the
exact deposits were $2,007,224.82.
Loans and discounts on that date
were $634,005.87, nearly a hun-
dred thousand more than a year
later, the reduction during the
yvear indicating a growing period
of prosperity, considering the in-
crease of deposits as well.

And on Deec. 31, 1940, at the
close of business, deposits were
$1,632,827.38, the greatest ever re-
corded on the last day of a year
up to that time.

Although deposits are down
somewhat from Friday, when the
new high was reached, they fluc-
tuate from day to day, and indi-
cations are that the total deposits

will go still higher.

Norwalk, Conn., man, to his unborn child.
His letter contains the hopes and fear and aspirations in tht

hearts and souls of untold husbands and fathers in the armed forces, |

men who are fighting “to preserve the heritage of freedom for their
sons and daughters,” as The Amarillo News expressed it.

Without further preamble, here is A /C Keyworth’s letter, which |

speaks for itself:

Dear Son,

I have no way of knowing as I write this that you, my yet unborn
child, will be a boy. It is just that I find myself thinking of you
as a boy, and so if you turn out to be a little lady, you must forgive
your dad, for I will cherish you as I do your mother. 1 hope and
pray that at some future happier time, when you are old enough to
understand, I will be able to read you this myself. It may be though
that you must read these lines alone, and this is my reason for writ-
ing them.

The country which in a few short weeks will claim you as one
of its newest citizens is fighting for its existence. Your mother
waits alone at home to bring you into the world while your father
prepares for whatever may be his share of the combat which lies
ahead. The risks are great, and though my comrades in uniform
laugh with me as we joke of future danger, still in each of our
hearts is the quieting knowledge that some day soon we must prepare
to face the final fact of death.

That we can laugh now is high tribute to the many reasons we
have found to thus prepare ourselves and move forward in hope
and courage.

Twenty-five years ago when I was born, the world was also at
war. | grew up during the peace that followed, totally unaware of
the pain and sacrifice that had gone into the winning of that peace—
however brief it may have been. 1 learned to sneer with other school-
boys at the merely preliminary battle to make the world safe for
Democracy—not even knowing what Democracy meant.

In this matter, my son, my ignorance equalled by ego. This was
the state of mind I found myself in when the men who now seek to
destroy my country—and yours—plunged my world into the horror
of total war. In what a short space of time did I discover what it
meant to live in a free world!

I speak to you across the years which lie between us so that you
will not be a partner to the derision and ¢ontempt in which many of
your contemporaries will inevitably hold my generation. This fight
we pursue is for you who will follow, for in the winning of it, many
of us will have lost all that gives to life its savour. We want only
at the close of it to return to whatever is left of the world we knew
and finish out our time in peace.

Even as | write these lines, the dreams of many are fading in
their hearts, supplanted by the nightmare of war and all that war
can mean to a man and a woman. These are the dreams we hold so
dear, which we are so reluctant to let go, that are the very reason we
seek to destroy our enemies at whatever cost.

For these dreams of ours, and of the men and women who came
before us, built this country, made your country, my son, the last
asylum for the decent man who desires not the sun but only a chance
to work for a place in it. The men we fight would keep us chained
in the shadow of their faise greatness and so we oppose our strength
to theirs. In this way we give to you who come after, your chance
to dream as we were offered our own.

There are so many things I had planned telling you when you

and | first began to talk—man to man—how I met your mother and |

how I loved her with all my heart from the first wonderful moment.
And the way we looked at each other without speaking—silenced by
our great happiness—the day we knew for sure that you were com-
ing. There were so many things which now remain unspoken.

Forgetting all else, my son, if you choose, remember what I say
to you now. The army in which I am a soldier provides a chaplain’s
corps to minister to the spiritual needs of men in uniform where-
ever on the globe they may find themselves. These men of God have
given to me two words on which to base my courage and my hope
of a better time. These simple words encompass all that 1 know,
all that I would be able to tell you in ten thousand others. Accept
them, use them each day that you live in all your dealings with
people and situations and yours will be the happy life. They are:
“Have Faith.”

. . . The knowledge that I cannot be close to your mother when
you draw your first breath gives me the greatest anguish I have ever
known. . . . Only my faith sustains me, for it has created between
those I love and myself a tremendous bond, possessed of such
strength, all my courage, all my hope.

My faith allows me to look forward to the wonderful years that
will come for us with victory and to the good things we will share
together. God grant that this will be so. If it be otherwise, then
you must dream my dreams, fulfill your ambitions as I sought to
fulfill my own, find the peace, the happiness, which I have only
touched upon. Whatever happens, my son, may my blessing and
that of God protect you and keep you.
