Excitement as 
Creek Raises

The rains came this week, 
breaking a drought, which for 
the last half year had seared the 
rangelands and kept farmers ir­
rigating to a much greater extent 
than in normal years.

Although scattered rains had 
been falling in Southeast New- 
Mexico for a number of days, the 
first precipitation in the Artesia 
area came Monday night, during 
which 1.25 inches w-ere recorded 
by the gauge of the Southern Un­
ion Gas Company, more than the 
1.18 inches recorded previously in 
1943, nearly six months.

Tuesday night and up to 8 
o’clock Wednesday morning 2.30 
inches of rain fell, while an addi­
tional .16 inch w-as recorded in the 
twenty-four hours ending at 8 
o’clock this morning, making the 
total for the week and month of 
June 3.70 inches.

The precipitation this week has 
been quite general, extending over 
all o f Southeast .New- Mexico and 
into the mountains.

Austin Reeves of Lower Penas- 
co said Weilnesday morning when 
in Artesia that canyons were run­
ning full in the mountains, but 
that there was a relatively small 
amount o f precipitation between 
Lower Pena.sco and Hojie. Eagle 
Draw- was dry at the time he came 
to tow-n.

Many of the dips in this local­
ity were running full at different 
times and cars were stalled on the 
highways starting Tuesday- night.

Although the drought-breaking 
rain Monday night wa.s o f dow-n- 
pour proportions, it was surpassed 
Tuestlay night a.-; 2..30 inches fell.

Tlie worst of the drought start­
ed after last Ik-ceniber saw rain­
fall o f 1.90 inches and .l'> inch 
w-as recorded early in January. 
However, the De<-eml)er rainfall 
came after a month in which not 
a trace was noted.

Rainfall in F'ebruary. March 
and .April was almost nil, with o-j 
r*"corded in both February and 
April and .05 in March. The May- 
total was .fi4 inch and none had 
fallen in June up to Monday night 
o f this week.

With cotton having made a good 
start and little if any hay down 
in this vicinity, the rains this week 
have been a Godsend to farmers. 
The value to the ranges is ines­
timable.

As heavy as was the rain in Ar- 
tesia and as recorded by the

State Campai^rn 
To Curb Speed 
Starts Monday

The enforcement division o f the 
state Office o f Price Administra­
tion announced that a statewide 
campaign to curb speeding on New 
Mexico highways was launched 
Monday.

State police and other slate en­
forcement officers are bt'ing asked 
to assist Ol’ A investigators in 
checking s(>eed8 o f all persons 
driving more than thirty-five 
miles per hour.

Heretofore rt*ports of speed vi­
olators have been transmitted to 
local boards, but since .Monday the 
legal enforcement division of the 
state OPA is handling violations. 
When reports are rt'ceived, notice 
will be sent out to the owners o f 
the cars involved, requiring them 
to appear for hearings at the Al­
buquerque OPA office.

Under the gasoline rationing 
regulation, the state OPA direc­
tor, through a special hearings o f­
ficer, is empowered to conduct 
hearings to determine whether or 
not the holder o f a ga.soline ration 
book has violated the speed lim­
itation or any other provision of 
the regulation. If it is found that 
the owner, or someone else driv­
ing the car with his permission, 
has violated the regulation, an 
order will be issued to revoke his 
gasoline rations for such period 
o f time as may be deemed proper 
by the special hearings officer.

Rationing or no rationing, the 
midday meal must still account 
for one-third of the day's nutri­
tion, a trick that can still be 
turned whether lunch is ser\'ed 
at home or packed to take to 
work.

Roll out the unrationeds and 
the very low-pointers when the 
noonday whistle blows; spread out 
your points to allow for leftovers 
to use at lunch; don’t save points 
for a big dinner, at the cost of 
a poor lunch, any more than you 
would save all your red points for 
one day’s blow-out (bad b«-havior!)

Shift eating habits around a 
bit. Some days let cereal and fruit 
take the breakfast burden and 
use the breakfast eggs for cas­
seroles, creaming, curries, sand­
wich and salad fillings. Count in 
plentiful unrationed cereals (the 
restored ones are vitamin-rich) 
for eating "as is’ ’ or in pancakes, 
waffles, muffins.
