this healthy outdoor life, they are
in top physical trim. |

The second phase of the train-
ing program is assignment to one
of the great naval stations for
specialized training—the Section
Base at Staten Island, N. Y.; the
Naval Station at New Orleans;
Destroyer Base at San Diego,
| Calif.; the Navy Yards at Boston,
Philadelphia, or Mare Island, Cal-
if. Training consists of working
on damaged ships, doing the same
kind of work that later will be
done at advanced bases. The train-
ing period is two to four months.

The men are welding into
smooth-operating teams of 10 to
480 men, each a complete unit,
fully equipped to handle repair
jobs. They go overseas in teams.

Most SRU men qualify for pet-
ty officers ratings, with base pay
ranging from $78 to $£126 a month

Repair Units; after cleared by the
board, inducted and sworn into the
Navy, a man will be assigned to|
the Ship Repair Unit job for which |
he qualifies, together with its ap- |
propriate rating and pay; after |
this, he will be placed on inactive |
duty and later assigned to a train-l
ing station.
