Texas police investigating a 
safecracking found a pair of shoes 
in the home of a suspect. The shoes 
were muddy and since the safe had 
been opened at a spot where the 
ground was wet. soil samples were 
aent to the FBI along »-ith dirt 
from the suspect’s shoes. The two 
samples were found to be identi­
cal. The suspect confessed and ad­
mitted that he had been involved in 
a number of other similar safe­
crackings.

In another Texas case, a busi­
ness man received a letter threat­
ening to “blow up” his establish­
ment unless he paid $1,000. A sus­
pect was developed and in his home 
was found a tablet of paper. On a 
aheet was found some trace of 
indented writing. 'This sheet was 
aent to the FBI Laboratory, where 
special handling enabled techni­
cians to “bring out” the indented 
writing which proved to be iden­
tical with that on the extortion

of various body fluids, handwriting 
comparisons, and bullet identifica­
tions are among other day-to-day 
problems for the FBI I-aboratory. 
The technicians recently received 
several automobile tires from 
which the serial numbers had been 
cut. The figures were restored, en­
abling local officers to Identify 
the tires as stolen property.

As a result of these modem feats 
of magic, many criminals are 
caught each year who otherwise 
would remain free to commit ad­
ditional illegal acta.
