Made by Tingley

Mayor Emery Carper plans to
attend a conference in Albuquer-
{que Saturday of city officials of
the state, called by Mayor Clyde
Tingley of Albuquerque, “for the
purpose concerted aetion with
respect to the many problems now
confronting all political subdivi-
sions of the state.”

In a letter to Mayor Carper,
Tingley that the conference
there will be discussions on “pro-
posal amendments to the New
Mexico liquor law to restore lic-
ensing power to local option dis-
tricts and to consider other needed

of

amendments, including the provi-
gions that now permit, under cer-
tain conditions, the sale of liquor
to minors™ and “means for exercis-
ing effectively the priority rights
granted to cities and counties in
purehase of machinery and equip-
ment from the surplus war stocks
of the federal government.”

Mayor Carper said that if the
first proposal has to do with the
right of a municipality to veto the
granting of liquor licenses under
certain conditions, he is in favor
of it, but that if it would place
arbitrary enforcement powers, such
as the revocation of licenses, in the
hands of municipal officers with-
out the licensees having recourse
to the courts, as he has been in-
formed Tingley proposes, he is op-
posed to it.

However, Mayor Carper said
that if something might be pro-
posed through the formation of a
“New Mexico Muuicipal League,”
which might not meet with the
approval of himself and other of-
ficials of Artesia, he prefers to be
a member, rather than to sit back
and have no opposition vote. From
