Won’t Deprive Labor
Many farmers have been won- 

' dering how long they could de- 
' pend on prisoners of war for agri- 
. culture use, and this week Dallas 
Rierson, Kddy County agent, pasa- 

 ̂ed on information as given by Gen- 
I eral Bryan, assistant to the provost 
marshal general in charge of pris- I oner of war camps, as represents

General Bryan, in an interview, 
gave a comprehensive picture of 
the prisoner-of-war situation in the 
United StatM and denied that the 
prisoners were "coddled ’* "W e ll 
get them all out of here just the 
minute any labor becomes surplus, 
and we won't let any grass grow 
under our feet doing it." the gen­
eral said.

"W e are not going to prevent 
any American from getting a job 
bacauae of a pnaoner,”  he said 
flatly. "We do not and will not 
compete with free labor. If there's 
a civilian for the job, he gets it.

"By October, it may be possible 
to n it down on the use of prison­
ers as laborers and begin sending 
them back to Europe. But in the 
meantime the War Manpower Com

boys being returned to the Ameri­
can hospitals and with the need of 
these teys for something with 
which to amuse and entertain 
themselves growing, new pleas are 
being sounded for more playing 
cards for the boys.
