Only Dealers May 
Sell 1946 Cars 
Through Advocate

Through voluntary action 
for the protection of all auth­
orized automobile dealers and 
potential purchasers in Ar­
tesia, The Advocate will re­
fuse to accept and publish ad­
vertisements for the sale of 
1946 automobiles for individ­
uals, or others than legitimate 
dealers—with possible excep­
tions.

The move is made by way of 
co-operating in the effort to 
wipe out any black market ac­
tivities which may exist. 
Cases have been noted in 
which new 1946 cars were 
purchased, only to be offered 
as little as a day later—some­
times several months and 
thousands of miles later — at 
premium prices.

The dealers in Artesia auth­
orized by manufacturers, 
have established prices for 
which they must sell, and by 
which they abide. When 
they take in a car of some 
other make than those han­
dled, they must and do sell 
the trade-in as a used car. 
And the purchasers can have 
faith in any guarantees or 
statements made.

The possible exceptions 
will involve cases in which it 
is known by The Advocate the 
sellers have good cause to of­
fer their 1946 cars and are not 
playing a black-market racket.

Coroner’s Jury Finds J. G. Kimbell 
Death From Butane Asphyxiation

A croner’s jury Wednesday 
morning found that J. G. Kimbell, 
70, who was found dead at his 
home here Friday afternoon, Jan. 
24, came by his death “by reason of 
natural causes from asphyxiation 
in that the gas heater had gone 
out, causing his death between the 
hours of 9:45 p. m. Jan. 23, 1947, 
and noon Jan. 24, 1947, in his 
home about two miles southwest 
of Artesia.”

The inquest was delayed until 
yesterday, in order that Mrs. 
Kimbell, who was found uncon­
scious at the time Mr. Kimbell was 
found dead, could recover and 
testify. *

Although it was generally un­
derstood that butane gas in the
home had caused the death of Mr. 
Kimbell and the illness of his
wife, no official statement to that 
effect was issued until after the 
inquest.

Mrs. Kimbell, the first witness, 
related that her husband had shut 
off the floor furnace in their home 
the evening of Jan. 23. She said 
she usually coutioned him to make 
sure the gas was tightly shut off,

but she did not remember wheth-1 
er she had done so Jan. 23. |

The witness, who was uncon­
scious for several days after being 
found, could give little informa­
tion as to what transpired after 
Mr. Kimbell shut off the gas.

Her daughter, Mrs. Douglas 
O’Bannon of the Cottonwood com­
munity, who discovered the trag­
edy, said she and her 3-year-old 
daughter arrived at her parents’ 
home about 3 or 3:30 o’clock Fri­
day afternoon, Jan. 24, and that 
she knocked on the door and then 
walked in the house.

She testified she saw her father 
on the divan and called to him, 
but received no answer, at the 
same time noticing the odor of gas 
in the house. She said she left 
the front door open and then went 
in the bedroom, where she saw 
her mother lying on the bed.

Mrs. O'Bannon said that after 
opening two windows by her 
mother’s bed, she went to a neigh­
bor’s and asked that a doctor be 
called.

SENSE AND NONSENSE 
ABOUT RACE

Ten years ago, Ina Corinne 
Brown wrote a little book en­
titled “World Friendship,” that 
caused the world to sit up and 
take notice. Last year she wrote 
the foreword of a pamphlet under 
the title of this article, in which 
she said “We of this planet must 
learn to live together or perish. 
There is no time to argue or to 
wait, there are no ifs or buts. Two 
thousand million human beings 
now occupy a planet on which 
man has conquered distance, and 
has pried from nature incredible 
power. The story is told in the 
word Hiroshima.”

Artesia is only 60 hours from 
any airfield on the earth, and it 
will probably be only 24 hours 
within another year. We can 
hope, no longer, to build a coop­
erative world on ignorance or er­
ror. We must get the facts about 
other people. We must know why 
they l^have as they do. Then we 
must be willing to act on this new­

ly acquired knowledge, even 
though it may mean to subordin­
ate our personal interests to the 
common good.

We need to learn that “super­
ior folks” are individuals, and 
that they belong to all races. I 
once read a thesis written by a 
young lady in the study of anthro­
pology, in which she said: “I be­
lieve in a ‘color line,’ but I think 
it should be perpendicular rather 
than horizontal.” Two colored 
lads were standing beside a great 
mogul engine, and one said to the 
other: “Don’t you wish you wuz 
white, so you could run a great 
engin’ like dat?” The other an­
swered: “All I want is jes a 
chance, and I’ll run ’er, black as 
1 is.” Booker T Washington, pos­
sibly the greatest man of his race 
in his generation, urged his peo­
ple not to lament that they were 

I black, but to prove to the world 
that a black man could be as good 
and as great as any man.

What, then, is race? It might 
be defined as a group of people 
who have inherited certain phy­
sical traits, which set them apart 
from other groups who have dif 
ferent kinds of physical traits 
The main divisions are the White, 
the Black, the Brown, the Red. 
and the Yellow races.

We shall use every effort pos­
sible and we have been assured 
every bit of co-operation possible 
But we have been told frankly 
we can not increase the number 
of issues of the paper we are pub­
lishing. Any desire we might 
have to increase the size of the 
paper or the number of issues 
could not be carried out if we had 
sufficient equipment, help and 
even the advertising to justify it. 
We are striving to secure suffic­
ient stock to take care of our cus­
tomers, who have and need com­
mercial printing. We do know we 
receive at least our share of the 
supplies available. We believe 
we will continue to do this and 
that we will be able to continue 
to serve. It is possible that we 
may have to make certain substi­
tutions and we may have to seek 
the patience of our customers. 
However, we have been granted 
this before and we feel we will 
continue to be granted this again. 
We can only say we will continue 
to do the best we can and to try 
and secure the paper, which we 
need to take care of your needs 
and to continue to keep your 
Advocate coming to you every 
week.

V’itamin Supplement 
Does Not Protect 
Calves Against Scours

I Calves that were fed vitamin A 
supplements in starters were
neither protected against scours 
nor were their gains in weight sig­
nificantly larger than those of 
calves not receiving the supple­
ment in a recent experiment of 
the dairy husbandry department 
of the New Mexico Agricultural 
Experiment Station.

“These conclusions,” said O. C. 
Unningham, head of the depart­
ment, “were reached after feed­
ing shark-liver oil supplement to 
one group of dairy heifer calves 
and feeding another group the 
same feed without supplement.”

A full report of this research is 
given in the experiment station's 
new bulletin, “The Effect of a 
Vitamin A Supplement in Raising 
Calves,” free copies of which will 
be mailed upon request.

Preliminary indications for the 
1946 Federal Crop Insurance year 
point to favorable balance on 
wheat and flax programs, but 
large losses in cotton because of 
weather and boll weevils. The 
1945 crop year was the first time, 
according to the Federal Crop In­
surance Corporation’s annual re­
port "that black ink has shown on 
the final ledger for any commod­
ity,” when premiums exceeded in­
demnities on wheat, flax, and trial 
tobacco insurance. Both cotton 
and trial corn insurance programs 
show deficits for 1945 Unfavor­
able weather in the Cotton Belt 
and excessive moisture and frost 
in corn areas were main causes of 
losses in 1945.

While good yields contributed 
greatly to the wheat success in 
both 1945 and 1946, the report by 
the corporation shows that exper­
ience gained in the seven years of 
wheat operations has resulted in 
many program - strengthening 
measures. These changes along 
with relatively large participation 
place the wheat crop insurance 
program on a sound basis. Nearly 
a half million wheat farmers will 
be insured in 1947, according to 
the report. The insurance pro­
gram on flax, similar to wheat in 
cultural practices, has benefited 
from changes worked out in the 
wheat program and favorable 
weather made possible the good 
insurance experience on flax.

Severe drought and heavy boll 
weevil infestations were largely 
responsible for cotton losses. In 
some areas, infestations in 1946 
averaged almost 50 per cent and 
were as high as 100 per cent on 
some farms. Drought in the west­
ern third of the Cotton Belt, 
where a large part of the cotton 
insurance business was concen­
trated in 1945, halved long-time 
average yields in many counties. 
The corporation is making several 
important changes to strengthen 
the cotton insurance program in 
1947, the report says. The chang­
es will move up closing dates for 
taking out insurance, add one lev­
el of insurance, increase premium 
rates, and simplify the program 
by specifying the coverage in 

‘ pounds per acre at various pro- 
' duction stages.
' Trial insurance was in its first 
year in 1945. The report says 
that one year has not furnished 

. sufficient information satisfactor- I ily to analyze the plans. Trial in- 
' surance is offered on corn and to- 
I bacco in limited number of coun- I ties. Trial insurance on these 
crops is in its third and final 
year in 1947.

"Federal crop insurance is still 
in the early stages of development 
as time is measured in the insur­
ance business,” the report reads. 
"In this brief period the answers 
to all crop insurance problems 
have not been found, but substan­
tial progress has been made.”

At the present time the corpora­
tion is conducting a selling cam­
paign on spring wheat, flax, and 
cotton insurance. Winter wheat 
sales were concluded last fall.

The epidemic of foot-an-moutb  ̂
disease among cattle in Mexico' 
and the threatened spread into 
the United States prompted the 
New Mexico Extension Service to 
issue some facts regarding it.

The worst outbreak of foot-and- 
mouth disease in the United States 
was in 1914. It hit hard and 
spread out to 22 states. Before 
the disease was stamped out, 
farmers had to kill 172,000 cattle, | 
sheep, hogs, and goats at a cost 
of millions of dollars.

Foot-and-mouth disease is the 
result of a virus that is so small 
it cannot be seen without a pow­
erful microscope. Its symptoms 
are blisters in the mouth, bad 
lameness, and a high fever. Some­
times hogs lose the outer hoof 
completely and have to walk on 
their knees.

Meat can carry the infection, as 
well as live animals. But the dis­
ease is not dangerous to human 
beings. The threat to man is to 
his food supply.

Production Land 
Is Shrinking As 
U,S, Needs Go Up

Farm Briefs
The family-size farm in this 

country today is larger, more 
mechanized, and more commer­
cialized than it was even five 
years ago. Arthur M. Hauke, 
economist of the New Mexico ex­
tension service, says that.the av­
erage farm in the U S. is now 20 
acres larger than it was in 1942 
and 50 acres larger than it was 25 
years ago. That average, of course, 
takes in the small farms of the 
East and the large ranches of the 
W’est. The biggest jump in the 
size of farms has been in the West, 
where nearly 10 per cent of the 
farms are now more than 1000 
acres. 'These big farms account 
for four-fifths of the farm land 
in the West.

! About 8 4  billion pounds of car- 
I cass meat were graded by the 
Federal Meat Grading service this 

. last year. That is about three bil­
lion pounds leas than the total 

I for 1945. This reduction in vol­
ume of grading is due chiefly to 
the smaller slaughter of livestock 

I in the first nine months of the 
I year and to the discontinuance of 
I  compulsory meat grading with the 

lifting of various livestock and

The number of acres of land 
good enough to grow feed and fi­
ber is shrinking each year while 
the country’s population increases, 
even though the U.S. has taken 
great strides over the last decade 
to save its soil and water resourc­
es.

This was the warning theme of 
two talks given recently by Dave 
Davidson, national director of the 
Agricultural Conservation Pro­
gram. Davidson pointed out that 
if all the harvested cropland of 
the U.S. were divided equally, ev­
ery man, woman, and child would 
have about two and a half acres 
each for all their food and much 
of their clothing needs.

A half-million acres of good 
land is going out of production 
each year through erosion and soil 
depletion.

While that picture is wlarming, 
he said, it has improved from the 
situation when the nation was los­
ing productive land at the rate of 
a million acres each year. With 
the aid of the Agricultural Con­
servation Program, farmers have 
made headway in slowing down 
the destruction of farmland. For 
example, in 1946. they used about 
25 million tons of lime, more than 
six times the amount used in 1936, 
when the Agricultural Conserva­
tion Program began.

Altogether, three and a half 
million of the nation’s farmers 
and ranchers are now carrying out 
soil-building practices in the ACP 
on two-thirds of the country’s 
cropland. Even so, three seres of 
soil-depleting crops have been 
growing where land can stand 
only two, he continued.

“Our soil has been ’expendable’ 
during the war and emergency 
famine period. We must start re- 
lenishing our bank account of soil 
fertility before it becomes ex­
hausted.” Davidson said.

Emphasizing the importance of 
the consumer of soil conservation 
Davidson said, “More and more 
the nation is finding that the value 
of our food is largely determined 
by what we put in the soil that 
grows it.”

All since 
have become American citizens.

Meier's wife, Clara Hume, plays 
the part of the Virgin Mary. She 
was a radio actress in Chicago be­
fore their marriage 10 years ago.

Meier first played the Christ 
Child in the manager at the age 
of 10 weeks. As he grew older, 
he was given other small parts 
in the play. When he was 26, he 
stepped into the role of the 
Christus, for which he had been 
trained from infancy,.

Glen Staten, associate agrono­
mist of the New Mexico Experi-| 
ment Station, has summarized 22 
years of tests on A. & M. College 
cotton fields by recommending a 
mixture of nitrogen and phosphate 
as the best fertilizer for irrigated 
cotton production in New Mexico. 
The Experiment Station published 
the complete results of those tests 
in a mimeographed bulletin co­
authored by Staten and Dale H. 
Hinkle, former A. St M. Experi­
ment Station agronomist, now at 
.Massachusetts State College.

The bulletin, “Maintaining Cot­
ton Yields Through Fertilizers 
and Legume Rotation," points out 
that A. St M.’s tests showed an in­
crease of about one pound of lint 
cotton for every pound of mixed 
available nitrogen and phosphate 
applied to the soil. Applied alone, 
neither phosphate or nitrogen was 
as effective as the two used to­
gether, the bulletin says. Charts 
and complete statistics accompany 
the text.
