$100,000 was sustained early 
Wednesday morning, when the 
ko.sions Lumber Company mill 
(orth of Artesia was destroyed 
nd the flames spread, causing 

to at least (our other con-
ems.
The intense heat from the mill 
irned out the main telephone 
ties to the north and a 33,000- 
Dlt highline, plunging the city 

Artesia into darkness.
The fire broke out about 2

o’clock Wednesday morning dur­
ing a high wind, which is be­
lieved to have whipped up em­
bers from the sawdust incinerator 
at the mill and ignited the main 
building.

Fanned by the wind, the flames 
spread to the Sessions office, 
which was destroyed, along with 
office equipment and papers.

The main lines north of the 
Mountain States Telephone & Tel­
egraph Company, which cross the 
mill property were burned out, 
cutting off all telephone commun­
ication from Artesia to the north.

The 33,000-volt highline of the 
Southwestern Public Service Com­
pany, which crosses the Boswell 
highway adjacent to the Sessions 
mill and yard, was burned 
through, \^ ile  three transformers 
alongside the road at the mill 
were destroyed.

The 'flames leaped across the 
side road to the south and de­
stroyed a stockpile of several 
hundred light poles belonging to 
the Central Valley Electric Coop, 
Inc., the loss of which was esti­
mated by Otto W'ood, manager, to 
be about $12,000. I5e said the

loss was covered by insurance. I
Six private tank cars on the 

Santa Ke siding adjacent to the 
mill were somewhat damaged, be-; 
fore they could be pulled to the 
north of the immediate danger 
area. A rough estimate has been 
made that losses on four of them 
will amount to $75 to $100 each, 
involving the wood frames and 
paint. The other two are esti­
mated to have been damaged 
about $25 each.

A string of about 100 ties on 
the Santa Fe Railway and one 
rail, buckled by the heat, were be­

ing replaced Wednesday. C. O. 
Brown, local Santa Fe agent, said 
the loss to the railway would be 
only about $200.

Homer Sessions, owner of the 
Sessions Lumber Company, was in 
El Paso for medical treatment and 
could not be reached immediately 
to ascertain the loss suffered by 
him.

Mrs. Sessions declined to make 
an estimate, but disclosed that be­
sides loss of the mill building, a 
considerable amount of mill ma­
chinery was destroyed, including 
planing equipment, cut-off saws,

At Open Meeting 
Of Booze Battle

At a public meeting of the new­
ly-formed local chapter of Alco­
holics Anonymous in the city hall 
Tuesday evening, the organizer of 
the chapter at Lubbock, Tex., told 
an astonishing story of how, after 
21 years of almost constant drink­
ing, he had taken his last drink 
last May through the accomplish­
ments of A-A in Fort Worth, 
since when he has rehabilitated 
himself and become successful as 
a salesman.

The Lubbock A-A told of the 
12-point program, all -points of 
which it is necessary to follow to 
continue to be an “arrested case,” 
the final one of which is to help 
carry the work of the organization 
to other alcoholics who wish as­
sistance.

An alcoolic, he said, is sick. Just 
as is a person ill from tuberculos­
is. And, as in the case of tuber­
culosis, the alcoholic la not cured 
through the efforts of A-A, but 
becomes an ‘‘arrested case.”

Some members have “slips,” the 
speaker said, but the peraon, man 
or wonuin, who sincerely wishes to 
stop the use of alcohol, can be 
saved through the A-A methods, 
provided all 12 points are followed 
and the person tries.

“great market basket” to the 
west served by State Highway 
83, Mrs. Priestley discusses 
timber growth and production 
in the Sacramento Mountains, 
last week, in her opening ar­
ticle, she told of the agricul­
tural products raised in the 
area and of the losses sus­
tained in bad weather, when 
the p r o d u c t s  cannot be 
trucked to market over High­
way 83.)
Timber from the Sacramento 

Division of the Lincoln National 
Forest, which lies between Artes­
ia and Alamogordo added almost 
a million dollars to New Mexi­
co's annual income during 1946, 
according to Forest Service rec­
ords.

Only about 200,000 acres of for­
ested lands within the Sacramen­
to Division of the Lincoln Nation­
al Forest are federally owned. 
The remainder of 128,000 acres is 
either owned by the state of New 
Mexico or private landholders and 
constltutM a commercially im­
portant annual crop for the re­
gion.

Commercial timber species in 
the area vary widely with elesra- 
vatioa and rate of precipitation.

The forests begin near Mayhill at 
an elevation of 6000 feet with fuel 
wood and post stands ot pinon, 
cedar (which is really’a juniper), 
and alligator juniper. Above these 
woodland species lie the forests 
of ponderosa pine, one of the 
most valuable timber trees of the 
Southwest. On the colder sites 
and almost monopolizing the high­
er portions of the forests are firs 
and spruces that blend into the 
upper fringes of the ponderosa 
belts. The saw-timber species in 
these upper regions include Doug­
las fir, white fir, Mexican white 
pine, and Colorado blue spruce. | 
Aspen, of negligible commercial. 
value but of forest importance,  ̂
occurs also principally on the 
sites of past forest fires.

Because of the diversity of own­
ership, the harvesting of the tim- 
licr crop in the Sacramento Di­
vision falls into three separate 
phases; On state and private 
lands, on timber right lands, and 
on national forest lands.

State and private lands supply at 
present the greatest proportion of 
the timber harvest with the mar­
ket value last year totaling $450,- 
000. Four large mills operating 
on state and private lands 
will have completed their 
operations within a decade, so this

“Records show 2400 crippled 
children registered in New Mex­
ico.” Cole said, “and it is well 
known that not all crippled child­
ren are registered. Every one of 
them should have a chance (or 
improved physical condition, 
proper schooling, opportunity for- 
recreation and vocational guid­
ance into a useful occupation.” I

The purpose of New Mexico So­
ciety for Crippled Children is to 
assist in every way possible to 
promote the welfare and educa­
tion of the crippled of New Mex­
ico. The society acts as a coor­
dinating agency It supplements 
the service of the other agencies 
in this field and works toward 
rounding out and improving the 
all-over program The New Mex­
ico Society for Crippled Children 
is the only volunteer health agen­
cy in this state serving all types 
of handicapped persons, regard­
less of age. creed, or color.

During the last year, the New 
Mexico Society for Crippled 
Children provided bedside teach­
ing for 125 children who were 
confined to their homes for long 
terms because of a variety of phy­
sical disabilities which includ^ 
cerebray palsy, bone diseases, 
muscular dysrophy, rheumatic fe­
ver, heart disease, epilepsy, ad­
vanced pulmonary tuberculosis, 
poliomyelitis, and a number of 
other long-term diseases.

Although the prevalence of 
acute poliomyelitis caused the 
postponement of the summer 
camping for handicapped boys, 
which was to have b ^ n  held in 
late summer, 24 physically handi­
capped girls were fortunate in be-

Over in the state of Oklahoma a governor was 
elected on the platform of free text hooks for all 
school children, but now that the legislature has 
the bill it is disiovered that the cost will be five 
million dollars and memliers of the state legisla­
ture are scratching their heads and wondering 
where they are going to pet that five million. Of 
course they will get it—but the hooks will not he 
“ free” by any means, for the cost will come right 
hack in the tax hill which the citiu-ns must pay.

Other candidates promised many things, all 
costing money and people, eager for the things 
they were promi.sed, turned out in numbers and vot­
ed, not so much for the candidate as for the bene­
fits he was expeded to Is-stow, which were much 
the same as Dad's Christmas prew-iit, tiie hill for 
which was sent to Dad.

Some time we must learn that there is no 
political Santa Claus; that whenever we are prom­
ised anything by a <andidate he will do his best 
to deliver, but that the hill will he sent to us. When 
we learn this we will cease asking our candidates 
to promise more benefits and l>egin asking them to 
lop off a few we are already receiving. The fault, 
actually, is with us and not those who serve us.

We ask for a lot of things; we get them; we 
pay the bill.

i sized that people Investing t^ i r  I money must receive a fair retura 
I in order to encourage inveslmenU 
I in homes.

A plan suggested many months 
'ago by a local citizen in which 
it was advocated that 100 citizens 
invest $1000 each creating a fund 
of $100,000 as a building fund was 
discussed briery. The plan was 
never inaugurated because little 
or no interest ever w,as shown in 
the proposal.

The panel appeared in perfect 
agreement that mere places for 
people to live is very important 
to the future growth of the city 
and advocated the formation of a 
committee or organization which 
could study all possible ways and 
means for the providing of more 
houses and more apartments.

gram?

A. On housing built for sale, 
“veterans’ preference’ ’means that 
veterans get first chance to buy 
new dwellings built under the 
program. Builders are required 
to offer the property publicly for 
sale to veterans during construc­
tion and for 30 days after com­
pletion, unless sooner sold to vet­
erans. This aplpies to homes the 
government approved for building 
on or before Aug. 6, 1946.

Q. What if approval was granted 
after Aug. 6, 1946.

A. Then the houses must be 
publicly offered for sale to veter­
ans during the construction and 
for 60 days after completion if 
not sold sooner to veterans.

Q. Do these requirements also 
apply to the resale of houses built 
under this program?

A. Yes, on resale the house 
must be publicly offered for sale 
to veterans for 60 days, or for 30 
days prior to Aug. 6, 1946.

Q. Does “veterans’ preference" 
apply to housing built for rent?

A. All units built for rent un­
der the program must be offered 
for rent to veterans during con­
struction and for the designated 
period after completion unless the 
unit was rented sooner to a vet­
eran.

Q. I am a veteran and am in­
terested in purchasing a home | 
being built in my community. | 
Two other veterans want to buy 
the same house. Who decides: 
which of us shall get preference. ,

A. This is a matter entirely for 
the seller to decide, since the gov­
ernment only requires that a sell­
er meets its preference and ceil­
ing price.

Q. I have just purchased a home 
constructed under the Veterans’ 
Emergency Housing Program. 
How am i to know if I have paid 
the correct ceiling price.

A. The seller of the property 
must file a sales report showing 
how much he sold the property 
fur in duplicate with his local 
OPA area rent office. That of­
fice will check the sales report 
against the sales price set by 
FHA. OPA will send you a copy 
of that report, or if you. don’t re­
ceive a copy of the sales report 
within 30 days call or write your 
nearest OPA area rent office.

Artesia’s Pastors Speak
(Rev. Kenneth H. Tuttle)

Lent is the time of preparation 
for Easter. It is also a period 
when we examine and restate our 
great beliefs. We find them 
strengthened and supported by 
our experiences of the Easter sea­
son.

Not necessarily from the 
conventional point of approach, 
but rather to answer the question 
so often asked by many thought­
ful people, “Have we any evidence 
outside of the Bible itself that 
attests the reliability of the Bib­
lical narratives?" In other words, 
we want to present some of the 
findings of the Biblical archaeol­
ogists that support the historicity 
of the Biblical narratives.

The New Testament is not 
without its support from a simi­
lar source. The excavators in 

! Palestine have uncovered a con­
siderable number of copper coins 

I issued by Herod the Great, while 
! he was ruler over Judea. Docu­
ments have been recovered that 
give information regarding the 
Roman enrollment that is men- 

' tinned in Luke’s Gospel. Also, the 
Rule of Qurinius that was ques­
tioned by some scholars has been 
verified by certain documents that 
have been recovered in the years 
shortly before the last war.

One more discovery must be

merely a sacred book, but one 
with historic backgrounds; one 
that has a needed message from 
the heart of the Eternal to the 
spirit of men.

Let me suggest that you read 
the New Testament again during 
the Lenten season For in it we 
find a witness to the power of 
God in the man Jesus Christ, cru­
cified and risen from the dead.

I at Oxyrhynchus, a town located
In the year 1868, F. A. Klein, 

a German missionary, found in 
the load of Moab, about 20 miles 
east of the Dead Sea, a bluish ba­
salt stone, four feet high, two feet 
wide, 14 inches thick, with an in­
scription of Mesha. the Moabite 
king, who lived in the ninth cen­
tury B. C., that contains the name 
of Omri, king of Israel. He is 
referred to as an oppressive indi­
vidual.

During the last 40 years the 
Biblical archaeologists have found 
the annals of the Assyrian kinds, 
in which they record^ their own 
exploits. in these annals the 
names of nine Hebrew kings oc­
cur; Omri. Ahab, Jehu, Menshem, 
Pekah, Hoshea, Ahaz, Hezekiah, 
and Manasseh. In other words, 
these ancient records tell us that 
there is a basis in fact for the 
story of the Bible.

Another instance in which the 
Old Testament writer has been 
verified by an inscription from 
ancient times is a broken cylin­
der bearing an inscription of Cy­
rus the Great. It was found a few 
years ago in what was ancient Ur. 
On this cylinder he states that he 
allowed captive peoples to return 
to their gods and to their ancient 
temples, thus authenticating the 
statement in the book of Ezra that

Soil building practices carried 
out by farmers get much of the 
credit for thils year’s high crop 
production, according to Roy 
Forehand, chairman of the Coun­
ty .Agncultural Conservation 
Committee. ,

"Con.servation farming results 
in better yields, as well as pro-. 
tecting and building land pro­
ductivity from year to year," he 
said

Forehand pointed out that 520 
of the county's 7t>5 farmers put 
soil building practices to work on 
their farm.s during 1W46 These 
farms include three-fourths of the 
county's cropland.

“Conservation benefits all of 
the people by providing more and 
better food." Forehand went on 
It takes about three and one-half 

acres of land to produce the food 
and clothing needed by one tier- 
son."

Forehand expect.  ̂ more county 
farmers to take part in the 1947 
.Agricultural Conservation Pro­
gram than ever before County 
and community committeemen 
have started getting together with 
farmers to work out this year's: 
ob.servation plans, which will be 
based on the needs of individual 
farms throughout the county.

Forehand explained that hu of­
fice. under the L’ S Department 
of Agriculture, provides pay-' 
ments. materials, and services to 
carry out special soil building 
practices Total conservation pay­
ments in the county for 1946 will 
be $101,000 However, the mon­
ey repre.sents only a part of the 
value of conservation work done,: 
because farmers themselves pay a' 
part of the cost.

’■W'e’ve done a lot of good work 
since the ACP started back in 
1936.'' said the chairman, “but 
before that we lost about one- 
third of our top soil in one gen­
eration. We’ve got a big job 
ahead A'ou can't take crops from 
the land very long without paying 
back the soil."

Many farmers find an electric 
pig brooder gives their spring pigs 
a warm, safe reception that cuU 
losses in half, according to Ivan 
Watson, animal husbandman ol 
the New Mexico Extension Serv­
ice ... .Until a few years ago, l^atson 
said, when farmers began 'to make 
use of these electric brooders, 35 
to 45 per cent of the spring pigs 
died before weaning Chilling ac­
counted for some of these losses, 
and the sow herself, by crushing 
the pigs, accounted for the others 
But the electric brooder keeps the 
pigs warm and dry and greatly re­
duces the possibility of crushing

On the average, the brooder 
saves at least one more pig in Mit h 
litter.

Watson said that a common type 
of brooder is a triangular-shaped 
box. about 42 inches long on the 
sides, and open at the front. Its 
height is about 12 inches, he says, 
enough to let the little pigs in but 
to keep the sow out. The brooder 
lamp, with a 12 or 14-inch re­
flector, is placed in a hole in the 
top of the box and throws down 
both heat and light

On timber right lands, which 

are areas to which title has been 
ectjuired by the federal govern­
ment by purchase, the owners 
have reserved the right to harvest 
the timber within a certain per 
lod of years. When the logging 
IS completed the young growth 
and uncut trees pass to the ad 
ministration of the forest service 
to play their part in producing the 
timber crops of the future .\il 
timber rights lands will have been 
logged within the next few years 
and this section as well as the 
-tate and private lands will pa-s 
■ >ut of active production for a 
lime The Forest S.-rvice does 
not supervise the cutting on these 
lands, from which forest prinlucts 
worth $;i60 000 were cut in 1940

On national forest lands the 
harvesting of the timber crop is 
regulated by what is termed "sus­
tained yield" This -ystem pro­
vides for a .\early rate of cut no 
greater than the volume of timber 
that the area will product through 
growth This policy provides for 
stable and centmuous operation 
of the small mills cutting on the 
forest and in turn stabilizes the 
production of forest materials for 
local and regional use and the

$1,5.000 worth of forest products

Since only fully matured trees 
ail- removed through logging op- 
(r.ations on national forest lands, 
the younger trees arc stimulated 
;p more rapid growth through the 
thinning operations and because 
of protection practices. Young 
•;n'owth on heavily logged land* 
,'cquired by the Forest Service is 
protected and managed to insure 
• ncrea.sed timber yields in the fu­
ture. thus assuring a constant and 
vrluable source of revenue for tee 
area.

The Sacramento Division of the

Lincoln National Forest in the 
area between Artesia and Alamo 
gordo has an important role in 
the economy of the region in au­
dition to Its value as a source of 
timber and forest products in­
come. The protection of water­
sheds, a matter ot vital import 
ance in a land of little rain, is ac 
complished by retaining sufficient 
trees in the mountains to prevent 
erosion and loss of moisture 
Since the forests are lea.-ed for 
grazing lands and in addition pro-i 
vide important recreation centers;

pendent producers and royalty 
owners. Few independent pro­
ducers would be in business to­
day had it not been for IPAA’s 
fight back in 1929.

2. Early m its career, IP.AA as­
sumed leadership in the fight for 
a percentage depletion allowance, 
which has been kept at its present 
rate of 27 per cent for many 
years although op|X)sed by the 
administration and Treasury De­
partment fur the past 14 years. In 
1940 an appropriation bilKS-4141) 
of 329 pages was rushed through 
the Senate as an emergency pa­
triotic measure On page 105 of 
this bill was a short paragraph 
cutting the depletion allowance in 
half It passed the Senate with­
out opposition and was taken im­
mediately to the House for con­
firmation Our W’ashingon office 
caught this paragraph before final 
action and it was removed. The 
depletion allowance would have 
btH-n 13 \  per cent instead of 274 
per cent for the past six years 
except for action by IPAA. The 
depletion allowance will, no 
doubt, be again attacked when­
ever a new revenue bill is writ­
ten

3. When a Federal Court decis­
ion apparently invalidated the op­
position to expense intangible 
drilling costs, IPAA assumed 
leadership in petitioning Con­
gress for relief The result was 
Concurrent Resolution No 50, ad­
vising the Internal Revenue De­
partment of the intent of Con­
gress that this right should be op­
tional. Time was an important 
clement in this fight and much 
work by long distance was neces­
sary in getting information to our 
leaders in all parts of the nation 
so that they might inform their 
members of Congress.

4 Through its Committee in 
Balance of Supply with Demand, 
IP.\.\ has worked with the Inter­
state Oil Compact Commission and 
the state regulatory bodies in or­
der to eliminate excessive produc­
tion which results in above­
ground waste This has had a 
stabilizing influence on the indus­
try.

5. An unrelenting, continuous 
fight was waged by IPAA for in­
creased price ceilings and finally 
decontrol of the oil industry un­
der OPA. Analysis ot the cost 
survey and insistance that some re­
lief to given resulted in the 10- 
cent increase last spring, and de 
control brought the 25-cent in- 
crea.se in July. Incidentally, if all 
producers would pay the associa­
tion just what this 35-cent in­
crease amounts to in one and one- 
half days, we would raise our 
budget easily.

When the Bill to Extend the 
Second War Powers Act (H. R. 
5716) was in the Senate, our 
Washington office collaborated in 
an amendment prohibiting those 
powers to be used for fixing max­
imum figures on any commodity. 
Had it not been for this amend­
ment. the president would have 
had power to fix price ceilings on 
petroleum and its products even 
after he had vetoed OPA.

6, Emergencies always have ar­
isen in the oil industry and will 
continue to do so. No industry 
can afford to wait until faced with 
serious problems before organiz­
ing to meet them. IPAA must be 
kept at full strength, not only in 
order Xo meet existing problems 
but to keep others from develop­
ing. “It is better to prevent a bad 
condtion than to have to correct 
one after it has been permitted to 
develop.”

One of the more valuable, but 
least known, accomplishments of

IPAA has been the prevention of 
conditions which, if permitti*d to 
develop, would have been harmful 
lo the industry and the public it 
serves. This was done through 
Etudy, reports, and testimony be 
foie Congressional committees on 
the effect of proposed legislatiop; 
by warning the .iidustry of un­
wise practices, and by annually 
projecting a sound program for 
future guidance.

Recent reports of (fust riding 
into the Midwest with snow from 
the Western plains are a warning 
that conservative efforts should 
be redoubled in all areas even 
though return of dust bowl con 
ditions is not an immediate threat, 
according to the Department of 
Agriculture. A quick check in­
dicates that -about a million acres 
in Texas. Oklahoma. Jvansas, and 
nearby areas suffered some dam­
age from blowing in late January. 
Thus far, flowing damage has 
been local, but severe enough in 
places to damage wheat fields, 
block roads, and cause automo­
bile accidents.

“Droughty conditions” in Great 
Plains areas last spring and sum 
mer followed by sudden rains pre­
vented many farmers from plant­
ing grain or drowned out their 
wheat. This factor, plus the short­
age of stubble for protective 
munch tillage resulting from a 
light 1946 crop in a few areas and 
the heavy grazing of wheat and 
gram sorghum fields after har­
vest all contributed to light pro 
tectivc cover for the ground Win­
ter freezing and thawing pulver­
ized the spar-ely-covered soil, and 
the exposed dry top.soil blew east­
ward when high, drying winds 
swept down in late January and 
early February.

Although ob.sersers have agreed 
that major 1947 dust storms are 
unlikely, the possibility is always 
close. There were welcome fall 
rams in the Southern plains, but 
conditions there can change sud­
denly. Below-normal moisture in 
late Winer and spring might very 
well bring a return of critical 
drought conditions in some areas 
Ordinarily, the worst blow period 
is in the early spring. Several 
sizeable dusters blew out of the 
Great Plains a year ago. But fav­
orable weather and conservative 
practices carried out by farmers 
and ranchers forestalled further 
spread of the storms.

The time to stop dust storms is 
during the seasons when moisture 
and other conditions make is pos­
sible to put into effect the best 
permanent soil and moisture sav­
ing measures. con.servatiun-mind- 
ed farmers point out. Redoubling 
conservation efforts in every area 
now is the best insurance against 
dust bowls and other evils arising 
from overworked land.
