Chores Are Safe.

During winter, when the pres
sure of field work subsides, barns
become the principal work center!’

ways to make them safe and easy
Unfortunately, many hazards and
inconveniences have been built
into barns and feed lofts, Rierson
says. These have been neglected or

Here
are some recommendations appros
ed by the National Safety Council
Do some housecleaning and set
things in order if the alleyways or
work areas are obstructed !

|If Eggs Have To Be
|Washed, Use Warm
Water, Says Agent

Most good poultrymeén know that
there's just no substitute for pro
ducing clean eggs. But they also
| know that there's always a chance
of finding a dirty egg in the poul-
'try house no matter what they do
to prevent it. So the question comes
up—how can that dirty egg be
cleaned without reducing its mar
ket value

County Agent Dallas Rierson has
the answer to that one. He says the
dirty egg should be washed in hot
water—water that ranges in temp
erature from 1740 to 160 degrees
When eggs are washed in cold wat-
er or lukewarm water, the eggs in-
sides contract and draw in the out-
side dirt and bacteria. But when
hot water is used, its a different
storv—the egg expands, thus caus-
ing the inside pressure to force the
dirt out of the eggshell pores
