year indicate*. Next to falls, the 
most commonly reported accidents 
came from animals, but very few 
from bulls. Horses and mules were 
responsible for hall of these acci­
dents, and cattle—other than bulls 
—for a third.

This does not mean that bulls 
have improved in duposition since 
the time when they caused so 
many jerious and fatal accidents, 
or that otner farm animals have 
become more ferocious, scientists 
of the Bureau of \nimal Industry 
comment The explanation simply 
u that farmer* have learned to 
handle bulls with special precau 
tions but are not yet careful 
enough with other animals.

The fact that horses and mules 
caused half the accidents, even 
though the number of these ani­
mals on farms has been declining 
so rapidly, should be a significant 
warning to farm people to be more 
alert to hazards from hoofs and 
from crowding in stalls.

Bulls on modem farms are safe­
ly restricted for most of the year

but are dangerous when roaming i 
free in pasture*. Cows, in contrast, 
because they must be milked twice  ̂
a day, have more opportunity to 
step on feet or to kick the unwao 
who are working with them.

Even pigs can be dangerous, as 
anybody who has been bitten by 
one knows. Sows with litters are 
especially touchy.
