Th e  s i c k e r  SCHENU.J' are appearing thi<k 
and fast and they promise to be on the increase 

in the days and weeks ahead.
Everyone knows when things slow down a little 

and when jobs become a little more scarie the so- 
called promoters get out and get busy with some 
of the various schemes or rackets which have always 
made money in the past.

One of the schemes, which is worked more 
often than any others, is some advertising scheme. 
.And there are scores of these worked over the na­
tion every day.

And they will continue to be worked just as 
long as we continue to buy them. Practically every 
one of these schemes is well known to local busi­
ness people. They know that as an advertising med­
ium the various programs, fans. songb<Miks and a 
score of other things submitted to them have no 
value. They realise fully the money spent on these 
is not a good investment.

But in about nine cases ont of 10 the promot­
er tries to work in some local person or some local 
organisation to assist and to front for the movement. 
A i^  sometimes business people have a little diffi- 
cclty turning them down.

We recently heard of an Artesia merchant who 
did just that. He advised the local person with the 
proteoter if the would return to the store he would 
make an outright $10 cash donation to the church 
but he wouldn't buy the advertising being submitt­
ed. The promoter didn't like that, of course. They 
never do.

But we could do considerable to at least dis­
courage if not to stop some of these sucker schemes 
if we would just refuse to participate in them. We 
are all glad to donate and contribute our money 
to a local church movement or a*local project but 
moat o f us are not willing to donate when some 50 
per cent of what we are giving is going to some 
promoter.

We can stop many of these schemes if and 
when we will stop participating in them. Those who 
work these rackets wonY work in those towns and 
cities where the merchants have learned to say, 
"N o,”  with emphasis.— O.E.P.

Mountain Lion 
Population Beinfi 
Held in Cheek

“ Mountain lion concentraUons 
I will be broken up and excess pop- 
' Illations reduced by Game Depart­
ment hunters wherever they oc­
cur*' asserted State Game W’arden 
EUiott Barker This was in answer 
to “ an open letter to all sports­
men" published in the July issue 
of "Fly and SheU.** in which Dr 
Frank C Hibben severely criti­
cized the Game Department for 
taking seven mountain lions in 
the Magdalena Mountains recent­
ly

Dr Hibben. erstwhile lion hun­
ter, asserted there w m  a growing 

I number of sportsmen who liked to 
. hunt lions for the sport and could 
i thus save the Game Department 
I the expense Barker agreed that 
' would be “ just fine" and the Game I Department would be glad to have 
! them do it  provided they would 
I keep the lions under control and 
prevent undue increase.

Reviewmg the Magdalena Moun- 
tanis situation which provoked 
Dr Hibben’s protest. W’a i^ n  Bar­
ker said. “ For years there were 
few lions in the Magdalenas end 
the department only occMtonally 
took one or two to keep their num­
bers down The Game Department 
WM glad to have Dr. Hibben and 
his friends go in there sod hunt 
and to keep the Game Department 
hunters out as long si the private 
hunters kept the lion population 
down to a low number But when, 
during the past winter, AMistant 
Game Warden Pickens made an 
inspection and found there were 
no less than 10 and probably a 
dozen playing havoc with the deer 
in that little mountain area of 155 
square miles, it w m  obvious that 
drastic action w m  required at once 
to reduce the lion population.

T hat Pickens’ estimate was 
well founded is proven by the 
fact that since last ChristmM the 
private hunters have taken three 
lions and the Game Department's 
hunter, B L. Henderson. hM taken 
seven, and we know there are at 
leMt three more in there waiting 
to be chased by private hunters 
Also, we know there eight or 10 
lions in the Jemez Mountains, a 
like number in the Pecos division 
of the Santa Fe Forest and some 
in the Manzanas. All these areas 
are as close to Albuquerque ai the 
Magdalena Mountains are, so no­
body has been deprived of the 
privilege of hunting lions, as Dr. 
Hibben claims ”

In commenting on the damage 
that lions do to game necessitat­
ing their control. Barker called 
attention to the fact, accepted by 
all authorities, that the average 
lion will kill at least 50 deer a 
year. A dozen lions would take 
600 deer per year, which valued at 
850 each would be a CMh value 
of $30.(X)0 Besides. 600« deer 
would provide sport hunting for 
twice or three times that number 
of hunters.

Barker asserted that it is not 
consistent with good game man­
agement to make that great a sac­
rifice of game for which the de-i 
mand is annually growing in order 
to provide an occMional easy 
week end lion hunt for a half 
dozen individuals whose succeM 
hM been entirely insufficient to 

^keep the lion population down toi 
'a tolerable number.

Nearing completion are the 
Woods Apartments at 12th and 
Main Streets, the first complete 
apartment building ever built orig­
inally as such in Artesia and be­
lieved to be the finest and most 
modem building of its kind in the 
state of New Mexico.

The beautiful new structure is 
owned by Mrs. A. T. Woods and 
was built for her by Losee & Com- 

, pany, whose head. M. G. Losee de- 
I signed it. It will be ready for oc- 
! cupancy soon, with an open house 
planned.

In general, the apartment build­
ing is in the shape of a “U’’ with 

' an apartment at each tip, one each 
at the two “L’s”  and a fifth in the 
center of the “U" which faces to 

' the west on 12th Street, giving an 
I unobstructed view across the school 
: park north of Morris Field.

The apartments at the tips of the 
“ U” have one bedroom each, while 
the others have two each. How­
ever, the second and fifth apart­

ments or those at the two “ L’s" are 
so arranged that by means of two 
doors, one on each side of the sill, 
each can be made into two one- 
bedroom apartments, each with its 
own bath and the larger complete 
with kitchen, the smaller, a bache­
lor apartment without kitchen.

He must have served sometime 
between Dec. 7, 1941 and Dec. 31, 
1946; he must have been discharg­
ed or separated under conditions 
other than dishonorable; his pres­
ent disability must be the result 
of an injury suffered or disease

contracted, in line of duty, or the 
result of an injury or disease made 
worse by his military servie; his 
diseability must have been incurr­
ed before July 2S, 1947 and these 
injuries or diseases must not be 
the result of the person’s own will­
ful misconduct.

The amount of compensation a 
veteran may get depends on two 
factors, whether the veteran is en­
titled to compensation at "war­
time” or “ peace-time" rates and 
the percentage of disability. Peace-

IZED REPRESENTATIVE ON 

’ALL SIDEWALKS AND STREET 
IMPROVEMENTS. I N C L U DING 
CURB AND GUTTER AND PAV­

BE IT ORDAINED by the CRy 
Council of the City of Artesia, New 
Mexico, as follows:

SECTION I: All subdivisions or 
re-divisions of lands within the 
City of Artesia. and all additions 
or subdivisions to the City of Ar­
tesia, shall be surveyed by a licens­
ed land surveyor in the field, and 
all block corners and lot comers 
shall be properly located on the 
ground with iron pins.

SECTION II: A plat or map of 
each subdivision within the City of 
Artesia. or addition or subdivision, 
to the City of Artesia. shall be pre-' 
pared and the City of Artesia shall 
be furnished with five (5) white 
prints thereof, which shall be. 
drawn to the same scale as the City 
master map. to wit. 1 inch equals 
150 feet. All such maps and plats 
must be approved by the City Sup­
ervisor and must be approved by 
the City Council, as required by 
law, with reference to the contin­
uity of streets and alleys on such 
maps and plats. All such maps and 
plats shall show known points of 
existing adjacent subdivisions or 
additions to the City of Artesia.
