Tuesday, Friday Semi-Weekly 
Publication To Start Sept. 20

Foreign Oil Is 
Menace To U.S.
In Case Of War

Unless something is done,to cur­
tail the importing of oil from for­
eign countries, the United States 
will be in a bad way in case of war, 
Emery Carper declared Tuesday 
noon at the weekly Rotary Club 
luncheon.

Carper, a director of the Inde­
pendent Petroleum Association of 
.America, who represented New 
Mexico producers and other pe­
troleum interests at a hearing in 
Washington, D. C., said the meet­
ing was called to fight for the 
Thomas Amendment to the Recip­
rocal Trade Agreement, under 
which oil imports would be restrict­
ed to 5 per cent of the domestic 
production.

He said Arabian oil is being de­
livered to this country at 80 to 90 
cents a barrel cheaper than it can 
be produced domestically. The fuel 
oil cut of this petroleum is much 
greater than from that of United 
States oil, which has caused a glut 
on the market, he declared.

Carper said that the United 
States has lost the foreign market 
because of the cheaper oils and that 
there now is much refining of oils, 
abroad. “If we still had the for­
eign markets and could export pe­
troleum products, it might be well 
to import," he said. But the refin­
ing in foreign countries has made 
that impossible.

The speaker said that in Wash­
ington in about 1943 a committee 
recommended bringing in foreign 
oil. in order to conserve domestic 
petroleum. But, he added, it takes 
years to find oil and, to develop its 
production, which cannot be done, 
if operators cannot sell.

He stressed that Russia is re­
ported to have developed a new 
submarine, much more efficient 
and effective than the German 
"snorkle” submarine of World War 
II, with which it would be possible 
to stop imports to this nation in 
ease of war. Furthermore, he said, 
the development of Arabian oil is 
setting it up for Russia, should a 
conflict come and the Russians 
would take that production over

The .Artesia Advocate will start 
its semi-weekly publication on 
Tuesday, Sept. 20—each Tuesday 
and Friday—it was announced this 
week by Orville E. Priestley.

The impending change from a 
weekly to semi-weekly was previ­
ously announced by the publisher 
in June, with the actual date of the 
twice-a-week publication indefin­
ite at that time, other than it would 
start in September.

In anticipation of the increase in 
costs of publication, subscription 
rates for The Advocate are to ad­
vance Friday of this week $1 a 
year in each of the three distribu­
tion zones. However, a discount of 
50 cents from the new rates will 
be given on all subscription — 
either new or renewals—from Fri­
day until the day of the first semi­
weekly publication. This, in effect, 
amounts to an increase of 50 cents 
a year starting tomorrow, or a $1 
advance on Sept. 20 over the rates 
which have been in effect.

Publisher Priestley said the semi­
weekly rales will be $3.50 a year in 
the Artesia trade territory, $4 in 
.New Mexico outside of the Artesia 
trade territory and $4.50 else­
where in the United States and ter­
ritories or to military or civilian 
personnel in occupied countries.

With those rates effective Friday, 
but with the 50-cent discount ap­
plicable until Sept. 20. new or re­
newal subscriptions will in effect 
be $3 in the Artesia trade terri­
tory, $3.50 elsewhere in the state 
and $4 out of state until the date 
of the first semi-weekly publica­
tion.

The Artesia trade territory has ’ 
been defined for this purpose to 
include those areas served by the | 
post offices at Artesia, Hope, Dun- 
ken, Pinon, Weed. Sacramento, 
Mayhill, Cloudcroft, Elk, Flying H. 
Loco Hills. Maljamar, Lakewood, 
Lake Arthur and Hagerman.

Other details necessao’ for the 
change-over from a weekly to semi­
weekly publication are being work­
ed out and will be announced in 
the near future. These include 
news and advertising deadlines, 
advertising rates and the like

By necessity the deadlines will i 
have to be quite different from 
those in force at present, if for no 
other than that there will be two 
of each every week instead of one.

However, the semi-weekly will 
provide a choice of publication 
days for advertisers—either early 
or late in the week—or will give ' 
them two times each week to ex­
toll the news of their merchandise 
and services to the public in the 
Artesia area.

And from a news standpoint, 
those last-minute stories, items or 
locals, which chronicle news hap­
pening too late for one issue, may 
be published in the next issue, only 
a half week hence, rather than a 
week.

•The final issue of the weekly 
Advocate will be on Thursday, 
Sept. 15 and will be the 37th is­
sue of volume 46. showing a con­
tinuous publication of this news­
paper for Artesia more than 45 
years.

Tliree Typhoid 
Gases Repirted 
In -\rtesia Area

Three cases of typhoid in the Ar­
tesia area, but none in the immed­
iate vicinity of the city, were re­
ported this week by Dr I E. Puck­
ett. district health officer, who 
warned against the use of raw milk 
from producers who have not been 
inspected and have no permits.

He said two of the cases are a 
father and son, living about four 
miles southeast of Artesia. "good 
people, but who have been selling 
raw milk in Artesia without a li­
cense.” and the other is a Spanish- 
American man living about four 
miles southeast of Atoka.

Dr. Puckett said water samples 
have been sent off from the two 
places for analysis, but that the 
water is not suspected, as it comes 
from deep wells, not likely to be 
a source of typhoid. However, he 
said, open-pit toilets were found 
on the premises, with flies coming 
and going. As yet the source of in- 
faction has not been determined in 
the cases of the father and son or 
the Spanish-American.

Cliff Dtvelling Is 
Found In Canyon 
Sear To Llaves

Discovery of a spectacular In­
dian cliff dwelling high on the 
side of Gallina Canyon has been 
announced by Dr. Frank C. Hib- 
ben, associate professor of an 
thropology at the University^ of 
New Mexico.

Estimated by Dr. Hibben to be 
900 years old. the cliff dwelling, in 
two connecting caves, was found 
by the summer field party of the 
university's anthropology depart 
ment.

About II  a| k s  from Llaves, 
north of Cuba, zae 14 bouses mak­

ing up the rum overlook a wilder­
ness area still without roads near 
the big bend of the canyon.

Only access to tbe ruins was 
through a crack in the cliff, thence 
by ropes to an outcrop of ledge 
What Dr. Hibben described as a 
"kind of catwalk.” built of mason­
ry and adobe by tbe Indians cen­
turies ago. led around a shoulder 
of cliff to the dwellings.

This catwalk. Dr. Hibben related, 
could have brought near disaster 
to the party except for the precau­
tion of rigging up protective life 
lines. It crumbleii and atomized 
into dust in tbe canyon depths jjisti 
as the last student was crossing it. 
coming out.

The dwellings. Dr. Hibben said, 
are well preserved in their shelt­
ered cave location beneath an over­
hang of rock. Wooden beams were 
found still in good condition, also 
ordinarily peruhable corn busks, 
wooden implements and cordage 
of twisted yucca fiber.

“Five-Deer House," as the partv 
named tbe ruins from five spotted 
deer painted on the back wall oi 
the larger cave, held indications of 
mortal conflict and human trag-. 
edy, the university professor said, i

Marks of fire indicated the 
dwellings might have been success­
fully stormed in the distant past, 
the Gallina Indian inhabitants' 
slain and the dwellings set ablaze.

Next summer's excavation of the  ̂
site should unearth details of th e , 
fall of “Five-Deer House.” said Dr., 
Hibben, with the possibility tha t' 
skeleton now buried will reveal' 
a picture of savage battle to death.

Air Academy Plan 
Goes to Congress; 
AF ^eed Stressed

Washington (AFPS)—Plans for 
a $171 million Air Force Acad­
emy, comparable to West Point 
and Annapolis, have been submit 
ted to Congress by Defense Sec­
retary Louis Johnson. .Mr. Johnson 
pointed out that the Air Force is

Duck Statup Bill 
Proposes Raise 
In Cost To 8 2 I

•According to a release by the 
National Wildlife Federation, the' 
Duck Stamp Hill, which had previ-^ 
ously passed the Senate, has now- 
passed the Hou.se. State Game 
Warden Elliott Barker said.

This bill, according to B.-irker, 
has been strongly supported by 
•American sportsmen and conserva-' 
tionists. The duck stamp bill in­
creases the price of the duck stamp | 
from SI to $2. The revnue is to be 
used for waterfowl restoration pro­
jects and the bill authorizes the 
Fish and Wildlife Service to open 
up not to exceed 25 per cent of the 
newly acquired refuges to public 
hunting when the waterfowl popu­
lation is not on a downward trend, 
according to the Wildlife Federa­
tion reL'ase The bill, providing 
that 10 per cent of the stamp rev­
enue be used for administration 
and law enforcement, went through 
w-ith an amendment which, accord­
ing to Barker, provides that the 
revenue from the bill shall be 
available only after appropriation 
by Congress.

•According to the Wildlife Fed­
eration release, the proposed fed­
eral air program for fish restora­
tion and noanagement which is 
known as the Dingell Bill and 
which has passed the House aatf 
is now pending in the Senate, 
would be financed by fishermen 
themselves through a tax on rods, 
creels, reels and artificial lures. 
This bill would provide for financ­
ing fisheries projects, similar to 
the wildlife projects under the 
Pittman-Robertson program.

Sign Final Orders 
Establishing AF 
As Separate Dept.

Washington (AFPS) — Defense 
Secretary Louis Johnson recently 
signed the last of a series of 40 
transfer orders establishing the 
Air Forte as a separate NME De­
partment.

The project of separating the 
Air Force from Army jurisdiction 
has proceeded steadily for two 
years under provisions of the Na­
tional Security Act of 1947.

The Act required completion of 
the separation within the two-year 
period, and provided for the uni­
fication of similar Army and Air 
Force functions to prevent dupli­
cation.

Many of the separation adjust­
ments also were directed toward 
unification. For example, the 
Army Chief of Engineers was des­
ignated real estate and contract 
construction agent for both Ser­
vices.

An Army-Air Force Central 
Welfare fund was established, 
with officers of both services sit­

ting as the Board of Directors. 
Troop Information and Education 
activities have been unified. The 
Army periorms services common 
to both Army and Air Force in the 
fields of transportation and Quar­
termaster administration.

The 40 transfer orders issued by 
the Secretary of Defense shifted 
approximately 100 generalized 
functions from Army to Air Force 
responsibility. On the basis of 
these orders, the two services is­
sued joint Regulations directing 
the detailed execution of the 
transfer.

In a memorandum to the three 
NME Secretaries which accompa­
nied the last transfer order. Sec­
retary Johnson said; “.Although 
the Congress created ti,ree sepa­
rate military departments, it was 
not its intent to impede the inte­
gration of the military operations 
of the three departments. The ef­
forts of this office, therefore, have 
always been directed toward 
achievement of the fullest possible 
integration, an objective which 
will be attained more readily now 
that the activities of all three ser­
vices are authorized by law to a 
comparable, extent.”

Enrollment of new students of 
all grades in the .Artesia public 
school system started Monday, it 
was announced by Tom .Mayfield, 
superintendent of schools.

He said each pupil should enroll 
at the school within the school 
zone in which he lives and he de­
fined the zones:

Park School, west of Eighth 
Street and Watson Avenue; Cen­
tral School, east of Eighth Street 
and Watson Avenue and south of 
Chisum Avenue to the railroad and 
south of Conoco Crossing east of 
the railroad; North Side, east of 
Eighth Street and north of Chisum 
Avenue west of the railroad and 
north of Conoco Crossing east of 
the railroad. The high school zone 
embraces the entire district.

Superintendent Mayfield said 
children coming by bus will be 
enrolled where classes are smaller. 
However, in reporting (or enroll­
ment. bus pupils in the fourth, fifth 
and sixth grades are to go to Park 
School and those in the first, sec­
ond and third grades to Central 
School. After enrollment transfers 
will be made for them to the school 
with the smaller enrollment.

.Negro children from the sixth 
grade down are to enroll at Carver 
School Friday, Sept. 2 Those in 
the grades above the sixth are to 
report at the high school for regis­
tration.

Superintendent Mayfield said 
that all children who will have 
reached the age of 6 years on or 
before next Jan. 1 and who have 
iiot reached the age of 17 years 
are required by law to attend 
school. He said parents are respon­
sible to keep their children in 
school, but an attendance officer 
IS employed to aid parents and 
school authorities in keeping chil­
dren solving non-attendance prob­
lems.

Children enrolling in the first 
grade for the first time must pre­
sent birth certificates. And im­
munization against smallpox and 
diphtheria are required of all pu­
pils when they first enter school.

Sept. 1. 1948. may mail them to| 
them VA regional office to ex­
change them for the new type cer­
tificates. V.A emphasized that the 
certificates need not be exchanged 
In person.

By exchanging his old certificate, 
the veterth enables VA to verify 
his entitlement for education and 
training well in advance of the 
time he enters school. Verification 
is necessary before VA can pay 
tuition and subsistence. I

VA and schools accept the new 
eertificate without question, while 
the old certificates are not accept­
able until verified;

Veterans applying for certificates 
of eligibility for the first time may 
obtain application forms at any VA 
office. Completed forms, along 
with photostatic copies of discharge 
papers, may be submitted to VA by 
mail. After VA determines entitle­
ment and eligibility, the veterans! 
will receive the new type certifi­
cates.

Although veterans may apply for 
certificates at the same time they 
enroll in school, VA advised fall 
enrollees to make application well

in advance, to insure speedier serv-' 
ice.

(n addition to making arrange­
ments for certificates of eligibility, 
those veterans with one or more 
dependents should begin now to 
gather necessary evidence of de­
pendency for subsistence allow­
ance purposes—if such evidence is 
not already on file in VA.

Veterans need not submit the 
evidence at this time.

As a final step to be taken as 
soon as possible, veterans should
