Members of National Guard units
which are called into federal serv-
ice are automatically brought un-
der coverage of the veterans' re-
employment rights law, according
to an announcement from Secre-
tary of Labor Maurice J. Tobin, |
which has been received by the|
New Mexico State Employment|
Service office in Artesia. '

It was pointed out there have
been many inquiries on this point
since the calling of four National
| Guard division and two regimental |
combat teams into federal service.

Secretary Tobin said that under
the provisions of the Selective |
Service Act, members of such
units who leave other than temp-
orary positions in private industry
lor with the federal government,
will be eligible for reinstatement |
in their old jobs upon release from |
